The Big Spring Fire Depar-
ment has a new 
fire marshal, and 
officials didn’t 
have to go far to 
find him.

BSFD offi-
cials announced 
Thursday that 
Deputy Chief Dan 
Hendrickson, a 
veteran of more than 20 years 
with the department, has 
been appointed as fire mar-

shal effective Saturday.
Hendrickson, who has 

served as assistant fire mar-
shal the past two years, suc-
ceeds Carl Condray, who re-
cently retired.

Hendrickson began his ca-
reer with BSFD in 1995. He 
was promoted to lieutenant 
in 2004 and deputy chief in 
August 2014.

“Dan is extremely dedicat-
ed,” BSFD Chief Craig Fergu-
son said. “He’s got a passion 
for this city and the safety of 
its citizens, and we are ex-
tremely pleased to be able to 

promote him to his new du-
ties.”

Fire marshal responsibili-
ties include fire investiga-
tion, fire code enforcement, 
restaurant inspections, and 
care of the fire K-9 unit.

Hendrickson has earned 
several certifications, includ-
ing emergency medical train-
ing, basic peace officer, mas-
ter firefighter, master arson 
investigator, advanced fire 
investigator, and advanced 
inspector. 

In addition, he earned his 
K-9 training certification in 
2015 with Song, the depart-
ment’s arson dog.

He received a bachelor’s 
degree in fire administration 
from Columbia Southern 
University in 2015.

Hendrickson and his wife, 
Jenisa, have two children, 
Claire and Logan.

Local man charged 

after victim of  alleged 
assault dies Thursday

Charges against a Big Spring man have 
been upgraded to murder after the woman 
he allegedly assaulted died Thursday.

Irma Lozano, 64, died in a Lubbock hos-
pital from injuries she received in an inci-
dent allegedly involving 28-year-old Abel 
Torres. Torres had originally been charged 
with aggravated assault — a second degree 
felony — in the incident, but Big Spring Po-
lice Department officials confirmed early 
this morning that the charges had been en-
hanced to murder, a first-degree felony.

Lozano received serious head injuries 
in the incident, which occurred in the 500 
block of West Sixth Street Wednesday eve-
ning.

Police responding to a domestic distur-
bance call at that location learned that Tor-
res had come to the address and become 
involved in an argument with his ex-girl-
friend, Anastacia Lozano, Irma Lozano’s 
daughter.

HOBOKEN, N.J.  — Federal investigators are trying to de-

termine what happened before a commuter train barreled 
through a station and crashed into a barrier, causing a young 
mother to be killed by falling debris and injuring more than 
100 other people.

Investigators from the National Transportation Safety Board 
will be looking to determine how fast the train was going when 
it crashed at the busy Hoboken station Thursday morning. 
They hope to speak to the train’s injured engineer on Friday, 
NTSB Vice Chairman T. Bella Dinh-Zarr said. State officials 
say he has been cooperating.

The investigation will seek to answer many questions, in-
cluding whether a system designed to prevent accidents by 
overriding the engineer and automatically slowing or stop-
ping trains that are going too fast could have helped if it had 
been installed on the line.

Investigators recovered an event recorder from the locomo-
tive Thursday night and will be examining it Friday, Dinh-
Zarr said Friday on ABC’s “Good Morning America.” The de-
vice contains information on the train’s speed and braking.

More than 100,000 people use New Jersey Transit to commute 
from New Jersey to New York City each day. The NJ Transit 
portion of the Hoboken station remained closed Friday, slow-
ing the morning commute for those making connections there.

As investigators began their probe, the family of Fabiola Bit-
tar de Kroon, the crash’s sole fatality, was in mourning. De 
Kroon had recently moved to New Jersey from Brazil after her 
husband got a job with an international liquor company.

She had just dropped her toddler daughter off at day care be-
fore rushing to catch a train, according to day care director 
Karlos Magner.

“She was dropping off the daughter. I was closing up the 
stroller,” he recalled. “We had a good talk for like a minute. 
And she said she was in a rush.”

Shortly after, the NJ Transit train ran off the end of the track 
as it was pulling in around 8:45 a.m., smashing through a

concrete -and-steel 
bumper. As it ground 
to a halt in the waiting 
area, it knocked out pil-
lars, collapsing a sec-
tion of the roof.

De Kroon was killed 
by debris, and 108 oth-
ers were injured, mostly 
on the train, Gov. Chris 
Christie said. Scores 
were hospitalized, some 
with serious injuries in-
cluding broken bones.

The engineer, Thomas 
Gallagher, was pulled 
from the mangled first 
car and was treated at 
a hospital and released. 
Gallagher has worked 
for NJ Transit for 29 
years, and a union ros-
ter shows he started as 
an engineer about 18 
years ago.

New York Gov. An-
drew Cuomo said inves-
tigators will determine 
whether the explana-
tion for the crash was 
equipment failure, an 
incapacitated engineer 
or something else.

Some witnesses said 
they didn’t hear or 
feel the brakes being 
applied. Authorities 
would not estimate how 
fast the train was go-

ing. But the speed limit 
heading into the station 
is 10 mph.

“The train came in at 
much too high rate of 
speed, and the question 
is: ‘Why is that?’” Chris-
tie said.

Cuomo, a Democrat, 
and Christie, a Repub-
lican, cautioned against 
jumping to conclusions 
about the role that the 
lack of positive train 
control played or didn’t 
play in the tragedy.

The NTSB has been 
pressing for some ver-
sion of the technology 
for at least 40 years, and 
the industry is under 
government orders to 
install it, but regulators 
have repeatedly extend-
ed the deadline at rail-
roads’ request. The tar-
get date is now the end 
of 2018.

Over the past 20 years, 
the NTSB has listed the 
lack of positive train 
control as a contribut-
ing factor in 25 crashes. 
Those include the Am-
trak wreck last year in 
Philadelphia in which 
a speeding train ran off 
the rails along a curve. 
Eight people were 
killed.

In 2011, a Port Author-
ity Trans-Hudson, or 

PATH, commuter train 
crash in a separate sec-
tion of the Hoboken sta-
tion injured more than 
30 people. The NTSB 
found the engineer 
failed to control the 
speed of the train as it 
entered the station and 
investigators also de-
termined a contributing 
factor was the absence 
of positive train control.

“They’ll have to an-
swer for themselves, 
but at the end of the day 
if safety is job one ... 
then you have to have a 
better record than New 
Jersey Transit has right 
now,” said U.S. Sen. 
Bob Menendez, D-N.J., 
noting that the transit 
agency said in a 2016 
report with the Federal 
Railroad Administra-
tion that it didn’t have 
positive train control on 
any locomotive or seg-
ment of track.

“That means zero 
across the board,” he 
said. “They need to do 
better than zero across 
the board.”

A spokeswoman for 
NJ Transit referred all 
questions about the in-
vestigation, including 
questions about posi-
tive train control, to the 
NTSB.

Even without positive 
train control, there are 
still safeguards in place 
in Hoboken.

NJ Transit trains have 
an in-cab system that is 
designed to alert engi-
neers and stop locomo-
tives when they go over 
20 mph, according to 
an NJ Transit engineer 
who spoke on condition 
of anonymity because 
he was not authorized 
to discuss the accident.

Trains like the one in 
Thursday’s crash also 
are equipped with a sys-
tem that sounds a loud 
alarm and eventually 
stops the train if the en-
gineer goes 15 to 20 sec-
onds without touching 
the controls.

But it was unclear 
whether those mecha-
nisms kicked in or 
would have made a dif-
ference if they had.

Michael Larson, an 
NJ Transit employee 

working in the terminal 
about 30 feet away, said 
he saw the train go over 
the bumper and lift up 
into the air, stopping 
only when it hit the wall 
of the station’s waiting 
room.

“Officers were told that 
Torres became physi-
cal with his ex-girlfriend 
outside the residence,” 
a BSPD news release 
stated. “Her mother tried 
to intervene and Torres 
turned on her and shoved 
her to the ground.”

When police and para-
medics arrived on the 
scene, they found Irma 
Lozano unconscious with 

a serious head injury 
in the carport outside 
the residence. She was 
transported to the Scenic 
Mountain Medical Cen-
ter emergency room, then 
life-flighted to a Lubbock 
hospital.

While emergency per-
sonnel were treating Lo-
zano, police conducted a 
search for Torres, who 
was found shortly after-
ward hiding in a closet at 
a friend’s residence, the 
police report stated. At 

that time, he was arrested 
and charged with aggra-
vated assault.

Irma Lozano never re-
sponded to treatment 
at University Medical 
Center in Lubbock, and 
succumbed to her inju-
ries shortly after 6 p.m. 
Thursday, police said. 
Shortly afterward, charg-
es against Torres were up-
graded to murder.

He remains in custody 
at the county detention 
center awaiting arraign-

ment.
“The Big Spring Police 

Department sends our 
condolences to the Lozano 
family,” the BSPD report 
stated. “This murder in-
vestigation is ongoing 
and we will be unable to 
release any further details 
regarding this incident.”

FRESNO, Calif. (AP) — California is moving to 
ban farmers from spraying pesticides into the air 
near schools and day care centers under a newly 
proposed rule that will be among the nation's 
toughest, regulators told The Associated Press on 
Thursday.

Crop dusters flying over fields, air-blasters spray-
ing orchards and fumigants that risk blowing 
onto campuses will no longer be allowed within a 
quarter-mile of those facilities, said Brian Leahy, 
director of the state Department of Pesticide Regu-
lation.

Some counties already require such buffer zones, 
but the rule will create uniformity statewide, bet-
ter protecting students and their teachers from ill-
ness, he said. The rule will safeguard 3,500 schools 

and day cares, affect roughly 2,500 California 
farms and carry fines of up to $5,000, officials said.

California grows nearly half of the nation's fruits, 
nuts and vegetables. It is also home to nearly 40 
million people, making it the most populated state 
and necessitating stricter pesticide rules because 
of its close quarters, officials said.

The proposal is angering farmers already un-
der pressure from five years of drought and rising 
costs, such as a law recently signed by Gov. Jerry 
Brown that grants farmworkers the same rights to 
overtime pay as other employees.

Farmers say they are being unfairly targeted 
because schools often build campuses on cheaper 
land outside town, where they have tilled the soil 
long before students arrived.

Farmers are mindful of neighboring schools 
and don't spray when it could harm children, said 

Bruce Blodgett, executive director of the San Joa-
quin Farm Bureau Federation. He said he didn't 
know of instances where children were sickened 
by pesticides from farmers he works with.

"It seems like they're almost inventing an issue 
to solve," Blodgett said. "Clearly, it's one that does 
not exist."

But officials say roughly 34 people were sickened 
in five instances throughout the state between 2005 
and 2014 when pesticides drifted onto campuses, 
demonstrating a need for stricter regulations.

In the largest case, 11 students and their teacher 
at Cesar Chavez Elementary School in Monterey 
County became ill in April 2009 when a helicopter 
sprayed a field of spinach near the students who 
were outside for a physical education class, offi-
cials say.

They vomited and experienced burning eyes, 
headaches and irritated skin, officials say. The 
company hired to spray the pesticide had to pay a 
$700 fine.

Other cases occurred in Tulare, Kern and Santa 
Barbara counties, officials said.

A formal announcement of the rule is expected 
Friday and opens a public comment period through 
mid-November. Regulators plan to formally adopt 
the regulation that will be enforced beginning in 
September 2017.

Under the rule, farmers will be limited to spray

California to 
ban some 
pesticides 

near schools

The Texas Education Agency on Wednesday re-
leased the 2016 Community and Student Engage-
ment ratings for the state’s school districts, char-
ters and campuses.

The Texas Education Code requires all districts 
and charters to evaluate their own performance, 
as well as that of each of their campuses in the area 
of community and student engagement.

Districts must assign - both to themselves and to 
each of their campuses - one of four performance 
ratings: exemplary, recognized, acceptable or un-
acceptable.

For ECISD, the district as a whole gave itself an 
overall performance rating of recognized; fine arts 
was recognized; wells/PE was recognized; commu-
nity/parental involvement was recognized; 21st 

century workforce was recognized; second lan-
guage programs was exemplary; digital learning 
environment was recognized; dropout prevention 
strategies was recognized; and gifted and talented 
programs were exemplary.

In 2016, all 1,207 school districts and charters in 
the state reported a locally assigned overall rating 
of acceptable or higher. In addition, more than 99 
percent of campuses (8,408 out of 8, 457) received a 
locally assigned rating of acceptable or higher.

In addition to an overall rating, districts must as-
sign to themselves and to each of their campuses 
a performance rating for fine arts, wellness/PE, 
community/parental involvement, 21st century 
workforce, second language programs, digital 
learning, dropout prevention strategies and gifted 

and talented programs.
Local committees determine the criteria that 

districts use to evaluate performance and perfor-
mance ratings and to evaluate district compliance 
with statutory reporting and policy requirements.

The agency is required to report the performance 
ratings and compliance statuses on its website.

Districts and charters were required to have 
posted their locally assigned ratings and compli-
ance status on the school district’s website by Aug. 
8.

Community and student Engagement ratings 
are locally determined and not currently part of 
the state accountability rating system or the finan-
cial accountability rating system – known as the 
School Financial Integrity Rating System of Texas.

ing near schools at night and on 
weekends, when students are not on 
campus.

Pesticides applied to crops without 
the possibility of drifting into schools 
can be used anytime, but in many 
cases the farmer will be required to 
notify the neighboring school in ad-
vance.

“Our schools already do a great job 
of communicating with students, 
parents, staff and the neighboring 
community,” Tom Torlakson, Cali-
fornia’s public schools superinten-
dent said in a statement. “This regu-
lation will provide more information 
to schools and let them continue com-
municating with all concerned par-
ties.”

The proposal should be more rigor-
ous, said Paul Towers, spokesman for 
the Pesticide Action Network, which 
advocates for stricter protections 
from the chemicals used on food.

Officials should prohibit farmers 
from spraying pesticides within 1 
mile of school at any time because 
some harmful pesticides linger for 
hours or days, he said.

Regulators focus on preventing 
immediate illnesses, but he said the 
bigger concern is protecting children 
from long-term risk of cancer, brain 
development and reproductive is-
sues.

“Piecemeal protections don’t go far 
enough,” Towers said. “They need to 
take a more rigorous approach and 
establish a more health protective 
policy for all the state’s children.”

NASHVILLE, Tenn. (AP) — When 
a 5-year-old autistic boy came home 
from his Nashville public school 
with bruises and a bite mark, his par-
ents sent him back with a recording 
device.It captured a therapist slam-
ming their son's head on his desk, 
and a teacher using a martial arts 
technique that made him whimper 
and cry. Now these and other par-
ents are suing over their children's 
treatment, hoping a federal judge 
will order the state of Tennessee to 
hold school districts accountable for 
complying with disability laws.

Nearly 40 years after federal laws 
began requiring schools to educate 
disabled students alongside their 
non-disabled peers as much as possi-
ble, many of these children are still 
channeled into separate and unequal 
educational programs, often because 
of serious behavioral challenges that 
come along with their disabilities.

Without enough training and re-
sources to manage these behaviors, 
some teachers and their aides rou-
tinely isolate and restrain children 
— techniques that are supposed to 
be reserved for emergencies and last 
resorts — in ways that can become 
violent. The U.S. Government Ac-
countability Office found hundreds 
of allegations of abuse and even 
deaths associated with the use of re-
straints and seclusion in the nation's 
public and private schools over two 
decades before 2009. Seven years lat-
er, Congress has yet to approve com-
prehensive legislation to limit these 
practices, which are disproportion-
ately used on disabled children.

The National Disability Rights 
Network has done its own investiga-
tions and found little change. Stu-
dents are continuing to be confined, 
tied up, pinned down, battered and 
nearly killed on a regular basis," the 
nonprofit said in a 2012 report.

Jennifer, the mother of the 5-year-
old, said they grew concerned as 
their son's behavior changed from 
excited to anxious. His autism lim-
its his speaking ability, but he man-
aged to say "I'll die. No school," she 
told The Associated Press. She spoke 
on the condition their last name not 
be used, to protect her son's identity.

She decided to sew an extra pocket 
into his clothes to hide the recording 

device. The results stunned her. She 
said she had to stop listening after 
hearing the abuse. Their three days 
of recordings are now evidence in 
federal court.

The city of Nashville settled with 
the family, but the Tennessee Edu-
cation Department hasn't conceded.

Its spokeswoman, Sara Gast, said 
she can't comment on the issues 
being litigated. She asserted in an 
email that the department "is abso-
lutely committed to serving all chil-
dren and ensuring that every stu-
dent has a safe and nurturing school 
environment."

The state's lawyers, however, have 
argued in court that it cannot be 
held responsible for the actions of lo-
cal school districts. A senior staff at-
torney with the National Disability 
Rights Network says this is not true.

The states are supposed to act as 
the "special education police," Ron 
Hager said. While they can't be 
aware of every single case of abuse 
at in a local district, they should be 
looking at their data to spot red flags.

"If they see high use of restraints 
and seclusions, high segregations, 
low academic performance, they 
should be saying, 'This is not good. 
You've got to fix it.'"

The federal government, in turn, is 
supposed to be overseeing the states 
through the U.S. Education Depart-
ment's Office of Special Education 
Programs. But while the department 
has the power to sue to force com-
pliance with federal disability edu-
cation law, Hager said it has never 
done so.After the Houston Chronicle 
reported this month that Texas arbi-
trarily set a benchmark of providing 
no more than 8.5 percent of students 
with special education, possibly de-
priving about 250,000 children of 
needed services, the Education De-
partment said it's investigating.

And the U.S. Justice Department 
— not on behalf of the Education De-
partment — is suing Georgia, alleg-
ing that the state segregates disabled 
students into programs where they 
are isolated and receive substandard 
educations. A Justice Department 
statement says it's the first federal 
challenge to a state-run school sys-
tem over segregating students with 
disabilities.

Federal suits claim segregation, 
abuse of disabled students

TOWNVILLE, S.C. 
(AP) — A judge will de-
cide whether authori-
ties can continue hold-
ing a teenager arrested 
after a school shooting 
that left two students 
and a teacher wounded 
and a tiny South Caro-
lina community coping 
with the aftermath.

The juvenile who au-
thorities say is also sus-
pected of fatally shoot-
ing his father before the 
violence at Townville 
Elementary School was 
due in court Friday 
morning for an initial 
hearing.

Anderson County So-
licitor Chrissy T. Ad-
ams said the public 
wouldn't be allowed in 
because the suspect is 
a juvenile and prosecu-
tors won't provide ad-
ditional details about 
the shooting, which oc-
curred Wednesday.

"While I realize there 
are many unanswered 
questions, the investi-
gation into this tragedy 
is in a critical stage, and 
is ongoing," she said in a 

statement.
On Thursday, fire-

fighters recounted the 
harrowing scene at the 
school, in a quiet com-
munity near the Georgia 
line. When two volun-
teer firefighters rolled 
up to the school, they 
said they found only a 
wrecked black pickup 
truck at the playground. 
There was no gunman 
and no one inside the 
truck.

Within minutes, 
though, it was clear 
something awful had 
happened. One went 
inside to help treat the 
wounded and the other 
searched for the shoot-
er, and neighbors are 
now calling them he-
roes.

"This was more than 
just another call to us. 
This incident occurred 
in the school where our 
children and the chil-
dren of the community 
attend," Townville Fire 
Chief Billy McAdams 
said Thursday during a 
news conference, paus-
ing to keep his emotions 

in check.
Authorities say the 

teen, who hasn't been 
identified because of 
his age, shot his father, 
47-year-old Jeffrey Os-
borne, at their home be-
fore driving the pickup 
3 miles down a country 
road lined with chicken 
houses and pine trees to 
Townville Elementary. 
He only had to make two 
turns to arrive at the red 
brick school, where he 
crashed the truck, got 
out and fired at a door as 
it was being opened for 
recess, authorities said.

Bullets struck two stu-
dents and a first-grade 
teacher, and the build-
ing was immediately 
placed on lock down.

Anderson 4 Superin-
tendent Joanne Avery 
said staff saved lives 
by flawlessly imple-
menting active-shooter 
training drills conduct-
ed with students over 
the past few years — at 
Townville Elementary, 
most recently just last 
week.

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Israel usually mourned its leaders’ death for 
30 days. Not so for Miriam. Some sages sug-
gest that possibly the water stopped following 
them in the desert because the nation showed 

little sadness for her loss and did not 
shed tears for Miriam.

Refer to your map of the Middle 
East and follow the path of the He-
brews. They first tried to enter Ca-
naan by the way of the spies. 

The Split Rock from which the 
water gushed is about in the center 
of the Arabian Peninsula. Soon the 
Israelites were on the march north 
westward.

Moses sent emissaries to the king 
of Edom asking permission to travel 
through his land on their way to Ca-
naan, their Promised Land.

The sages have studied this passage and sur-
mised that God spoke to Moses just after Aaron 
had performed the final Tabernacle service of the 
afternoon. He was still wearing the vestments of 
the Kohen Gadol, so these holy vestments are the 
ones in which Moses dressed Elazar.  

There was a cave near the top of Mt. Hor. The 
sages recorded that the cave was equipped with 
a bed and a burning lamp. Aaron lay down and 
straightened out his arms and legs. He closed his 
mouth and his eyes and his soul left him. 

Jim and Penny Caldwell found a cave near the 
top of Mt. Hor that they believed to be this cave. 

Trying to identify the surroundings that are de-
scribed, they believe this to also be the cave to 
which Eliyahu fled when Ahab and Jezebel tried 
to kill him. This may be the place where Eliyahu 
witnessed the great wind, the earthquake and the 
great fire. Then God spoke to him from the calm 
and stillness. Another reason that Mt. Hor is called 
the Mountain of God.

Now, when the entire assembly saw that Aaron 
did not come back down the mountain they knew 
that Aaron was dead and they wept bitterly for 
him for 30 days.

Sages explained this phenomenon. Since Moses’ 
main obligation was to meet with God and record 
God’s instructions, he was also to act as judge be-
tween aggrieved parties. This put a distance be-
tween Moses and the people.

Aaron was the High Priest to the Lord God, but 
he was also a pastor to the people. He dealt with 
day to day grievances between brothers, between 
neighbors and between husbands and wives. He 
spent time in their homes negotiating and sooth-
ing hurt feelings.

Aaron interacted in their lives and he was con-
sidered a good friend; so they wept.

Sages recorded that after Aaron’s death the pil-
lar of cloud that had led and protected Israel left 
them.   

Did you ever wonder? Aaron’s death

One time, when our son was very young, 
he kept pulling on his ear. He was not 
crying as if in pain, but he kept pulling 
at it and was trying to put his finger in 

it. We took him to get it checked out and the doctor 
looked in his ears and immediately informed us of 
the problem – earwax.

The nurse came in and placed 
a few drops of some solution into 
both of his ears. We waited for 
a few minutes and she returned 
with some warm water, a small 
tube with a bulb on one end, and a 
small, metal bowl. With our son ly-
ing on his side, she began to flush 
the water into his ear. Chunks of 
wax began to flow out and into 
the bowl. We were shocked at the 
amount of wax that was removed 
from his ears. You would never 
think that those little ears could 
have held that much stuff.

Prolonged exposure to dirty, dusty environments 
will cause this to happen. Also prolonged exposure 
to excessive noise can damage our ears and affect 
our ability to hear. The very same things can hap-
pen to our “spiritual” ears as well.

In Matthew 13:15, Jesus speaks about why some 
people could not (or would not) understand and ac-
cept his teachings as he quotes from the prophets, 
“For this people's heart has grown dull, and with 
their ears they can barely hear, and their eyes they 
have closed, lest they should see with their eyes 
and hear with their ears and understand with their 
heart and turn, and I would heal them” (ESV).

The spiritual pollution of the world is all around 
us. Our ears are bombarded daily with the dirt and 
grime of popular music, profanity-filled conversa-
tions, and other ungodliness. We must protect our 
spiritual hearing. We must help the ones we love 
clean the wax out of their ears so they might hear 
and understand God's will. Then we must do our 
best to protect our ears.

Isaiah 33:15-16 describes the person who trusts in 
the Lord even when everyone around them is con-
sumed – “He who walks righteously and speaks 
uprightly, who despises the gain of oppressions, 
who shakes his hands, lest they hold a bribe, who 
stops his ears from hearing of bloodshed and shuts 
his eyes from looking on evil, he will dwell on the 
heights; his place of defense will be the fortresses 
of rocks; his bread will be given him; his water 
will be sure” (ESV).

LUBBOCK, Texas — Texas Tech 
coach Kliff Kingsbury will be “very 
comfortable” if his backup quarter-
back has to take over for the starter 
for a while.

Backup quarterback Nic Shimonek 
threw for four touchdowns and 271 
yards to lead Texas Texas past Kansas 
55-19 Thursday night in each team’s 
Big 12 opener.

“He steps in and plays his tail off,” 
the fourth-year coach said about 
Shimonek. “He threw some incred-
ible passes.”

Shimonek came in after starter 
Patrick Mahomes, who also threw 
for four TDs, got injured in the third 
quarter.

Mahomes, who threw for 277 yards 
and had one interception, left the 
game after a 32-yard run that ended 
with him going down hard on his 
right shoulder. After being checked 
briefly on the sideline, he tried to 
throw one pass before going into the 
locker room for further evaluation.

Mahomes “could be OK,” Kings-
bury said. Asked how he knew that, 
Kingsbury said jokingly, “’cause I 
didn’t see the trainer jump off the side 
of the stadium.”

“We got to get him looked at more 
extensively,” he said.

The backup’s teammates think 
highly of Shimonek’s work ethic.

“He never complains,” said defen-
sive back Justis Nelson. “I never hear 
a bad word coming out of his mouth. 
He knows all the plays and we don’t 

lose a beat whenever he comes in.”
Shimonek threw TDs for 4, 37, 31 

and 59 yards, while Mahomes’ scor-
ing strikes were for 14, 18, 17 and 6.

Jonathan Giles led Texas Tech (3-1) 
with 12 catches for 219 yards.

“There’s a reason their offense is 
second in the country,” Kansas coach 
David Beaty said. “Those dudes can 
score fast.”

Giles continues to be Texas Tech’s 
go-to guy.

“They tried to double him at times, 
but he found a way to get open and 
once he gets it, he can do stuff with 
it,” Kingsbury said.

The defeat for Kansas (1-3) made it 
40 straight losses in games away from 
Lawrence, Kansas.

“That score did not show how the 
game went,” quarterback Ryan Willis 
said. “I mean, hats off to them, they 
played their butts off, but we need to 
bounce back again. Some nights you 
win, some nights you lose.”

The Red Raiders have scored at 
least 50 points in nine straight home 
games.

Beaty switched between QBs Mon-
tell Cozart and Ryan Willis.

“I’m sure everybody has their idea 
of who should be playing quarterback 
for us,” Beaty said. “But we’re with 
them every day. I evaluate them ev-
ery day. I see them every day. Our 
staff sees them every day. We make 
decisions based on what we see, not 
what we want.”

KANSAS: The Jayhawks took some 

time to get going against a defense 

that was giving up 531.3 yards per 
game coming into the contest. They 
punted on their first six possessions 
and didn’t get a touchdown until late 
in the first half after QB Ryan Willis 
came in for starter Montell Cozart.

TEXAS TECH: The Red Raiders of-
fensive line struggled and penalties 
erased big plays. An ineligible receiv-
er call against Texas Tech negated a 
31-yard reception by Derrick Willlies 
late in the first half. There were also 

two false start penalties, including 
one that nixed a 36-yard catch by Reg-
inald Davis that would have given the 
Red Raiders the ball at the Jayhawks 
1. “I don’t think our O-line played 
very well, and it’s something we’ve 
got to address,” Kingsbury said.

Mahomes, Shimonek each throw 
for 4 TDs to beat Kansas 55-19

AMES, Iowa — As tumultuous 
as Baylor’s offseason was, the 
Bears’ first month under interim 
coach Jim Grobe has gone rela-
tively smoothly.

No. 13 Baylor (4-0, 1-0 Big 12) is 
the only team in the league with 
four wins. Last week it used four 
turnovers to hold off a talented 
Oklahoma State team 35-24 , and 
with Iowa State (1-3, 0-1) and 
Kansas (1-2, 0-0) up next, Baylor 
has a very realistic shot at fin-
ishing the first half of the season 
unbeaten.

“I think we’ve got to improve 
to be the kind of team we’re ca-
pable of being. But I think we’ve 
got a talented football team,” 
Grobe said.

The Cyclones are a big under-
dog against the Bears, a program 
that it used to share space with 
in the Big 12 basement.

But Iowa State might have 
turned a corner last week. After 
losing three straight under new 
coach Matt Campbell, the Cy-
clones destroyed San Jose State 
44-10 behind an opportunistic de-
fense and an emerging offense.

Baylor will be their toughest 
challenge yet though.

The Bears defense, often forgot-
ten about as the offense racked 
up historic stats in recent years, 
is ranked among the nation’s 

best. Baylor’s ingenuity in the 
passing game has been paired 
with increased balance in 2016 
as well, as it ranks second na-
tionally with 326 rushing yards 
per game.

“They have really good football 
players. That hasn’t changed,” 
Campbell said. “They expect to 
win. That hasn’t changed.”

Here are some of the story 
lines to follow as Baylor gets set 
to make the trip to Ames:

STOUT BEARS D
The Bears are 11th nationally 

in scoring defense, allowing just 
13.5 points per game, first in pass 
efficiency defense and fifth in 
tackles for loss. Baylor also leads 
the Big 12 with nine takeaways.

“It’s a pretty big deal. We have 
a group of guys who are hungry 
to try and go get the ball. Any 
time we see it loose, we go for 
it,” linebacker Aiavion Edwards 
said.

NOT-SO RECORD NUMBERS
Baylor became just the second 

team in FBS history, along with 
BYU (1979-81), to lead the na-
tion in scoring three years in a 
row with 48.1 points per game. 
The Bears have dipped a bit in 
that regard, averaging 42 points 
while playing just one Power 
Five school. But Iowa State is 
just seventh in the Big 12 in 
scoring defense, and Saturday’s 
weather is forecast to be perfect.

No. 13 Baylor seeks 
5-0 start at Iowa State

FORT WORTH, Texas (AP) — While 
Oklahoma gets a fresh start in pursuit 
of its 10th Big 12 title, coach Bob Stoops 
doesn’t expect the Sooners to have to 
change their focus after two September 
losses pretty much ended their playoff 
hopes.

“We haven’t performed as well as we 
need to,” Stoops said. “But to say, all of 
a sudden, ‘Oh, now we’re going to get fo-
cused and try harder,’ I don’t believe that. 
Our guys have been working hard. We 
need to execute better, I get that, but guys 
have been putting in the effort ahead of 
this.”

The Sooners (1-2) play their Big 12 open-
er Saturday at No. 21 TCU after their early 
losses to second-ranked Ohio State and 
sixth-ranked Houston.

“The morale is great,” Oklahoma receiv-
er Mark Andrews said.

In the same media preseason poll that 
had Oklahoma as the Big 12 favorite, the 
Horned Frogs (3-1, 1-0 Big 12) were picked 
to finish second.

While TCU gained national attention 
with a 2005 season-opening win at then-
No. 7 Oklahoma while in the Mountain 
West Conference, this will be the fifth Big 
12 meeting between the two schools. The 
Sooners lost 37-33 in their last trip to Fort 
Worth two years ago, and won the other 
three league matchups by a combined 11 

points.
“Everybody wants a trophy. In order to 

get the trophy, you have to get a piece of 
their trophy,” TCU defensive end Josh 
Carraway said. “Right now, Oklahoma 
has the Big 12 trophy, and we’ve got to 
take it from them.”

Some things to know when Oklahoma 
and TCU play:

MAYFIELD AND PATTERSON
When asked at the Orange Bowl last year 

which team disappointed him the most in 
recruiting, Sooners quarterback Baker 
Mayfield said TCU “kind of drug it out” 
and never offered a scholarship while he 
turned down other offers. Mayfield then 
went to Texas Tech and became the first 
true freshman walk-on quarterback to 
start a season opener for an FBS school, 
then transferred to Oklahoma after one 
season. TCU coach Gary Patterson took a 
different tone than in December when re-
sponding this week, saying, “I’m past it. 
He’s in a great place,” and wishing him 
luck. Mayfield said, “All that last year got 
blown out of proportion, so that’s way in 
the past.”

SPREAD IT AROUND
New TCU starting quarterback Kenny 

Hill has completed passes to 16 different 
receivers, including 11 in the SMU game. 
“He’s a hard guy to get a hold of when he’s 
running around,” Stoops said of the dual-
threat quarterback. “That and the ability 
to spread the ball around as much as they 
do in the throwing game.”

Fresh start for Oklahoma in 
Big 12 opener at No. 21 TCU

BATON ROUGE, La. ww— Ed Orgeron 
is encouraging everyone associated with 
LSU to forget the recent past and let go of 
the frustration that led to the firing of ar-
guably the most successful football coach 
in school history.

“We’re excited to start Week 1 of our 
new season,” Orgeron, who is now LSU’s 
interim coach , said this week as he pre-
pared the Bayou Bengals to host Missouri 
on Saturday night.

The game is the first for LSU since last 
weekend’s firing of popular but polarizing 
coach Les Miles , who won 114 games in 11-
plus seasons in Baton Rouge, not to men-
tion the 2007 national title. A pair of early 
season setbacks this fall — both charac-
terized by stagnation on offense and un-
productive quarterback play — hastened 
the end of the Miles era.

LSU (2-2, 1-1 Southeastern Conference) 
had entered the season ranked fifth nation-
ally , largely because the squad featured 
a slew of returning starters headlined by 
a Heisman Trophy candidate in running 
back Leonard Fournette. But after last 
Saturday’s 18-13 loss at Auburn, LSU fell 
out of the AP Top 25 .

LSU athletic director Joe Alleva wasn’t 
ready to give up on this season. He figured 
the best coach to save it might be Orgeron, 
who went 6-2 in his last interim gig with 
USC.

Orgeron also offers continuity, having 
been a defensive line coach at LSU since 
last season, and the recruiting coordina-
tor for most of the past year.

“I would expect our team to come out 
and play very emotional and play with a 
lot of energy,” Orgeron said. “If you’ve 
been to our practice the last couple days, 
guys are having fun.”

In 1938, after co-signing the 
Munich Agreement allowing 
Nazi annexation of 
Czechoslovakia's Sudetenland, 
British Prime Minister Neville 
Chamberlain said, "I believe it 
is peace for our time."

In 1939, the first college foot-
ball game to be televised was 
shown on experimental station 
W2XBS in New York as 
Fordham University defeated 
Waynesburg College, 34-7.

In 1949, the Berlin Airlift 

came to an end.
In 1955, actor James Dean, 

24, was killed in a two-car colli-
sion near Cholame, California.

In 1962, James Meredith, a 
black student, was escorted by 
federal marshals to the campus 
of the University of Mississippi, 
where he enrolled for classes 
the next day; Meredith's pres-
ence sparked rioting that 
claimed two lives.

In 1966, the Republic of 
Botswana became independent 
from Britain.

In 1972, Roberto Clemente hit 
a double against John Matlack 
of the New York Mets during 
Pittsburgh's 5-0 victory at 
Three Rivers Stadium; the hit 
was the 3,000th and last for the 
Pirates star.

In 1986, the U.S. released 
accused Soviet spy Gennadiy 
Zakharov, one day after the 
Soviets released American 
journalist Nicholas Daniloff.

In 1997, France's Roman 
Catholic Church apologized for 
its silence during the system-
atic persecution and deporta-
tion of Jews by the pro-Nazi 
Vichy regime.

Ten years ago: Five people 
were killed when an overpass 
near Montreal collapsed. Tony 
Award-winning actress Isabel 
Bigley died in Los Angeles at 
age 80.

Five years ago: A U.S. drone 
airstrike in Yemen killed two 
American members of al-Qai-
da, cleric Anwar al-Awlaki and 

recruiting magazine editor 
Samir Khan.

One year ago: Just hours 
before a midnight deadline, a 
bitterly divided Congress 
approved, and President 
Barack Obama signed, a stop-
gap spending bill to keep the 
federal government open. Kelly 
Renee Gissendaner, the only 
woman on Georgia's death row, 
was executed by injection, 
making her the first woman 
put to death by the state in 
seven decades. (Gissendaner 
was convicted of murder in the 
1997 slaying of her husband 
after she'd conspired with her 
lover, who stabbed Douglas 
Gissendaner to death.)

If you can wait and not be tired by 
waiting, 
  Or being lied about, don’t deal in 
lies, 
Or being hated, don’t give way to 
hating, 
  And yet don’t look too good, nor 
talk too wise: ...  

You probably know the rest of the 
poem.  Most of us memorized it in 
school. 

We are at one of those “if” mo-
ments in our nation as we consider 
the election of a President for the 
next four years.  The racial preju-
dice and unrest spilling into our 
streets challenge us with “if.”

James A. Michener commented on 
the power of this little word in his 
classic novel, Centennial.  He wrote, 
“If is a word of infinite intellectual 
significance, for it indicates actions 
not yet completed but with the pos-
sibility of alternate outcomes.” 

We face “if” moments every day of 
our life.  Last week I met a stranger 
at a Brat Fest in Estes Park, Colo-
rado.  We struck up a conversation 
about faith.  He told me his father 
died when he was 15 and he spent 
many years mad at God.  He wasted 
his life with drugs, alcohol and sex 
until 2003 when he 
gave his life to Christ.  
Faith set him free 
from his addictions. 

The word “if” im-
plies we are no longer 
prisoners to previous 
patterns.  We have 
options. Jesus said, 
“If the son sets you 
free, you shall be free 
indeed.” (John 8:36).

Every day we measure the conse-
quences of “if.”   If a certain thing 
happens, then “this” will occur.  
But, if something else takes place, 
then “that” will occur.  If I choose 
this path or this action, then “this” 
will be my destination and the 
result.  A thousand times in the 
smallest moments, we measure the 
consequence of “if.”  And, occasion-
ally, we are faced with choices that 
will determine our destiny.  

The Bible challenges us with this 
tiny but powerful word:  

“If my people, who are called by 
my name, will humble themselves 
and pray and seek my face and 
turn from their wicked ways, then 
I will hear from heaven, and I will 
forgive their sin and will heal their 
land.”  (2 Chronicles, 7:14)

“But if you seek the Lord Your 
God, you will find Him if you seek 
Him with all your heart and with all 
your soul. When you are in distress 
and all these things have happened 
to you, then in later days you will 
return to the Lord your God and 
obey Him. For the Lord your God is 
a merciful God; He will not abandon 
or destroy you or forget the cove-
nant with your ancestors, which He 
confirmed to them bu oath.” (Deu-
teronomy 4:29-31).
