BREAUX BRIDGE, La. (AP) — Pow-
erful storms that killed two in Loui-
siana took aim at Alabama and other 
parts of the Southeast on Monday, 
bringing strong winds and heavy 
rains to the region.

A tornado flipped a mobile home 
Sunday in Bruex Bridge, Louisiana, 
killing a mother and her 3-year-old 

d a u g h t e r . 
The storm 
also brought 
h u r r i c a n e -
force winds, 
large hail and 
sparked flash 
flooding. Up 
to 6 inches 
of rain fell in 
some areas.

L o u i s i a n a 
Gov. John 
Bel Edwards 
put the en-
tire state on 
"high alert" 
and warned 
residents to 
stay off the 
roads. He 
urged people 
to keep their 
c e l l p h o n e s 

charged and close by so they could 
get severe weather alerts through 
Monday.

"It is an extremely dangerous weath-
er event," he said.

Tornadoes and strong winds were 
likely Monday from parts of Missis-
sippi extending to South Carolina. 
The greatest tornado risk is centered 

over southern Alabama, the National 
Weather Service's Storm Prediction 
Center in Oklahoma said.

A tornado with peak winds of 110 
mph (180 kph) traveled for nearly 1 
mile (1.6 kilometers) on the ground 
in the rural community of Breaux 
Bridge, about 50 miles (80 kilometers) 
west of Baton Rouge, the National 
Weather Service reported.

St. Martin Parish Sheriff's Office 
spokeswoman Maj. Ginny Higgins 
told The Associated Press that the tor-
nado touched down soon after a warn-
ing was issued.

"Seconds later it hit," Higgins said. 
"It hit the trailer, flipped it and tore 
its side off. There was a mother and 
daughter inside and both were killed."

Higgins said 38-year-old Francine 
Gotch and 3-year-old Nevaeh Alex-
ander were pronounced dead at the 
scene. Witnesses told KLFY-TV that 
the father was at the store when the 

storm hit 
and re-
t u r n e d 
home to 
find the 
b o d i e s 
amid the 
splintered 
debris.

Relatives described those killed as a 
fun-loving pair who smiled frequent-
ly.

Nevaeh "was the sweetest little girl," 
said Sheryle Rubin, who's engaged to 
the girl's uncle. "She was only 3 years 
old but was the smartest girl in the 
world. She would've started school in 
August."

The weather agency warned that it 
was a "particularly dangerous situa-
tion" in Louisiana, which the gover-
nor noted was a rare high-level warn-
ing. Straight line winds could reach 
upward of 80 mph (130 kph) winds. 
Hurricanes have at least 74 mph (120 
kph) winds.

“Scenic Mountain Medical Center 
and Safe Kids San Angelo is partner-
ing with the Chamber this year again 
to bring the car seat safety checks 
back,” ValVerde said. “During the 
check, Safe Kids personnel, local law 
enforcement and emergency services 
personnel will be on hand inspecting 
car seats and assisting with proper in-
stallation. For those who arrive with-
out a car seat or an improper installed 
car seat, one will be provided free of 
charge.  

“More than 200 children have had 
car seats checked since the partner-
ship began four years ago,” ValVerde 
continued. “There have been about 
180 new car seats handed out and 25 
seat corrections made. We are hoping 
to be able to serve at least 30 children 
this year at the health fair. This is 
first come, first serve.”

ban Development 
over Health and 
Human Services.

Oh, spare us 
the “Republicans 
failed to get their 
health care bill 
through” media 
hyperventilation. 
Trump, said many 
in the media with 
unconcealed glee, 
did not close the 
deal! The Trump 
agenda is imper-
iled! Had it passed, 
the same pundits would be shred-
ding it as cold and heartless, the 
moral equivalent of signing your 
granny up with ISIS just to get 
her out of the house.

Yes, despite a Republican in the 
Oval Office and Republican ma-
jorities in the Senate and House, 
Trump and Speaker Paul Ryan 
couldn’t pressure that faction 
of “free-market Republicans” 
known as the Freedom Caucus 
to sign on to their Obamacare re-
placement. This must be frustrat-
ing to the businessman-turned-
politician in chief.

Historian Richard E. Neus-
tadt, in “Presidential Power: the 
Politics of Leadership” writes: 
“When contemplating General 
Eisenhower winning the Presi-
dential election, Truman said, 
‘He’ll sit here, and he’ll say, ‘Do 
this! Do that!’ And nothing will 
happen. Poor Ike — it won’t be 
a bit like the Army. He’ll find 
it very frustrating.’” No doubt, 
Trump is experiencing this frus-
tration. Reportedly, Trump re-
cently lamented that real estate 
is easier than politics.

As for Obamacare, Trump is 
right to point out that Obamacare 
is on life support right now, and 
rising premiums, copays and 
deductibles were forecast even 
if Hillary Clinton had won the 
presidency. Remember, too, 
that Obamacare was intended to 

“fail,” given the Democrats’ real 
goal of a Canadian-style taxpay-
er-paid health care. Harry Reid 
openly said so. The Las Vegas 
Sun reported in 2013:

“In just about seven weeks, 
people will be able to start buying 
Obamacare-approved insurance 
plans through the new health 
care exchanges.

“But already, Senate Majority 
Leader Harry Reid is predicting 
those plans, and the whole sys-
tem of distributing them, will 
eventually be moot.

“Reid said he thinks the coun-
try has to ‘work our way past’ 
insurance-based health care dur-
ing a Friday night appearance 
on Vegas PBS’ program ‘Nevada 
Week in Review.’

“’What we’ve done with Obam-
acare is have a step in the right 
direction, but we’re far from hav-
ing something that’s going to 

work forever,’ Reid said.
“When then asked by panelist 

Steve Sebelius whether he meant 
ultimately the country would 
have to have a health care system 
that abandoned insurance as the 
means of accessing it, Reid said: 
‘Yes, yes. Absolutely, yes.’”

Former Democratic National 
Committee Chair Howard Dean 
also said the end game is the so-
called “public option.” During 
the 2008 presidential campaign, 
Dean talked about the health 
care proposals of Democratic 
candidates Barack Obama and 
Sen. Hillary Clinton: “I think 

while someday we may end up 
with a single-payer system, it’s 
clear that we’re not going to do it 
all at once, so I think both candi-
dates’ health care plans are a big 
step forward.”

Obama, then a state senator 
from Illinois, said: “I happen to 
be a proponent of a single-payer, 
universal health care program. 
I see no reason why the United 
States of America, the wealthi-
est country in the history of the 
world, spending 14 percent of its 
gross national product on health 
care, cannot provide basic health 
insurance to everybody. ... A sin-
gle-payer health care plan, a uni-
versal health care plan. That’s 
what I’d like to see. But as all of 
you know, we may not get there 
immediately. Because first we’ve 
got to take back the White House, 
we’ve got to take back the Senate, 
and we’ve got to take back the 
House.” And later then-presiden-
tial candidate Obama reiterated 
his stance, that if “starting from 
scratch” he’d have a single-payer 
system.

One more thing about Trump’s 
new neighborhood, Washington, 
D.C. Trump talks about “drain-
ing the swamp” of the special-
interest groups that have the city 
crawling with lobbyists. But the 
First Amendment recognizes the 
“right to redress grievances.” 
This means lobbying. Big gov-
ernment means a big swamp that 
attracts those who seek to influ-
ence legislation and regulation to 
their benefit. Indeed, businesses 
have a fiduciary obligation to 
ensure that a given measure ben-
efits them or that its potential 
harm be minimized. If we don’t 
want lobbyists buzzing around, 
give them nothing to lobby about.

Welcome, Mr. President. You’re 
not in New York anymore.

A 
favorite truism in 
Washington these days 
is: “Be careful what 
you wish for; you may 

get it.” It tells the cautionary tale 
of how Republicans who wanted 
to run Washington got what they 
wanted and now must govern.

I offer my own quote for the 
swamp: “Be careful what you 
scorn; you may 
someday become 
it.”

It has been a fa-
vorite pastime of 
elected Democrats 
to poke fun at the 
House Freedom 
Caucus because 
the rump is ideo-
logically extreme 
and frequently 
self-destructive. 
Senate Democrats 
now seem poised 
to overtake the Freedom Cau-
cus in the race away from mod-
eration and in the ability to shoot 
one’s party in the foot. To wit, 
Senate Minority Leader Chuck 
Schumer is primed to block the 
U.S. Supreme Court confirma-
tion of Judge Neil Gorsuch.

Gorsuch is the one choice Pres-
ident Donald Trump made and 
executed flawlessly. In Septem-
ber 2016, Trump released a list of 
21 judges from which he pledged 
to pick a Supreme Court nomi-
nee. Gorsuch, 49, was on the list.

Gorsuch has such solid creden-
tials that the American Bar Asso-
ciation unanimously rated him 
“well qualified” to serve on the 
U.S. Supreme Court — its high-
est rating. In other words, Trump 
did not pick a flamethrower.

George Washington University 
Law School professor Jonathan 
Turley, who is no Trump fan, 
argues that Gorsuch is a smart 
choice because of the Colora-
dan’s intellect. In USA Today, 
Turley wrote that he does not ex-
pect Gorsuch to change his “deep 

and well-established jurispru-
dential views,” which are con-
servative. “However, I expect he 
will go wherever his conscience 
takes him regardless of whether 
it proves a track to the left or the 
right.”

As Gorsuch told the Senate Ju-
diciary Committee during his 
confirmation hearings, “It is the 
role of judges to apply, not alter, 
the work of the people’s repre-
sentatives. A judge who likes ev-
ery outcome he reaches is very 
likely a bad judge.”

In 2006 the Senate confirmed 
Gorsuch’s appointment to the 
Denver-based 10th Circuit Court 
of Appeals by unanimous con-
sent. Schumer was in the Senate 
at the time. So how could Schum-
er tell The Washington Post on 
Thursday that it is “virtually 
impossible” to expect him and a 
majority of the Senate’s 47 other 
Democrats not to filibuster Gor-
such and deny him a simple up-
or-down vote?

In the new Democratic order, 
Gorsuch must be extreme be-
cause he is conservative and 
thus by definition lacks empa-
thy. Sen. Catherine Cortez Mas-
to, D-Nev., captured that view 
in a statement in which she ex-
pressed concern “that his nar-
row view of the law will hurt the 
most vulnerable amongst us.”

Masto continued: “I am not 
confident that Judge Gorsuch un-
derstands how his decisions will 
impact workers, immigrants, 
women’s health and economic 
security, disabled Americans, 
and the everyday Nevadans that 
I am here fighting for.”

During his confirmation hear-
ings, Gorsuch took on Democrats 
who suggested that he should 
rule based on who might get 
hurt, not on the law itself. “If the 
law can change so easily as that,” 
Gorsuch said, “where’s the due 
process to the individual, the per-
son who doesn’t have an army of 

lawyers?” That is, Gorsuch made 
compelling arguments for judi-
cial restraint.

Compelling arguments don’t 
cut it in this toxic partisan atmo-
sphere. During Barack Obama’s 
presidency, Democrats on Capi-
tol Hill frequently bemoaned 
the obstructionism of the right. 
Now they try to block whatever 
Trump wants and call it “resis-
tance” — with a smart, well-re-
spected moderate conservative, 
in this case, as their target.

The worst part is, they know 
that this maneuver is not good 
for liberalism or the country. 
Nonetheless, they are prodding 
Sen. Majority Leader Mitch Mc-
Connell, R-Ky., to extend the 
“nuclear option” introduced by 
his Democratic predecessor, 
Harry Reid, to block a filibuster 
and allow an up-or-down vote.

They seem not to care that end-
ing the filibuster would enable 
Trump to name a much less mod-
erate conservative for the next 
Supreme Court vacancy.

At a recent fundraiser, Sen. 
Claire McCaskill, D-Mo., warned 
about the dangers of ending the 
filibuster. “I’m very uncomfort-
able being part of a strategy that’s 
going to open up the Supreme 
Court to a complete change,” she 
said. But by Friday, McCaskill 
announced that she would vote 
against Gorsuch and support 
a filibuster to stop him. Demo-
crats share something with the 
far-right GOP base of 2016: Their 
elected officials are more afraid 
of the party base than of voters.

Abusive Husband

      Dear Annie: My 
husband and I recent-
ly put our house on 
the market and moved 
to a Southern state to 
spend our retirement 
there. I am 64, and he 
is 73. It is my second 
marriage and his third. 
The house went under 
contract, and I went 
north to clean up and 
sell everything. He 

stayed home with the 
animals. The house 
sale fell through, and I 
am relisting. He wants 
me to come home and 
close up the house. I 
do not want to keep it 
empty. He cries every 
night that we talk.
      The problem is 
that I don’t miss him. 
We have been mar-
ried for eight years. 
We did not live togeth-
er before marriage. 
When we got married, 
I knew he drank a lot, 

but I didn’t realize that 
if there is something 
on his mind while he’s 
drinking he becomes 
verbally abusive. On 
average, he verbally 
abuses me every oth-
er week, depending 
on whether anything is 
troubling him. He calls 
me names using bad 
language. He has se-
vere obsessive-com-
pulsive disorder and 
sleep apnea. He does 
not take medication 
for either. We cannot 
sleep together be-
cause of the apnea.
      We do, however, 
have some mutual 
likes. Since we moved 
South, his verbal 
abuse has decreased. 
We attended counsel-
ing before the move. 
The counselor said 

that he needs to stop 
drinking and that his 
abuse is alcohol-driv-
en. He will not give 
up drinking. He hit me 
once, and I left him; 
I only agreed to go 
back with him if we 
went to counseling.
      He has made my 
life very comfortable, 
and I have given him 
the companionship 
he needs, but there 
is something miss-
ing. We have many 
friends. I am not des-
titute, by any means, 
but my lifestyle would 
be compromised if I 
divorced him. I am a 
very young and active 
64-year-old with many 
hobbies and talents. 
My physical feelings 
for him are cold. 
He treats me like a 

daughter. He is a good 
man, and all of his 
friends tell me what a 
great catch he is. They 
know he drinks but 
think nothing of it. He 
is a retired state troop-
er. I am not unhappy 
with him, but I am not 
happy, either. Please 
advise. -- Stagnating 
in the South
      Dear Stagnant: 
It is unacceptable 
for your husband to 
abuse you, verbal-
ly or physically. Do 
not downplay the 
importance of your 
own well-being. You 
deserve to feel safe, 
happy and free. 
Reach out to counsel-
ors at Safe Horizon 
(800-621-HOPE), 
who specialize in 
assisting victims of 
verbal abuse, for 
more guidance on the 
subject, and if he ever 
physically abuses you 
again, call 911.
      The “something 
missing” you mention 
is something that’s 
missing not from your 
relationship but from 
your husband. He is 
deeply troubled, and 
he needs to find his 
own path to recovery. 
You can encourage 
him to seek help, but 
you cannot control the 
outcome. Please con-
sider attending an Al-
Anon Family Groups 
meeting in your town. 
Try a few different 
groups. I know; I’ve 
recommended the 
organization about a 
hundred times in this 

column. I’m guess-
ing I’ll recommend it 
a hundred thousand 
times more. It’s that 
helpful.
      Dear Annie: I 
have been a reader of 
advice columns since 
approximately 1958, 
when I first learned 
to read a newspaper. 
Ann Landers’ column 
was a huge part of 
my education in the 
repressed 1950s!
      I want to compli-
ment you on doing a 
great job. You show 
compassion and good 
sense daily. Your print-
ing “B.R.’s” response 
to “Feeling So Bad” -- 
about how people deal 
with terminal illness -- 
triggered my note. My 
mother also cut every-
one off during her final 
illness. I thought it was 
a mistake, but it was 
her choice.
      And you are clear-
ly a feminist! You don’t 
let men or women get 
away with much! Just 
sign me... -- An Old-

Today's Highlight in History:
On April 3, 1942, during 

World War II, Japanese forces 
began their final assault on 
Bataan against American and 
Filipino troops who surren-
dered six days later; the capitu-
lation was followed by the noto-
rious Bataan Death March.

On this date:
In 1776, George Washington 

received an honorary Doctor of 
Laws degree from Harvard 
College.

In 1860, the legendary Pony 
Express began carrying mail 
between St. Joseph, Missouri, 
and Sacramento, California. 
(The delivery system lasted 
only 18 months before giving 
way to the transcontinental 
telegraph.)

In 1869, Edvard Grieg's Piano 
Concerto in A Minor, Op. 16, 
premiered in Copenhagen.

In 1882, outlaw Jesse James 
was shot to death in St. Joseph, 
Missouri, by Robert Ford, a 
member of James' gang.

In 1936, Bruno Hauptmann 
was electrocuted in Trenton, 
New Jersey, for the kidnap-
murder of Charles Lindbergh 
Jr.

In 1946, Lt. Gen. Masaharu 
Homma, the Japanese com-
mander held responsible for 
the Bataan Death March, was 
executed by firing squad out-
side Manila.

In 1948, President Harry S. 
Truman signed the Marshall 
Plan, designed to help 
European allies rebuild after 
World War II and resist com-
munism.

In 1965, the United States 
launched the SNAP-10A nucle-
ar power system into Earth 
orbit; it was the first nuclear 
reactor sent into space.

In 1968, the day before he was 
assassinated in Memphis, 
Tennessee, civil rights leader 
Martin Luther King Jr. deliv-
ered his famous "mountaintop" 
speech to a rally of striking 
sanitation workers.

In 1979, Democrat Jane M. 
Byrne was elected mayor of 
Chicago, defeating Republican 
Wallace D. Johnson.

In 1982, Maryland college 
student Stephanie Roper, 
whose car became disabled, 
was kidnapped, raped, tortured 
and killed by two men. (The 
case inspired creation of the 
Stephanie Roper Committee 
and Foundation to lobby for 
victims' rights.)

In 1996, Unabomber 
Theodore Kaczynski (kah-
ZIHN'-skee) was arrested at his 
remote Montana cabin. An Air 
Force jetliner carrying 
Commerce Secretary Ron 

Brown and American business 
executives crashed in Croatia, 
killing all 35 people aboard. 
Former Cleveland Mayor Carl 
Stokes, the first black elected 
mayor of a major U.S. city, died 
at age 68.

Ten years ago: President 
George W. Bush denounced 
Democrats for going on spring 
break without approving 
money for the Iraq war with no 
strings; he also criticized 
House Speaker Nancy Pelosi 
for visiting Syria. An ex-con 
shot and killed his ex-girlfriend 
at the CNN headquarters com-
plex in Atlanta before being 
wounded by a security guard. 
(Arthur Mann was later con-
victed of murdering Clara 
Riddles and sentenced to life 
without parole.) A high-speed 
French train broke the world 
speed record for conventional 
rail trains, surpassing 357.2 
mph.

Lady Hawks split with Lady Bulldogs in conference series

The Howard College Lady Hawks 
softball team hit the road this week-
end to Clarendon to take on the Lady 
Bulldogs in a four game conference 
series. The two teams split yester-
day’s games, with Clarendon win-
ning the first game 6-2 and Howard 
College winning the second in a 14-1 
blow out.

Game one: Howard College 2 - 
Clarendon College 6

Following a scoreless first inning, 
the Lady Hawks took an early lead in 
the second when Jackie Mercado was 
driven across the plate from an RBI 
single by Madoline Seumalo.

Both teams pulled off quick defen-
sive stops in the third inning, and 
Clarendon was able to tie it up with 
a solo home run by Sierra Achtley in 
the bottom of the fourth.

The Lady Hawks took the lead 
right back when Kaylynn Lopez was 
brought across from an RBI single 
by Evelyn Loyola, which brought the 
score to 2-1. In the bottom of the fifth 

inning, the Lady Bulldogs answered 
back by driving five runs in to re-
claim the lead for good.

The big inning for Clarendon came 
when Jenna Perez crushed an RBI 
homer, a 2RBI double by Achtley,  fol-
lowed by an RBI single from Emily 
Benitez.

Howard College could not bounce 
back, as the Lady Bulldogs were able 
to hold them scoreless for the remain-
der of the game.

With a final score of 6-2, the Lady 
Hawks fell to Clarendon in game one.

The Lady Hawks were able to get 
off just as many hits as the Lady Bull-
dogs, with seven for the game, but 
weren’t able to capitalize as they only 
managed to drive in two runs.

“We had a really bad start to that 
first game,” said head softball coach 
Kelly Raines.

The second game was a completely 
different story, as the Lady Hawks 

blew out the Lady Bulldogs 14-2 in a 
five inning victory.

Howard College came out in the sec-
ond inning strong as they racked up a 
total of nine runs to establish a large 
and early lead over Clarendon.

The huge inning was thanks to a 
solo home run by Loyola, a 2RBI dou-
ble by Alexis Velazquez, an RBI hom-
er by Lopez, an RBI single by Mariah 
Young, an RBI single by Tiare Lee 
and a 2RBI double by Seumalo.

The Lady Bulldogs couldn’t respond 
as the Lady Hawks stopped them with 
a one-two-three series to retire the in-
ning.
