This year
we are focusing on se-
niors. Generally, most of
the time when we receive
requests for fans, it is el-
derly folks. We just want
to help out those folks
that need a fan, so we’ll

HEB to give away
Earth Day bags

HEB is doing its part to keep
Texas beautiful on Earth Day
by giving away reusable shop-
ping bags designed by a Texas
artist.

The reusable shopping bags
are made from 75 percent
recycled plastic bottles and
containers. The bags help by
cutting down on the amount
of plastic put into the environ-
ment. The limited edition bags
are designed by Texas artist
Becca Borrelli who is based
out of Austin.

“We’re thrilled to provide
the bags to our customers, and
we hope it is one of many ac-
tions taking place across the
state that combined, will make
a big impact on our environ-
ment.” said Julie Bedingfield,
H-E-B public affairs manager.

HEB has received the Texas
Environmental Excellence
Award on two occasions. This
is in part from their massive
efforts across their stores to
reduce company waste by re-
cycling and cutting CO2 emis-
sions by more than 8300 tons
annually across their stores.

Anyone who plans on shop-

ping on Earth Day, which is
this Saturday, will receive
one of the limited edition re-
usable bags upon checkout for
as long as supplies last.

“We give the bags out from
11 a.m as long as the bags last,
and there is only one bag per
customer,” said Gerri Clune,
central checkout operations
manager for the Big Spring
HEB. “We also have other
Earth Day bags with logos that
are available to purchase.”

Clune is originally from the
Austin area where in 2013, the
city instituted a ban on single
use plastic bags, which means
these reusable bags were a
common sight. However, she
mentioned she has noticed
her customers in West Texas
are more frequently using the
reusable bags.

“We’re starting to see more
and more of our customers
bring back their reusable
bags here in Big Spring,” said
Clune.

In addition to giving away
the bags, HEB also is giving
customers the opportunity to
donate to several nonprofit

After attack, France looks toward

weekend presidential vote

PARIS (AP) — France began picking itself up Fri-
day from another deadly shooting claimed by the
Islamic State group, with President Francois Hol-
lande convening the government’s security coun-
cil and his would-be successors in the presidential
election campaign treading carefully before voting
this weekend. Investigators found a pump-action
shotgun and knives in the car of the gunman who
targeted police on the Champs-Elysees, and were
working to determine whether he had accomplic-
es. The prime minister said the government has
reviewed its already extensive election security
measures and says it is “fully mobilized” for Sun-
day’s vote.

One of the key questions was whether, and how,
the attack that killed one police officer and wounded
three other people might impact voting intentions.
The risk for the main candidates was that mis-
judging the public mood, making an ill-perceived
gesture or comment, could damage their chances.
With polling just two days away, and campaigning
banned from Friday at midnight, they would have
no time to recover before polls open on Sunday.

Candidates on Friday canceled or rescheduled fi-
nal campaign events.

Arkansas conducts
first execution since

2005, plans 3 more

VARNER, Ark. (AP) — Arkansas carried out
its first execution in nearly a dozen years despite
a flurry of legal challenges that had spared three
convicted killers, but courts still could scuttle the
remainder of the nation’s most ambitious death
penalty schedule since capital punishment was re-
stored in 1976.

Ledell Lee was pronounced dead at 11:56 p.m.
Thursday, four minutes before his death warrant
was due to expire at midnight, capping a chaotic
week of legal wrangling. Arkansas originally want-
ed to put eight inmates to death before the state’s
supply of midazolam, one of three drugs used in its
lethal injection process, expires at the end of April.

Three of those executions were canceled this
week because of court decisions. Another inmate
scheduled for execution next week has received a
stay. But Arkansas wants to put two other inmates
to death Monday, and one next Thursday.

Lee, 51, was put on death row for the 1993 death
of his neighbor Debra Reese, whom Lee struck 36
times with a tire tool her husband had given her
for protection. Lee was arrested less than an hour
after the Kkilling after spending some of the $300 he
had stolen from Reese.

After a hiatus of nearly 12 years, the execution
was carried out without any apparent glitches.
There had been concern because midazolam was
used in some flawed executions in other states. Lee
showed no signs of consciousness two minutes af-
ter the lethal injection, which began at 11:44 p.m.
With arms extended, covered with a sheet, his

parents are now imprisoned or in
limbo with nowhere to go, collateral
victims as the militant group retreats
and home countries hesitate to take
them back. One young Tunisian or-
phan, Tamim Jaboudi, has been in a
prison in Tripoli, Libya, for well over
a year. He passed his second birthday

US Defense Sec’y Mattis:

Syria still has chemical weapons

TEL AVIV, Israel (AP) — Syria still possesses
chemical weapons, U.S. Defense Secretary Jim
Mattis said in Israel on Friday, warning against
the banned munitions being used again.

At a news conference in Tel Aviv, Mattis also
said that in recent days the Syrian Air Force has
dispersed its combat aircraft.

The implication is that Syria may be concerned
about additional U.S. strikes following the cruise
missile attack earlier this month in retaliation for
alleged Syrian use of sarin gas.

Mattis spoke alongside Israeli Defense Minister
Avigdor Lieberman. “There can be no doubt in the
international community’s mind that Syria has re-
tained chemical weapons in violation of its agree-
ment and its statement that it had removed them
all,” said Mattis. He said he didn’t want to elabo-
rate on the amounts Syria has in order to avoid re-
vealing sources of intelligence.

“I can say authoritatively they have retained
some, it’s a violation of the United Nations Secu-
rity Council resolutions and it’s going to have to
be taken up diplomatically and they would be ill
advised to try to use any again, we made that very
clear with our strike,” he said.

Israeli defense officials said this week that Syria
still has up to three tons of chemical weapons in its
possession.

It was the first specific intelligence assessment
of President Bashar Assad’s weapons capabilities
since a deadly chemical attack earlier this month.

In wake of tense Trump call, Pence

aims to soothe Australia

SYDNEY (AP) — More than two months after
President Donald Trump got into a spat with the
leader of Australia, Vice President Mike Pence will
be working to smooth over any lingering hard feel-
ings.

Pence will meet with Australian Prime Minister
Malcolm Turnbull on Saturday as part of his 10-
day, four-country trip to Asia. His agenda includes
reassuring Turnbull about the state of the unusu-
ally strained U.S.-Australia alliance and laying out
the new administration’s priorities for the Pacific
Rim.

“Partly, you could call it a diplomatic clean-up
mission,” said Michael Auslin of the American
Enterprise Institute, an analyst on Asian securi-
ty issues. Auslin said Pence will be more focused

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Dallas man pleads guilty to highway

expansion-related fraud

SHERMAN, Texas (AP) — Prosecutors say a Dal-
las man has pleaded guilty to North Texas highway
expansion-related fraud and faces up to five years
in federal prison.

Wade Wylie Blackburn pleaded guilty Wednesday
in Sherman to conspiracy to commit mail fraud. In-
vestigators say the case involves an Interstate 35
East expansion project in Denton County and inac-
curate information provided to state appraisers.

Prosecutor say Blackburn, from 2008 to 2011, con-
spired to defraud the Texas Department of Trans-
portation by purchasing right of way property along
I-35, then planning to resell the land to TxDOT.

Investigators say Blackburn caused false infor-
mation to be submitted to TxDOT appraisers over
what turned out to be bogus development plans.

Exxon Mobil plans multi-billion dollar

plant near Texas Gulf

PORTLAND, Texas (AP) — Exxon Mobil Corp.
and a Saudi partner plan to build a multi-billion
dollar petrochemical plant near the Texas coast,
Texas’ governor said Wednesday.

The project will be a venture involving Exxon and
Saudi Arabia Basic Industries Corp. Exxon officials
have said it’ll be among the largest ethane steam
cracker plants in the world, with an opening sched-
uled for 2024.

The plant will be built in Portland, just north of
Corpus Christi, on roughly 1,300 acres (526 hect-
ares). Estimated to cost about $10 billion, the plant
will produce components used to make polyester,
anti-freeze, plastic bottles and other items.

In formally announcing the project, Gov. Greg
Abbott said the plant “illustrates that our business
climate is exactly what leading and growing com-
panies are seeking when investing in their future.”
Yousef Abdullah Al-Benyan, CEO of SABIC, added:
“We are focused on geographic diversification to
supply new markets.”

Exxon and its Saudi partner also considered an-
other Texas site and two in Louisiana for the proj-
ect.

The project has received state and local tax incen-
tives. The Gregory-Portland Independent School
District board voted last month to approve $1.2
billion in tax incentives, and San Patricio County
commissioners OK’d a $210 million package. Ab-
bott said Wednesday that more than $6 million was
offered in state tax breaks.

Texas board OKs science curriculum

compromise on evolution

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — The Texas Board of Edu-
cation has preliminarily approved revised science
curriculums, inserting compromise language that
critics say diffuses concerns about casting doubt on
the theory of evolution.

In February, the board sided with a committee of
teachers and experts that recommended scrapping
previous requirements asking high school biology
students to consider “all sides” of scientific theory.
But it also adopted rules that they “evaluate scien-
tific explanations” on the “complexity” of human
cells and on the origin of DNA.

Amid concerns that could make students believe
God helped create human life, the committee asked
the board to endorse a compromise replacing “eval-
uate” with “compare and contrast” and “examine.”

The board unanimously approved the change
Wednesday. A final vote comes Friday.

Progressive groups cheered the move, saying it
safeguards lessons on evolution.

Officials said the project is expected to create
thousands of jobs, an important consideration for
leaders in San Patricio County. The Corpus Chris-
ter Caller-Times reported the area lost more than
800 jobs in the last three months of 2016 with the
closure of a plant and a series of layoffs at a manu-
facturing company.

Top 10 percent change advancing in

Texas Senate

AUSTIN, Texas (AP) — A bill that sets new limits
on the state’s top 10 percent university admissions
law is advancing in the state Senate.

Texas guarantees state high school graduates ad-
mission to public universities if they finish in the
top 10 percent of their class. The 1997 law was de-
signed to promote campus diversity, most notably
at the University of Texas.

The bill by Sen. Kel Seliger would cap top 10 per-
cent admissions at 30 percent. It passed the Senate
Higher Education Committee on Wednesday and
goes to the full Senate for
consideration.

Opponents of the bill
say the top 10 percent
law has opened doors to
students previously de-
nied access to the state’s
top universities. Critics
of the law say it shuts out
other high quality stu-
dents.
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Houston doctor uses 3-D models

HOUSTON (AP)
The yellow and pink
heart in Dr. Huie Lin's
office is an exact replica
of the one beating inside
the chest of Allison Ben-
nie — a 3-D model that
helped save her life.

Two years ago, the
29-year-old South Caro-
lina woman came to
Lin, an interventional
cardiologist at Houston
Methodist Hospital, af-
ter being turned down
for surgery elsewhere.

The Houston
Chronicle (http://bit.
ly/2px7Hm7 ) reports
Lin is an expert in treat-
ing patients like Bennie,
adults born with heart
defects who, decades
later, have outgrown
the surgical repairs that
saved them as infants.
Adults with congenital
heart defects tend to be
complex cases, requir-
ing specially tailored
treatment, but Bennie's
case came with an ex-
tra challenge: She's a
Jehovah's Witness, a
faith that forbids blood
transfusions, even in
surgery.

"Essentially," Lin said,
"we needed to come up
with a new way to fix
the problem."

He had some ideas for
how to repair her leak-
ing pulmonary valve
while minimizing blood
loss, but to Lin's knowl-
edge, none had ever
been attempted on a
patient with a congeni-
tal heart defect, and he
couldn't be sure any
would work.
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"For me," Lin said,
"this is where the story
gets exciting."

Lin ordered a detailed
scan of Bennie's chest
and got in touch with
William Dore Jr., a fre-
quent Methodist donor
and owner of 3DPrint-
Labs.com, a 3-D print-
ing startup based in
Houston. Dore agreed to
print a $1,500 model of
Bennie's heart at no cost
and delivered it to the
hospital.

"With this," Lin said,
holding the heart mod-
el, "we could test out a
solution that's never
been tried before but
without putting the pa-
tient needlessly at risk."

In  Houston, and
across the country, phy-
sicians are increasingly
turning to 3-D printed
organs to test complex
operations, mostly re-
lying on donations and
grants to pay for the
emerging technology.
Dore and his company
have printed defective
hearts for Methodist,
the brains of cancer pa-
tients for MD Anderson
and earlier this year,

of hearts to help save lives

the entire chest cavity
of a child being treated
for a rare defect at Tex-
as Children's Hospital.

Dore is betting that
his donations, and the
work of physicians like
Lin, will eventually
prove the benefit of 3-D
models in medicine and
someday lead insurance
companies to pay for
them.

"In the cases we've
done, there's been a tre-
mendous cost savings
in terms of minimiz-
ing complications and
shorter recovery times,"
Dore said. "But in medi-
cine, it just takes a long
time for new ideas to be-
come standard."

Lin has requested 3-D
heart models for about
a half dozen patients,
including Bennie, and
eventually hopes to
launch a clinical trial to
test and prove their ef-
fectiveness.

"Adult congenital
heart patients are the
perfect group to test
this out, because every
patient is unique and
requires personalized
care," Lin said.

Bennie was surprised
when she sat down with
Lin and he showed her
the model of her heart.
It was amazing to hold
it, she said. It was an
exact copy of the organ
that had kept her alive
27 years — and caused
her so many problems
along the way.

She'd been born with a
pulmonary valve so nar-
row, her tiny heart was
straining to push blood
through. A classic case
of what's known as blue
baby syndrome.

She came to Houston
then, too. Dr. Denton
Cooley, the legendary
heart surgeon, opened
her chest in 1988 and
artificially enlarged the
valve. But, like thou-
sands of other infants
saved by Cooley's scal-
pel, the repair came
with a cost that wouldn't
become apparent un-
til decades later: The
valve, now large enough
for sufficient blood flow,
was also made leaky
and inefficient.

By 2015, Bennie had

n Matthew 9:9-13, we read, "As Jesus passed on

from there, he saw a man called Matthew sit-

ting at the tax booth, and he said to him, 'Fol-

low me.' And he rose and followed him. And as
Jesus reclined at table in the house, behold, many
tax collectors and sinners came and were reclining
with Jesus and his disciples. And when the Phari-
sees saw this, they said to his disciples, 'Why does
your teacher eat with tax collectors
and sinners?' But when he heard it,
he said, 'Those who are well have
no need of a physician, but those
who are sick. Go and learn what this
means, 'T desire mercy, and not sac-
rifice.' For I came not to call the righ-
teous, but sinners" (ESV).

You may have read this passage
before. If you are like me, you might
have thought to yourself something
like — that's just like those Pharisees,
always thinking that they are better
than others and wondering why Je-
sus didn't notice.

Here's the problem — we can become just like
the Pharisees if we aren't careful. The Pharisees
were great at the technicalities of the law, but they
had forgotten the underlying principles (Matthew
23:23-24). The Pharisees were proud of their “obedi-
ence” to the point that their religion had become
their idol. They based their worth on the fact that
they could keep the commands (and their tradi-
tions that they had added) better than others.

We must not give in to the temptation to compare
ourselves to others when it comes to the gospel. The
Pharisees looked at others, like tax collectors and
sinners, and felt that they, themselves, were doing
great and didn't need any help. They lost sight of
the truth which Paul later preached in Acts 17 in
Athens — God didn't need them, but they absolutely
needed God.

Here is a humbling thought — no matter what I
do, God is still God. Here is an amazing fact — God
loves me and desires to have a relationship with
me forever! The more I understand that, the more I
will realize that if I'm a Christian and saved by the
grace of God, it's not because of how good I was or
am. I'm saved because of how great and gracious
God is and because of what Jesus has done and is
doing.

God has that desire for everyone (1 Timothy 2:3-
4). So we must not look out our stained glass win-
dows, metaphorically speaking, and think that Je-
sus has no place among “those people.” We must
act like Jesus and get out there with those people.
We must show the same sort of compassion and
kindness to people that Jesus did. We must realize
that it is only because Jesus showed compassion
and kindness toward us that we were saved.

People are spiritually sick. Lives are broken.
What am I doing to help guide them to the one who
can heal them and put them back together? God for-
bid that I ever pass someone by because I don't feel
that they are good enough to be a Christian! May I
never forget what God and my Lord have done for
me and refuse to share that good news with others.

he Israelites knew their God was Almighty.

When war with the Philistines went bad,

the Israeli elders realized that He was not

with them. They reasoned that He would
not allow the Philistines to overpower them if He
was actually there!

In this vein of thought, they brought the Ark of
the Covenant from the Tabernacle to the battlefield
to lead them into battle. However, the
Lord’s will was not for the Israelites
to win at this time. Four thousand Is-
raelites were killed and the Ark was
captured.

The Philistines carried the Ark of
the Covenant to Ashdod, to the tem-
ple of their god, Dagon. They placed
it before the huge stone statue. They §
meant this to be a tribute to Dagon,
as if this stone idol had overpowered
the God of the Israelites and caused
them to win the battle.

When they entered their temple
the next day, the statue of Dagon had
fallen, face down, before the Ark of the Covenant.
They stood the statue back up in place.

The next morning the statue of Dagon had fallen
before the Ark of the Covenant again. But this time
the head and hands were broken off and were lying
on the threshold. Because of this the worshippers
of Dagon will not step on the threshold of any door.

When I was very young, someone at school told
me we should never step on the threshold board. “It
is bad luck!” they said in a whisper. This child’s
parents probably were not worshippers of the idol
Dagon, but somehow this tradition had passed
down through their family.

I called it a superstition similar to “If you step on
a crack, you will break your mother’s back.” But
if you read your Bible closely, you begin to under-
stand where these superstitions actually started.

After the statue of Dagon was broken, the five Phi-
listine cities of the area were overrun with mice.
The Lord struck the men of Ashdod with terrible
hemorrhoids. The men of Ashdod realized that this
awful plague had come upon them because of the
Ark of the Covenant, and they wanted to get rid of
it.

The Ark had been in Ashdod for seven months.
They tried to give it to one of their four neighbor-
ing cities: Gaza, Ashkelon, Gath, and Ekron. Each
time the people broke out in hemorrhoids, and the
people were afraid of it!

The men of Ashdod decided to send the Ark back
to Israel. The Philistine priests advised them to
send an offering to the God of Israel also. They sent
five golden hemorrhoids and five golden mice, one
for each Philistine ruler of the area.

Israel
feared trying to move it. So the Ark remained safe-
ly in the house of Abinadab for 20 years.

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Officials: Police had Champs Elysees attacker in thelr grasp

PARIS (AP) — The Champs-Elysees
gunman who shot and killed a police
officer just days before France's pres-
idential election was detained in Feb-
ruary for threatening police but then
freed, two officials told The Associat-
ed Press on Friday. He was also con-
victed in 2003 of attempted homicide
in the shootings of two police officers.

The French government pulled out
all the stops to protect Sunday's vote
as the attack deepened France's po-
litical divide.

"Nothing must hamper this demo-
cratic moment, essential for our
country," Prime Minister Bernard
Cazeneuve said after a high-level
meeting Friday that reviewed the
government's already heightened se-
curity plans for the two-round vote
that begins Sunday.

"Barbarity and cowardice struck
Paris last night," the prime minister
said, appealing for national unity and
for people "not to succumb to fear."

Investigators believe at this stage
that the gunman, 39-year-old French-
man Karim Cheurfi, was alone in
killing a police officer and wounding
two others and a German tourist on
Thursday night, less than 72 hours
before the polls open, a French offi-
cial who discussed details of the in-
vestigation with the AP said on con-
dition of anonymity.

The official and another, also speak-
ing on condition of anonymity, said
Cheurfi was detained toward the end
of February after speaking threaten-
ingly about police but was then re-
leased for lack of evidence.

The Islamic State group claimed
responsibility for Thursday's attack
unusually quickly in a statement
that sowed confusion by apparently
misidentifying the gunman.

Police shot and Kkilled Cheurfi af-
ter he opened fire on a police van on
Paris' most famous boulevard. Inves-
tigators found a pump-action shotgun
and knives in his car. Cheurfi's iden-
tity was confirmed from his finger-
prints.

One of the key questions was how
the attack might impact French vot-
ers.

The risk for the main presidential
candidates is misjudging the pub-
lic mood by making an ill-perceived

gesture or comment. With polling so
close, and campaigning banned start-
ing Friday at midnight, they would
have no time to recover before voters
cast ballots.

The two top finishers Sunday ad-
vance to a winner-takes-all presiden-
tial runoff on May 7. Two of the main
candidates, conservative Francois
Fillon and centrist Emmanuel Ma-
cron, cancelled planned campaign
stops Friday.

The attack brought back the recur-
rent campaign theme of France's fight
against Islamic extremism, one of the
mainstays of the anti-immigration
platform of far-right leader Marine Le
Pen and also, to a lesser extent, of Fil-
lon, a former prime minister. In the
wake of the assault, they redoubled
appeals for a firmer hand against Is-
lamic extremism and promised get-
tough measures if elected.

Le Pen, speaking at her campaign
headquarters, urged the outgoing So-
cialist government to immediately

that has been done over five years to
make people forget that she opposed
everything, without ever proposing
anything serious or credible."

Fillon separately pledged to main-
tain the state of emergency that has
been in place since IS-claimed gun
and bomb attacks killed 130 people in
Paris in November 2015.

"The fight for the French people's
freedom and security will be mine.
This must be the priority," he said.

As Paris got back to business, mu-
nicipal workers in white hygiene
suits were out before dawn to wash
down the sidewalk where the as-
sault took place — a scene now de-
pressingly familiar after multiple
attacks that have Kkilled more than
230 people in France over two years.
Delivery trucks did their early morn-
ing rounds. Everything would have
seemed normal if not for a row of TV
trucks parked along the boulevard
that is a must-visit for tourists.

Asked if the assault would impact
voting, the centrist Macron said: "No
one knows."

With some voters doubtful whether
the 39-year-old former banker is ex-
perienced enough to be head of state,
Macron appealed for cool heads.

"What our attackers want is death,
symbolism, to sow panic (and) to dis-
turb a democratic process, which is
the presidential election," he said.

Macron said he canceled campaign
stops out of a sense of "decency" and
to allow police to concentrate their
resources on the attack investigation.

Said by polls to be running neck-
and-neck with Le Pen, he tore into her
claims that previous attacks wouldn't
have happened under her watch.

"She won't be able to protect our cit-
izens," Macron said of Le Pen.

The two police officers injured in
the attack are out of danger, Interior
Ministry spokesman Pierre-Henry

Brandet said. National police spokes-
man Jerome Bonet, also speaking on
BFM television, said there were thou-
sands of people on Paris' iconic bou-
levard when the gunman opened fire
and that the rapid response of officers
who shot and killed him avoided pos-
sible "carnage."

Voters also wondered how the latest
attack might impact the election.

Elena Worms, walking her dog near
the Champs-Elysees, called the attack
"destabilizing" and said she fears it
will "push people to the extremes."
She said her plans to vote Fillon re-
mained unchanged.

"He wants to lead Muslims away
from fundamentalism to security,"
she said.

In a statement from its Amaq news
agency, IS group gave a pseudonym
for the shooter, Abu Yusuf al-Belji-
ki, indicating he was Belgian or had
lived in Belgium. But Belgium's inte-
rior minister said the pseudonym did
not belong to the attacker.

Investigators searched a home early
Friday in an eastern suburb of Paris
believed linked to the attack and po-
lice detained for questioning three of
the gunman's family members — rou-
tine in such cases.

The attack appeared to fit a spread-
ing pattern of European extremists
targeting security forces and symbols
of state to discredit, take vengeance
or destabilize society.

It recalled two recent attacks on
soldiers providing security at promi-
nent locations around Paris: one at
the Louvre museum in February and
one at Orly airport last month.

For Sunday's vote, the government
is mobilizing more than 50,000 police
and gendarmes to protect the 70,000
polling stations, with an additional
7,000 soldiers also on patrol.

DeShields RBI single in 13th
gives Texas 1-0 win over Royals

ARLINGTON, Texas
(AP) — Delino DeShields
is stuck in a crowded
platoon for playing time
in left field. In one of his
rare starts for the Texas
Rangers so far this sea-
son, he had the biggest
hit.

DeShields had an RBI
single with one out in
the 13th inning, sending
Joey Gallo home from
second base as the Rang-
ers beat the Kansas City
Royals 1-0 on Thurs-
day night, the deepest
a game has ever gone
in the Texas ballpark
before a run was finally
scored.

"Joey had a great at-bat
... I wanted to be able to
be the one to get the job
done," said DeShields,
who started for only the
fourth time this season,
the third time in left."

It was only the third
game in the 24 seasons
of the Rangers' ballpark
to go to extra innings
scoreless. This was the
longest of those games,
all 1-0 wins for Texas.

Gallo pulled a double
into the right-field cor-
ner off Travis Wood

(0-1), the third Royals
reliever after starter
Danny Duffy went 7 1-3
innings. DeShields, just
1-for-13 on the season
to that point, then hit a
sharp single to left on
the 10th pitch of his at-
bat — only a few pitches
after slicing a ball just
foul down the right-field
line.

"I felt like I was on ev-
erything. If anything,
he probably didn't know
what to throw. He prob-
ably thought he could
get lucky or something,"
DeShields said. "I was
locked in."

Gallo's double was the
first hit for Texas since
Jonathan Lucroy's lead-
off double in the fifth.

"He is going to strike
out some, but that was a
big at-bat for him," man-
ager Jeff Banister said.
"Every time he steps up
to the plate there is a
competitiveness in him
that he wants to get a job
done."

That was also the first
hit in the game since
Royals leadoff hitter
Alex Gordon's one-out
single in the eighth.

"I think what you saw
tonight was two strug-
gling offenses facing

off against some pretty
darn good pitching, on
both sides," Royals man-
ager Ned Yost said.

Kansas City (7-8) has
scored a majors-worst 41
runs so far this season.

While the Rangers
(6-10) have now scored
73 runs, the two-time
defending AL  West
champs have an AL-low
.206 batting average and
were coming off a 3-6
West Coast Road trip
that dropped them to the
bottom of the division
standings.

Dario Alvarez (1-0), the
seventh Texas pitcher,
struck out three in two
innings after walking
the first batter he faced
on four pitches.

Andrew Cashner , the
first Texas-born Rang-
ers starter since 2008,
pitched six innings in
his first home start. Six
relievers then combined
for 11 strikeouts and
one walk while allowing
only one hit over seven
innings.

After one out in the top of the ninth
inning, Preston Bishop doubled and

Samuel Wood followed with the game
winning RBI single. The Red Sox got
runners on second and third in the
bottom of the ninth but the Rangers
secured the victory on a long fly out
to right that was squeezed by Jacob
Cantu to end the game.

The Rangers were led at the plate by
Bishop who went 3 - 5 with two singles
and a double. He also pitched the first
five innings striking out 10 Red Sox.

Harris came on to pitch the last four

1. Double. The double of an open-
ing three-bid is for takcout and asks
partner to bid, just as the double of
an opening onc-bid asks partner to
bid. The doubler, since he s entering
the bidding at a higher level, must be
prepared for any response partner
might make, and should thercfore
have values somewhat in excess of a
minimum opening bid.

The responder is allowed to con-
vert the takeout double into a penalty
double by passing, but only if he has
substantial length and strength in the
pre-empter’s suit.

2. Three notrump. There is noth-
ing “conventional” about this bid. It
simply expresses the desire to play in
game at notrump. With eight proba-
ble winners, assuming a diamond
lead, the best prospect for game lies
in notrump. A four-club overcall

would be incorreet since it gives up
the opportunity to play in the game
contract that is most likely to make.

Partner is permitted to remove
three notrump to a suit if his hand
cannot stand notrump play, but such
a decision should not be made lightly,
as he is not being asked to bid.

3. Four diamonds. The diamond
cucbid announces a hand rich cnough
in high cards and distribution to
commit the partnership to game. At
the same time, it implics that a slam
might not be far away. The responder
is thus cncouraged to attempt a slam
when his hand contains values that a
minimum response would not show.

4. Four hearts. Game in hearts
should be undertaken straightaway,
since partner needs very little for that
contract to be made. If he has either
the ace of hearts or queen of clubs,
for example, 10 tricks are all but
assured.

The jump to four hearts is far supe-
rior to a simple overcall of three
hearts, which does not come ¢close to
expressing the potential of the hand.
Not only does it get you to a game
you are very likely to make. but it
will cncourage partner to think in
terms of slam if he has a couple of
aces in his hand.

Beltran's first Houston homer helps Astros top Angels 2-1

HOUSTON (AP) — After hitting his
first home run for Houston in 12%
years, Carlos Beltran was asked to re-
call the last time he went deep for the
Astros.

"T don't remember," he said. "I swear
to God. I wish I could. Playoffs may-
be. But I don't remember where."

Jake Marisnick also homered on
Thursday in a 2-1 win over the Los
Angeles Angels.

Beltran's previous homer for Hous-
ton came on Oct. 17, 2004, in Game 4 of
the NL. Championship Series against
St. Louis, capping a postseason in
which he hit eight homers with 14
RBIs in 12 games. He then left as a
free agent to sign with the New York
Mets.

Beltran's home run Thursday came
with one out and the first inning off

Matt Shoemaker (0-1), and Maris-
nick's second homer this season made
it 2-0 in the fifth.

Beltran has 422 big league homers
as his 40th birthday on Monday ap-
proaches.

"I don't get caught up in homers," he
said. "For me it's about trying to put
up quality at-bats. I think if I put qual-
ity at-bats, I know those are going to
come."

Lance McCullers (2-0) scattered
three hits and struck out eight over 6
2/3 scoreless innings as Houston won
for the seventh time in eight games.

"We had a couple chances but not a
lot," Angels manager Mike Scioscia
said. "He's pitched us tough in this
park and we just haven't figured him
out yet."

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Aaron Hernandez's apparent
suicide shrouded in mystery

BOSTON (AP) — Aaron Hernandez's
apparent suicide in prison — just days
after the former NFL star was cleared
of additional murder charges — re-
mains shrouded in mystery.

Why now? Is there more to the story?
What happens to his estate?

Authorities offered few answers
after Hernandez was found hanging
from a bedsheet Wednesday in his cell
in a maximume-security prison in Mas-
sachusetts, where he was serving a life
sentence for the 2013 slaying of a one-
time friend.

His death came hours before his for-
mer New England Patriots teammates
visited the White House to celebrate
their Super Bowl victory. Hernandez,
27, died five days after a jury acquit-
ted him in the 2012 shooting deaths
of two men whom prosecutors alleged
he gunned down after one accidental-
ly spilled a drink on him at a Boston
nightclub.

The apparent suicide left friends,
family and his legal team shocked and
in disbelief. Many were searching for
an explanation to the tragic end of a
young man whose football skills at one
point earned him a five-year, $40 mil-
lion contract extension with the NFL's
top franchise.

"There were no conversations or cor-
respondence from Aaron to his fam-
ily or legal team that would have indi-
cated anything like this was possible,"
said his attorney, Jose Baez. "Aaron
was looking forward to an opportunity
for a second chance to prove his inno-
cence. Those who love and care about
him are heartbroken and determined
to find the truth surrounding his un-
timely death."

Guards found Hernandez shortly af-
ter 3 a.m. Wednesday at the state pris-
on in Shirley, Correction Department
spokesman Christopher Fallon said.
The former tight end was taken to a
hospital and pronounced dead about
an hour later.

Fallon said he was not aware of any
suicide note and officials had no rea-
son to believe Hernandez was suicidal.
Otherwise, he would have been trans-

ferred to a mental health unit, Fallon
said.

The Worcester County district attor-
ney's office and the Correction Depart-
ment were investigating, and Massa-
chusetts' chief medical examiner was
conducting an autopsy.

The Patriots had no immediate com-
ment, and President Donald Trump
made no mention of Hernandez at the
White House event.

A star tight end for the University of
Florida when it won the 2008 title, Her-
nandez dropped to the fourth round of
the NFL draft because of trouble in col-
lege that included a failed drug test and
a bar fight. His name also had come up
in an investigation into a shooting.

Still, he was a productive tight end
for the Patriots for three seasons. He
caught 79 passes for 910 yards and sev-
en touchdowns in his second year to
help the team reach the Super Bowl.

But the Patriots released him in
2013, shortly after he was arrested
in the killing of semi-pro football
player Odin Lloyd, who was dating
the sister of Hernandez's fiancee.
Hernandez was convicted and sen-
tenced to life in prison.

Last week, Hernandez was acquit-
ted in the 2012 drive-by shootings of
two men in Boston. As the jury de-
liberated, cameras spied Hernandez
blowing kisses to the young daugh-
ter he fathered with fiancee Shay-
anna Jenkins.

Investigators suggested Hernan-
dez shot Lloyd to keep him quiet
about the two earlier killings. A law-
yer who represents Lloyd's mother
said she's moving forward with a
wrongful-death lawsuit against Her-
nandez's estate, which includes a
home valued at $1.3 million.

In the Dorchester neighborhood
where Lloyd grew up, a family friend
of the victim wondered if Hernandez
could no longer bear the weight of
his crime and his squandered poten-
tial.

"I just think it got to him — the
guilt,” Mixson Philip said. "Each
man has to live with himself. You
can put on an act like nothing hap-
pened, but you've got a soul. You've
got a heart."

begun feeling fatigued. She couldn't
catch her breath. Once again, her
heart was straining, putting her at
risk for heart failure. And once again,
doctors back home told her they
couldn't help and instead sent her to
a specialist in Houston.

Before she arrived, Lin's team took
the model of Bennie's heart into a lab
at Methodist and tested his first idea:
He wanted to use a catheter to pass a
stent though an artery and into the
valve and then inflate a balloon to de-
ploy the stent, repairing the leak.

But when they attempted the proce-
dure on the model, Lin realized im-
mediately it wouldn't work. Bennie's
pulmonary valve was so enlarged, the
balloon couldn't deploy a stent large
enough to stay in place.

"We knew that wasn't going to
work," Lin said. "We needed to go an-
other route."

Next, Lin and his team tested a pro-
cedure he's dubbed the hybrid ap-
proach, combining the initial cathe-

ter-based procedure with a surgical
operation that would still minimize
blood loss and avoid the need for a
transfusion.

Before Lin snaked the stent and
balloon through an artery, a surgeon
would first open Bennie's chest and
use a felt band to cinch down the
valve, making it narrow enough to
hold the stent in place. Bennie's heart
would continue beating through the
operation, avoiding the need to con-
nect her to a heart-lung machine to
pump blood through her body.

The medical team attempted the
approach on the 3-D model, "and the
stent deployed perfectly," Lin said.

To Lin's knowledge, the procedure
had never been attempted before. But
when he and the surgical team per-
formed the operation on Bennie days
later, they operated with confidence.

Two years later, she's doing well,
she said. She was glad to learn Lin
has held onto the model of her heart,
a reminder of how hard doctors here
worked to help her.

"It was comforting to know," Bennie
said, "how much thought and effort
they put into the operation."

O'Reilly's departure creates
new challenges for Fox

NEW YORK (AP) —
With its biggest star
departing in another
blowup over sexual
harassment, Fox News
faces some big chal-
lenges. It now has to
show that it can hang
on to its loyal army
of conservative view-
ers, improve its work-
ing culture, and still
continue to make big
bucks for its corporate
parent.

The company said
Wednesday that it had
parted ways with long-
time host Bill O'Reilly
after a "thorough and
careful review of alle-
gations against him."
Dozens of advertisers
ditched "The O'Reilly
Factor" after a New
York Times report de-
tailed $13 million in
payouts to five women
over his alleged abu-
sive behavior; more al-
legationssubsequently
emerged. (OReilly de-
nied the accusations.)
OReilly's departure
is the second big blow
for conservatives' fa-
vorite news network
in nine months. Fox's
longtime CEO Roger
Ailes resigned abrupt-
ly amid similar sexual

harassment charges
last July. Its leading
female star, Megyn

Kelly, also decamped
for NBC in January.
The network's parent
company, entertain-
ment giant 21st Cen-
tury Fox, insisted that

Fox News will weather
the current storm, not-
ing in a statement the
"strength of its talent
bench" and express-
ing "full confidence
that the network will
continue to be a power-
house in cable news."

That certainly could
happen, though it prob-
ably won't be easy.

Some analysts be-
lieve that James and
Lachlan Murdoch —
the sons of 21st Centu-
ry Fox executive chair-
man Rupert Murdoch
— made the call on
O'Reilly to change the
Ailesian culture at the
network and to cement
their control following
his departure.

"Getting rid of the old
guard is a way to do
that," said Dan Cassi-
no, a professor at Fair-
leigh Dickinson Uni-
versity and the author
of "Fox News & Ameri-
can Politics: How One
Channel Shapes Amer-
ican Politics & Soci-
ety."

But O'Reilly has been
on Fox News for more
than two decades.

"The O'Reilly Factor"
has generated a huge
ad bonanza for Fox,
one that yielded more
than $178 million in
2015.

It's the top-rated
show on the No. 1 cable
network — one that,
according to the invest-
ment bank Nomura's
estimates, accounts for
fully 20 percent of prof-
its at 21st Century Fox.
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Now, the top ratings
for O'Reilly's time
slot — and Fox's other
prime-time shows —
could be at risk.

"He's been the linch-
pin" of the lineup, said
Jane Hall, an Ameri-
can University profes-
sor and former Fox
contributor, who noted
that it will take a while
to see whether his loy-
al audience sticks with
O'Reilly's replacement.

That will be Tucker
Carlson, whose show
is moving to the 8 p.m.
slot on Fox.

O'Reilly's ratings
overshadow Carlson's,
and his show's view-
ership fell this week
while he was on va-
cation and other Fox
hosts subbed in.

Others figure that
O'Reilly's firing won't
be a sticking point for
most Fox viewers.

"When we look at
data, at what programs
people report watch-
ing, you just don't find
people who watch Bill
O'Reilly and nothing
else on Fox," Cassino
said. Fox also has a big
financial safety cush-
ion in the fees cable
companies pay the net-
work, which dwarf its
ad revenue, according
to Nomura media ana-
lyst Anthony DiCle-
mente. Even if there's
some disruption in
ad rates or spots, he
said, there's a "massive
backstop" in those pay-
ments, which are long-
term deals.
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
