 CAMPAIGN REPORTS URGED

Candidates for the legisiature
are keeping an anxious eye on
a federal court which last week

, beard massive, consolidated
challenges to House and Senate
redistricting.

THE THREE judges listened
to four days of testimony and
arguments and took the case
under study. A decision is ex-
pected in a week or two in order
to allow time for appeals to the
US Supreme Court before the
reb. 7 filing deadline.

Emphasis In the trial of suits
filed in San Antonio, Tyler,
Houston and Dallas was on the
issue of single member vs.
multi-member (countywide)
House of Representatives dis-
tricts for metropolitan areas.

Challengers of the 1971 reap-
portionment (based on the 1970
census) by a five-member board
made these key claims:

—Countywide districts tend to
prevent election of blacks, Mexi-
can-Americans and Republicans.

—Elections in the multi-mem-

ber districts require expensive |

campaigns which few candi-
dates, other than those backed
by big interests, can afford.

—Single member or indivi-
dual districts for the big coun-
ties insure a smaller consti-
tuency and thereby make legis-
lators more available, respon-
sive and accountable to the vot-
€rs,

THE STATE, in defense of
the 1971 reapportionment, main-
tained:

—Multi-member districts are
rot discriminatory and do not
dilute minority group represen-
tation.

—Prior Supreme Court rul-
ings have held that either multi
or single-member districts are
acceptable as long as they are
fairly drawn.

—Single-member districts
tend to fragment a county’s re-
presentation and lessen chances
of delegation harmony on key
countywide issues.

lice of Tyler and US District
Judge John H. Wood Jr. of San
Antonio must make the decision

RULES STUDIED

Texas Department of Public
Safety set a Feb. 29 hearing
on proposed rules and regula-
tions and minimum safely and
good order standards for mass
gatherings.

The 62nd Legislature directed
DPS to promulgate such rules
which must be met by promo-
ters in order to get official
permission to hold mass gath-
erings, such as outdoor rock
cencerts.

Among the proposed rules are
those governing adequate park-
ing, lighting, access by emer-
gency vehicles and responsibil-
ity of the promoter to preserve
order within the assigned area.

COURTS SPEAK

The Texas Supreme Court
sustained lower court orders
stopping sale of 500 magazines,
films, books and cards found by
a San Antonio judge to be ‘‘ob-
scene.'”

Here's what our Congress did

By SEN. JOHN TOWER
(R-Texas)

With the adjournment of the
Congress at year's end, this
will be my last weekly
report for this year. It is an
appropriate time to look back
over 1971 and on into the next
year and try to give you a little
of my impressions as tc where
we are legislatively.

ECONOMICALLY we are part
of the way along the road to
a return to a free market sys-
tem after enduring a period of
strict frecze on wages and
prices. Controls are still in ef-
fect but they are designed to
enable the eventual return of
the free market system with-
out losing the gains we have
made against inflation by means
of the frecze. _

The Congress has now given
the President the basic legisla-
tion he needs to impose the de-
gree of control necessary to
achieve success In curing our
economic ills. These were pro-
vided in the Economic Statiliza-
ton Act which I floor-manag-
ed in the Senate as a ranking
member of the Banking Com-
mittee. Earlier this week 1
was involved as a conferee in
developing the final version of
this legislation which was sub-
sequently passed by the Con-

SS.

I can report that this is a
reasonable bill, providing the
President the basic authoriza-
tion required out not proscrib-
ing his actions too severely.
In this way, the President will
have the power to gently nudge
the economic steamcocks and
guidance wheels as economic
indicators dictate.

ON THE important question
of school busing, the Congress
has recently begun to indicate
that it will, eventually, reflect
the majority mood in this na-
tion against forced massive bus-
ing.

As many of you know, I
am sponsoring a Constitutional
Amendment which would pro-
hit the assignment ef pupils
to public schools on the basis
of race. The House Judiciary
Committee chairman has stat-
ed that hearings on this amend-
ment will begin next year. In
the Senate, a slowly increasing
number of colleagues are ex-
hibiting interest in this field.

It now appears that the pub-
lic sentiment which was mohil-

ing this year may re-
flect itself more accurately in
the next session of Congress,
and I am hopeiul that a Con-
«tituticnal Amendment prohit-
iting forced massive busing will
eventually be approved and re-
ferred to the States for ratifi-
cation.

THIS HAS been a particularly
busy year in other fields as
well and T know 1'll be unable
to mention all the important
Congressional activities in the
time available, :

The group discussed the prob-
lem of people who come {o the
American Cancer Society unit
for direct financial aid. Jt is
difficult to turn people down
when requested for direct fin-
ancial assistance, but it is im-
possible for the county unit tc
give funds to individuals. Ap-
proximately $3000 was collect-
ed last year in the countv. whick
would provide little aid  for
many people. In research, how-
ever, this amount is consider-
able. All funds collected are
required to go to research and
public education on cancer. The
society can provide hospita’
beds and other service items
and can do many services fo
patients, but direct financia
help is prohibited in the hope
that the funds will conover the
dread disease much quicker if
channelled through research.

Housing and Urban Affairs Com-
mittee has dictated that I de-
vote much of my time to mat-
ters coming before that com-
mittee. I am particularly pleas-
ed to report that the Senate
approved my proposal fo ex-
tend the time in which owners
of homes and small businesses
could sign up for federally as-
sisted flooding insurance with-
out losing in the meaniime their
eligibility for disaster assist-
mnce. This has been of parti-
cular importance to areas flood-
ed as a result of the heavy
rains accompanying Hurricane
Fern.

In the Housing subcommittee
we held hearings on my Urban
Community Development Re-
venue Sharing proposal as well
as several other items. This
bill would allow states and lo-
cal governments federal reven-
ues in order to help them at-
tack their own housing prob-

lems with less federal involve-
ment.

THE SENATE Armed Serv-
ices Committee, on which I also
serve, was quite aclive this
year, dealing first with legisla-
tion to amend and extend the
draft. The goal was to make
the draft more fair and to move
toward an all-volunteer armed
force which hopefully will prove
practical within the next few
years. The Congress included
a major pay raise for the mili-
tary as well as other measures
designed to make military serv-
ice more attractive.

The Military Construction ap-
propriations bill this year con-
tained more than 78 million
dcllars for Texas construction
items at the several military
bases scattered over the state.
I felt this was a significant a-

pleased that we were able to

avert the threatened closings of
two military bases in Texas.

Over the year, several other
measures which I sponsored did
become law, including establish-
ment of a National Week of Con-
cern for POW's and MIA’s; an
increased ceiling on the SBA
loan fund; relief for owners of
stolen federal securities; n-
sion of U.S. export trade through
the Export-Import Bark; feder-

turn for commitments that pew
young doctors will establish
practices in physician-shortage
areas; and new tools lo protect
nurselves from animal epidem-
les coming from foreign coun-
tries.

There were many other top-
jics acted on and discussed by
the Congress. All of those
which were not finally
this year will remain hefore the
Congress next year.
