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Sick leave ‘bank'’
okayed for teachers

The Dimmitt School Board
Monday night approved a sick-
leave “‘bank’’ plan that will en-
able teachers to “‘borrow'’ an
extra 10 to 20 days for long-
term personal or family illness.

THE PLAN was proposed to
the board by Loranell Hamil-
ton, DHS math teacher and
president of the Dimmitt Class-
room Teachers Association.
Mrs. Hamilton said that adop-
tion of the ''bank’’ plan es-
tablishes the local district as a
leader in sick-leave benefits for
teachers.

Under the old sick-leave poli-
¢y, teachers were allowed five
cumulative sick-leave days,
funded by the state, and five
personal leave days per year.
For any additional days taken,
a teacher was docked 1/190th
of his or her annual salary to
pay for a substitute. The 1/-
190th dock could run over $50
per day for many teachers with
longer tenures.

But under the new ‘‘bank’’
plan, the school board will pro-
vide six days' sick leave and
only four days’ personal leave.
The extra day above state-
funded sick leave will be ‘‘de-
posited’”’ by each teacher into

The amount of time
a teacher can borrow will de-
pend on number of years in the
local school system.

The extra sick-leave time a
teacher borrow from the bank
will be paid back at the rate of
one day a year via the annual
one-day deposit. Any teacher
who leaves the system owing
extra time to the bank will be
charged for it.

During the bank's first year,
no teacher can borrow more
than 10 days. But eventually,
teachers with six or more years
in the system will be able to
borrow up to 20 extra days of
sick leave, in addition to their
accumulated time.

THE SCHOOL board adopted
the plan in principle, but is still
studying some of its finer
points such as penalties,
forfeitures, etc. — before in-
cluding the plan in permanent
school policy.

I read Deanne Clark's letter

suffered a stroke and was hos-
pitalized immediately. The Red
Cross was supposed to inform
4 us other four boys about the
death in our family, since we
were all overseas in the Pacific
at that time. It was 34 days
before I was notified of my bro-
ther's death and the illness of
my mother, even though the
Red Cross had an office in the
officer’'s club in the Russell Is-
lands less than a mile from

Red Cross.

NO DOUBT some of the
things that she has heard about
the Red Cross have been
stretched through the years,
but I'd like for her to know lhatl
they are not all rumors or mis-
information.

I was working for the news-
paper at Littlefield when the
tornado hit Sunnyside. I took
pictures that night and got on
back to Littlefield, as the paper
was going to press the next
morning. | know that the peo-
ple of Sunnyside appreciated
all the help they got, and it's
hard for me to think that they
have only contributed $15 in
return, if the Red Cross did
help.

The things I know personally
about the Red Cross are not
“‘rumors’’ or ‘'misinforma-
tion."’

My mother had five sons in
the ‘Marine Corps in World
War II, and she was; a volun-
teer worker in the Red Cross,
working with Mrse-Lyle Bran-
don at Littlefield, and 1 would
be the last one to knock what
_ my mother did for ‘the Red
Cross.

MY OLDER brother Loyd
served nearly 30 years in the
Marines, and some of it was in
China before World War 1l
began. He always praised the
Salvation Army for what they
did for him in Shanghai, but
you can ask him about the Red
Cross and there the praise
stops.

My older brother, John Hen-
ry, was killed in 1944 in the
South Pacific, and I was in the
same group of islands that he
was in, the Russells and the
Solomons. The telegram telling
my mother about my brother's
death was delivered to my
mother while she was working
at the Red Cross building. She

where | was.

To this day I have never
heard from the Red Cross. I
learned about my mother and
brother from my sister when
she wrote and told me that my
mother was improving, think-
ing that the Red Cross had no-
tified me but that maybe I
could not get a letter to her
since we were in a combat
zone.

What we had to pay for a
Coke or cigarettes in the Solo-
mons was just downright rob-
bery from men fighting for
their country. Ask any veteran
who served overseas in World
War II about the Red Cross and
you will find that the stories are
not all “‘rumors’’' or '‘mis-
information."’

I served overseas from Guad-
alcanal to Okinawa and then
spent nine months in Tientsen
and Peikin, China, and I can
safely say that nothing was
ever given by the Red Cross to
the enlisted men where 1 was.

I WOULD like to put in a
good word for the Salvation
Army. When we returned from
China, nine months after the
war had ended, there were six
elderly women running a can-
teen at the docks in San Diego,
handing out all the fresh milk
and doughnuts that you could
eat. It was the first fresh milk
that we had seen in almost
three years. Where was the
Red Cross?

The editor was certainly right
when he said that most of the
projects of the Salvation Army
and Red Cross do not overlap.
They both seem to be doing
their job now and the com-
munity as a whole should help
both organizations as long as
they do what they are supposed
to do.

[ am sure that Mrs. Clark
was a good and dedicated Red
Cross worker, the kind the Red
Cross needs more of. Many
Red Cross workers of today
know little of what their organi-
zation did in World War II.
That's fine. It's better to forget
some things. But don't claim
that the stories about the Red
Cross were all “‘rumors’’ and
“misinformation. "’

" This was written so that
people who hear a World War
Il veteran complain about the
Red Cross should at least know
that that person probably has a
right to feel this way.

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White grubs are problem for
area sorghum, wheat growers

White grubs, the number
oné pest of home lawns in
many areas of Texas, are quick-
ly becoming a major obstacle to
sorghum and wheat production
on sandy-textured soils of the
South Plains says a Lubbock-
bhased entomologist.

prevalent since 1971, according
to Dr. Robert B. McIntyre, area
specialist for the Texas Agri-
cultural Extension Service.
“The situation,”” he declares,
“*has reached the point in some
localized areas that sorghum
and wheat production is almost
impossible.”’

MclIntyre says that one factor
contributing to the current
problem has been that over the
last few years the white grub
has become resistant to the in-
secticide chlordane.

“For years chlordane has
been used by the homeowner
and grower when they en-
countered soil pest problems,"’
he says. "'Recent research has
shown that rates as high as five
pounds of active ingredient per
acre of chlordane were inef-
fective in controlling grubs at-
tacking sorghum.”’

The development of grub
strains resistant to chlordane
has necessitated new research,
he reports. New information
about the grub has been
brought to light by Dr. George
Teetes. research entomologist
for the Texas Agricultural Ex-
periment Station at Lubbock,
which points up special keys for
proper management of grub
problems.

Understanding the pest’s life
cycle and behavior is essential,
explains the entomologist.

THE LARGE white grub
form. or ‘‘third-instar larva'’,
overwinters 12 to 18 inches
deep in the soil profile. By late
May. when grain sorghum is in
the seedling stage. grubs have
made their way to the upper
soil level where they feed on
roots, killing the small plants
and causing stand loss. These
large grubs feed until they
pupate in mid-June and em-
erge as adults in late June and
early July.

“*Adults are light brown and

beetles,”" explains Mclntyre.
"'The males are quite prevalent
during late June and early July
and can be seen by the hun-
dreds on summer evenings
around outdoor lights. On the
other hand. females rarely tra-
vel long distances. In fact, most
normally mate on the soil
surfaces in the same area in
which they developed, and re-
turn to the soil profile to lay
their eggs. These eggs hatch in
about two to three weeks, and
the young larvae mature into
larger third-instar larvae by
late fall.

“There is generally one gen-
eration per year on the Texas
South Plains; however, a few
may require more than one
year to complete develop-
ment."’

THE SPECIALIST emphasiz-
es that mated females remain-
ing within the infested field is
one reason the grub problem
has been extremely localized
and severe.

““The importance of this from
a management standpoint 1is
that grubs are likely to reap-
pear in the same field even
after insecticide applications.
These treatments are not likely
to eliminate the entire white
grub population. Therefore, a
producer with a heavily infest-
ed field should anticipate at
least a two-year confrontation
with the pest.” he warns.

In order to control the insect,
producers need to know the
number of grubs necessary to
cause stand loss and use proper
sampling techniques to deter-
mine infestation levels, Mc-
Intyre advises.

“‘Results from preliminary
studies indicate grub popula-
tions in excess of one per cubic
foot can cause severe stand loss
if not controlled.”” he adds.
“'Optimum plant population
density in irrigated sorghum is
considered to be 70 to 90
thousand plants per acre;
therefore. one grub per cubic
foot would be one for approxi-
mately every two plants, and
that is significant.”’

The entomologist explains
that white grubs can be diffi-
cult to detect in the field
because at the time producers
are preparing land in the win-
ter months. grubs are often
below the plowing depth.

"'One sample for every ten
acres is adequate and should
consist of approximately one
cubic foot of soil (Three heap-
ing shovels full) from which the
number of grubs are counted.
If a grower finds an average of
one grub per cubic foot, he
should treat the field."”

Knowing the most effective
time and method for applying
insecticide treatments for grub
suppression is critical, the en-
tomologist believes.

““There are three insecticide
application techniques. in-fur-
row. row-band. and preplant
broadcast. The preplant broad-
cast is the one method proven
to give sufficient control where
populations have been in ex-
cess of one per cubic foot. The
broadcast application should be
applied as near planting as
practically feasible. This is crit-
ical because the later the treat-
ment is applied, the warmer
the soil. the more active the
grubs and the closer they are to
the soil surface.

“In addition'’. McIntyre re-
ports. “‘Diazinon. the only in-
secticide currently registered

and recommended for grub:

control in sorghum. has consid-
erable less residual toxic effect
than the older chlorinated hy-
drocarbon insecticide, chlor-
dane. Thus. the insecticide
broadcast should be as near to
planting as possible and in-
corporated into the upper 3 to 4
inches of soil by discing."

‘*Application rates of one to
one and one-half pounds of
active ingredient per acre have
been most effective.'’ he adds.
“‘High total volume of water
per acre will likely enhance
penetration of liquid insecti-
cides and increase overall ef-
fectiveness.

“IF A producer understands
the white grub’s life cycle and
behavior, learns proper samp-
ling techniques and the number
of grubs necessary to cause
stand loss. and understands the
most effective time and method
of insecticide application,"’ Mc-
Intyre eoncludes. “‘he will go a
long way toward effective man-
agement of the grub problem.

lems. Foreign car sales plung-
ed 20% in February. Total Am-
erican made car sales were off
even more, but sales of the
small American made cars rose
4% and that's what has the for-
eign car manufacturers fright-
ened.

The basic price of a Volks-
wagen Beetle has jumped 31%
from $1,999 to $2,655 in just
one year. The Ford Pinto and
the GM Vega both sell for
about $200 less. The two-door
Datsun B210 has a retail price
of $2.629, just a few dollars
less than the Beetle. The Toy-
ota Corona retails for $3,500,
up from $2,500 less than 24
months ago. When the foreign
car loses the price advantage it
once enjoyed and still has to
compete against an American
made product which also offers
economy, then foreign car sales
are going to go just one way.
Down. -

The problem in Germany and
Japan has been a high rate of
inflation in both countries. The
price of raw materials has sky-
rocketed while labor costs con-
tinue to rise. So the importer
either cuts his price to compete
and sees his profit margins
disappear or he raises his

| prices to protect his profit mar-

gins and loses potential sales.

ONE ANSWER to the prob-
lem is for the foreign car
manufacturer to make even
smaller. more economical cars
than the American made com-
pacts. Both Fiat and Honda
have cars much smaller than
the Ford Pinto, with better than
30 mpg performance. However,
as the fuel shortage eases, the
emphasis on fuel economy will
not be as critical as it was sev-
eral months ago.

Several foreign car manu-
facturers are considering pro-
duction plants in the US in
order to offset the price advan-
tage now enjoyed by American
car manufacturers. Volkswagen
has been looking for an assem-
bly plant location for over a
year while Toyota and Nissan,
which makes the Datsun, are
giving the idea serious consid-
eration.

Delegates take
30 day recess

The delegates to the Texas
Constitutional Convention re-
cessed from their duties in
Austin Friday and plan to re-
convene May 6. The delegates
spent the week prior to the
April 5 recess debating the pro-
posed Legislative Article to the
new Constitution.

REP. BILL Clayton, one of
the West Texas delegates to
the convention, reported that
the majority of the work on the
Legislative Article was com-
pleted when the convention re-
cessed. Clayton noted that only
two other major articles, the
Article on the Judiciary and the
important General Provisions
Article have not been consider-
ed by the Convention at this
time.

Questioned about the rea-
sons for the 30 day adjourn-
ment, Rep. Clayton gave the
following statement: :

““There are four major rea-
sons for the recess. First, it will
give the Style and Drafting
Comimitfee the time it needs to
catch up on the articles that we
have already passed. Secondly,
the break will give delegates
time to reflect on the actions
they have already taken and
allow them time for re-eval-
uation before the articles are
brought up for final debate.

““The third main reason for
the recess,”’ Clayton continued,
“is to give the delegates time
to meet with their constituents
and get their reaction to the
articles already passed and
those not yet considered. Final-
ly, the recess will give the dele-
gates a few days time away
from Austin to spend in their
campaigns for re-election.”’

REP. CLAYTON noted that
he is strongly interested in
meeting with any individuals,
groups, clubs or organizations
in the area to discuss the
proposed constitution and its
revision. Clavton can be con-
tacted at his Springlake home,
phone no. 806-986-2611 during
the convention recess.

1 Hereford's program is fund-
{ed by the United Appeal, with
'a 56,500 budget. It was started
[three months ago on a year-
round basis with a full-time di-
. rector. Amarillo, which has had
the program 13 years, is the
site of the regional service cen-
'ter for the national program.
“OUR PROGRAM establish-
es a one man to one boy, or one
iwoman to one girl, relation-
I ship,”” Mrs. Dwyer said. '‘Any-
lone 18 or older can be a Big
| Brother or Big Sister. We
|encourage each Big Brother
|and Big Sister to take part in
(one event per week with their
i Little Brother or Little Sister,
lon a regular basis. It can be a

j game, a picnic, a shopping trip,

a trip to the library, or any-
thing.

“We try to match the in-
terests of the Big Brother with
those of the Little Brother,”
she added. '*You don’t want to
match a man who plays chess
with a boy who likes to play
outdoors.

“*Kids always are saying,
‘There’s nothing to do here,’
no matter where they live,"
she continued. ‘‘But if you look
around you, you'll find there
are plenty of fascinating things,
and plenty of ways an older
person can help a younger one
in this respect. One of our Big
Brothers, for instance, is a pilot
— and he's opening up a whole
new world to his Little Bro-
ther."'

MANY one-parent children
have simply never had the op-
portunity to expand their hori-
zons, she said, and this is one
of the main purposes of the
program.

"I've had a boy who is 9 and
one who is 7 who have never
been fishing — who don’t even
know how to start,’” Mrs.
Dwyer said. ‘‘Also, I've had a
12-year-old who was asked to
draw a picture of a man and a
woman, and couldn’t draw a
man — there had never been a
man in his life."”’

The program is not designed
to rehabilitate juvenile delin-
