Congress
As the U. S become* a nation of 

older men and women (caused by 
declining birth rate) federal-state 
support of the indigent aged is no 
longer a political football but has 
emerged as an acute problem recog­
nized by Democrats and Republi­
cans alike. The present social se­
curity setup was a New Deal in­
spiration. but 1937's recession 
proved even this revolutionary step 
was insufficient. This month al­
most every congressman converging 
on Washington carries a new plan 
in his portfolio, foreshadowing the 
most heated battle to confront the 
seventy-sixth congress.

Many Republicans would like to 
forget that 40 of their 81 new m em ­
bers were elected this year on prom­
ises to support the Townsend m eas­
ure or bring the pension issue to 
a vote. But one who refuses to for­
get, and who will undoubtedly Ore 
the opening gun in next month's pen­
sion argument, is M assachusetts’ 
Rep. Allen T Treadway. Ranking 
minority member of the house ways 
and means committee, he will em­
barrass his political partisans by of­
fering a resolution for hearings on 
Townsendism.

When pension arguments are sift­
ed down. Washington observers ex­
pect Townsendism to drop from the 
picture, to be followed by a clear- 
cut Democrat-vs-Republican debate 
on how social security shall be 
amended In this argum ent the 
most surprising feature may be Re­
publican support of a $30 a month 
federal old age contribution, featur­
ing a <0 year age limit as against 
the present limit of 63 years. If 
states could equal the 830 federal 
contribution, pensioneers would then 
receive $60 a month.

added to the rolls, the number 
would swell to more than 3.000 000 
Since the U S. is already using 
social security payroll taxes as 
fast as they come in. and since most 
states are unable to raise their $13 
monthly share for each pension, any 
plans to increase payments must be 
preceded by plans fur financing the 
system.

While Republicans are attem pting 
to iron out their pension program, 
the adm inistration prepares to offer 
congress a sweeping plan for revis­
ing the present old age insurance 
system . Probable recom m enda­
tions:

(1) Monthly payments to widows 
and dependent children of workers 
covered by social security, plus 8300

E urope
The long-cherished hope that 

G reat Britain would eventually dis­
cover the futility of Prim e Minister 
Neville Chamberlain s dictator "ap 
peasem ent" policy is at last bearing 
fruit. Paced with a new series of 
crises. Mr. Chamberlain is presum­
ably being forced to reverse his 
stand or resign Most significant 
was the dinner at Lord Stanley Bald­
w in's home, attended by King 
G eorge VI and a group of right-wing 
Labor leaders, all strenuous oppo­
nents of the Chamberlain govern­
ment.

Even as the king broke bread with 
Ibis crew, another anti -Chamber la in

Retch without consultation with—or 
protest from —the four guarantors of 
the Memel statute (Britain. Prance, 
Italy and Japan). Using "Sudeten" 
methods. Germany first provoked 
Memeliles to cry for autonomy. Fol­
lowing a victorious plebiscite came 
the cry for "anschluss" (union) with 
the Reich Although Hitler an­
nounced after the Munich treaty 
that he had no more European te r­
ritorial claims, no one doubts his 
agents are behind the Memel coup.

I'k raiae. While world attention 
has been focused on the Franco-ltal- 
lan crisis rte* brtou i Hitler has 
quietly but effectively begun agita­
tion for his projected Ukraine re ­
public. to be carved out of Poland 
and R ussta A Nan inspired auton­
omy move in the Polish Ukraine, 
the first step, is being correlated 
with activity of German agents in 
the Russian Ukraine. The U tter 
step is especially well timed, since 
m eager reports out of Moscow in­
dicate the Soviet republic is weak­
ened by internal strife. Not con­
tent to stop there. Hitler has opened 
negotiations with Persia and Af­
ghanistan for German exploitation 
of oil and wheat Unds. In the Bal­
kans. Jugoslavia has practically re­
nounced the little entente to follow 
pro-Nazi Prem ier Milan Sloyadino- 
vich.

Prance No observer believe* the
recent French-German treaty Is 
worth anything, because the Reich 
has actually increased anti French 
activity since it was signed France 
has alliances with Poland and Rus­
sia. both of which have been ig­
nored in Germ any's Ukrainian 
drive France dominates the little 
entente, which Hitler has defeated 
in Jugoslavia and is undermining in 
other Balkan countries. And—most 
important —France resents G erm a­
ny’s support of Italian demand* for 
Tunisia. Corsica. Nice and Savoy. 
Current opinion holds that France 
will surprise Germany and lu ly  
with a strong and unexpected re­
sistance to these territorial de­
mands In the end. however. Italy 
may get partial control over the 
Suez canal and a share In French 
Somaliland, offering an outlet to the 
see from Ethiopia.

International
Any shift in world military power 

is tnvsriably followed by economic 
changes One of these is world 
trade, in which G reat Britain finds 
her position threatened by aggres­
sive Germany. Taking a thoroughly 
revolutionary position, England has 
now broadened her government 
trade insurance plan to safeguard 
exports of m aterials ordinsrily re­
fused as poor risks Beginning Jan­
uary 1, the export credits depart­
ment may incur liabilities up to 
8373.000.000 instead of the present 
$230.000 000 To cover special risk 
items, another $30.000.000 has been 
set aside The latter policy, inci­
dentally. will facilitate shipment of 
war goods to Chins.

If this aggressive British position 
has caused Germany any wor­
ry. Berlin can rejoice in s $17.000 - 
000 barter deal with Mexico, under 
which the will buy oil In exchange 
for manufactured Items. In this 
case, Germ any's gain Is Britain's 
lots, since London has almost com­
pletely severed diplomatic and trad« 
relations with Mexico over expro­
priation of British-owned oil lands.

Asia
The possibility of a m ajor F ar 

j Eastern crisis involving Japan, Chi­
na and Russia becomes more immi­
nent each week F ar from denying 

j  it, Japan  has taken new hitches in 
her economic belt and settled down 
for a struggle which may begin 
shortly after January  1. Having 
made supplem entary army-navy ap­
propriations of $1.634,400.000. Japan 
faces a probable Russ-Chinese alli­
ance forcing her to desperate m eas­
ures to protect what gains she has 
already m ade in Manchuria and 
China.

Having penetrated deep Into the 
vast Shansi province, Jap  troops are 
confronted with guerrilla attacks 
which In 10 days cost 6,000 lives. 
Generalissimo Chiang Kai-shek, who 
Is already getting supplies from 
Russia, promises the guerrilla war­
fare will continue. That Japanese 
are at a disadvantage fighting so 
far from their base of operations Is 
evidenced by Chinese recapture of 
several key towns near Canton.

Two clashes with Russia form the 
basis for a new war scare. The 
first concerns Japanese Ashing con­
cessions in Russian waters. Though 
Russia refuses to renew the con­
cessions, which lapse January  1, 
Tokyo threatens to continue Ashing 
even though an arm ed patrol la 
needed. The second dispute cen­
ters on Sakhalin island, where the 
Japs charge Russia is seeking to 
expel Nipponese oil workers. For 
her p a r t  Moscow is demanding Jap ­
anese paym ent for the Russian In­
terest in the Chinese eastern rail­
road. stffzed when Japan  took Man­
churia.

Meanwhile Japan has substantiat­
ed the belief held by observers for 
many months, that China's "open 
door”—guaranteed by the nine-pow­
er treaty—ia about to be closed. 
Seeking to liberate Japan  and China 
from dependency on foreign m ar­
kets. finance and raw m aterials. 
Tokyo has virtually dictated what 
G reat Britain and the U. S. can 
henceforth expect in the way of 
trading privileges. Shrugging its 
shoulders over still another treaty 
broken In 1938 the U S state de­
partm ent has called home Nelson 
T. Johnson, am bassador to China, 
to see what can be done about It 
Since Ambassador Joseph P Ken­
nedy has also been called home 
from London, it is thought the U. S. 
may aolicit British support for a uni­
fied protest against Japan 's  econom­
ic activity m China. Probable re­
sult; nothing.

Can-Am erica
Before they left to attend the 

eighth Pan-American conference at 
Lima. U. S. delegates spoke opti­
mistically of efforts to unite the 
Western hem isphere into a solid bloc 
opposing European or Astatic ag­
gressors. But the picture looked 
vastly different from below the 
equator At Lima they found rep­
resentatives of 20 other American 
nations who exhibited justiAed cool­
ness toward the “ colossus of the 
north" whose President has taken 
the lead In what they think might be 
another attem pt at "Yankee imperi­
alism "  U S delegates discovered 
that South American nations have 
their cultural centers In Rome. P ar­
is and Madrid, that despite any U. 
S. ambitions to the contrary. Pan 
America will insist on maintaining 
Ita trade relations with Europe.

Thu*, although Secretary of State 
Cordell Hull received a warm re­
ception. he could not expect much 
to come from the conference. South 
American nations are generally 
agreed that totalitarian propaganda 
must be stopped, but they neglect 
to consider that Nazi trade and 
propaganda travel together, that 
countries accepting one must also 
take the other. This Is the principle 
weakness of a proposal introduced 
by the Venezuelan delegation, which 
calla for co-operative action against 
m ilitary aggression but fails to con­
sider methods of blocking political 
aggression.

A prerequisite to hemispherical 
defense plana it hem ispherical cor­
diality, which occupies an Impor­
tant place on Mr Hull's list. Stum­
bling blocks here are Mexico's com­
munistic policy of expropriating V. 
S oil and farm  lands, and Argen­
tina 's desire for more trade and 
better relations svith Italy and Ger­
many. At best. Pan American en­
dorsement of President Roosevelt's 
New world defense plan will be in 
principle only, though the confer- 
enee ia undoubtedly giving German, 
Italian and Japanese interest* con­
siderable worry Their agent* are 
bu tilj at work among delegate*.

WASHINGTON — The politician 
Who Is * demagogue—Ihe fellow 
who has nothing on the ball and gets 
into politics on hi* gift for gab— al 
ways must have a bogie man. a 
hobgoblin. There must always be 
an im m ediate threat, like the sword 
of Damocles, hanging over the 
heads of the dear pec-pul If the 
political demagogue doesn't have 
that sort of thing, he is utterly lost, 
because usually he can not talk 
about fundamental issues.

The favorite bogie man of fellows 
like form er Sen Tom Heflin was 
"Wall S tre e t"  Day after day. ole 
Tom would drag Wall Street onto 
the floor of the senate and shake the 
gizzard out of it. There were others 
like Tom and there were other hob­
goblins. The chain stores, for s 

j  number of years, were the m eat and 
drink of the demagogue and many 

i an otherwise punk got elected to of- 
Ace because he could talk for 10 
hours about the evil* of the chain 
atorcs. We always have had our 
trust busters, the baiters of corpora­
tions. One bogie dies and another 
takes it* place and the thing goes 
on until presently one of the old and 
and almost forgotten bogie boys is 
brought to life again.

As pre-session plans take shape. 
It appears that the t untry is going 
to be told again sb.nit the evils ot 
the chain stores. There Is going 
to be an attem pt to legislate them 
out of existence Many a shout will 
ring out on the fl.* rs of the senate 
and house about the dangrr to the 
independent store operator, the man 
a t home. The bill, whatever form 
it takes or whatever it proposes to 
do. will serve as a vehicle for a 
shouting mob of representatives and 
senators. As usual, they will offer 
no new argum ent, but they will send 

' copies of their speeches back home 
and m ake a great howdy-do over 
themselves.

S h o u ld  G ive  T hough t to 
G enera l  N ationa l Policy

Because of this prospect and the 
existence of several other things like 
It. there ought to be some thought 
given to the question of a general 
national policy. In other words. I 
am of the opinion that the congress 
and the several state legislatures 
ought to keep their feet on the 
ground instead of jumping off the 
deep end when there is no boat In 
which ts ride. I see ro  proflt in cut­
ting off my nose just to spite my 
face. There is just a .  little sense to 
that as selling out to the “vested 
interests.’*

There is something to the argu­
ment in favor of regulation <>f great 
chains of stores. It can be truth­
fully said that they ex rrt a lot of 
pressure on the independent. They 
deny this, of course, and answer 
that there Is no pressure. Their 
statem ent may be true Insofar as it 
may mean that the chain store has 
made no calculated plan to drive 
the independent out of existence. 
Yet. their very bigness is. of Itself, 
a pressure becstise they can buy in 
larger quantities and obtain lower 
cost prices than the individual who 
buys a few c.i.es of canned goods at 
a time. When they buy at lower 
prices, they can »ell at lower prices 
and the Independent And» himself 
hard put to meet the competition.

That sort of Unrig happens In ev­
ery community where chain stores 
are In operation. It will continue 
to happen, becauae there Is not a 
man nor a woman who will say 
honestly that he or she will pay a 
higher price simply because the 
store at borne is owned by somebody 
who Ia a local citizen. I am old 
fashioned about I t  1 will go to a 
chain store many, many times, be­
cause I save mutiey It 1» my mon­
ey that I am «pending and 1 am 
going to get the most tor It that I 
can. The fellow who owns a local 
store is in business to make a proflt 
and I am willing Uiat he shall have 
■ proflt. provided he can give me 
the sam e value tor what I spend as 
does some other store. If the inde­
pendent runs his store in a slip­
shod way. tails to m anage hla af­
fairs efficiently arid thus has to have 
higher prices. I see no reason why 
I should be the goat To me. the 
situation is exactly the sam e as if 
both competing stores were home- 
owned and one of them g a te  better 
values.

Sane R egu la tion  o f  Chain  
Storee Can Be A cc o m p l ish e d

It the chain stores arc abusing 
their power, a power they have sole 
ly because they are  btg. the con- 
grese end the several states surely 
ought to take notice. There can be 
sane reguiatien of them They can 
be m ade to correct any abuses, but 
I can not And any legitim ate es 
cuse for destroying them I am in 
the role ot a consumer, and every 
legislator ought to consider thst his 
constituents are consum ers end that 
they must be given consideration.

I have been t«(d by men In the 
government r t  m l  believe have a 
general understanding of the prob­

lem that destruction of chain store* 
will raise retail prices of the things 
they sell by as much as 20 per 
cent. Who la going to pay that? 
You and I and everyone who buys 
for consumption. If I can get my 
cigarettes at two-for-a-quartcr. I am 
not going to pay 15 cents. So. If con­
gress or the stale legislatures And 
it necessary to protect the independ­
ent. that policy should be adopted. 
But the extrem e position of taxing 
them out of existence or destroying 
them some other way is utterly silly. ; 
It is, as I said earlier, rather like 
cutting off my nose to spite my face 
—and I have a beak of which no 
one could be very proud!

This chain store bogie m an is Just 
another of the many that are used j 
by politicians to build up them ­
selves. Once before, in these col­
umns, 1 expressed the hope that j 
some time I would like to see an 
honest politician. 1 think it would 
be refreshing to all of us.

I heard lately, ton. of a movement 
against those people who sell direct 
to the consumers. There are cer­
tain types of them that ought to be 
locked up Most of them, however, 
have a legitimate product and they 
are making that product to sell to 
consumers. The movement that Is 
auw said to be spreading has 
evolved Into what Is called the 
"Green River ordinance," a munici­
pal law which is designed to prevent 
any house-to-house canvassers.

Problem  o f  Separa ting
Crooks From Honest Peop le

Now, there may be sound reasons 
for a city council to bar anybody 
from selling direct. At the moment.
1 do not know of any. Yet. accord­
ing to the reports received by the 
federal trade commission, there was 
a small town out in Wyoming which 
actually convicted some boys from 
the neighboring farm s and sen­
tenced them to Jail because they vio­
lated the city law, by selling direct 
to the householders In the town. 
That town ought to have a very red 
face. It seems to me,

I said that there were certain 
types of canvassers ought to be 
barred. I refer to the racketeers 
who scour the country In crews, 
selling this or that or the other; 
who are here today and gone tomor­
row. and who many tim es leave a 
wake of dishunest dealings. Insults 
and sometimes plain thievery. Of 
course, there ought to be punish­
ment of that type. But why punish 
the honest ones by placing them In 
the same category as the crooks. 
The problem becomes one of sepa­
rating the crooks from the legiti­
mate people, but your demagogue 
will not do that, whether that dem a­
gogue be a member of congress, a 
member of the state legislature or a 
member of the city council. He 
would not be able to bleat to  long 
if he attempted to analyze the real 
situation.

This "Green River ordinance" 
hysteria is being promoted by some 
outflt which, it appears from the 
federal trad# commission inform a­
tion. goes from town to town and 
operates campaigns for passage of 
such a law Those fellows make 
money out of their campaigns. The 
local merchants pay the bill. For 
the life of me. I can not see where 
they ere any better than the agents 
of the direct sellrrs whom they are 
seeking to prohibit, because the 
agents make a proflt. I must cor- j 
reef that last statement. The agents 
of the direct sellers are d ifferent 
Usually, especially the legitim ate 
agents, live in towns in their te rr i­
tory and pay their taxes and buy 
their human needs there. The pro­
moters run the campaign, take their 
proflt and scoot.

A l l  Factors in S itua tion
N eed  C arefu l  C onsidera tion

I suppose that some of the things 
I have said In this analysis of a na­
tional problem will make me as pop­
ular as a skunk with tom e local 
merchants 1 believe, however, that 
there are two tides to the argum ent 
and that there must be moderation 
In dealing with the hobgoblins that 
are built up for selfish reasons, 
either political selfishness or for 
monetary gain.

Hence, I argue that the country 
and its legislative bodies muat look 
at all factors involved In the sltua- 
tlon. Hysteria and dem agoguery go 
hand in hand, with the demagogue 
leading and capitalizing on the clr- 
cum stances he hat created if it 
can be shown where the brush sales­
men or the salesm an for the floor 
sweeper or the heme rem edy ta les­
men ere wielding s bad Influence 
upon the life of the nation, prohibit 
them a t ia done many place* with 
the saloon. If It can be shown that 
the east m ajority of the people get 
no benefits from chain stores end 
that the chain stores dam age the n a ­
tional life, get rid of them or regu­
late them closely My thought con 
tinuee to be. however, that there 
must be moderation In legislation.

Christm as Day on Sunday—what 
an appropriate combination! Today 
we com m em orate the birth  of our 
Lord, the coming of our Redeem er 
to dwell among men on the day of 
the week which la a perpetual re­
m em brance of Hi* resurrection 
from the dead—the L ord 's Day. He 
cam e as the babe of Bethlehem 's 
m anger In order that He might in 
His death and resurrection  from  the 
grave prove Hla victory over sin 
and death F or those who know 
and love the true spirit of C hrist­
m as. this should be a g reat day of 
rejoicing in ChrlsL

We have an unusual opportunity 
to study the birth of Jeaua from  a 
text not commonly used for C hrist­
m as. namely, the coming of the 
Wise Men from the F.aat to find and 
to worship Him It is suggested 
that their experiences may be con­
sidered as showing the way to 
Jeaua. who la the perfect revelation 
of God s g reat love. We should

I .  L o o k  f o r  H U  S i g n  ( v v .  1 - 3 ) .
While moat of their fellow men

saw nothing but an unusually bright 
sta r Uf they even noted that much. 
In their hurried devotion to the In­
terests of everyday life), the men 
of the E ast showed that they were 
wlae by recognising tha t here waa 
the prom ised sign of N um bers 24:17. 
Be sure to read that g reat prophecy. 
When they told Herod, he, fearing 
lent his own power and prom inence 
should be challenged, becam e 
troubled ui hia heart.

The parallel to our day la striking. 
Everyw here in our lives, personal 
and national, are the unm istakable 
aigna of the presence and power of 
Jesus. Moat people heed them  not 
in their m ad pursuit of gold and 
pleasure O thers hate His nam e, 
and would destroy His Influence on 
earth. L tt  us be among the wise 
men who com e today to seek and 
worship Him.

II. Listen to God's Word iw .  4-0).
The Wise Men knew that He was

to come, but they needed further 
light. They knew where to And It— 
in God’s owm Word. How different 
would be the history that is in the 
m aking in our day if Instead of tu rn­
ing to the philosophies of men, or 
trusting in the m ight of arm am ents, 
we would turn  to G od's Word and 
let It lead ua all to ChrlsL the 
Saviour of the world, the Prince of 
Peace.

III. Seek the Saviour (vv. 7 9).
Different m otives moved In the

hearts of those who consulted the 
Scriptures on tha t far-off day in 
Jerusalem . Herod, while hypocrit­
ically professing to want to worship, 
really was looking into It so that he 
m ight kill Jesus. There are hypo­
crites who study G od's Word in our 
day for the sam e purpose while os­
tensibly worshiping The people of 
Jeru sa lem  had the curious bystand­
e r 's  Interest In an unusual ev e n t 
They have their counterpart in our 
churches and com m unities on this 
C hristm as Day of 1938. Then there 
w ere the chief priests and scribes, 
who had a purely professional in­
te rest in finding what the Scriptures 
taught concerning this prom ised 
One. There are plenty of tha t kind 
of religious workers today.

None of these actually  «ought the 
Saviour except the Wise Men. Thank 
God for the thousands of men. wom­
en, and children who will today seek 
the Christ who 1* the very reason 
for the observance of Christm as, 
but who has been all but loat In the 
nonsense and com m ercialism  that 
have practically  ruined C hristm as 
as a sacred  "holy day .“

IV. Worship Him (vv. 10-12).
These faithful seekers found Him.

and In Him they found Joy tv. 10), 
worship (v. 11). opportunity for sa c ­
rifice of self and gifts (v. II) , and 
fellowship with God In the great 
work of redem ption (v. 12). God 
spoke to them, gave them  a person­
al and secret com m ission which 
thw arted the wicked plans of Herod.

C hristm as m ay m ean all of that 
to eaeh one of us If we let the Lord 
Jesus come Into our lives In all the 
beauty id His redeem ing love and 
holiness. To you who read three 
lines Just now. the w riter m akes 
this plea In the nam e of C hrist—let 
Him have your life end transform  It 
by His grace and for His glory. 
Only thus can you have a Joyful and 
blessed Christm as.

American Turkey 
Has Foreign Name
You'll eat your turkey and like it 

this Christmas, but do you know 
where this festive bird got Its nam e’ 

The turkey is the only species of 
poultry native to this country. Its 
nam e Is attributed by some to its 
call notes, ’’turk-turk-turk '': others 
believe that Its head ornaments, re­
sembling the fez worn by natives of 
Turkey, gave rise to Its name.

Another explanation ts seen in the 
fact that the first turkeys from 
America were sold in Spain, largely 
by Hebrew merchants. Since the 
bird was frequently confused with 
the peacock, it Is said that the He­
brew traders called tt “ tvikkl," their 
nam e for the peacock. With the 
widespread use of this name in 
English, it easily becam e the p res­
ent “ turkey.'*

Christmas Celebration 
Dates Back to 354 A.D., 

Roman Records Show
The earliest celebration of the 

birth of Christ. December 23 of esch 
year, took place In the Fourth cen­
tury. snd the custom spread from 
the western to the eastern  church. 
Before that date the com m em ora­
tion of Christ's nativity and baptism 
took place January #.

Revives P.ivual 
Of Log burning

■ dents of this high perched town 
,n the great Dlvl <e celebrate their 

modem Christmas In an old fash­
ioned way. by burning the trad i­
tional yule log

Each year the log is secretly 
cut, notched and tied with hempen 
cord, hidden among the trees and 
rocks awaiting the Under to whom 
goes the honor of dragging It into 
town.

I.ast year for the flrwt time 
Palm er Lake burned Its yule log 
in the town hall, where local lire 
men built a huge stone fireplace 
wide enough to accommodate a 
four foot log Previously the cele­
bration was held In a private 
home where fewer guests could be 
accommodated.

The hunt for the yule log starts 
at I p m . when all participants 
are summoned by a bugle to meet 
in front of the hall.

The yule log has a colorful his­
tory. In Scandinavia, where Thor, 
the god of thunder, was wor­
shiped. great log flres were built 
along the rocky shores both at 
mid-summer and mtd-winter in 
order to propitiate him for his 
rumbling wrath.

When the early fathers subsli 
tuted the feast of the Nativity for 
that of Mithra. the Persian sun 
god who was worshiped on De 
cember 2S in early Rome, a dlf 
ferent note crept In. Yule-tide be 
came a tim e for feuds to cease.

In England, before the Reforma­
tion. bringing In the yule log was 
an important part of the Christ­
mas festivities The community 
usually gathered in the hall of the 
lord of the manor, where the log 
was kindled with due ceremony 
and all partook in the wassail cup, 
a sweet cider flavored with truita 
and spices.

This monument s i  Obernderf, 
Austria, honors Joseph Mohr, who 
wrote the words to “ Holy Night,** 
and Eians Gruber, who wrote the 
music for one of the world's most 
beloved Christm as hymns.
