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Voters will go to the polls Saturday for annual municipal elections, 
while voters will decide sales tax issues in Dimmitt and county-wide. 

Castro County voters, at the county clerk's office, Hale County State 
Bank—Hart Branch and Nazareth High School homemaking department, 
will decide whether the county should assess a one-half cent sales tax to 
reduce property taxes. Voters in Dimmitt will decide on a similar levy in 
the election at City Hall, also the site of the city, school and hospital 
board election. 

The only contested race on the ballot is for the Dimmitt school board, 
where five persons—David Schaeffer, Danny Rice, Arlie Petty, Joe King 
and Jim Killingsworth will compete for two spots on the board. 

Reeford Burrous has announced as a write-in candidate for the Castro 
County Hospital Board. Three incumbents—Garland Coleman, Ettie 
McDermitt and James Welch—are on the ballot. 

Polls will open at 7 a.m. Saturday and close at 7 p.m. 
Local candidates appeared at a Voters' Forum Monday at the Dimmitt 

Chamber of Commerce to give their reasons for running for office and to 
answer limited questions from the public.

The candidates were optimistic 
they could make PMH solvent: 

Burrous, current Dimmitt city 
manager, said years in management 
in Contel, and service as county 
auditor and city manager would 
help on the board.

NWTF optimistic about fund cuts 
The head of the Dimmitt-based 

Nuclear Waste Task Force said he 
"feels encouraged right now" after 
a House subcommittee voted last 
week to delete up to 50% of the 
funds needed by the Dept. of Ener-
gy to keep its nuclear waste pro-
grain going. 

"The only way to stop this crea-
ture is to chop its head off, and 
money is where the head is," said 
NWTF Chairman Delbert Devin. 
"When you cut off the money is 
when you cut off the operation." 

DOE had requested $500 million 
in fiscal year 1988 to conduct site 
characterization work and other ac-
tivities in Deaf Smith County, Han-
ford, Wash., and Yucca Mountain, 
Nev. The Energy Research Sub-
committee of the House Science 
and Technology Committee, 
however, recommended the request 
be cut to $269 and that characteri-
zation work in Texas and Washing-
ton end in October.

"There is not enough money to 
buy our assent to the project," said 
Rep. Larry Combest, who repre-
sents the district where the dump 
would be placed if Deaf Smith 
County were selected. "We have 
several questions about the process, 

Mayor Wayne Collins and Board 
of Aldermen candidates Jack 
Thompson and Richard Stahl start-
ed Monday's voter's forum, outlin-
ing their experience and some of 
their goals for the city. 

Collins, who began service as an 
alderman in 1979 and has served as 
Dimmitt mayor since 1984, said he 
was "proud of Dimmitt.

"I called Larry's office and told 
him he said exactly what I was 
thinking," Devin said.

I also 
don't believe science and technolo-
gy should be pitched out the win-
dow, which is what Johnston's bill 
would do. I don't believe in bribing 
states to take the dump site." 

Devin, who is lobbying in the 
US Capitol today and Friday, said 
the subcommittee recommenda-
tions must go to the full committee 
before going to budget and appro-
priation committees. Devin said if 
cuts are coming, he will try to work 
with budget and appropriation 
committee members to put limits 
on the work that can be done with 
the money. 

"One place where we fell short 

praised the current city staff "from 
the people in the front office to the 
people driving trucks. We want to 
continue to provide more goods 
and services at a reasonable cost." 

Thompson, seeking his second 
term as alderman, outlined needs 
the city is facing, including a possi-
ble restructuring of sanitation and 
sewer rates as costs continue to 
climb over budget while looking at 
a new sewage treatment facility. 

Thompson said that as the city is 
faced with diminishing sales tax 
revenues and cuts in federal fund-
ing, "we need to look at reducing 
some services, maintaining some

in the city, school and hospital 
district elections. 

County commissioners and Dimmitt city aldermen said basically the 
same thing when they brought up the new sales tax idea—"let's let the 
voters decide." 

Saturday, voters will either endorse or turn down a proposal to add up 
to 1% to the current sales tax. 

If the issue passes, property taxes set in August-September, 1988 will 
go down by the amount expected to be brought in by the new, additional 
sales taxes. 

If both issues pass, sales taxes in Dimmitt would rise to 7.25%. If the 
county issue passes, sales taxes throughout the county would be at least 
5.75% in unincorporated areas and 6.75% in Hart and Nazareth. 

The National Nuclear Waste 
Task Force has called for Congress 
to establish an independent com-
mission to review DOE's reposito-
ry and MRS programs, as well as a 
funding stop for all siting activities 
and MRS development work, while 
increasing funding for waste stor-
age technological studies at reactor 
sites. 

In a letter hand-delivered to the 
Texas Congressional delegation, 
National NWTF Coordinator Caro-
line Peui said "the time has come 
for Congress to take steps to restore 
the credibility of the federal pro-
gram and better insure the safety of 
future federal waste management 
efforts." 

Petti said that only four years 
after the passage of the Nuclear 
Waste Policy Act "the program is 
on the verge of technical, legal and 
political collapse. DOE misman-
agement and misguided emphasis 
on fast tracking a 'solution' to the 
problem has resulted in: 

"OPolitical considerations tak-
ing precedence over scientific con-
siderations in waste facility siting; 

"OThe selection of first and sec-
ond repository sites which appear 
technically unfit for the purpose; 

"Olmproper and inadequate con-
sultation and cooperation with af-
fected states and Indian tribes; 

"OA proposal for an unnecessa-
ry MRS facility to make up for 
expected delays in the repository 
schedule." 

"The entire selection process is 
in total disarray," Devin said. 
"With DOE's credibility being 
questioned in many Congressional 
hearings, a deletion of funds for 
siting activities at first, second and 
MRS locations is a responsible ap-
proach."

services, and expanding some ser-
vices." 

Stahl, a newcomer to local 
government, said his seven years in 
public accounting and four years in 
private accounting should help him 
on the board. 

"I help set policy and make 
decisions, and I'm willing to take 
whatever time it takes." 

In answer to a question about 
Dimmitt using general law in-
stead of being a "home rule" city, 
the candidates said: 

',Collins: "A general law city is 
limited by laws prescribing what a 
city can do. Home rule is a charter, 
where a city is more in control of 
its destiny. For instance, we cur-
rently can't annex property into 
Dimmitt unless a property owner 
petitions the city for annexation. 
Some people on the edge of the city 
are receiving city services but don't 
have to pay city taxes. With home 
rule, we could annex property into 
the city, and make things more 
equitable." 

leStahl: "We would be able to 
customize our government with 
home rule." 

.Thompson: "We really have no 
obligation to one or the other."

It has already been enacted in 
Florida and California, and now it 
is coming to Texas—the move to 

make English the official language 
of Texas. 

The current petition drive is be-
ing headed by Texas members of 
US English, whose goal is to secure 
legal protection for English as the 
common language of the state and 
the nation. 

Lest you think the proposal 
wouldn't pass, let me remind you 
that Florida has a larger Hispanic 
population than does Texas, while 
California has many more people 
that use many more languages—
Spanish, Japanese and Chinese, pri-
marily. Yet, these states had an 
easier-than-expected time passing 
their amendments to make English 
the official language. 

Such a constitutional amendment 
would not bar or outlaw or any-
thing any other language. If you're 
an Hispanic defendant in court, for 
instance, and the only language you 
know is Spanish, you can bet you 
will have, at the least, an interpre-
ter.

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Proper handling and cooking are 
the keys to avoiding salmonella 
poisoning from poultry, says an 
Extension Service official. 

Dr. James Denton, a poultry 
marketing specialist, says a recent 
US Dept. of Agriculture report 
"pointing the finger" at salmonella 
bacteria in chickens states a situa-
tion that is not unusual. The report 
noted that almost 40% of all chick-
ens sold to consumers are conta-
minated with salmonella, bacteria 
that cause flu-like symptoms of 
fever, diarrhea and vomiting for 
two to seven days and may even 
cause death. 

Denton says the poultry industry 
is aware of the problem and that 
proper processing eliminates 95% 
of the bacteria on a live bird, but 
"further decontamination would be 
prohibitively expensive or require 
certain techniques, like chemical 
dips or irradiation, that the public 
might not accept. 

"Salmonella can be killed by 
heat during proper cooking, and 
thorough washing of hands after 
handling uncooked meat can help 
prevent contamination." 

Demon recommends that consu-
mers follow the four "C's" to avoid 
potential salmonella problems with 
chicken: maintain "clean" working 
areas for handling poultry; "cook" 
poultry thoroughly to kill bacteria; 
"chill" meat as quickly as possible 
following cooking and serving; and

Hog, cattle 
markets good

Hog and cattle producers are 
making a little money right now 
due to improved market prices, but 
that could change if inventories 
incre.ase. 

Hogs are bringing more than $50 
per hundredweight while fed cattle 
have remained above the $60 per 
hundredweight level. Both markets 
have remained strong during the 
first quarter of 1987, but the key to 
maintaining the improved prices 
will be the size of inventories. 

The December, 1986 hog and pig 
report showed US numbers down 
3% from the previous December 
and the lowest December inventory 
since 1975. The breeding hog in-
ventory was also 3% lower, the 
lowest since breeding records be-
gan in 1963. 

Despite those declines, there are 
indication producers will expand 
inventories this spring. Farrowings 
increased last fall and will likely be 

Field fertility 
could be problem 

More than half of the area's 
farms may have a serious fertility 
problem, according to a recent stu-
dy by the High Plains Underground 
Water Conservation District, but an 
Extension Service agronomist says 
now is a good time, economically, 
to correct the problem. 

"Because of the steady drop in 
fertilizer costs over the last two 
years, this is a good time to take 
care of soil fertility needs," said 
Amarillo-based specialist Dr. Brent 
Bean. 

Anhydrous ammonia prices have 
ropped about $45 a ton over the 
past three years. 

Results of lab analysis of 853 
soil samples collected from 215 
farms was recently released by 
HPUWD. The study indicated that 
69% of the samples, collected from 
the top two feet of soil, were low to 
very low in nitrate nitrogen, and 
52% were low in phosphorous. 

"Unless the fertility problem is 
corrected, these farms won't pro-
duce acceptable crop yields, re-
gardless of weather conditions or 
water supply," Bean said. "The 
only way to insure that a field has 
an adequate nutrient supply is to 
collect soil samples from the field 
and have them analyzed." 

The TAES soil testing lab at 
Lubbock charges $6 a sample to 
test for nitrogen, phosphorous and 
potassium. Samples will be tested 
for those three nutrients and micro-
nutrients for $10. 

Higher-than-normal rains in the 
area may have caused nitrates to 
leach deeper into the soils, and 
could lead to misleading recom-
mendations, Bean warned. 

"If a sample at eight inches con-
tained 20 parts per million of ni-
trate-nitrogen and a sample at 15 
inches contained 20 PPM, but only 
the eight-inch sample was tested, 
too high a nitrogen fertilizer would 
be given," Bean said. "This could 
result in a significant amount of 
money being spent unnecessarily 
on fertilizer. A fertilizer recom-
mendation is only as good as the 
sample being tested, so care should 
be taken to collect representative 
soil samples." 

Additonal information on soil 
sampling techniques, cost and types 
of analysis and soil sample contain-
ers are available at the county 
Extension office.

up this spring from year-ago levels. 
These increased farrowings could 
boost pork supplies during the last 
quarter of the year to 10 to 15% 
above 1986 levels and push prices 
below the $40 per hundredweight 
mark. 

Cattle on feed numbers as of Jan. 
1 were the lowest since 1982, while 
placements during the last quarter 

of 1986 were down 9% from 1985 
and 11% below 1984 levels. 
However, fourth quarter marketings 
last year were up 3% from 1985 
numbers. 

In Texas, cattle on feed were 
down 7% from a year ago while 
fourth quarter placements were 
down 11% from the previous year. 
Cattle marketings were up 2%, 
while total marketings from Texas 
feedlots during 1986 set a new 
record - 5.26 million head, 
surpassing the old mark of 5.09 
million in 1984. 

Lower numbers of cattle on feed 
could mean cattle prices will re-
main high for several months.

Talk of a state lottery, which 
hasn't been heard since the end of 
last summer's special sessions, re-
surfaced here last week as yet an-
other drive began to make Texas a 
lottery state. 

The sponsors of this year's lotte-
ry package naturally are hoping to 
capitalize on the state's budget 
troubles. With the state facing an 
ever-growing deficit and lawma-
kers looking for any way to avoid 
new taxes, the lottery indeed may 
become an attractive option for 
some. 

We, of course, have made clear 
our dislike for lotteries. We believe 
they prey on the poor, enticing 
them with promises of riches and 
sending them into an even deeper 
financial hole. Lotteries in fact tend 
to drive up the overall cost of social 
programs. 

Lotteries, in our opinion, also 
take entertainment dollars out of 
the private sector and funnel that 
money straight into government. 
Entertainment dollars spent in the 
private sector stimulate the state's 
economy. Those same dollars spent 
on a lottery stimulate only the state 
budget. 

But, our purpose really isn't to 
focus on our personal feelings 
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The lottery issue clearly has a 
single pro and a number of cons. A 
lottery will raise money, fairly 
large amounts of money. No ques-
tion about that. 

A Texas lottery probably would 
not raise the money quickly en-
ough, definitely would not take 
care of our deficit problem and 
could wind up hurting the people 
who need help the most. 

Those are the facts. The issue 
really boils down to whether the 
money a lottery generates out-
weighs the problems it creates. Let 
us know what you think.

Statistics from the Cali-
fornia state lottery, one of the new-
est lotteries, indicates lottery play-
ers cannot be classified into any 
single group.

otA lottery will raise money for 
the state, possibly as much as $750 
million for the coming biennium. 
The state is facing a $5.8 billion 
deficit. The lottery might help with 
the deficit; it will not eliminate the 
need for deep budget cuts or a large 
tax increase. 

/Lotteries also cost money to 
operate. State Comptroller Bob 
Bullock this week sent a memoran-
dum to all legislators pointing out 
the expense associated with a lotte-
ry. Bullock said some states require 
up to 100,000 square feet of space 
for central lottery administration 
plus field offices in all major me-
tropolitan areas. 

Bullock also said at least 200 
new people would have to be added 
to the state payroll to administer the 
lottery. Some of these people 
would be high - priced marketing 
and games experts that could not be 
lured cheaply into state employ-
ment. The payroll for any agency 
administering the lottery would be 
large. 

Most of these costs, excluding 
payroll, would be one-time start-up 
costs paid during the coming bien-
nium, thus hampering the lottery's 
ability to help with the current 
deficit. 

/State law requires a lottery by 
Sept. 1 to be in place or have a 
definite start-up date if Bullock is 
to use anticipated lottery revenue 
for projecting the budget.
