Buck trotter, Castro County 
farmer, entered 15 Berkshire hogs 
and took 20 awards including 
grand champion boar at the re-
cent Pan-American Livestock Ex-
position at the State Fair of Texas 
in Dallas. 

Trotter and his 11 year old son 
Danny have a herd of about 65 
pigs on Trotter's farm just inside 
the Castro County line south of 
Hereford. 

After only fair shows Trotter 
has numerous trophies and two 
bulletin boards full of ribbons 
which he has won. 

Before the end of February, he 
will have traveled to four faire, 
three other major fat stock shows 
and all the smaller shows within 
a radius of 150 miles of this area. 
He entered the grand champion 
Amarillo and in the South Plains 
Fair in Lubbock. He won many 
other awards at these two fairs 
also. 

In Waco he walked away with 
numerous prizes and $159 in prize 
money. 

"I feel that to raise a prize 
winning pig one has to feed him 
the right food and give him pro-
per exercise," says Trotter. 

He says each of his pigs get 
five pounds of food per day and 
he walks them two miles in the 
morning and two miles in the 
evening to keep them trim and 
not "flabby." 

In the Dallas show Trotter en-
tered the grand champion boar, 
reserve grand champion and re-
serve senior champion sow. It is 
no trick for Trotter to walk off 
with $1,000 at State Fair Live-
stock show. He has been raising 
hogs for 11 years and five years 
ago began showirg them in all 
the local fairs and stock shows 
and walked away with all kinds 
of ribbons and prize money. 

Other wins at Dallas include 
first place with a junior yearling 
boar, second place with a senior 
boar, third place with a Febru-
ary boar pig, second and third 
places with a mature sow.

Meeting Planned 

A crowd of about 60 turned out 
to hear H. M. Beggarly, Tulia 
Herald editor, speak at the annual 
Castro County Farmers Union 
Convention nheld Monday night at 
the Colonial Inn Restaurant. 

Beggarly talked of the world's 
realistic problems such as popu-
lation explosions, changing agri-
culture and automation. 

The speaker said, "Red China 
is growing at a rate of 1,000,000 
people per month and at this rate 
by the year 2,000 Red China will 
have more people than our present 
world population today." 

"Agriculture is changing." "The 
farmers throughout history have 
bee on bottom econonmics level. 
This is still true in South Amer-
ica and Mexico. The farmers in 
1920 were still at the bottom of 
the ladder." 

"The farmer was allowed free-
but nobargaining power. Labor 
was beginning to get a respectable 
wage. The depression of the '30's 
came and again the farmer was 
hardest hit." 

Beggarly continued, "ranklin 
D. Roosevelt was elected to pres-
idency in 1932 and recognized the 
farm problem and that drastic 
changes had to be made. FDR 
started an orderly system of agri-
culture." 

"The governnment is the only or 
ganization that can give order to 
the farmer's problems of product-
ion and marketing," emphasized 
the speaker. 

"A lot of people and some or-
ganizations yell for freedom," said 
Baggarly. He continued, "Actual-
ly there is no such thing as free-
dom. We are living under controls 
because of laws to protect others." 

"Some farm organizations gripe 
about freedom, subsidies and tar-

County-Wide 
Art Show To 
Be Held Soon 

new interchange substation and 
rebuilding of an existing trans-
mission line were the major pro-
jects in the improvement pro-
gram. 

A 115,000 volt line was con-
structed from Plant X, near Earth 
to the new Castro County Inter 
change, 7 miles west of Dimmitt. 
Eventually, this line will be com-
pleted from the new interchange 
station to Hereford and be an 
additional strengthening factor in 
local electric service in the future. 

At the interchange station, the 
voltage is stepped down from 115,-
000 to 69,000 volts and the power 
is carried to Dimmitt on a new 
69,000 volt transmission line, of 
H-Frame construction. The trans-
former used to step-down the volt-
age at the interchange station can 
carry a load of 40,000 kilowatts, 
and virtually triples the amount of 
electric power that will be a-
vailable to customers in the Dim-
mitt-Hart area. 

The final step in the transmis-
sion line and interchange station 
phase of the new construction was 
the rebuilding of the 69,000 volt 
transmission line from Dimmitt to 
Hart. This power artery is now 
of H-Frame type contruction, re-
placing the previous single pole 
wishbone type line. 

In addition of the transmission 
work, a new distribution substat-
ion was constructed at Hart and 
that community's distribution sy-
stem rebuilt and major improve-
ments were made to the distri-
bution system at Dimmitt to com-
plete the coordinated project.

Joseph Hamilton Cowen, son 
of Mr. and Mrs. Joseph N. As 
600 S. W. Tenth, Dimmitt, was 
sworn into the Navy's Aviation 
Officer Training program on Oct-
ober 2 in Dallas. Cowen will be 
sent to the Naval Air Station, Pen-
sacola, Florida, the "Annapolis of 
the Air," on January 5, 1966 where 
he will commence the finest flight 
training in the world. 

His qualifications and selection 
for this program mark him as 
one in fifteen hundred contempo-
rary young men. Among these 
are the Naval and National lead-
ers of tomorrow. 

On completion of the first 16 
weeks of Pre-Flight School Cowen 
will be commissioned Ensign in 
the U. S. Naval Reserve and will 
move on to advanced flight train-
ing in the Pensacola area where 
he will win his "Wings of Gold" 
and be designated as a Naval 
Flight Officer. The total cost per 
graduate of this training is now 
estimated at more than $130,000. 

The Naval Sir Training Com-
mand produces about 90 Naval 
Flight Officers per month. At the 
close of the year of training, 
these graduates have mastered 
the techniques of employing some 
of the world's most complex wea-
pons systems. 

The first taste of life as a Navy 
flier is at the U. S. Naval School, 
Pre-Flight. Here in Pre-Flight 
"the keel is laid" upon which 
the officer candidate builds for a 
successful future in naval avia-
tion. 

Instruction is conducted by 
three departments, namely, Aca-
demic, Military, and Physical Flt-
ness-Survival. They include sub-
jects such as Aviation, Science, 
Leadership, Military Bearing, Na- 
val Orientation, 	Engineering, 
Aerodynamics, and Navigation. 

The program under which Cow-
en is signed is college level for 
college graduates only. He is a 
graduate of Sam Houston State 
College, Huntsville.

Mrs. Erskine was awarded the 
honor due to her school for train-
ing of laboratory technicians 
where she trained about 300 Latin 
American students also Central 
and Souh American students. She 
has visited personally all South 
American countries except Boliv. 
ia, Paraguay and French Guinea. 
The Gradwohl School of Labora-
tory Technique located in St. Louis 
Missouri is the oldest such school 
in the United States. 

Mrs. Erskine's husband's family 
is one of the oldest families own-
ing land consecutively in Castro 
County. Her husband's grand-
father took the land in Castro 
County in on a bad debt and it 
was worth 25 cents an acre at 
that time. 

Mrs. Lucian Erskine, a land 
owner in Castro County, was hon-
ored at a decoration ceremony re-
cently of the Eloy Alfaro Interna-
tional Foundation of the Republic 
of Panama. She was presented 
with the Eloy Alfaro Grand Cross 
and Citation in an October 9 cere-
mony at de Ville Hotel in St. 
Louis, Missouri with 350 present. 

Mrs. Erskine is the second wo-
man in the United States to re-
ceive this award. She received 
a letter of congratulations from 
Vice-President Humphrey. 

The outstanding woman was a-
warded the citation "in recogni-
tion of her distinguished contribu-
tion to culture and humanity, and 
her outstanding merit and accom-
plishments in the field of educa-
tion, service to Latin-American 
students." She was presented the 
award by Board of Dignitaries of 
the Eloy Alfaro International 
Foundation of the Republic of 
Panama. 

Eloy Allem, President of Ecua-
dor at the turn of the century 
for two terms (1842-1912) estab-
lished in Latin America many 
schools, colleges and universities, 
as well as hospitals and other 
welfare institutions; and further-
ed cooperation and unity among 
the countries of the entire West-
ern Hemisphere. He was the 
dedicated leader of a generation 
fired with the hope that respon-
sible political action would en-
hance the prosperity and welfare 
of their people, so states an article 
concerning Allan. 

The Eloy Alfaro International 
Foundation of the Republic of 
Panama, named after the soldier 
patriot, statesman-martyr, the 
former Presidnet of Ecuador, is 
for the perpetuation of the princi-
ples of truth, justice and firend-
ship among peoples and nations; 
and seeks to promote moral val-
ues with the personal integrity, 
for which General Alfaro devoted 
and laid down his life. The Fcun-
dation was authorized by the then

In U.S. Navy 1966 COTTON LOAN PROGRAM 

The Castro County ASCS Com-
mittee has approved cotton loan 
clerks located at gins, banks, cot-
ton warehouses and offices of 
cotton buyers to assist cotton pro-
ducers in the preparation of Form 
— A Cotton Loan documents. The 
preparatio of Form — A cot- 
ton loans is the same this year 
as in past years. However, the 
handling of the documents after 
being prepared has been changed 
beginning with the current crop. 

When your Form — A Cotton 
loan has been prepared you may 
receive your money by check 
from the loan clerk or gin or you 
may receive your money from 
this office by bringing or mailing 
the loan documents to us. Except, 
loans for cotton which is mort-
gaged to Farmers Home Admin-
istration must come to our office 
for disbursement of funds. If the 
cotton is produced on a farm by 
a tenant and the landlord has a 
share in the cotton the loan must 
be made jointly to the tenant and 
the landlord. This will apply in 
any case when more than one per-
Son owns a share of the cotton be-
ing pledged as collateral for the 
loan. Joint loans must be signed 
by each person having an inte-
rest in the cotton or may be sign-
ed for the landlord by the tenant, 
if such tenant has on file in our 
office the required "Power of 
Attorney" form. Cotton loan 
clerks will not accept signatures 
of agents unless you present to 
them your copy of the Power of 
Attorney form.

sign as an agent, and determine if 
you have this authority. U you 
are an agent for a producer and 
have your copy of the "Power of 
Attorney" form and the form num-
ber and date in the upper left 
corner shows "ASCS-211, 2-2-62" 
you have the authority to sign 
cotton loans as an agent. If you 
have any other form it will be 
necessary that you have this new 
form executed. The forms may 
be obtained from our office. 
LIENS 

If there is a lien against your 
cotton it must be waived before 
the loan clerk approves the loan. 
This may be obtained by having 
the lien holder sign the waiver on 
Form-A or by obtaining the sign-
ature on a separate form, CCC-
679 and taking this form with you 
to obtain your loan. All lending 
agencies have been supplied with 
this form. 

Producers will not receive a 
copy of the loan document at the 
time of preparation, but will be 
mailed a copy after the loan 
forms are received in our office. 
CUSTODY OF LOAN DOCUMENT 

Warehouse receipts and cotton 
loan documents will be held in 
County ASCS offices until July 31, 
1966, which is loan maturity date 
and may be repaid at our office 
anytime prior to maturity. Copies 
of loans will be catalogued and 
will be available to sellers and 
buyers at anytime prior to ma-
turity. The 1965 crop cotton loan 
for Castro County is 28.96 cents 
per pound, basis Middling 1 inch 
white cotton.

Texas Highway 
Patrol Checks 
11 Rural Wrecks 

The Texas Highway Patrol in-
vestigated 11 accidents on rural 
highways in Castro County during 
the month of September, accord-
ing to Sergeant W. E. Wells, High-
way Patrol Supervisor of this 
area. 

These wrecks accounted for one 
person killed, nine persons injur-
ed and an estimated property 
damage of $6,362.00. 

The rural traffi accident sum-
mary for this county from Janu-
my through September of 1965 
shows a total of 76 crashes. As 
a result of these crashes there 
were five persons killed and 73 
persons injured. The estimated 
property damage amounted to 
$53,737.00.

Following resolutions were pass-
ed by the Farmers Union for 1966: 
FEED GRAINS: 

Whereas, the present voluntary 
feed grain program has been suc-
cessful in reducing carryover 
stocks, and maintaining the farm-
ers' level of income Farmers Un-
ion congratulates the Secretary 
of Agriculture and the Congress 
for passing a four year program 
for feed grains allowing the farm-
er to make long range plans. 

However Castro County Farmer 
Union recommends some needed 
changes to more accurately ad-
just individual farm yield bases, 
namely: 

1. That the base yields 	all 
counties and producers be based 
on more recent years to reflect 
current yield levels. 

2. That the county ASC Com-
mittees be given authority to ad-
just individual farm yield bases 
in years of hail and severe wea-
ther condition. 

3. That the County ASC Com- 
mittees be given authority 	to 
make yield adjustments for pro-
ducers of grain and forage seed 
crops planted on feed grain acre-
age. This adjustment to be made 
on yield potential of the particular 
seed variety compared with regu-
lar hybrid milo varieties grown 
locally. 
COTTON: 

We favor the one-price program 
wherein American mills buy U. S. 
cotton at the same price it is of-
fered to foreign mills. 

That loans to cooperators be set 
at least 90 percent of the estimat-
ed average world market price 
plus a price support payment to 
these cooperators in an amount to 
reflect at least 90 per cent of 
parity on the projected yield of 
their acreage permitted to be de 
voted to cotton. 

Due to the desire of some pro-
ducers not to raise cotton, uneco-
nomical size allotments, we favor 
the sale or lease of cotton acreage 
allotments within a county, or in 
other counties of the same state. 
This sale or lease to be made af-
ter appropriate adjustments have 
been made so as not to add to 
the surplus. 

We recommend that skip row 
planting be continued as in 1965 
with full credit for acres left out.  
LABOR: 

We recommend that the Secre-
tary of Agriculture determine the 
need for foreign labor and be 
given authority to make agree-
ment with countries concerned so 
workers will be available in areas 
where needed. 
SUGAR BEETS: 

We recommend that a larger 
percentage of the entire sugar al-
lotment be given to domestic 
growers, and specifically, all of 
the growth factor allotments be 
given to domestic growers. 
OTHER: 

We recommend that price sup-
port payment, diverted acreage. 
and cropland adjustment pay-
ments be made to the landlord 
and tenant farmer on the same 
basis as rent. The county com-
mittee should be given the auth-
ority to rule farms ineligible to 
those who refuse to comply.

While making 
this profit for the taxpayers and 
people of Texas and helping Tex-
as veterans, it is boosting the 
economy of the state, something 
we an want. Counting the rotat-
ing money there has been $236 
million invested in land and to 
date there has been 34,800 tracts 
of land bought for veterans in the 
State of Texas. 6,100 of these 
veterans have paid their tracts 
off in full. 8,200 veterans have 
transferred their contracts after 
three years. MOO have executed 
oil and gas leases and approxi-
mately 500 tracts have producing 
oil and gas wells on them.

Led by a hard charging defense 
and a firt up offense, Nazareth 
rolled past Lazbuddie 39-0 last Fri-
day in Nazareth. 

The victory kept the Nazareth 
slate clean in district with a 2-0 
record and gave the Swifts a 4-1 
record on the season. Nazareth 
controlled the game from the 
start and broke it wide open in 
the second quarter when the 
Swifts scored 21 points and made 
their lead 28-0. The body crunch-
ing defense allowed the Lazbuddie 
attack only 43 yards on the ground 
while the brilliant Nazareth pass 
defense picked off four Longhorn 
pasePS. 
• Quarterback Marvin Hoelting 
led the well balanced offensive at- 
tack wiht all the interior 	lin0- 
men doing a fine job of block-
ing. Donald Braddock, along with 
Tony Birkenfeld, Claude Armen. 
and Clyde Schulte were defensive 
standouts against the rush, while 
Hoelting and Gerald Brockman 
shined against the Lazbuddic pass 
offense. 

It was the four pass intercept-
ions that wrecked the Lazbuddie 
upset plans, plus an 85 yard punt 
return by Hoelting. The punt re-
turn by Hoelting was set up by 
a murderous block thrown by 
Braddock at the Nazareth 20 yard 
line.

	450 extra point was perfect, and the 
score now was 21-0 with the 
Swifts well out in front. 

Venhaus was up to his old 
tricks after the Longhorns went 
to work at their 38. Again he 
smashed the Longhorn ball carrier 
at the line of scrimmage. A pass 
interception on a second and five 
yard play, gave the Swifts a first 
down .at the Lazbudie 30. In six 
plays the Swifts had another 
score. Brockman got it on a three 
yard dive over left tackle. 
The drive for the score was aid-
ed by a pair of passes from 
Hocking to end Tommy Pohlmei-
er. The conversion went good and 
the halftime score stood at Naza-
reth 28, Lazbuddie 0. 

Nazareth took the second half 
kickoff back to the 	Lazbuddie 
33. Back to back 15 yard penal-
ties were assessed against the 
Longhorns before the kickoff 
which aided the Swifts in getting 
good field position.
