(115-65), and No. 10 at Sunnyside
(1612). Countywide, the Pampa
rancher scored a 770 to 651 vic-
tory over Miller,

Throughout the 18th Congress-

Miller by a 54 margin, to become
the first Republican ever sent to
Congress in a two-man general
election race in this district,
SEN. TOWER, bucking
Democratic "'Establishment’’ in
his first general election race,
wen a solid victory across the
state — and in Castro County.
Here, the conservative GOP s¢n-
aotr polled 777 votes to 629 for
Waggoner Carr of Lubbock, who
had received the blessing of LBJ,

Quick Freezing
Is Fryer Trend

Texas housewives may soon be
buying mostly quick frozen, cut-
up, prepackaged frying chickens
at their food stores rather than
the present refrigerated whole or
cut-up birds.

This prediction comes from Dr.
Robert Branson, market research
eccnomist at Texas A&M Univer-
sity.

DR. BRANSON'S forecast cul-
minates nearly a year of exten-
| sive market and product research
by the University's Market Devel-
opment Section of which he is
chairman.

The A&M market researcher
presented results of this research
at a Pre-packaging Symposium of
the American Institute of Poultry
Industries in Chicago. He says
a consumer panel of 900 fam-
ilies in Dallas and Fort Worth
gave the quick-frozen fryers an
excellent rating.

The research just concluded a-
mong meat market managers in
focd supermarkets in Dallas and
Fort Worth revealed that they al-
so recognize the excellent quality
of the quick frozen product.

DR. BRANSON says that
freezing prevents growth or de-
velopment of undesirable bacter-
ia that reduce the quality cf the
fresh meat. The consumer thus
receives both a more sanitary and
a fresher food prcduct than other-
wise is possible by the usual re-
frigeration methods.

MANY homemakers In our
county sew, Here are some

safety rules for us to consider
and follow to prevent many small
accidents.

If small children are underfoot
when you're sewing, keep needles,
pins, shears, and other sharp in-
struments out of their reach. If
you have a place for each piece
of your sewing equipment, and
keep it there, your sewing will be
more convenient and safer, too.

Needles should be kept in a pin
cushion or bag. This keeps the
needles sharp and prevents rust-
ing during damp weather. The
original package the needles came
in is also a safe place to keep
them.

KEEP THE pins you are using
in a pin cushion. They will be
handy to use, and you will avoid
pricked fingers from trying to
pick lcose pins out of a box.
Shears should be kept in a case
to protect the points. Don't
throw them in a drawer with oth-
er equipment. An attractive
case can be made from wool or
felt scraps.

When you are operating the
sewing machine, take care ic
keep your fingers out of the way.
One careless moment can result
in mashed or needle-pierced fin-
gers. Haste in using your sewing
equipment is often followed by
painful injury,

If your sewing machine is left
up when not in use, place a piece
of fabric under the needle bar.
Lower the needle into the fabric
and then lower the presser foot.

KEEP THE spools of thread in
thread boxes and extra buttons
in boxes or jars. If they are al-
lowed to fall on the floor, someone
may slip on them and fall. Child-
ren could easily swallow small
buttons they find on the floor.

Right now is the time for cot-
ton producers on the Plains to
begin thinking about a supply of
good planting seed for 1967, while
they still have most of the 1965
crop from which to choose.

THIS IS the advice of Dr. Le-
von Ray, agronomist at the South
Plains Research and Extension
Center north of Lubbock. Ray
says special care in the selection
and handling of planting seed
from this year’'s crop will be
even more important because «f
the early freeze and the high in-
cidence of verticillium wilt, angu-
lar leaf spot and bacterial blight.

Research has consistently and
repeatedly proven that good plant-
ing seed is near the top among
factors which influence both yield
and quality in cotton production.
Tests have shown as much as 330
per acre additional income from

good, strong, varietally pure
planting seed.
First, Ray says producers

cotton in the most mature, di-
sease free field available,

SECOND, the seed roll at the
gin should be dumped before this
cotton is ginned. It is not possibl
to maintain varietal purity in any
other way, he cautioned.

Rising Imports
Still Threaten
Cotton Growers

“It is clear to all of us that
rapidly rising textile imports are
a serious threat to the raw cot-
ton industry of the US.”
THESE ARE the words of Don
ald A. Johnson, executive vice-
president of Plains Cotton Grow-
ers, Inc., who recently returned
from a meeting of the Textile Im-
ports and Cotton Exports Sub-
committee of the National Cotton
Advisory Committee.

Imports of manufactured cotton
products into the US during the
first eight months of 1966 werc
equivalent to 675500 bales — just
slightly less than the full year
1965 total of 751,000 bales — and
if the upward trend continues, the
total for 1966 could well exceed
1.1 million bales.

Cotton imports have more than
doubled in the past five years,
and imports of all textile prod-
ucts, including man-mades and
woolens, are up 50 percent just
in the past year.
