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Seasonal advice to vacationists 
concerning the proper precautions 
to be used in water sports was re-
leased from the State Health De-
partment today by Dr. Geo. W. Cox 
State Health Officer. 

Lakes and . ponds of unknown 
depth, and streams of unfamiliar 
currents are often the site of pic-
nics and excursions, and the usual 
lifiegufgrd supervision associated 

with bathing beaches and commer-
cial swimming pools is, of course, 
not available in such places. 

"Swimming and water sports are 
beneficial to good health provided 
one's physical condition justifies 
this type of exercise," Dr. Cox as-
serted. "Nevertheless, they possess 
dangerous possibilities if the rules 
of safety are disi1egarded through 
carelessness or thoughtlessness." 

The State Health Officer out-
lined the following simple rules 
for bathing and swimming safety: 
at least one hour should elapse af-
fer a meal before entering water; 
upon the first indication of fatigue, 
come ashore, and don't re-enter 
the water; if chilled, leave the 
water immediately; do not enter 
the water when overheated; learn 
to float—this is important; never 
attempt to rock a boat in a spirit 
of fun; and never swim in water 
that may be polluted. 

"Outdoor excursions, picnics, 
much to a healthy, happy, normal 
and swimming parties contribute 
life, "Dr. Cox said. "It is by no 
means advisable to eliminate these 
pleasures from our summer pro-
gram, but it is important that they 
prove beneficial and not disas-
trous."

On some 
rose varieties the leaves turn yel-
low and fall when they have only 
a few small spots. Others stay 
green with a large part of the 
leaves covered by blackspot. All 
ages of leaves may have blackspot, 
but it spreads faster on the young 
leaves, and will attack both the top 
and the bottom of the leaf. 

Badly infested roses shed most of 
their leaves. When a large number 
of the leaves have been lost, the 
shoots begin dying first at the top, 
then back down the stems toward 
the ground. 

Now that's what blackspot does. 
So here's what to do when your 
roses are attacked by this disease. 
Burn all the fallen leaves, and 
don't let irrigation water touch the 
leaves. Blackspot can be controlled 
by dusting the leaves each week 
with finely ground sulphur con-
taining 10 percent insoluble copper. 
Remember to dust the plants with-
in 24 hours after a rain. Also keep 
in mind that the sulphur may burn 
the leaves if it is applied too heav-
ily, and it should not be put on the 
roses in hot, dry weather.

KILLER OF ROSES— 
Blackspot, the rose killer! This 

flower enemy number one may be 
attacking your garden right now. 
He comes in the form of black or 
dark brown spots on the leaves, 
and is sometimes found on the 
shoots. Look over the rose busli 
(leaves very carefully. Jf these 
dark colored spots are present, then 
it's time to do something about it. 

Miss Sadie Hatfield, extension 
landscape gardening specialist of 
Texas A. & M. College, says that 
blackspot is responsible for-  killing 
more roses in Texas than any other 
leaf disease. It is active mainly 
in the spring and fall of the year. 
Dew, fog or rain are the allies of 
blackspot. and encourage its 
growth during the cool nights. On 
the other hand, hot, dry weather 
checks it, but does not destroy it. 
These 'ark areas on the leaf may 
be less than 1-16 of an inch, but 
soon grow to 14 inch or larger, 
forming irregular splotches on the 
leaves. 

As the spot grows, the leaf may
