If you had gone to the trouble 
of making the Castro County 
farm tour Tuesday afternoon I be-
lieve that you would agree with 
me that it isn't very difficult to 
read the "handwriting on the 
wall." Approximately sixty far-
mers and business men, accom-
panied by local soil conservation-
ists, made the tour under the sup-
ervision and direction of County 
Ag. Agent Edd C. McLeroy, 
and in seven brief stops learned 
more about Castro County agri-
culture than it would be possible 
to learn in months of casual ob-
servation. Agriculture before and 
since grandpa's time has been con-
sidered a simple process of pro-
ducing livestock and field crops 
by the most expedient method, 
chief of which was to turn the 
cattle out on native grass to 
graze and plant seed for the de-
sired crop and let nature do the 
rest, a procedure that has been 
reasonably successful until recent 
years when we have discovered 
that the natural process of pro-
ducing the world't needs from 
the soil can e exhausted along 
with other natural resources. The 
government's extensive research 
program conducted throughout 
the country at the numerous ex-
periment stations and assisted by 
the soil conservationists of the 
various soil conservation districts 
have amassed a wealth of infor-
mation and technical advice that 
is proving to be a boon to the 
agricultural industry at a critical 
period in the industry's history. 
Not all farmers have taken ad-
vantage of the information made 
possible by soil and crop special-
ists but the ones who have are 
proving to be an incentive to oth-
ers who are awakening to, the 
realization that some changes will 
have to be made. "Mining the 
soil" is a term that has been 
overworked in recent years, but 
it is as true today as it was when 
it was first written. If you would 
have the true meaning of the 
phrase driven home make a few 
comparisons of production on 
farms, where soil conservation 
practices are in use, with neigh-
boring farms where ordinary 
farming methods are still in use. 
You will be surprised. The farm 
tour Tuesday, which included 
stops at farms in the north and 
northwest part of the county, was 
a revelation to many of the men 
making the tour. The first stop 
was at the A. J. Kemp feed lots 
just north of Dimmitt where the 
young farmer-stockman gave in-
formation on his cattle feeding 
program and how, through the 
trial and error system, he was 
working out the best methods for 
a year around cattle feeding pro-
gram. This is a new industry' for 
the county, but it is one that will 
flourish with young men of the 
Kemp calabre spearheading its in-
ception. The next stop was at the 
G. L. Willis farm on the highway 
north of town where two large 
diversion terraces and waterways 
have' recently been constructed, a 
wonderful example of modern 
water and soil conservation that 
conservationists will tell you pays 
dividends in many ways in a very 
few years. Work was in progress 
at the Jack Miller farm on a 
project of installing a large under- 
graund pipe for the transportation 
of irrigation water. Risers in the 
pipe will permit the watering of 
any of the plats along its course 
without the need of irrigation 
ditches. The underground pipe 
system affords many advantages 
in effecting soil and water con- 
servation. Another example of the 
modern type of farming will be in 
evidence at the Miller farm when 
the irrigation project is completed. 
The entire output from his irri-
gation well will be used to irri-
gate 100 acres of permanent 
pasture. Three to four hundred 
head of cattle can be pastured on 
the 100 acres seven to nine months 
each year which would roughly 
require several sections of native 
pasture for the same •results. The 
next stop was at the E. B. Wright 
farm where a lush growth of 
clover was being pastured by sev-
eral head of cattle per acre. A 
demonstration of Johnson Grass 
and Bind_Weed control, through 
the use of chemicals, was explain-
ed when the caravan reached the 
Austin Mobley farm. Details on 
this experiment can be had at the 
county agent's office. The next 
stop was an inspiration to all the 
men making the tour. A young 
farmer, M. L. Simpson, Jr., with 
confidence in his judgment and 
in his chosen vocation, explained 
the technical Methods he was em-

Dimmitt Dimwits 
Drop Game To 
Vigo Park Sunday 

At a recent meeting of the Cas-
tro County Chamber of Commerce 
the date for the 1952 County Fair 
was set for September 12-13. 

The prospects for the fair at 
tthe present time are very 
good. Plans at the present are to 
increase the number and breeds 
of livestock being shown and to 
have more communities working 
up community exhibits. 

The county agent states that in 
order to have an excellent fair 
this fall all planning to partici-
pate should start doing a little 
work now. Those that plan 
to shot livestock should start 
thinking in terms of how many 
and which ones now in order that 
they can do a little better job of 
feeding and handling of those ani-
mals to be shown. Those persons 
planning to exhibit crops or veg-
etables should plant a few extra 
varieties in their garden, such as 
pumpkins, squash, egg plant, wat-
ermelons, canteloupe, peppers, 
tomatoes, and etc. The time is 
just right for the planting of 
many of these vegetables and field

it still had about 23,000 pounds 
of vegetation per acre on it. 

At the Austin Mobley farm the 
group saw tests plots on bind-
weed and Johnson Grass control. 
On the Johnson Grass plot, 3 
pounds of polybor-chlorate per 100 
square feet sprayed on last Sep-
tember had given a complete kill 
or at the present there was no' in-
dication that the Johnson Grass 
would come out. On the bindweed 
plot, three different rates of con-
centrated' forascu, .16 pounds, 18 
pounds and 20 pounds per square 
rod was used and very satisfactory 
results were obtained. Probably a 
95% kill. 

At the M. L. Simpson, Jr., 
farm 10 miles north of Dimmitt 
the group saw vetch planted in 
corn to be used for silage. At the 
present everyone is wondering 
whether or not the spring planted 
vetch will make a lot of vegeta-
tive growth or whether it will 
start making seed in the very 
near future. This should be in-
teresting to watch. M. L. also 
showed the group improved pas- 
ture planted this spring, oats and 
alfalfa, on land following milo and 
on land that had been in clover 
three years. The oats on the clov-
er land was about twice as large 
and much darker green in color. 

The soil building ability of 
blackeyed peas on land was read-
ily seen in a patch of oats on the 
Simpson farm. 

Rev. E. Lee Stanford was re-
turned to Dimmitt as pastor of 
the Dimmitt Methodist Church 
for the ensuing year by the 
Methodist annual conference 
which was in session at Lubbock 
last week-end. Rev. Stanford has 
served as pastor of the local 
church for the past two years 
and he and his fine family are be-
ing welcomed back to Dimmitt by 
the membership of the church and 
the public as he continues his 
work as a spiritual leader in the 
community.

Approximately sixty business-
men and farmers attended the 
major part of Castro County Soil 
Conservation Tour held in the 
north west part of the county 
Tuesday afternoon, June 3. 

From the remarks made by 
thoie attending, this tour was 
one of the best ever held in Cas-
tro County and it is hoped that 
the things seen on the tour will 
be carried out on more farms 
during the present and coming 
year. 

To get the tour underway the 
group -left the court house in Dim-
mitt at 1:30 p. m. The first stop 
was at A. J. Kemp's feed lots 
just north of Dimmitt. Here the 
group had an opportunity to see 
A. J.'s feed lots and silos and to 
ask question concerning his feed-
ing practices this past year. Mr. 
Kemp explained that when he 
was digging his silos he used the 
dirt to build up the ground where 
his feed- troughs were to be 
placed. He also stated that he 
had returned 250 tons of barn-
yard manure to his farm. 

At the second stop the group 
had an opportunity to see diver-
sion terraces and waterways at 
the G. L. Willis farm. The water-
ways are being stressed by the 
S. C. District in order that the 
farmer can hold the water on his 
own land instead of dumping it 
in the public road or on some-
body elses. The group' had an 
opportunity to see 2500 feet of 
underground concrete pipe install-
ed on the Jack Miller farm just 
northwest of Dimmitt. Mr. Miller 
plans to bench the 100 acre field 
that the pipe is being installed in 
and put the entire 100 acres to 
improved pasture this fall. From 
all indications underground pipe 
will play a more important part 
in our irrigation system and this 
will be a good demonstration to 
watch. 

At the E. B. Wright farm the 
group saw several fields of 
straight clover that had been graz-
ing 4 head of cattle per acre 
since the 15th of March. Mr. 
Wright had just recently pulled 
the cattle off of one pasture and

crops. 
The various communities that 

plan to set up community exhib-
its as well as individuals should 
start to work now in gathering 
materials for their exhibit. Now 
is the time to make a little bale 
of vetch, Austrian winter peas, 
alfalfa, native grain and etc. In 
short order the wheat, oats and 
barley will be ready to ,prepare 
either as a shelf or in gallon quan-
tities. The county agents will be 
glad to advise or work with any 
of the communities that are inter-
ested in setting up exhibits. 

If we are to have a good fair 
this fall the farmer, the business 
men and all others.  concerned 
should start working and planning 
together now, County 'Agent Mc-
Leroy said. 

The Dimmitt Dimwits lost their 
fourth straight game Sunday 
when the game with Vigo Park 
was rained out in the sixth inning 
with the Dimmitt nine trailing in 
the scoring by one run.

After leaving the Simpson farm, 
the group turned west to the Frio 
Community and the Earl. Cole 
farm. Here the group saw im-
proved pastures, ladino clover 
and Wichita Wheat that had been 
fertilized. Many of the spectators 
said the wheat would make 45 
bushels per acre if weather con-
ditions are ,favorable for the next 
two or thikpe weeks. 

The group concluded the tour_ 
at the Jay Boston farm. Here the 
group saw approximately 75 head 
of livestock grazing and lying in 
knee high improved pasture, vetch 
for green manure irrigated and 
fertilized wheat. Marry of the 
spectators predicted the wheat 
would make 60 bushels per acre 
or at least it was the best wheat 
they had ever seen. The wheat 
had been watered three times 
and had been fertilized with 375 
pounds of 16-20-0 per acre. Mr. 
Boston had also over seeded the 
wheat with 20 pounds of Huban 
clover per acre. After the wheat 
is cut the clover will come out 
and give a lot of growth to be 
turned under this fall. 

The things witnessed on this 
tour could be carried out on the 
majority of the farms of Castro 
County. 

The soil building practices are 
something that every farm will 
have to carry out sooner or later 
if high yields are to be taken 
from the soil year to year. The 
farmer that starts these practices 
before .his soil is depleted is the 
farmer that will be making crops 
when others will be trying to 
make a living by pumping high 
priced water on low yielding land. 

A tour of the south part of the 
county will be planned this fall 
and every farmer that is carrying 
out some practice that he feels 
others would be interested in see-
ing is urged to notify the SCS, 
PMA, or the County Agent's of-
fice. 
• The Running Water Soil Con-
servation District is in coopera-
tion with the SCS and PMA.

THE TIDELANDS VETO: The 
veto of the tidelands bill by the 
President came as no surprise. 
The veto message reached the 
Senate at two o'clock on May 29. 
At the time I was sitting in the 
Senate Chamber along with Con-
gressman Poage, Ikard, Pickett, 
and Teague. We received some 
of the first copies of the message 
after it was delivered to the Sen-
ate. The reason that the message 
went back to the Senate rather 
than the House of Representa-
tives is because the bill that was 
finally passed was a Senate bill, 
S. J. Res. 20. The Senate will 
vote on the question of overriding 
the veto sometime between June 
5th and June 10th under present 
plans. Should the Senate over-
ride the veto, the matter will then 
come to the House of Representa-
tives, where there is no question 
about overriding the veto. That is, 
if the Senate overrides the veto, 
the tidelands question will finally 
be settled right. Should the Sen-
ate fail to override the veto, the 
matter will not come back to the 
House of Representatives, and the 
tidelands legislation will have suf-
fered another setback. I say "an-
other setback" for the reason that 
a failure on the part of the Sen-
ate to override the veto does not 
mean that the issue is settled. 
This fight will never be relaxed 
until this matter is settled right 
and these lands returned to their 
rightful owners. Much has been 
said about the present President 
of the United States being set in 
his ways and obstinate. Some say 
this is a basic Missouri trait. Be 
that as it may, I can tell the Pres-
ident of the United States and all 
other interested parties that they 
don't know the meaning of the 
phrase "set in their ways" or the 
word "obstinate" until they try 
to run over a bunch of Texans. 
That is exactly what they have 
done and they can get ready to 
take their medicine. If they think 
for one minute that we as Texans 
have ever entertained the idea of 
submitting to this rank and flag-
rant misuse of property rights 
and the legalized larceny on the 
part of the Federal Government, 
they are in for the saddest awak-
ening of their questionable car- 
eers.. The President's veto mes-
sage clearly exhibits that the IN- 
FAMOUS GREED that prompted 
this attempted theft in the first 
instance is still the only grounds 
upon which they stand in their 
sordid attempt to justify an act 
that has no parallel in the crim-• 
inal annals of this nation. The 
tidelands steal that began with 
the reversal of position by Harold 
Ickes will go down in the history 
of this country as the greatest 
crime that was ever perpetrated 
by a government upon its pat-
riotric and law-abiding citizenry. 
Nothing can ever erase the black 
mark caused by the warped phil-
osophy that prompted centralized 
government scoundrels to make 
this raid. 	It can, however, be 
dimmed by a full restoration of 
the property stolen, the acknow- 
ledgment that a wrong has been 
committed, a confession by these 
wrong-doers that they have viol-
