Night temperatures of at least
f0 degrees K. are needsd for
hest resuits with the poinsettia.

| 55 degrees. During the day, or-
dinary hhusehold temperatures
are satisfectorv for both plants.

Charlie White says
one orincipal can supervise
both schools from the central
administrative offices, saving
the school district a principai’s
salary.

“THE DESIGN would lend it-
self to better administration,
and still both levels would main-
tain their separate identities,
with separate areas for the jun-
ior high and the fourth-fifth-
sixth grade levels,” White said.
“It would be the equivalent to
what many districts call a *‘mid-
dle school.” In fact, the entire
complex may be renamed Dim-
mitt Middle School.”

This school design is the re-
sult of a “second look™ by the
school board. administrators
and architects.

Originally, the school board
wanted to sinply build a new
junior high in a separate loca-
tion, as suggested strongly by
the Texas Education Agency.

But the separate junior high
would have required separate
music rooms, auditoriums, me-
dia centers, librarians and ad-
ministrative staffs. Also, a
separate new junior high would
have cost more than twice 2s
much — about $600,000.

“FROM THE standpoints of
both personnel and building pur-
poses, this plan is much less
expensive than building a new
junior high " White said. “‘Also,
if and when the present jun-
ior high building were condem-
ned. that building could be de-
stroved or renovated to tie in-
to the rest of the middle school
complex.™

The current plan would still
leave thc three schools cramp-
€d on 12 acres of space, even
with the present football stad-
jum removed.

“By strict code, we would
have to lave more than 60 ac-
res for the three schocls,™
White explained. ‘‘The stand-
ard reguirement is 20 acres of
