Other reforms urged by Bullock
have included quicker proces-
sing of city sales taxes by the
state.

wiped out because of drouth
will receive no benefits, even if
grain prices were 0 go up to
$10 per hundred pounds.”’

““Those of us who have
irrigated but will have a short
crop because of the extremely
hot, dry summer will not be
receiving the income that the
higher prices might indicate
due to reduced yields. The
farmer who has only half his
normal yield would have to
receive twice the normal price
in order to maintain the same
income."’

If conditions continue to de-|ing Plains, South Plains, east-

ern New Mexico, High Plains
and throughout Kansas and
Nebraska are far below earlier
expectations and production le-
vels will be down considerable
from 1973.

“JUST A rough estimate at.
this time is that our total
production will be at least 20
percent below last year's
crop,’”” Anthony said. ‘'This
would drép the total production
for 1974 to 750 million bushels
or less. And we feel that it is
quite possible for.it to drop
another 10 percent, even with-
out further crop deterioration.”

Including stocks on hand,
Anthony estimated this coun-
try's total supply of grain is
very likely not to exceed 800
million bushels for the coming
marketing year. ‘‘Earlier pre-
dictions by the USDA showed
an export market of 200 million
bushels and a domestic market
of 700 million. With the higher
price levels of this fall's crops,
both the domestic and export
markets will be cut somewhat
but taking everything into con-
sideration, it appears that we
will be about 100 million bush-
els short of earlier demand
estimates,’’ Anthony said.

Modern threads
pose problems

For today’s homesewers,
“‘sewing a fine seam'' with
polyester and cotton covered
polyester threads sometimes
creates problems, one authority
noted.

BEVERLY Rhoades, clothing
specialist, Texas Agricultural

' |[Extension Service, has some |}

suggestions to make sewing
with them easier.

“‘Since fabric texture, weight
and finish affects the stitch ap-
pearance, always make a test
seam when using the sewing
machine.

‘"Each time a different fabric
is used, the machine setting
will probably have to be chang-
ed,”’ she said.

To make a test seam, she
advised stitching two eight-inch
strips of fabric together. The
stitching should look the same
on both sides and be free from
puckers.

REDUCE thread tension if
the fabric puckers. Today’'s
fabrics require rather loose
tension, she said.

"“If the stitch locks — or lays
— on top, reduce the top ten-
sion. If it locks on the bottom,
increase the top tension to
make a balanced stitch,'’ she
advised.

If the machine and needle
are clean and free from defects,
the thread is less likely to fray
or break.

For easy threading, cut the
thread at an angle — never bite
or break it. Also, the needle

accommodate the thread easily.

“For a balanced stitch, use
the same thread in the top and
bottom of the machine, except
silk twist which may be used in
the needle only,”’ the specialist
said.

THE TELEPHONE industry
enjoys a government regulated
status as a monopoly, serving
an exclusive territorial area.
The data-processing industry is
one of the most competitive in
the world. The big stake is the
communications in the office of
tomorrow. Which industry will
supply communications gear,
typewriters, data-retrieval dis-
plays, telephones with push-
buttons which can handle dic-
tation, double as calculators
and as computer input display
terminals? The computer man-
ufacturers feel that all of these
office activities are natural ex-
tensions of their present data-
processing activities and they
are determined to keep from
being ‘‘legislated’’ out of this
mushrooming market.

The telphone companies are
so determined to stop the
growth of computer manufac-
turers in the communications
field that they warned of higher
residential rates in North Car-
olina if competition was permit-
ted. The state utility commis-
sion proposed a ban on attach-
ing any equipment to telephone
lines unless the equipment was
owned and maintained by the
telephone companies. North
Carolina reconsidered after
substantial opposition and has
allowed computers and termi-
nals to hook up but the state
has banned customer-owned
telephones and switchboards.
Oklahoma and Utah are con-
sidering similar bans.

The key issue is whether
the telephone companies
should manufacture all prod-
ucts attached to their lines or
whether the market for these
devices and telephones should
evolve naturally and not be
restricted to telephone com-
pany products and devices. The
next question is whether the
user should be permitted to
own the communications equip-
ment used in his office.

AT&T says it can compete
but that fair competition be-
tween a regulated company and
one that is not regulated just
isn't possible.
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Now is time to
get hunting leases

Sure it’s hot, but you've got
to start thinking about the
hunting season, now.

IF YOU haven't sewed up
your lease agreements, for ex-
ample, you're already behind
schedule. The closer the sea-
son, the slimmer the pickings.

You can save yourself some
headaches even at this late
date i1 you take care before
signing an agreement.

Spelled out should be consid-
erations for the protection of
both parties and to prevent
misunderstandings.

It should cover these points:
what is leased, name of parties,
description of tract including
size and boundaries, the terms
of the lease including the
amount and time of payment,
the duration of the lease, who
is to hunt and the species of
game animals, fish, game birds

taken.

LANDOWNERS should spec-
ify what services or facilities
are included in the lease such
as blinds, cabins, utilities and
snecial permits.

A written lease, when prop-
erly acknowledged, can be re-
corded in the county records
and is binding on the land-
owner should he decide to sell
his property to another party.

Holly Sugar Corporation re-
ported sales of $60,380,000 for
the first quarter ended June 30
compared with $25,219,000 for
the same period last year.

IN AN interim report to
stockholders, President John B.
Bunker said that ‘‘the unit
volume of sugar sold during the
quarter increased approximate-
ly 8% from last year. Substan-
tial increases in the selling
price of sugar were the princi-
pal factor contributing to high-
er sales.”

“*Although Holly's sugarbeet
growers receive the major ben-
efit of increased sugar prices
under the risk-sharing provi-
sions of Holly's sugarbeet pur-
chase contracts,”’ Bunker com-
mented, ‘‘a continuation of re-
fined sugar prices at present
levels during the fiscal year
would also benefit Holly and
could result in a significant in-
crease in net income over last
year."’

Holly does not report interim
earnings until the end of its
third quarter, Dec. 31, because
of the material and unpredic-
table effects of seasonal and
climatic conditions on sugar-
beet production and process-
ing.

in current operations because
Holly uses the last-in, first-out
(LIFO) method of sugar inven-
tory valuation, and it is not
possible to estimate any such
increase or to assess interim
earnings accurately until the
end of the third quarter,’” Bun-
ker explained.

“IT IS not until the end of
December that major cost fac-
tors become reasonably deter-
minable and an unaudited nine
months’ earnings report can be
prepared,”’ he said.

Bunker told stockholders
that, since April 1, sugarbeet
plantings for the 1974 fall har-
vest have been completed and
are progressing well.

‘‘Harvest this spring in

Northern California proceeded

House of Representatives de-
feated a bill which would have
extended the Sugar Act for
another five years. ‘‘Unless
some sort of supply manage-
ment program is adopted by
the Congress before year-end,
the program under the present
Act will expire Dec. 31, 1974,"
Bunker explained.

Historically, the price and
supply of refined sugar in the
United States have been vola-
tile in the absence of a supply
management program such as
the Sugar Act. This program
has been in effect since 1934.

“‘HOLLY and the domestic
industry can operate effectively
without a Sugar Act for some
time, but, over the long term,
some regulatory legislation will
be needed to ensure stability of
supply and prices,’”” Bunker
concluded.

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Well drillers played big role

in county’'s development, growth

~ In 1890 the number of people
“in Castro County was nine: the
members of a single family,
“their hired couple, and a
-schoolteacher brought from
Amarillo to tutor the children of
“the family.

THE CARTER family settled
“on Running Water Draw and,
“until they were able to drill a
~well, scooped depressions in its
' banks to obtain water for their
cattle.

But the Carters were an
-atypical family; they not only
.settled close to water, but they
had come to the county with
enough capital to see them
through the bad years and to
‘enable them to withstand heavy
losses. They saw many people
attempt to settle in the sur-
tounding territory only to suc-
tumb to the mastery of the dry,
hard land and to go back East
after a year of drought, crop
failure and cattle losses.

Although the State of Texas
had designated Castro County
‘as an agricultural area, it was
not meant by nature to be a
farming country. Its surface
was rock-hard, baked contin-
gously by the relentless sun,
unrejuvenated by rain from a
cloudless sky. Beneath the sur-
face caliche, clay or rock defied
the efforts of those who would
obtain water by the Eastern
methods of hand-digging.

Without water there could be

no successful farming, no cer-
tain cattle raising. So many lost
everything they had the first
year, and were glad to leave
with nothing but their lives.
- The State of Texas redesig-
nated the area as cattle pas-
ture, hoping this would attract
seltlers. And people came,
looked over the land, and liked
what they saw. But the terrible
drought of 1892-93 took its toll
in cattle life and human misery,
and once more those who had
arrived with hope for a bigger
and better future left in defeat
and poverty.

THEN THE first well was
drilled and the county’s first
Windmill towered like a giant
over the barren land, giving
pew hope for those who were

|brave enough to take the land.

Many people still could not
afford the price of drilling a
well and had to haul water
many miles for household and
stock use. But even these
looked into the future and saw
a land that was fertile, produc-
tive and worthwhile.

Now many who came remain-
ed to give life to the land, to
establish a new civilization, and
to create more magnificently
than they realized one of the
most productive agricultural
areas in the United States.
Sixty years later, their county
seat, Dimmitt, would be the
grain capitol of the nation.

The story of their success is
the story of irrigation.

SINCE ITS earliest begin-
nings in the 1890s, irrigation
has been rapidly revolutionized
in Castro County by better
well-drilling methods, improv-
ed well-drilling equipment, in-
creased knowledge of strata
and water-bearing formations,
innovations in well casing, bet-
ter and bigger pumps, and new
laws determining the ability of
well drillers.

Prior to 1940, windmills filled
the skyline with the sight of
salvation; after 1940 the drone
of irngation well motors filled
the air with the sound of pros-
perity.

Various methods of drilling
water wells have been devised.
There are dug, bored, driven,
jutted, cable and rotary types.
But the conditions prevalent in
Castro County have ruled oul
the use of all except the cable
and rotary methods.

Dug wells and bored wells do
not tap deep sources of water,
and they may be affected con-
siderably during periods of
drought. Castro County is plag-
ued with frequent drought, and
the water level lies deeply be-
neath the surface.

For the same reason, driven
wells do not exist in Castro
County. These installations are
limited to localities where
water-bearing sands lie at com-
paratively shallow depths and
wheré the water sands are not
located below layers of rock
which would prohibit the driv-
ing of the pipe. Rotary and

cable type rigs, however, are
equipped with bits which will
drive through all formations,
including the hardest rock; drill
as deep as the red-bed, thus
tapping all water-bearing for-
mations; and are never affected
by drought.

Until 1940 only the cable
type rig was used in Castro
County. The earliest rigs were
very small and lightweight, and
could be run by only two men,
but the work was difficult and
trying.

From 1890 to 1915, when the
gasoline engine was adopted by
drilling rigs, the power was
supplied by a team of horses
which were led in a circle
around the gearbox. Attached
to the gearbox was a driveshaft
which extended to the drilling
rig and powered the drum that
held the cable which raised and
lowered the spudder bit.

Drilling via horses had to be
interrupted frequently and the
bit withdrawn from the hole, so
that the mud could be taken out
with slush buckets.

HAVING reached a depth of
60 or 70 feet, drilling was
stopped. Some wells were cas-
ed; most were not. Those which
were cased at all were supplied
with only one joint, which was
placed at the top of the hole
and cemented around the top to
prevent contamination by rain-
wash. When quicksand was
encountered, the driller stop-
ped at the first hard formation
and cased the hole. Then,
having completed the drilling,
he poured one-half gallon of
gravel into the bottom of the
hole to settle the sand.

Some of those neglecting to
case water wells found the con-
sequences to be serious in the
1920s and 1930s.

Casing served two purposes:
to protect the pump and to
keep the surrounding forma-
tions from entering and des-
troying the well. Some wells
which had no casing were
ruined when sand caved into
the hole. Some with only one
joint of casing ‘‘sanded down'’
and had to be cleaned out with
a spudder rig. Then, too, cas-
ing was not as strong as it 1s
now. Around 1931 many wells

were lost because the casing
deteriorated.

As a result, sand-screen cas-
ing, made of fine copper wire
wrapped around machine-

stamped perforated casing,|

came into wide use. It was a
tremendous renovation which
made possible the success of
water wells for the 1920s and
early 1930s.

ABOUT 1940 a vast improve-
ment was made in drilling rigs.
During the 1930s a few farmers
had begun to drill wells for irri-
gation purposes. Heretofore,
they had used water wells only
for household and stock use.
But the success of crops de-
pended on getting water to the
vegetation, and, although the
depression was hard felt by
people of the county, banks and
farm loan agencies were glad to
finance the wells, for better
crop production was their:only
chance of having previous loans
repaid.

As a consequence of the in-
creased business in water well
drilling, men from the oil fields
— where the rotary drilling rig
was developed — were attract-
ed to the area. They brought
with them the rotary rig and
their experience, and revolu-
tionized water well drilling.

The cable-toll rig, which be-
fore 1940 was the only type
used in Castro County, requir-
ed three or four days to drill a
well. Sinking casing was diffi-
cult, for sand would enter the
hold during the drilling pro-
cess, and casing had to be
sunk, then drilled down. The
rotary rig could drill a well in
one day, then sink casing only
after completion.

Too, the cable-tool rig used a
bit tied to a wire line which
worked much like a posthole
digger. It pounded the earth
loose while water was poured
into the hole. The driller knew
by the suction of the bit when
bailing was required. He ex-
tracted the bit from the hole
and brought the cuttings out
with a bailing bucket.

THE ROTARY rig used a
rotary cable which turned a
drill pipe and bit. The bit itself
contained a water hole through

which was pumped a volume of

water and pressure. The water
and pressure floated the cut-
tings to the top of the ground
and deposited them in a slush
pit.

This method of drilling called
for the use of a substance
which, when mixed with water
and added to the drilling mud,
gave it enough body to float the
cuttings to the surface. Water
alone could not accomplish
this, for it weighs only eight
pounds per gallon. The mixture
of Acergel weighs 14 pounds
per gallon. Being heavier than
the cuttings, it brought them to
the surface, eliminating the
need for extracting the drill
pipe and bailing. The circula-
tion of this ‘‘heavy mud'' in
sandy areas also prevented
trouble from sand’s falling into
the hole,by making the walls
stand until the casing was
sunk.

The rotary rig was large and
cumbersome, and it required
more men for its operation, but
its speed and efficiency made it
indispensable for the largest
water-well drilling boom in his-
tory, which began about 1945
and lasted until 1955.

WORLD War II had made
casing, pumps and well motors
scarce. People had been forced
to await the war's end to obtain
the wells they badly wanted
and desperately needed.

With the war's termination,
they clamored for more and
bigger wells, and the tremen-
dous traffic of well drilling rigs
during that time was startling:
Day and night they were on the

move, being set up on one loca- | |

tion in the early morning, to be
torn down and moved to ano-
ther location late that evening.
Some well drillers began in
1945 with one rig; by 1947 they
had three rigs which drilled 24
hours a day, requiring three
shifts of drillers daily.

Steel casing was now sunk in
every well, from top to boitom.
People learned that it was not
good business to drill a well
without it. The casing was per-
forated from the first water-
bearing' formation to the bot-

tom of the hole, which in the
1940s was 200 feet in depth.
Drilling was customarily stop-
ped at 200 feet no matter which
formation had been reached —
sand, gravel, clay or rock. This
was a mistake for which the
farmers later had to pay.

EVEN WITH the improve-
ments in casing, however,
cave-ins occasionally occurred.
When enough sand is pumped
from the surrounding forma-
tion, a cavity is formed. Then
tons of dirt and rock from
above and beside the cavity
crash into the casing, bending
the thin-wall type (less than
3/16 of an inch) and breaking
the heavy-wall type (3/16 or
larger). With either type of
casing, the pump is likely to be
destroyed, and the well is cer-
tain to be.

In Castro County, most land
owners prefer 3/16 inch or 1/4
inch casing because it will not
break easily and it will last
longer, not rusting out as
quickly as the thinner casing.

In the 1950s vast changes
were made in water well drill-
ing. The intensive drilling of
the 1940s had led to the de-
pletion of water in the top
sands. ]

Farmers regretted their ces-
sation of drilling at 200 feet
when they had to pull their
pumps and call back the old
cable-tool rigs to deepen their
wells. Rotary rigs could not be
used for this purpose because
the water-float might come up
outside the casing, causing it to
fall. So the old cable rigs were
back in business to a large de-
gree, deepening the wells to
the red-bed.

Casing smaller than the old
was then sunk, extending up
into the old for about 20 feet.

NOW ALL wells were drilled
to the red-bed, the point be-
neath which there were no
more water-bearing formations,
except for undesirable water.
Beneath the red-bed there is
likely to be salt water, which
would injure vegetation and
land.

Drillers stopped perforating
the entire casing and perforat-
ed only the lower portion which
reached water-bearing forma-
tions. After 1953, it was not
perforated more than 200 feet
of its length; the average per-
foration in Castro County be-

Since the wells were increas-
ed in depth from 200 to 300 and
400 feet, the farmers had to in-
stall bigger gearheads, bigger
motors and bigger pumps. The
result of the new four and five
stage pumps was an increase in
the cost of operating an irriga-
tion well.

About 1955 the area west of
Dimmitt was opened to irriga-
tion with the initiation of gra-
vel-packed wells. A 12-foot hole
was drilled, six-inch steel cas-
ing sunk, and six or seven
yards of gravel poured around
the casing. The well was then
washed out with clear water by
pumping, after which a sub-
mersible pump was installed.
Two hours of pumping cleared
the well of all sand.

IN THE 1960s, plastic casing
began to be sunk in household
wells to prevent rust in drink-
ing water. The old steel casing
rusted through having water
stand 200 feet deep in it.
Irrigation wells have not adopt-
ed plastic casing because they
pump more water in two hours
than a house well pumps in a
year and do not have the prob-
lem of water-stand.

Another innovation of the
1960s was the passage of the
Texas Water Well Drillers Act
by the Texas Legislature, which
made personal progress even
more difficult for the well drill-
er than it had been previously.
His profit is and has been small
enough, and the additional ex-
pense created by this act has
caused many drilling rigs to be
‘‘stacked’’, and has compelled
several drillers to sell their rigs
for what they could get and
seek other employment. For a
man in his 50s or more, whose
only work experience has been
in the well drilling industry,
other employment has often
been unattainable, and his
plight is dire indeed.

Planning funeral arrange-
ments can be a difficult, con-
fusing task — and an expensive
one, too. It is hard to make
such important decisions in an
atmosphere of grief and sad-
ness, harder still to seek out
the facts necessary to make in-
formed decisions at such a
time.

IT MAY be easier for Texans
to make responsible choices
should the need arise if they
have gathered sufficient infor-
mation in advance about legal
requirements, alternatives to
the traditional funeral service
and burial, and what questions
to ask when arranging a fun-
eral.

As for legal requirements,
contrary to what many think,
there is no Texas law requiring
embalming, although in most
cases it is a practical necessity.

The State Health Depart-
ment, the agency with the
authority to set regulations in
this matter, requires only that a
body held more than 24 hours
either be embalmed or refrig-
erated, unless death was due to
communicable disease, in
which case it must be em-
balmed.

If a body is to be shipped by
common carrier, it must either
be embalmed or enclosed in an
airtight metal casket encased in
a shipping case, or in a casket
encased in an airtight metal or
metal-lined shipping case.

that says a casket or other
burial container must be placed
in an airtight vault before final
disposition, although some
cemeteries — both municipally
owned and private — do have
such a requirement.

As a matter of fact, as the
Texas Funeral Directors Assoc-
iation points out, there is noth-
ing in Texas law that requires a
family to use the services of a
licensed funeral director. The
specific requirements of public
health and viatl statistics laws
of the State would make it ex-
tremely difficult, if not im-
possible, however, for an un-
trained person to handle, trans-
port, or bury the dead: And any
person performing such ser-
vices for the public or for a few
must be licensed as a funeral
director or embalmer.

A growing, although still de-
cidedly small, segment of the
population is investigating and
choosing alternatives to the
traditional funeral service and
burial, according to some
studies.

Some persons choose crema-
tion, others donate their bodies
to medical schools, or will
certain organs such as kidneys
or eyes to organ banks. Still
others join memorial societies
which handle the details of
burial, cremation, or body do-
nation at a lower than average
price for members who pay a
fee to join.

While any of these alter-
natives generally will be less
expensive than a traditional
funeral and burial, many peo-
ple choosing them do so not
only for economy but for rea-
sons of personal preference.
It's worth noting that persons
who donate organs still have
the options of a traditional
funeral and burial.

For that majority of Texans
who still favor the traditional
funeral and burial, our Con-
sumer Protection attorneys
strongly advise acquiring infor-
mation in advance when there

is time to think logically about

such matters. They suggest
that you consider, or have
others consider, the following
when making funeral arrange-
ments:

*Are you or your friends and
family familiar with the funeral
home and its reputation for
good service?

*What is the least expensive
service offered by the funeral
home and what does it cover?
What is added to this for a
more expensive service? Do
you consider the additional
items worth the extra cost?

*Inquire about the price of
the casket, services, and other
charges before discussing any
insurance, pension, or govern-
ment death benefits due to the
family of the deceased.

*Ask what is included in the
total cost of the service. Be
sure you know about services
or goods that will result in
extra charge (newspaper notic-
es and police escort are often
considered ‘‘extra'’).

*Find out about cemetery
charges. In addition to the plot
or mausoleum space, there us-
vally are charges for opening
and closing the grave or crypt,
and there may be charges for
maintenance or ‘‘perpetual
care’’. If you buy a plot or crypt
in advance, there may be addi-
tional charges for transferring
or selling it if you move or de-
cide you don’t want it. Some
cemeteries require an airtight
vault, an extra cost. Others re-
quire a certain type of marker
or monument, which is also
additional.

THE RECENT Federal Trade
Commission study of funeral
pricing in Washington, D.C. re-
vealed that persons making
funeral arrangements need
more information about prices,
options, and policies for par-
ticular funeral homes and more
comparative information for
different funeral homes in or-
der to make informed decisions
in selecting a funeral home and
making arrangements for a
service.

Qur attorneys say the only
way to acquire this information
at present is to ask specific
questions, either in advance or
at the time of arranging a
funeral.

TO DATE, biologists and
technicians at the station have
successfully hatched 147 east-
ern birds from eggs produced
by the 12-bird brood flock.
Hybrids from eastern and Rio
Grande parents are not faring
as well with only 14 turkeys
hatched so far,

At 12 to 14 weeks of age, the
turkey will be released at se-
lected sites in the eastern half
of Texas.

Wildlife biologist Horace
Gore of Austin says that pure
strains of eastern turkeys will
be released east of a line run-
ning from Longview to Baytown
— prime eastern turkey habi-
tat.

A SINGLE hybrid stocking
will be made in Wharton Coun-
ty.

"“Any of the pen-raised east-
ern turkey gobblers left from
the stockings,’’ said Gore,
“will be released with wild-
trapped Rio Grande hens in the
post-oak area of Texas to the
east of a Dallas-Victoria line
and west of the Longview-Bay-
town line."”

This area, according to Gore,
is suited to neither pure Rio
Grandes nor easterns. How-
ever, past releases of a combi-
nation of the two birds were
successful in East Texas.

“In 1970, said Gore, ‘‘we
released a total of 32 Rio
Grandes-and-easterns in the
Angelina River watershed. The
flock has now grown to some
150 birds.

‘‘A similar release of 34
turkeys was made in early 1973
in the Neches River watershed.
We have no exact count of the
offspring produced by the birds
but fledgling turkeys have been
spotted in the Neches River re-
lease site."’

Survival and reproduction of
wild-trapped birds is much
higher than with birds reared
in pens but there are so few
wild eastern turkeys left in
Texas that biologists are forced
to work with pen-raised birds.

“IN THE 10 years we have
been trapping eastern tur-
keys,'' said Gore, "‘we have
managed to get only 111 birds,
which should give some idea of
how sparse the turkeys are in
East Texas.”'

Wild-trapped birds are much
less dependent on man and
their survival rate is higher.

The birds currently being
reared in Tyler are kept in
large flight pens with a mini-
mum of human disturbance.

They are considered to be the

Air conditioner
buyers should

check EER rates

If you're shopping for an air
conditioner, the Energy Effic-
iency Ratio (EER) on the label
will indicate which model will
cool most efficiently, one ex-
pert said

SHE'S Lynn Bourland, home
management specialist, Texas
Agricultural Extension Service.
“The higher the EER num-
ber, the better the air condi-
tioner will cool your area. The
unit with a higher EER may
cost more but will operate for
less.

“You can work out the com-
parison yourself using figures

Ask the local utility company
for the cost of electricity per
kilowatt hour in your commun-
ity and the annual hours of air
conditioning required for your
climate

THE THIRD figure — Kkilo-
watts per hour required by
each air contitioner — is on the
air conditioner label, or the
salesperson will tell you.

To figure the cost of keeping
cool: Multiply the cost of elec-
tricity times the hours of cool-
ing needed, times the watts re-
quired by the air conditioner.

Divide the answer by 1,000
and the final figure will be the
cost in dollars.

For example: model A (EER
8.9) uses 1,000 kw and coste
$40 more than model BHEER)
5.9;, using 1,500 kw. You need
600 hours of cooling and the
utility rate is four cents per

.| kilowatt hour.

For model A, multiply all
three figures — $.04 x 600 x
1,000 = 24,000 or $24 average

'| for the year.

For model B, %inultiply all
three figures — $.04 x 600 x
1,600 = 36,000 or $36 average
for the year.

SO MODEL A is cheaper, as
the difference of $40 initial cost
will be made up in about three
years.

| estimate of what it will cost to
| keep cool. Your home’s insula-

Editor's Note: The following

Is an essay written and compil-
ed by a Dimmitt 7th grade stu-
dent in 1964.

Back in 1925 C. J. Herring
had a dream that every poor
man should be able to own his
own farm. In 1880 Herring had
purchased a 52-section ranch,
located in the southwestern
part of Castro County. It was
named for its peculiar shape,
the shape of a flag.

IN JUNE of 19256 Herring
built a hotel in the center of the
ranch, laid out a townsite, gave
a big barbecue, and opened the
grassland for settlement. The
and sold for $30 an acre with a
down payment of one dollar an
acre. The dollar paid the real
estate agent's commission. The
land sold in tracts of 80, 160
and 320 acre tracts.

Most of the settlers erected
two or three-room box houses
while some lived in dugouts.
The more prosperous drilled
wells, while the less fortunate
hauled water.

Among the first who came
were J. T. Casless of Iowa
Park, Joe Tarpley of Kirkland,

Center, Sam Birdwell of Lov-
ing, George Redwine from Ok-
lahoma, Jimmy Adams from
Houston, L. U. Jacquess, now
of Earth and Elzie Teague.

Soon a town sprang up. Pan-
handle Lumber Company put in
a lumber yard which supplied
most of the materials for im-
provements. It was managed
by W. A. Senter. Benswaingers
managed the hotel and Bain
had a barber shop. Charley
Walker had a grocery store and
his wife Herth, now of Mule-
shoe, kept the Post Office in
the corner of the store. Later
the Post Office was moved to
the hotel and Cordye Birdwell,
now of Dimmitt, was post-
mistress for several years.

W. L. Longan built a black-
smith shop east of the hotel in
a half dugout.

Leonard Gage erected a gin
after the Coop Gin burned.

The Herrings donated a site
for a community building and
cemetery site. The community
building was financed by dona-
tions and one of the most gen-
erous contributions was from J.
T. Casler. Reverend Ross,
Presbyterian pastor from Here-

of Plainview, as superinten-
dent. Two terms of school were
taught in the building with
Mrs. Cecil Thomas as teacher.

In 1930 a new four-room
brick building was erected in
the center of the district. Foy
Dodson, better known as
“‘Speck'’, and his wife taught
six years. At one time the com-
munity supported four teach-
ers.

The ladies of the community,
being socially minded, organ-
ized the Ladies Aid in 1926.
Mrs. Ernest Jones, Mrs. Cor-
dye Birdwell and Mrs. W. A,
Senter were charter members.
In 1930 the society was re-
organized as a Home Demon-
stration Club under the leader-
ship of Miss Ruth Drennan. It
was disbanded for several
years and reorganized in 1947
with Mrs, Clyde Damron as
president.

IN 1919 Mrs. Elizabeth Her-
ring reestablished ranch head-
quarters two miles south of the
townsite and built a large ranch
house, bunk house, barns and
corrals, Shorty Blassingame
was the first manager. Buster

Kreling was manager for seven
years.

Then came the depression
and the dust storms. This was
in the thirties. The landowners
were unable to pay their taxes,
let alone make land payments.
The residents began to move
away and the school became
first a two-teacher and then a
one-teacher school. Due to
teacher shortage it was finally
moved to Dimmitt in 1943.
Clyde T. Damron and Sammy
Nicholas, now a recording artist
in Hollywood, drove buses. The
store changed hands several
times and was finally moved in
1943,

Because of the scarcity of
pickers during the war, cotton
pickers and the production was
abandoned and the gin moved
away in 1946, The hotel was
torn down in 1945. Mrs. Glover
Frazier, the last postmistress,
closed the post office doors in
1945.

In 1949 the various commun-
ity churches moved their mem-
bership to Dimmitt and the
community building was sold
and moved away.
