INSERESTING LETTER
FROM MIDLAND BOY

Mrs. Pearl C. Filler recently re-
ceived the following letter from her
son, Arthur, with the American forces
in France: : .

Dec. 19, 1917;
Dear Mother: How are all the
folks at home? I am getting along
{ fine and growing all the time. It supe
is cold over here. It snowed a few
days ago and now the ground is
frozen until you almost slip dowm
walking, but I don't get a bit cold, be,
cause I've gotten used to the weather.
Say, 1 haven't gotten a letter from
you all in about two or three weeks. I
haven't written in a good while be-
cause I've been busy and just haven’t
got at it, but I know you all can write
pretty often.
