■Take All You Can Eat; Eat A ll You 
Take,”  And Other Practices 

of Economy

Pici]ii the -wement the soldiar’s food 
enters the door of his company kit­
chen it is subject to the severest sys­
tem of regulation, sanitation and 
economy. Perishable articles go at 
once to the huge refrigerator, where 
a whole quarter of beef can be hung 
without crowding. Potatoes, oniont 
and similar vegetables go to specially 
constructed bins, while canned groods 
and packages are alligned in rows on 
the storeroom shelves. The refrig­
erator is emptied once a day and 
scrubbed out thoroughly with boiling 
water and soap-. The floor and aheU 
ves of the storeroom are treated like­
wise so that a linen handkerchief 
might be passed over either without 
being soiled.

No man is served in an army mess
hall at CampTravis until aTTtoiMr'haB' 
been removed. The bone is cut into 
suitable size and warmed up grad­
ually in order to extract all juices for 
soup stock. The various cuts of 
meat are as well known to the kitchen 
force as to any butcher, and woe be 
to the student cook who undertakes to 
make roast out of sinoin, or steak 
out of brisket.

In the mess hall, posted in pro­
minent places, will be found signs 
such as, ‘ Take All You Can Eat— 
Eat All You Take.”  And thereby 
hangs a tale. As the men finish their 
meal they take their aluminum pan 
and cup, together with the knife, fork 
ahd s j^ h  ttw i wake up the army tab 
le equipment, to large galvanized iron 
cans, some of which are for refuse 
and others contain hot water where 
each man washes his own utensils. A t 
the refuse cans stands a guard who 
notes what goes into them and takes 
the name of every man who has fail­
ed to ‘‘ lick his platter clean." The 
list of names goes to the mess ser­
geant eventually and the men on the 
list go to the kitchen as K. P. ther- 
to apply the hot water and soap, peel 
potatoes and onions and otherwise 
make themselves useful for iwo or 
tl lee weeks each. The penalty seems 
severe for the mere matter of leaving 
a tiny crust of bread or bit of meat 
in the plate, but one or two examples 
among the newcomers usually puts a 
stop to all waste at the table.

In the use of left overs army cooks 
are experienced and accomplished. 
One reason for their cleverness in this 
regard is that particular attention is 
paid to this in their training. Another 

-ia- the f act that, the hiaLXl^.r>craloi' 
allows them to keep left over food for 
a day or so before it reappears on the 
menu, so that sameness in meals is 
avoided.

Even the garbage is arranged for 
and carefully sorted and disposed of. 
Tin cans are washed, labets soaked 
off and the cans are strung on wires 
for recovery of the tin by reclama­
tion processes. Kitchen waste is divi­
ded into classes so that contractors 
who buy it may handle it to the best 
advantage. Bread which is unfit for 
human food forms one class, cooked 
meat of familar character anotherclass 
raw fats and meats which have been 
condemned by health authorities an­
other. Cooked grease discarded as 
of no future value for hurruin food, 
bones, and the like are also separated, 
while care is taken that broken glass 
and substances which might make 
the garbage unsuitable or dangerous 
as animal food is otherwise disposed 
o l

A fter classification each class is 
weighed and record kept of the weight 
and forwarded to the camp conservt 
'tion and reclamation oflicer. In this 
maimer a complete statement of the 
waste accumulating at every company 
kitchen in camp is available and any 
excessive amounts are at once inves­
tiga te . The very garbage containers 
themselves are subject to regulations, 
and in practically all organizations in 
Camp Travis are housed in screened- 
in sheds built for the purpose. In this 
manner files are shut out from their 
usual happy hunting grounds, and re 
emits not infrequently remain in camp 
Mveral weeks before they see their

as which appropriation was approv­
ed by Governor Ferguson. In that 
appropriation there were cerUin o f­
fices provided for which had not been 
filled, which fact Ferguson had ad­
mitted ho knew at the time, and by 
reason of this fact only, he had sUted 
that there were dead men on the pay­
roll of the University. As a matter of 
fact no great institution can tell ex­
actly, in advance, what number of 
teachers will be required, but it can­
not be disputed that where a position 
is not filled the money is not paid out 
for that position. I f  the appropria­
tion bill had provided for twenty pro­
fessors of history and only ten were 
appointed, you would not be carrying 
dead men on the pay-roll, but you 
would only be using a sufficient 
amount of the appropriation to pay 
those professors who were engaged. 
As an illustration, if the LegiMature 
appropriated for traveling expenses 
for the governor the sum of I2.000.00 
and he only used $1,500.00, the $500,00 
additional would not be wasted, but 
It reverts into the SUte treasury at 
the end of the fiscal year.

The Attorney General, shortly after 
this bill was signed, ruled that the 
Board of Regents might, by proper 
toflolation, make changes in the ap­
propriation bill. Ferguson immed­
iately accosed Dr. Battle o f bad faith, 
of misrepresenting the fact# to him, 
and other charges of like nature.

All C(nmtyand jComntunity Pubhc-Health Ctmimit*- 
tees should meet at regular intervals, at least once each 
month.

from its endowment (H. J. 379) and 
now he s<;iys that he will approve an 
appropriation of two hundred and fifty 
thousand dollars per year.

When Dr. Vinson was elected presi­
dent of the University in order to es­
tablish cordial relations he called up- 
on_ Jhe governor^ and the governor 
very politely told him that he vas 
only a figurehead and Was not select­
ed because the. Board thought he had 
the educational qualifications necss- 
sary to fill the office. When the ap­
propriation bill came before him in 
1917, he notified the Board that he 
was not satisfied with the manage, 
ment of the University of Texas; that 
he wanted certain people discharged 
and among them Dr. Vinson; first, 
because he was a preacher; and sec- 
orul, because he was not highly edu­
cated enough to be president of tbs 
University of Texas. He claims now 
that one of his reasons for vetoing 
the bill was that it was extravagant. 
The bi_U was itemized to the last dol­
lar, and he could have vetoed any 
items he thought unnecessary.

Ferguson swore in the House that 

the appropriation for the University 
of Texas was $308.00 per student (H. 
J. 58), and yet he is telling all over 
this State that the appropriation per 
student per annum is $555.00. Ordi­
narily, when a map states a thing un­
der oath, different from what ho 
states when he is not under oath, thi 
law wilt presume he told the truth 
when swearing; however, in this in­
stance Ferguson was incorrect in both 
cases. The record of the Board of 
Regents for each year ih jvs  every 
dollar expended by the University for 
the previous year, itemised to the last 
detail, and anyone interested can fig­
ure out the amount. Dr. Vinson tes­
tified that the coat per student was 
$286.00 (H. J. 246).

The A. & M. College coats much 
more per student than does the Uni­
versity o f Texas, and yet It should 
not be cut do'wn, because Texas should 
furnish the best education that can 
be obtained anywhere. For instance, 
the cost of maintenance per student 
at the A. A M. College, including in 
come from all sources, for 1915 was 
$328.47; for 1916 H was $405.65; for 
1917, $683.33. Tills institiftlon has 
been built up very much In recent 
years and I am glad to say that Fer­
guson had no personal enemies in
vnftt institution, OT tie llllElli tm̂ rw
sought to disorganise it.
