VIEWS ON 4TH LIBERTY LOAN

In later issues The Reporter will
submit arguments supporting the
Fourth Liberty Loan. Judge Charles
Gibbs has ably introduced the sub-

to go further into the matter. The sub-
ject is not easily exhausted, but the
discussion following is sufficiently
preparatory, is unanswerable, and,
we trust, may be effectively lodged in
the hearts of those it has been in-
tended to reach. Judge Gibbs writes:

Dear Sir: The Fourth Liberty Loan
Compaign will be opened throughout
the United States on September 28th
and the Administration hopes to raise
$6,000,000,000.00 during said cam-
paign, and in view of the fact that I
am chairman of the Liberty Loan
Bond Soliciting Committee and from
that experience as such chairman have
become acquainted to a limited ex-
tent with financial conditions in Mid-
land County, and also with the views
of various citizens of the county, and
in view of the further fact that con-
siderable preparation will have to be
made in order to raise our guota . of
the Fourth Liberty Loan Band issye
I am taking the liberty of addressing
the citizenship of Midland County
through your paper—if you will kind-
ly publish it—in the hdpe of causing
the citizens of the county to prepare
themselves to meet their obligations
when they are called upon again by
the proper authorities.

During the Third Liberty Loan
Campaign complaint was made by the
people to the effect that Midland
County’s quota was too large and it
was thought by some that it would
be impossible to raise our quota,which
was over $106,000.00, but about one-
half of the citizenship of the county
felt an obligation to do their utmost
to comply with the request of the au-
thorities and subscribed liberally for
those ponds, witk the result that M-
land County’s quota was over-sub-
seribed. The committee in charge of
that campaign compiled a list of the
subscribers to the first, second and
third Liberty Loan Bond issues, and
said committee nlso compiled a prac-
tically complete list of the War Sav-
ings Stamps and Red Cross subserib-
ers, showing the date of subscrip-
tion, name of purchaser, together
with the respective amounts
seribed by each subseriber in each
case—that is to say, to the Red Cross,
amount of War Savings Stamps pur-
chased, and amount subscribed to each
of the respective bond issues.
lists have not yet, but will, in all
probability, be published at the close
of the coming Fourth Liberty Loan
Campaign.

An examination of these lists dis-
closes the fact that but few citizens of
Midland County bought of the first
issue of bonds; that a goodly percen-
tage of the citizens bought of the sec-
ond issue, and that a large percen-
tage of the citizens of Midland Coun-
ty have never invested in any of the
Liberty Loan Bonds. A further ana-
lysis of these lists will disclose the
fact that several of our citizens have
been very liberal, indeed, in their
subscriptions and, further, that an
equal number of our citizens who
were in equally as comfortable finan-
cial circumstances as those who have
subscribed, have either failed to sub.
scribe at all, or have subscribed very
small amounts compared with their
ability to do so.

Now, we can not e t those who
have rubscribed libebally heretofore
to continue to shoulder Midland Coun-
ty"s war burdens, but if those who

have either not subsecribed at-gll, or
nave subscribed for very /small
amounts, as compared their

ability to subscribe, will view the
proposition from the proper stand-
point and realize that they are im-
posing upon their neighbors, and are
falling far short of the discharge of
their whoie duty,, our next quola can
be raised without a great deal of ef-
fort.

Mr. J. W. Hoopes, deputy governor
of the Federal Reserve Bank at Dal-
las, has recently had a conference at
El Paso with representative ecitizens
from Western Texas, Arizona and
New Mexico with a view to ascertain-
ing the financial status of the drouth-
stricken sections. Mr. Hoopes invited
Judge J. M. DeArmond, to attend*this
meeting and to bring with him other
representative citizens.

Since that time these same
citizens have been adjusting their af-
fairs and placing themselves upon a
more solid foundation with a view to
meeting their obligations to their fel-
lowman, and it is sincerely hoped that

I am also in receipt of a wire ad-
vising that West Virginia, Ohio and
Pennsylsania, are to be included in
the-above rate.-You will-see from this
that the League has been 100 per
cent successful in its undertaking in
this emergency. In my opinion, this
will give great relief fo the drouth
stricken section in moving their cat-
tle to pasture, and open up an avenue
for eastern buyers, who care to take
advantage of the situation in coming
to this section to secure well bred
stock for their pastures, and to con-
sume their feed crops in the eastern
section of the United States.

It also shows that the Railroad Ad-
ministration Board at Washington,
fully recognide the importance of this
emergency in protecting the live stock
industry and food supply.

less, good at the time these campaigns
were being waged, but that excuse, or
reason, will not be good for the Fourth
Liberty Lpan campaign, unless the
party making the excuse has gone in-
to the hands of a receiver by that
time, for he will have had more than
eighteen months’ time since the first
bond issue to adjust his business af-
faire in such a manner as to be able
to discharge the obligations that he
owes to his government.

I am glad to state that on more
than one occasion in the past four or
five months I have heard different cit-
iwens remark that they wanted to ad-
just their affairs so that they could
buy of the next bond issue, and I per-
sonally know of several citizens who
have sold off some of their cattle and
other property at prices which they
w ~eonsidered unsatisfactory, and in some

instances creditors have pressed their

debtors in order to obtain money, all
. ‘with the hope being prepared to
subscribe liberally to the Fourth Lib-
erty Loan Bond issue. And just here
let me call attention to the fact that
the man who subscribed fifty or a hun-
dred dollars to the first, second and
third bond issues when he should have
subscribed one, two or three thousand
dollars will owe a greater debt to his
government when the fourth bond is
sue is offered than the citizen who has
done his full duty in the purchase of
eaich of the bond issues; in other
words, if a citizen should have bought
one timusand dollars of each issue
and did not buy any of the first three
issues, he should take four thousand
dollars of the fourth issue in order
to discharge his obligation to his coun-
try apd balance his patriotic account.
If the people wait until the cam-
is begun to prepare themselves,
am sure that a great many of those
who have not heretofore subscribed
like they should have done
will be unprepared again,
although they have “had eighteen
months’' time in which to get ready.!
On the contrary, if that class of peo-
plé who have not tomie ap to the stan-+
dard will use the next thirty days’
: time in preparing themselves to meet
. this call, I am sure we will not e»
perience any trouble in raising the full
smount of our quota.

The excuses that have been made to
the government for failure to rally to
its support would not be tolerated by

creditors who hold securities in this
country; that is to say, if the bank-
ers who have loaned money on securi-
ties: in this country had called for a
part of their debt eighteen months
ago; and had called again a year ago
and then again this spring, and should
call again this fall, if the debtor had
made the excuse that he was unpre-
pared to meet the call, 1 am sure that
the banker would not tolerate such
dilstory methods any further and
would say that the debtor had had
ample opportunity in which to pre-
{)m himself to do his duty. The ob-

Many people are thoroughly pat-
riotic and want to subscribe to their
respective portions of these bond is-
sues but are at a loss to know what
their share is. In order to meet this
situation it is now contemplated by
the Liberty Loan Soliciting Commit-
tee that in a short time a sub-commit-
tee of five representative and fair-
minded men will be appointed to go
over the previous subscriptions to the
various funds, and classify the citi-
zens of Midland County according to
their respective well-known abilities
to the end that each citizen may have
a basis upon which to make his sub-
scription. If this committee is ap-
pointed, they will consider each man’s
capacity and also consider the extent
of his previous subscriptions. Should
this be done, there will, of course, be
nothing compulsory as to their decis-
ion, but it will fix a fair standard for
each patriotic citizen who wishes to
discharge his whole patroitic duty.
No citizen will be overlooked, and his
financial standing will be considered
from every known angle; and it is to
be hoped that each man will give cour-
teous and respectful consideration to
the action of this committee for its
sole object will be to equalize, as near
as possible, the burdens of Midland
County’s obligations in connection
with financing the war.

Many of those who bought of the
Third Liberty Loan Bond Issue re-
deemed their first and second obliga-
tiong and did more than their share in
subscribing for the third issue bonds,
and it cannot be expected that those

NATIONAL BANKS AND
THE LIBERTY BONDS

The comptroller of the currency has
made an interesting statement of the
part the national banks played-in the
three Liberty Loans.

He ieports that $6,000,000,000, a
little more than half of the aggregate
of the loans, pagsed through national
bank channels. By far the greater
part of this was absorbed by indi-
vidual subscribers. On June 29th only
about $400,000,000 of Liberty Bonds,
constituting less than 38 per cent of
their assets, were held by national

banks. At the same time the national
bank loans on Liberty Bonds were on-
ly $457,000,000, or 2 1-2 per cent of

their assets.

These figures are taken by the
Treasury Department to indicate that
Liberty Bonds have been taken large-

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There has grown up on the western
edge of Camp Travis a mushroom
village which in unique picturesque-,
ness would do credit to the most imag-
inative writer of wild west movie
plays. The village consists of ~two
rows of low frame buildings, all fac-
ing the east, toward Camp Travis,
each row extending over about four
blocks. The streets are not noticeable
for their straightness, the builders
seem to have been unable to come to
an agreement as to any line or angle
on which to arrange their buildings.

Co-operation is in evidence to the ex-
tent that all are connected by a broad
board walk, but the size, height and
angle of the walk was left to the indi-
vidual taste of the owners.

But the village is wild west in ap-
pearance only. It is composed en-
tirely of cold drink stands, restau-
rants, vaudeville shows, shooting gal-
leries, photograph s‘lops, skating
rinks, ete. In the rear row are more
substantial buildings, the big new Sal-
vation Army hut, the Baptist chapel,
the new Methodist Soldier church, a
theatre and a hotel. But the gambling
dens of the old west are notably ab-
sent, and the thirst emporiums han-
dle nothing stronger than innocent
Bevo.

It requires no pass for a soldier
from Camp Travis to visit “Parade
Rest,” as the village is called, and as
a result the rookie can seek almost |
any kind of diversion he likes while:
not on duty. Also he is saved the ex-|
pense of twenty cents car fare to San!
Antonio every time he has a hanker-
ing to see a show or to attend a dance,
The religious organizations at the vil-
lage are having a phenomenal suec-
cess, and are helping the new men/
soon to feel at home in the camp.
Practically everything a soldier de-
sires can be bought at the village, and
be it said to the credit of the proprie-
tors, there is little evidence of profi-|
teering. The young people from the|
city also entertain their soldier friends |
at the church buildings, and all in all
Parade Rest has become a very popu-
lar place with the Camp Travis men.

The village is under the observance !
of the city and military authorities at
all times and nothing of detriment to
the soldier is allowed to flourish.

Plans for the organization of the
18th Division at Camp Travis are
rapidly taking shape., The 19th and!

Not all of the early-hatched pul-
lets will make good winter layers. An|

a long time. Wheat flour is a commo-
dity which can be conveniently pack-
ed and shipped, which will not quick-

| ly spoil, and which furnishes the nu-

trition and endurance so much need
ed by men on -the battle field, Jt was

| therefore decided tv snip every pound

of flour which could be spared out of
our home consumption.

Before we entered the war we had
beenshipping our surplus—of wheat

abroad. But that surplus was not
sufficient for the new demand. It was
evident that if our country was to

furnish the quantity of wheat neces-
sary to win the war, we at home must
increase that surpilus by consuming
less. To this end the Food Adminis-
tration made rules, limitng the quan-
tity of flour which could be sold to fam
ilies It also made a rule that no
flour could be bought unless the con-

sumer at the same time nought an
equal guantity of prescribed substi-
tutes, consisting of various other cer-

eals.

Some of the substitutes were In
commbdbn use but not to as great an
extent as flour. To meet this situation,
wholesalers and retailers provided
their stores with the substitutes, The
