The war is not yet over; not by a 
good deal, perhaps, and the allies are 
peundirg the huns in a way that does 
tfie heart good. They are begging— 
the huns are— they are almost liter­
ally down on their knees with the 
question, “ What must we do to be 
saved?” Still they v/ant to “ palaver;” 
but “ Uncle Woodrow” has issu.:d the 
proper powders—.tnd so tjie good 
work goes on. Tli* huns are get­
ting a punishment richly deserved.

Id the head, eyes, ears, bark or other 
parts of llie body and a feeling of se­
vere sickness. In most of Uie cases the 
symplonis disappear after lhn>eor four 
days, the patient then nipldty recover­
ing. .Some of the patlem.s, however, 
develo|> ptieunionla, or liidammation 
of the ear, or meningitis, and many of 
these eompHoated cases die. Whether 
this so-called ‘Spanish' Influenza la 
Idenllcul with the epidemics of Influen­
za of curlier jears Is not yet known.

"Epidemics o f Inttuenza have visited 
this country since 1647. It Is Interest­
ing to know that this flrst e|ildemlc 
was brought here from Valencia, 
Spain. Since that time there Imve 
tM>en numerous e|ildemios of the dis­
ease. In 1880 and 1890 an epidemic 
of Influenza, atartlng somewhere In the 
Orient, spread flrst to Uussla and 
thence over practically the entire elv- 
illzed world. Three years later there 
was another flare-up o f . the disease. 
Both times the epideiule spread wide­
ly over the United States.

“ Although the present epidemic Is 
called ‘Simnlsh Influenza,' there Is iiH 
reason to believe (bat It originated In 
Spain. Some writers wlio liiive studied 
the question believe that the epidemic 
came from the Orient and lliey call at 
tentlon to the fact that the treniiuns 
mention the disease as occurring along 
the eastern front In the summer uud 
fall o f 1917.”

How can "Spanish Influanza" be rec- 
ognlzed?

"There Is as yet no certain way In 
which a single case o f ‘Spanish Influ­
enza’ can be recognized. On the oth­
er hand, reeognitlon la easy where 
there is a group o f cases. In eontrast 
to the outbreaks of ordinary coughs 
and colda, which usually occur In the 
cold months, epideiulos of Influenzu 
may occur at any season of the year. 
Thus the present epidemic ra'gcd most 
intensely In Europe in May, .Tune and 
July. Moreover, In , the case of ordi 
nary colds, the general symptoms 
(fever, imln. depiessUiii) a re . by no 
ineana as severe or as sudden In I heir 
onset as they are in Influenza. Final­
ly, ordinary rolda do not spread 
throtigh the cqiiimunity so rapidly or 
ao extensively as does Influenza.

“ In ntost cases a person taken ah'k 
with influenza feels sick rather sud­
denly. He feels weak, haa pains In the 
eyes, ears, head or hack, and may l>e 
sore all over. Many patlenta feel 
dizzy, some vomit. Moat of the pii- 
tlenta complain o f feeling chltljr, and 
with this comes a fever In which the 
temperature riaea to 100 to 104. In 
must caaea the pulse remains relative­
ly. slow.

"In appearance one le struck by the 
fart that the patient tooka lick. Ills 
eyes and tha Inner side of his eyelids 
may be slightly ‘bloottahot,’ or ‘con­
gested,' aa tha doctors say. There 
may be runnhit from tha nnsa, or 
there maj be soma cough. These signa 
of a cold may hot ha maftad; bava^ 
thalaaB tha patlawt looks and taMa vary 
a l« .

sneezing, or from cureless people who 
Blilt on the floor slid on the sidewalk. 
As In most other catching dlM-uses, a 
person who lias only a mild attack of 
the disease himself may give a very 
severe attack to others.”

What should be done by those who 
catch the disease?

"It Is very important that every i «t - 
son who becomes sick with liillucii/a 
should- go home at once and go to be<l. 
This will help keep away dangerous 
roiMplli'Ulions and vylll, at the same 
time, keep the (latlent from scattering 
the disi-ase fur and wide. It Is liigbly 
deslriible that uo one he allowed lo 
sleep In the game room with the pa 
tient. In fact, no one but the nurse 
should lie allowed In the room.

"If there is cough and sputum or
■ running o f the eyes and nose, care 

should be taken that all such ills- 
chiirges are collected on bits of gauze 
or rag or paper napklus and tiurned 
If the patient cornpliilns of fever and 
headiiche, he should he given water lo 
drink, a cold compress to the forehead 
and a light sponge. Only siieh im-dT 
eliie slioiihl he given as Is presi-rihcd 
h> the doi tor. It lx foolish to ask the 
di iiggtsi lo pK-scrlhe and may tie dan 
,-..1-1 OU-- i»* lake ibi )—■ cjilltJ safe, sure 
and hariiiless rciae-lies mlvertlsed by 
paieiit mcdtcine cmnufiiciurers.

"I f  Ihe pill lent Is »o silllUlCll lllBt he 
eiin he allelided only hy aome.one vv Im 
laiisl iii.so look after olhers In Ihe fain 
ily. It is advisahle ih.U such altenilunt 
wear a vviMpper, apron or gown over 
tlie ordinary house elothes while In the 
siek roiiiii and slip this off when leav­
ing to look after the others.

"Nurses and atlendants will do well 
to guard against hrealhing in danger­
ous disease germs hy wearing a simple 
fold o f gauze or mask while near the 
imtlent."

Will a person who has had Influenza 
before catch the disease again?

"It Is weU known that an attack of 
. measles or scarlet fever o f smullpov 
I usually protects a iierson against an- 
' other attack of the same disease. This 
. appears uut to be true of 'Spanish In- 
! flueiiZD.' According to newspaper re-
■ ports the King o f Spain suffered an 
' attack of Influenza during the epi­

demic thirty yi*nrs ago, and was again 
stricken during the recent outbreak In 
Spain.”

^ , How oan one guard against Influ- 
[ enza?

"In guarding against disease of all 
kinds, It Is Important that the body be 
kept strong and able to tight off ills 
ease germs. This can be done hy hav­
ing a proper |>ro|mrtloli o f work, play 
and rest, by keeyiing the body well 
clothed, and by eating sufficient whole 
some and proiierly selected food. In 
connection with diet, It Is well to re­
member that milk Is one o f the best 
all around foods olitalnuhle for adults 
as well as children So far as a dli^ 
ease like Influenza Is concenied, health 
authorities everywhere recognize the 
very close relation between Its spread 
and overcrowded homes.

The value o f freah 
air through open windows cannot be 
over emphasized.

"When crowd(n/< Is unavoidable, as 
In strebt cars, cure should lie taken to 
keep the face so turned as not to In­
hale directly the air hreatfievl out hy 
another |icrHon.

Prance, Sept. 11.

Dear Father:
How are you by this time? I am 

well and enjoying life as much as 
possible to be in the army. I am 
stationed within about four miles of 
the front. We have some rather ex­
citing times around here at night 
with gas and stray shelis. Although 
none o f my company ha.s been hurt 
so far. I have been shipping horses 
back to the hospital.s for the past 
week. It is sure some experience to 
go through with when you can’t talk 
the French language. About all you 
can do is take what you want and 
go ahead. Believe me, we sure have 
Jots of rain over here.. It has been 
raining for a week without stopping. 
The mud and water is so deep around 
camp that one bogs down every time 
he takes a step.

How are the the rest of the boys? 
Have any o f them been drafted yet? 
1 few  a lot of boys from Midland, 
Bic Spring and Sweetwater the other 
day.

I have a bank account at the Vir­
ginia National Bank of $60.00 and 
also have made air allotment out of 
each month’s salary of $35.00 to be 
deposited in the same bank. So if 
anything should happen to me that 
prevents my getting back to the 
Sates you can notify the bank and col­
lect what money I ha-<re there. Be 
sure to write sister that I am all .0. 
K., and that my commanding officer 
is a real daddy to all o f us boys.

I am anticipating an early reply for 
I haven’t had a letter from the States 
since I landed.
