This is largely the
result of improved cwltured methods,
which include thorough preparation |
of the soil, the use of commercial fer- |
tiligers, rotation of cotton with legu~‘
minou® crops, and frequent and in-|
telligent cultivation. With the more

general adoption of intensive farm-
ing, there may be a large increase in

production without any general ex- |

tension of acreage.
