SUGGESTED AS MATTER

OF MUCH IMPORTANGE| -

| Joe Jay was in from his ranch]
northwest last week, and he offered |
| a suggestion with regard to the up-|
keep of West Texas roads that ap-
pealed to us as very sensible, indeed.
Mr. Jay observes, as have many of
us, that, especially in the sandy sec
tions, any read that may be built dur-
ing those periods when the country is
free from sandstorms are ruined dur-
ing the prolonged sandstorm seasons:
Sajd he, “the sandstorms, coming
from the west as thev do, are assist-
ed in their destructiveness by culti-

vated fields along the roadsides
west. Now, if,the commissioners had
the right to lease from farmers a

strip, say 300 yards along these west
| sides and keep the turf unbroken, a
large amount of this destructiveness
would be avoided.

“Understand it would not be neces-
sary to deprive the farmer of this
land. He could use it right along for
grazing purposes, the lease by the
commissioners court only prohibiting
the breaking of the turf.

“It is my opinion that every county,
especially in . the sandy sections,
would be practicing great economy
by such a procedure, and no one
would be hurt. A liberal lease could
be paid and the saving to . roads
overcome it., The farmer, too, must
have grazing acreage, arfd he
would be profitted by an arrange-
ment of the kind, and not hurt or in-
convenienced seriously.”

Mr. Jay went further into the ques-
tion, suggesting that it is a matter
that could be taken up by the pres-
ent legislature. The Reporter w
