In the first place prospective far-|
mers are not as numercus m any giv- |
en area. Within a radius of 100 or
150 miles of any breeder the number |
of farmers and breeders who are |
probable buyers is smaller than in an
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_areaof similar size where livestock
breeding is more extensively carru-dT
on.— But-there are ample buyers In|
the South for all the good stock
which southern breéders have to sell.]
Moreover, the guality is as good for]
the price as can be bought elsewhere
and it can be obtained as near or|
nearer home, than when brought!
from the Neorth. The express or car-
rying charges are usually higher,|
however, than for the same distances
in the north. But the chief abstacle to

ers is the small number of breeders |
in any one locality, This condition |

makes advertising more expensive|

and difficuit. —Anl it also makes it]
more expensive —for-the buyer —who |
wishes inspect the animals before

purchasing. When there are a num-
ber of breeders in any given localty
the chance offered the purchaser to
find- what he -wants—is much better.
He might afford to make a trip of 100
miles to see the stock if reasonably
certain of getting what he wanted,
but if he must make his selections
from one herd or flock his chance of
making a satisfactory purchase is
lessened and he cannot afford to in-
our the expense. of the trip. When |
there are a number of breeders -in |
any locality more buyers are attract-
ed and the advertising done by one
helps all the others. Southern breed-
ers have not yet learned to advertise,
nor 1o adopt splling plans such as are |
used in all lines of business which |
supplies - more than purely local)|
needs. But, at best, the pioneer has |
difficulties to overcome which do not |
exist where there are larger numbers |
of producers and buyers and the bus-|
iness has the benefit of the accumuls-'
ted Publcity from many years of ad-
vertising. !
The' market is not so large nor so|
good, but at least a part of the fault |
lies with the breeders. Too frequently |
their stock is not in good condition|
antl -they -have not-generally followed |
good business methods in their sales
department. They have not given|
enough attention to farmer buyers|
but have sought sales only to breed-
ers and have quite generally failed to
do the advertising necessary to es-
tablish any new business. The snulh-l
ern breeder who keeps good stock, |
who does the necessary advertising |
to call it to the attention of the pros-
tive buyers that are the small
reeders and farmers of the South
and ‘uses sound business methods in
his sales work, can establish a busi-
ness in° the South, for we are now
~buying and-will continue to-buy large
numbers of purebred animals.

GATTLE-HOGS LOWER
SHEEP-LAMBS HIGHES

Cattle: receipts were I8rger than
expected Monday, and the per cent of
fed cattle was liberal for the first
time in several weeks past,writes our
Kansas City market correspondent
under date December 13th, Trade op-
ened slowly at weak to 25 cents low-
er prices and showed no improve-
ment later. Some prime Christmas
yearling steers brought $17.75. Hog
prices were 10 to 15 cents lower, top
$0.65, and bulk $9.25 to $9.556. Sheep
and lambs were in moderate supply
and sold readly at strong to 26 cents
higher prices.

Receipts Monday were 16,600 cat-
cattle, 13,000 hogs, and 5,000 sheep,
compared 11,000 cattle, 9,000 hogs,
and 9,000 sheep a week ago, and 21,-
500 cattle, 11,500 hogs, and 7,950
sheep a year ago.

Strictly finished steers suitable for
the high class Christmas trade and
choice full fed steers, such as have’
been lacking for some time past, sold |
readily today at strong prices. The
top for Christmas yearlings was
$17.75, the highest price of the year.
Short fed and plain to ordinary |
warmed up steers were slow sale and |
15 tq 25 cents lower. The bulk of the |
quppn sold at $8.50° to $10.50, and|
the bulk of the good fat steers sold |
at $11.00 to $12.60. Cows and hei
fers were steady. More short fe d |
cows were in the run than in preced- |
ing< weeks. ~ Mostrof them sold at
$6.50 to- $8.00, and heifers $7.00 to/
$9.00. V(ﬁl calves were 50 cents !
lower at $6200 to $11.00. i
: lh‘mund for stockers and feeders
was fairly active at steady prices. |
Gogd Panhandle, New Mt:xico and |
Colorado grades moved freely unl{
the pla.ner kinds sold siowly. The |
ability of the market to hold last|
week’s advance indicates that the I
ow price level of the season .has|
been passed.

Hog prices Monday were 10 to 15
cents under last week’s close and 25
cents under last Friday. This took
the market into the lowest position of
the year. At the decline, trade was
active and a close clearance was
made. Local receipts .continue light
compared with other markets and
prices  here are * higher than elge-
where. The top price was $9.65, and
bulk of sales $9.35 to $9.60. Pigs
sold up to $9.50. In Chichgo the
bulk of the hogs sold at $9.25, top
$9.60.

Sheep and lambs prices were 50
cents higher than Wednesday of last
week and 25 cents above last week’s
close: — Fat lambs sold up to $11.26
and good grades brought $10:50 to
$11.10, Ewes at $4.76 to $5.25. Re-
ceipts were light for this seakon of
the year. Trade in stockers and feed
ers remained qmet.
