For all practical purposes, sen­
sible shoes with easeful two-inch 
heels should be worn. Save your 
high-heeled shoes—and toeless or 
backless shoes as well—for («casions 
of dres.s.

You can’t dump around all day 
in high-heeled shoes and expect 
feet to go partying or dancing In 
the evening with any degree of 
spirit. There’s also aft argument 
against wearing too-low-heeled 
shoes. They can be a bad choice 
for general wear if you switch oftoi 
to shoes with high heels. Frequent 
adjustment to different heel heights 
of^en penalizes leg tendons.

If your feet are sensitive, don’t 
break in new shoe.s. Let stretchers 
with adjustable knobs do it for ^’ou.
Stiffness will yield more readily to 
stretchers than tb your sensitive 
feet.

Get your shoes large enough. Re­
member that a larger shoe size or a 
different last may be required, the 
older you grow.

Be as finicky about stocking size.
A too-short stocking is as often 
the cause of foot discomfort as an 
ill-fitting shoe.

The First Huncired Years
One hundred yçars ago this month Karl Marx, a 29- 

year-old German radical, and his collaborator, Friedrich 
Engels, who was two years younger, issued their famou.'< 
“Communist Manifesto.” In the century that followed 
the. Marxian brand of socialism tbok a n increaseingiy 
sharp turn away from the other socialist forms to wind 
up, in a scarcely recognizable form, as the basis of the 
present Russian government.

The broad design of Marx’s political and economic 
blueprint—though it doesn’t all appear in the Manifesto— 
was this. There would have to be world revolution, with 
the exploited peasants and workers sorting from scratcli 
and building anew. For a short time a “dictatorship of the 
proletariat” would be necessary, until opposition was 
crushed and difficulties solved.

After that there was to be a classless, frictionless so­
ciety, a Utopia in which each would contribute to the com­
mon ̂ ood according to his abilities and receive according 
to his need. There would be no war, no exploitation, no 
bitterness. Everybody would be happy and content.

* * *
Almost 70 years afferme Manifesto appeared, a group 

of Communists got their e m n e e  to put the Marxian theory 
to-the test fn the vast, backward, war-torn Russian Em­
pire  ̂ Their leader was Vladimir Lenin, and whose inter­
pretation of the gospel according to Marx got him into 
some bitter fights with fellow Communi.st«’.

When Lenin died he was succeeded by -Josef Stalin. 
And if Lenin’.s communism departed somewhat from 
Marx’s, Stalin’s is not gi îte the brand that Lenin intro­
duced.

Loniri was a revolutionist, not an imperialist. Stalin 
may be a revoJuMonist, too. But he has been biding, his 
po.stwar time by gobbling up surrounding countries with 
a speed that has given the whole world indigestion.

However, Lenin and Stalin have one thing in com­
mon. They have failed, in 30 years of trying, to build any­
thing like the Utopia that Marx dreamed of. They have not 
arhieved world revolution. Their dictatorship is not of the 
proletariat, but of an Iron-handed clique which rules over
voicele^ proletarian million.s,♦ * ♦

Rus.siun Communi.sm admittedly has failed to gain the 
ideal of contribution according to ability and reward 
according to need. It has built instead a rigidly cla.ssed 
society, with great inequalities in the matter -of money, 
food, clothing, and general comfort.

But, with promises'and five-year plans, die Russian 
leaders keep striving for Utopia. They are going to make 
everybody happy,, no matter how many people they have 
to kill, ipipri.son or teiToriztf in the proce.ss.

If Marx, frem some other world, can see the results 
of h’s idea.s perverted by men devoid of conscieuce, nar­
row of mind, bmited of learning, and un.sure of policy.

The gho-idy father of Communism may suspect, pei*- 
haps, that tho:e decadent Democrats like Ben Franklin 
and Torn Jefferson had a more practical idea, alter all. 
And he mus  ̂ wonder if the fir.st hundred years, difficult 
as they have been, are really .he hardest.

DEEP ANDREWS DISCOVERY 
CONTINUES TO MAKE OIL

Phillips Petroleum Comr>any No. 
5-M University, new ET.lenburger 
discovery about 17 miles northwest 
of the town of Andrew’s, in North­
west Andrews County, flowed oil at 
the estimated rate of from 25 to 30 
barrei.s per hour in a drlllstem test 
at 10,424-465 feet in the Ellenburg­
er.

The tool was open three hours and 
47 minutes. A 5/8 inch choke was 
used. Gas showed at the surface in 
one hour and 37 minutes. The water 
blanket flowed out in two hour and 
57 minutes. Oil started flowiftg in 
three hours and 17 minutes. The 
drill pipe flowed 11.4 barrels oil 
in 30 minutes and that is the basis 
for the estimate of a 25 to 30 bar­
rel per hour production from that 
section.

This well top¡:ed the Ellenburger 
at 10,355 feet. The horizon between 
that point and the zone investigf^ted 
in the latest drUktem test, had 
shown for a possible production of 
150 barrels per hour.

The new field opener is two miles 
southwest of the nearest Ellenburg­
er well, and Is'1.989 feet from north 
and 1,983 feSt from ea.st bnes of 
section 31. block 13, University sur­
vey.
