The Russian Gag
la  a statement of polite, reasonable and devastating 

logic, Dr. Albert Einstein has answered an attack by four 
Soviet scientists on his support of “world government.” 
His reply to a typical restatement of current Soviet policy 
includes these words:

“Although your letter, in the main, is clothed in an 
attack upon the non-socialistic foreign countries, particu­
larly the United States, I believe that behind the aggressive 
front there lies a defensive mental attitude which is noth­
ing else but the trend towards an almost unlimited isola­
tionism.”

The truth of Dr. Einstein’s diagnosis is borne out in 
the new decree of silence that the Soviet government has 
imposed on its subjects. Henceforth foreign represen­
tatives in Russia will get the answer to questions on “mat­
ters of substance” only through official channels.

The Ministry of Foreign Trade will be permitted to 
answer questions in its own field. All other official and 
journalistic business will have to be transacted through 
Molotov’s Ministry of Foreign Affairs.

Clerks and tradesmen can talk to foreigners in selling 
their goods and services, but they can’t indulge in other 
questions, answers, or friendly conversation. Their free­
dom of speech will be confined “within the limits of carry­
ing out th d r natiral functions.”

• •  •  *
This is a great pity, for the Russian John Doe seemed 

a likable guy. At least a lot of our soldiers liked the Rus­
sian GIs they met during the war.

There was something pathetic in their reports of the 
Russian’s hungry curiosity about America and Americans. 
His ignorance seemed only to be exceeded by his surprise 
when he heard about American customs and freedoms.

But even those few rays of light were too strong for 
the Soviet government. So now the incredible regulation 
of its subjects’ lives is almost complete. Now those sub­
jects are forbidden to hear the truth as well as to read the 
truth about the outside world. The gate has been closed 
upon the view of happier lands. Short of closing its 
borders, Russia has isolated its people as thoroughly as
did the feudal Japan of a century ago.

•  •  •
Now the Soviet propagandists can prey upon the Rus­

sians’ fears and prides without interruption—except when 
some brave soul sneaks to a shortwave radio.

It seems that every American writer who has gotten 
outside Moscow and talked to the people has brought back 
the same message from the Russians: “We don’t want 
war.” They want only to repair the devastation ol̂  the 
Nazi Invasion and make another start toward their prom­
ised utopia. Yet enough false and fearsome stories of ag­
gression might find them in reluctant readiness to fight, 
if the word were given.

It is a cruel and ominous thing, this Russian gag. But 
there is one hope for the Russian people and for the rest of 
us. Soviet policy has taken some sharp turns in the past, 
and it probably will turn again. Meanwhile, the Kremlin’s 
latest action seems a perfect example of “the defensive 
mental attitude”-^an action bom of fear, desperation, and 
uncertainty.

The Expert Was Stumped.
The Senate committee investigating grain speculation 

is reported to be chagrined that an employe of Congress 
turned up among the speculators. The employe, Dr. John 
K. Rose, was adviser on world grain needs to the House 
Committee on Foreign Aid,

We wonder if the House committee also may not be a 
little cha^ined to find that their grain “expert” lost $1,744 
by guessing wrong in the grain market last year.

Harrison wrote Maverick after 
he learned, he said, that the flag 
which was raised by American 
troops in Africa, Rome and Tokyo 
was being kept at the Pentagon.

TIm Virginian’s only eonfment 
In releasing the letters was:

“If I  had anything—Inanimate 
or alive and growing—which I 
wanted certainly to get lost. I 
would put that thing in the 
Pentagon."

Maverick wrote the President:
"It iM now reported that some 

officer has it (the flag) In his

desk in the Pentagon Building; 
that the higher officers hsve no 
knowledge of it; thst it is not 
being properly preserved.

"Further, it is reported thst It 
Is not receiving proper care and 
will likely be lost again."
Texan Outraged

In his letter to Hsrrlaon, Mav­
erick said, "I have been outraged 
over the way this flag has been 
handled ever since it was re­
turned to the United States after 
Tokyo.*’

He recommended to the Presi­
dent that tha ceremony of return­
ing the flag be carried out in a 
"suitable” manner and that “some 
chairman be appointed to do 
this.”

Concerning appointment of a 
chairman he said that “one con­
gressman, the Hon. Burr P. Har­
rison of Virginia“ la familiar with 
the situation.
