WASHINGTON — The coal 
industry Saturday asked federal 
court help In the pension quarrel 
tha t has caused a nationwide mine 
shutdown.

I t asked the court to appoint an 
umpire in the stalemate over a way 
to pay miners' pensions from a 
$30.000,000 health and retirem ent 
fund.

John Lb L«wls shaggy-browed 
chief of the United Mine Workers 
Union, and Sara Van Horn, trus­
tee of the fund for the mine own­
ers, have been unable to ag^ee on 
any pension payment method.

The miners walked out last Mon­
day. By now many steel and other 
coal-fueled plants have had to 
shut dosm or curtail activities. The 
government has reduced rail pas­
senger service and banned coal 
exports to consèrve dwindling coal 
stocks.

Earlier Saturday Lewis reluct­
antly accepted a  govermnent. in­
vitation to meet sdth coal opera­
tors M<mday. But in accepting the 
Md of Cyrus 8. Chlng,^ federal 
mediation director, Lewis said 
blimUy:

"It is preposterous to assumf

The peace treaty prdvided th at 
Yugoslavia and toe Uiiited States 
and Britain each should have 5.000 
troops In Trieste. The territory was 
divided into two zones and toe 
Yugoslavs occupied toe southern 
zone by themselves while the Unit­
ed States and Britain settled down 
In the northern territory.

Saturday's announcement accused 
to e . Yugoslavs in effect of violat­
ing toe arrangement.

The joint announcement of the 
Western Powers dedared they would 
submit to the Seciirity douncll ar-«, 
rangements for ending tiae free ter­
ritory plan and give Triest entto^y 
over to Italy. "

Officials said the only way for 
this action to become legal would 
be for the great powers all to agree 
upon it and then get other nations 
which signed toe Italian peace 
treaty to adhere to the revision.

The move of the Western nations 
m’esented the Russians with very 
little choloc. If they support the 
Western Powers, they wil) in effect 
be kicking their Yugoslav satellite 
tn the face.

But if Russia sides with Yugoslav- 
a . th a t will be a  slap in the face 
for tim Itaban OommunMs.

were warned the situation might become more acute than 
last Summer. ^

Work will s ta rt immediately on the project and every- 
thfeg possible will be done to expedite the' program. Peak 
w ater demands usually are not reached before July, and 
if the new system is in service by tha t time, critical wa­
te r  situation may be averted.

Some good and fast work has-been done by city of­
ficials and others interested in the program and citixens 
are  grataful.

Midland Chamber of Commerce directors, in an all- 

out effort to prevent a Summer w ater shortage, had 
launched a program to obtain pipe fromr oil companies for 
á tem porary line to the new Wadley trac t north of the city. 
Plans for the temporary line now may be dropped, with a 
tremendous financial saving to all concerned. City, Cham­
ber of Commerce and oil company officials have cooper-^ 
ated to the fullest extent in the program to bring more 
Water into the city before Summer. It is something in 
which'every organization, firm and citizen is iftterested.

As.pointed out previously, plenty of w ster to meet the 
city's needs for a number of years is available a t the Clov- 
erdale, Rosedale and Wadley tracts, and the improved 
system can bring sufficient w ater into the city to meet 
peak demands. Midland is fortunate indeed to have a 
boantiful supply of water close a t hand— an essential fac­
to r in.the building of a city.

A scientific study of the water possibilities a t the new 
W adley trac t is nearing completion, and the results soon 
will be available. Wells will be drilled and conditioned 
a t the best possible locations, and p lan s’are to purchase 
and ihstall pumps before the new lin t is readied. A gath­
ering system and storage tanks also will be installed.

The city plans to do its own ditching work which also
will save time and money.• • •

It is encouraging to note that, when the new line is 
completed. Midland will be s ^ e d  with water from two 
directions. North and Southeast, eliminating the danger 
of a complete shutdown of the water system should a 
break occur in either line. Midla/id’s w ater picture is con­
siderably brighter in several respects.
N .Additional water from two new wells a t the Rosedale 
traei also will bolster the Summer water supply. The 
wells are capable of producing between 500 and 600 gal­
lons of w ater a minute without a drawdown, adding con­
siderable water to the supply coming into the city from 
the Southeast.

Midland is taking steps to overcome its w ater prob­
lem, and the picture'already is brighter in several respects.

WASHINOTON—(AV-Most Tex­

ans probably kxMW that the Rlo 
Grande Valley Is a highly develop­
ed area with a relatively eono«i- 
trated population . . . but that 
doesn’t  show up In census flgurea

Big Industrial firms and enter­
prises in other states study census 
data whep they go to picking a 
place to locate branch offices and 
plants or to do buslnsss.

That’s what Is worrying civic 
and business leaders In Browns­
ville, McAllen, Harlingen and other 
communities up and down the 
fertile vallpy a t the bottom of 
Texas.

The difficulty arises by virtue of 
the feet that there are numerous 
towns cloee to each other and 
with close business relationship, 
but which are located in four dif­
ferent counties—Cameron, Hidalgo, 
Starr, ax>d Willacy.
I The valley is 30 miles wid< 110 
[miles long, has 32 cities and towns 
‘and a total population of 254,000.

An appeal was made to J. C. 
Capt, director of the U. S. Census 
Bureau, to 'clasalfy the valley as a 
“inetropolitan area" and issue dsta 
showing the over-all population 
and bualneas. activity In that sec­
tion.
IseUted Unit

O. M. Longnecker, Jr., manager 
of the Brownsville Chamber of 
Commerce, wrote Capt as follows;

"This section of Texas Is an i  
isolated geographic and economic 
unit of the state.

"From every viewpoint Its econ­
omy Is not closely related to the 
reat of the state and because of Its 
Isolation it has dfveloped along 
area Unes rather than along the 
conventional distinct town or 
county differentiation as in other 
sections of the state and coun­
try. XXX.

"Sin<^ the lower Rio Grande 
Valley acts and thinks ss a metro­
politan area It is only logical that 
If statistics should be presented 
on a aimllar basis, x x x.”

The Census Bureau chief ob­
served in a letterl that he person­
ally could understand the problem 
but that it was not one he could 
act on without mtieh study.

The only quick deoiskjin he could 
make, Capt continued, wotUd be to 
turn down the request of the Tex­
ans because the valley comprised 
parts of four counties. After not­
ing that the request was without 
precedent and had to be carefully 
considered, he added:

"On the riasis of his study we 
hope to determine how many areas 
would have a claim as valid as 
that pf the flour Texas counties 
under conslderetion and then to 
decide whether any objective 
standards could be set up for dif­
ferentiation among the varitus 
riaitna for setting up jiew metro­
politan areas.”

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Arabs Talk Of Victory, 
Jews Speak Of Hard 
Campaign To Get State

JERUSALEM —(AV- The Arabs 
talk of victory In Palestine in -a 
dngle, overwhelming onslaught. The 
Jews speak of a long-drawn, hard 
campaign to win the state the Unit­
ed Nations mapped.

But what they really mean Is that 
the Araba hope to win eventually 
by ceaseless guerrilla tactics which 
vK>uld block the Jewish state from 
ever coming Into actual being—and 
the Jews hope to clinch victory in 
quick, decisive blows.

In weighing the chances both sid­
es admit two common factors:

(1) That the full scale fight can­
not begin until the British pull out, 
presumably May 15; and (2) that 
developments yet unforeseen prob- 
ablly will keep the withdrawal from 
being clear-cut. leaving the British 
army a still-unknown influence up­
on the outcome.

Several other conclusiona seem 
warranted by tbe facts:
Arab

(1) When the fighting ends It 
probably will not be upon the fron­
tiers mapped at Lake Success—the 
Jewish state either will take In vir­
tually all Palestine or only a  thin 
coastal enclave from Tel Aviv to 
Haifa.

(2> Neither side ahtldpates that 
an international U. N. enforewnent 
army ever will be sent here.

(3) There still Is room to believe 
that a solution by compromise may 
be found, after some fighting and 
bloodshed, although a t this moment 
neither side Is willing to discuss 
terms short of total victory.

The Arab plan of campaign Is;
(1) To wipe out tbe several score 

of strong Jewish settlements in the 
mixed Arab-Jew rich farmland 
country aroimd the Sea of OalUee 
by attacks from three sides—across 
the Syrian border from the North, 
across the Trans-Jordan frontier 
from the East, and up from the 
South fnom the Nablus-Tulkarm- 
Jenin triangle already under com­
plete Arab control.

(8) To seal off the Jewish settle­
ments of tbe South by cutting and 
standing astride the only two roads 
of communication, one through 
Oaza and the otbw  through Beer* 
■hebe.

(3) To split the Jewish state a$ 
its center and thin weak point, 
along the plain ci Sharon near Na-

At its successful utmost, this jdan 
of tactics would reduce the Jewish 
state to wedgfllks coastal endaves 
around Tel Aviv and with
perhaps one endangered road qf 
coastal contact.

FORT DAVIS—<)!>>—’The travel bar­
gain of the day in ’Texas Is a 900,- 
000,000-mUe journey by eye to the 
spectaftUar planet Saturn.

The look, via McDonald Obser­
vatory’s 82-lnch telescope. Is free. 
AU you have to do Is make advance 
arrangements to visit the observa­
tory the last Wednesday of any 
month between 8; 30 and 10 p. m. 
You write the observatory at Fort 
Davis, enclosing a stamped, self- 
addressed envelope, for^a return 
admission card.

Saturn, stole t^e show a t the re­
cent Mars party staged by the ob­
servatory. ’There was^a good deal 
of talk about recent-progress In the 
study of whether or not there is 
some form of life on Mars, but most 
of the looking was at Saturn and its 
glowing ring system.

First we saw the planet high In 
the eastern sky through the 18-foot 
slit In the observatory’s dome. To

the unaided eye. It was just another 
falrly-brlfht "star."
Smooth Operation

Then Dr. Gerard P. lUuper began 
to bring the telescope’s'fuU  Ught- 
gathertng power to bear upon Sat­
urn. This power Is about 150,0(X} 
times greater than that of the av­
erage eye. I t is directed entirely by 
push-button mnd it took the Mc­
Donald director and an assistant 
less than five mlnutee to complete 
the job. Electric motors swung the 
telescope's ^ ^ - w e b  tube. The 
railed obsei^Mon platform was 
lowered flush^M D the floor under 
the dome. The foeiu was sharp­
ened.

This was 80 tons of glass and 
metal and an incalculable portion 
of know-how in a smooth operation 
to bridge nearly a billion miles of 
space.

It pulled Saturn In so that it 
swung in the center of the eye­
piece, bright and round as a new 
dime against a tiny black patch of 
universe. The siuroundlng egg- 
shaped rings tilted to the foreground 
and gave the Saturn set-up a rak­
ish touch. ‘
PnUed "Wlthta Reach*

Likewise, through McDonald’s big 
eye, Mara and the moon were puljed 
down until they seemed almost 
within reach. *Ihe moon loomed 
so large th a t It far over-flowed the 
eye piece, and Mars seemed nearly 
too close for comfort. Its polar cap 
was easy to see as well as Its mot­
tled green and brown surface. If 
3TOU really want a cloae-up, go to 
McDonald In 1966 when Mars edges 
in to the 30,000,000-mlle point. On 
February 18, It was 63,000,000 miles 
away.

Casual, direct star-gaslng is not 
the real work of McDonald Obser­
vatory. I t is a research Institution 
operated jointly by the University 
of Chicago and the University of 
Texas. The plant la owned by the 
Tezaa achooL staffed by the Uni­
versity^of Chicago. Most of the ob­
servation is by photography. This 
accurately revmds the chemical com- 
poaltlon, the motions, temperatures 
and preasuraa of the planets and 
stars.

Dr. Paul Joac, resident astrono­
mer. says almost any intelligent per­
son wlth^ a flair for mechanics can 
learn to ' operate the observatory's 
telescope and appliances. In ter­
preting the results of the observa­
tions la another m atter and that’s 
what makaa an astronomer.

Saturn la p re itj but its atmos­
phere la poison.

A glance through a telescope 
■hows the beauty but the fatal met- 
hana and ammonia could not have 
been, dlaoovered without additional 
aids. Recent developments In elec­
tronics. says Doctor Kluper, make 
possible noV things which were 
once "undreamed td" In astronomy.

The astronomera are not only 
seeking to describe nature, but to 
explain it.

Sixàeiy Helps 
Russicui DP's 
Reach America

H m threadbare young RoMlan 
etood before the detf In the Tol- 
Btoy Foundation In Mew York, rix 
mootha after he flret reached there 
from a dlipiaoed pereone camp tn 
Italy. He wae one of mUUone of 
Sovlete who had been eetaed as 
prisonari of war or farced labor 
and who naitbar wanted to nor 
dared go back home. Ha was one 
of aevaral hundred whom the Tol­
stoy Foundation has helped to 
reach tha United Statei.

On that first day In the Founda- 
tkm office his face had shone with 
happiness. Today tears courted 
alowly down hU face; h li rough 
hands knotted beneath hla ikhupy 
sleeves.

"They wouldn't let me Into the 
American army, because of my 
cyee," he was saying In swift Rus­
sian.

He spoke to Alexandra Tolstoy, 
tall gray-halred hard - working 
president of the Tolstoy Founda­
tion and youngest daughter of 
the famous Ruaalan xwvellst and 
tM ral philoaopher. She founded 
the Foundation In N^w York In 
1938 after ahe left the USSR and 
became an American cltlaen. Its 
first aim was to balp tha White 
Russians who fled their homeland 
after the Russian Revolution. 
Since World War n  Its aid has 
been directed toward the Russian 
displaced persons.

"By the Yalta Agreement these 
men had to be returned to Rus­
sia." Mias Tolstoy said recently. 
"Rather than go back, many com­
mit suicide. Others change their 
nationality and go Into .hiding.

"The Tolstoy Foundation has 
helped a number of these Russian 
D. P s reach America. Those who 
do must come in under an af­
fidavit given by some American 
citizen or organization guarantee- 
,ing their support for five years. In 
'ease they fail to get job^ Much 
of this work we do In cooperatlen 
with the Church World Service. 
We run Reed Farm near Nyack, 
N. Y„ where 65 to 125 can live 
until they learn English and ori­
ent themselves in the United 
States. We also send food and 

i used clothing abroad.”
Miss Tolstoy pushed back the 

papers on a crowded desk and 
went on:

“There are hundreds of thou­
sands of Russians still In D. P. 
camps in Europe and many write 
me they live In unspeakable con 
dltions—unheated barracks, in 
adequate food. Instead ' of being 
allowed to sit there In festering 
misery ‘and anger, I feel they 
should be used In some of the 
world’s work, when there is so 
much to be done. There are pub­
lic works projects In many coun­
tries on which they could be used. 
And because of their strong feel­
ing against Communism a n d  
Nazism they could constitute a 
terrific force for democracy.

"Cne Russian D. P. who escaped 
borrowed five thousand dollars 
from friends and settled 700 more 
D. Px on a project of surveying 
land In French Morocco for Irriga­
tion. They are self-supporting now 
and he has repaid pari of the five 
thousand.” ^

Miss Tolstoy, who served as her 
father’s secretary and accompa­
nied him when he left his family, 
worked with the Soviets a while 
a(ter his death. Under the USSR 
she organized a set of experi­
mental schools In Tula.

"But they put such tight re­
strictions on me I couldn’t  go on,” 
she jwkl. "If I had objected I 
would have been sent to Siberia. 
So I asked to be sent to Japan 
and America to study the educa­
tional methods of those oountrlee 
and I never went back."

New Ouldoor Gear Forecasis 
Summer Fun For Sporls-Ninded

NSW YORK —(NBA)— More 
Summer fun for the sportsminded 
family Is forecast by the stream­
lined, space-saving and light­
weight designs of new outdoor 
e q u ip n ^ t.

Innovations Introduced at the 
recent National Sportsmen’s Show 
at Grand Central Palace ranged 
from a two-passenger, motorized 
scooter to five-pound nylon tents 
which can be set up without poles 
or ropes.

Ax auxiliary transportation to 
the family car, the scooter with 
its low-slung, red and black tubu­
lar steel frame and chrome trim­
mings boasts eye appeal as well 
as sturdy construction. T h e  
diminutive vehicle has a roomy 
rear storage compartment for 
bundles. It will zip along at 
speeds up to 45 miles an hour 
and a gallon of g u  Is good for 70 
miles.

Boon for the sportsman who 
totes a tent on his fishing expedi­
tion is a n^lon shelter that can be 
made ready for occupancy In 
three minutes. A Jointed rod 
frame eliminates the need for 
stakes, g\iy ropes and Inside poles. 
The frame’s rods are threaded 
through loops along tent seams, 
fitted together and anchored in a 
wooden socket at the top of the 
tent. 'Tapes tie tent top to frame. 
An inner door which zips shut 
and a sewed-in floor protect the 
camper from Insects.

An outboard motor saves space 
by carrying Its own repair tools. 
A screwdriver fits in the handle; 
a wrench, extra shear pins and 
cotter pins are hung behind the 
side panel. A fuel gauge on the j 
front warns the boater when the I 
gas supply lx ruAning low. More | 
news Is the patented propeller | 
design which prevents weeds from i 
snarling up in the blades.

Tackling the problem of trans­
porting a boat from home to wa­
ter is a two-in-ooe combination 
boat and trailer. The two-sec­
tioned pljrwood boat is hinged in 
the middle so that it can be folded 
in half. A detachable trailer 
wheel and bumper hitch support 
the unit for the trip. ’The sec­

tions can be launched as two boats 
seven feet long or joined together 
to make one 14 feet long—big 
enough for six people.

Making a bid, for fishing tackle 
boxes Is a magnetic fly box. This 
pocket-size aluminum case Is 
equipped with five smtdl magnets 
which anchor dry flies without 
crushing hackle or wings.
