Is Latest Advice Of Educators

Don’t  worry too much about your 
diild’s IQ ., He may be a mental
glant'ooe day and turn out to be a 
normal, or even a suboormal diild, 
a week later.

It depends upon emotional fac­
tors, the kind of test taken, who 
gives the test and who tn t^ re ts  
the results, says Sister Mary Corde 
liorang’ ^

Sister Mary Corde of the faculty 
of MaryknoU Teachers College, Os­
sining, N. T . asks In an article 
written for^ The Catholic School 
Journal:

**What good U an IQ r” Her an­
swer: ”Not much good!”

An IQ, short for Intelligence Quo­
tient, is based on a series of mental 
teets and-is supposed to show how 
Intelligent^ riilld it.

But, says Sister Mary Corde, un- 
leca the examinetiens are oi the 
best, the tests given by qualified 
personnel, and the results Inter­
preted by expetiBDctd teachers. ”it 
is easy to *eee 'what gtava injustice 
egn be done to children.*'
IQs Vary

I t Is common knowledge, she says, 
“th at obtained IQs vary from day 
to day end from year to year. . . . 
Case hlstoriee show that chlklcm'i 
obtained IQs may vary as much as 
39 points due to smotlotxal factors.”

In School X. points out Sister 
Mary Corde, every child had beeq 
given a group mental test. It was

What she didn’t know w u that 
Johnny’s subnormal score was due 
to the fact that he was upset be­
cause his mother had not been home 
to get his breakfast.

”I have krx>wn a child to score an 
IQ of 78 due to retarded reading 
and to raise it *iO 97 after six 
•Lonths’ remedial Instructions,” says 
Sister Mary Corde.

However, she concluded. ”we must 
not lose faith completely In our In­
telligence scales. Fallible as they 
are, they are all we have.”
Many Nsi Undentood

A child may be ”gifted” and yet 
not be a high IQ. As used by the 
U. 8 . Office of Education, a ”gifted 
child* ’may be one with exception­
ally high intellectual capacity or 
one who is markedly superior In 
some specific direction—as Ip arf, 
music, mechanics or social leader­
ship. Tet, says the American Asso­
ciation for Gifted Children, there 
a n  all-too-numenms cases of gifted 
children wboee capabilities a n  not 
understood and who become anti­
social or even mlsuae theb* talents.

Conceited pannts a n  perhape the 
greatest danger to the gifted diild, 
say Rhea K. Boardman and Ger­
trude H ildnth In the magaxlne Uq- 
derstandlng the Child.

Such pannts ”forget all aboPt a 
child’s right to be a child and pro­
ceed Instead to the intensive arti­
ficial cultivation of the child’s gifts. 
. . . Too often the giffod child is 
treated Uke a m lnlatun adult; he 
is rushed Into scholastic long pants' 
as soon as possible. . . . Theee p v - 
ents a n  disappointed later when 
the child Iqses interest in'develop­
ing his talent and fails to live up 
to the expectations for him.”

More Inflation
Prices are zooming again. The ‘brief halt in this 

Spring's-upward spiral was too good to be true. We’re 
off for sonm more inflation.

Food ^ c e s  are getting back to their all-time high of 
last Winter. Clothing is up, fuel is up, some rents are yp, 
electrical gadgets are up, automobiles are up. Building 
materials, building labor and the overall cost of construc­
tion are climbing. »

The third round of wages faltered temporarily, but as 
prices ,stiffened and began climbing employers found it 
hard to resist union demands, though it seems clear that 
the pay boosts will be reflected in more price boosts which 
will call for a fourth round of wage demands. And so on 
ad infinitum, which is how a Latin now might say “until 
something busts.”

•  *  •

Closing one eye>it is easy to see tha t workers ought to 
rescue the nation from inflation by passing up raises so 
as not to push up prices any higher. Obviously industry 
can’t  go on absorbing pay boosts forever. Closing the 
other eye it is easy to see tha t business ought to absorb 
rising costs for the good of the coun ty . Obviously workers 
can’t  be expected to bA satisfied with present pay scales 
when the cost of living goes up. Being realistic, it is safe 
to predict that workers will do their best to maintain their 
b u^ng  power, and capital will do its best to make a bit of 
profit above cosk, see-saw will keep going until one 
of two things happens.

The balloon may burst with a loud pop, and then we 
would have another depression. Or production may, 
eventually, satisfy the huge remaining demand for con­
sumer goods. Then the curve ought to flatten out a t some 
level of inflation yet to be determined.

Meanwhile our already too small supply of many 
items is called on to provide for the European* Relief Pro­
gram. Our contribution to the ERP is not dollars. It is 
goods«. I t  is 20 per cent ef our cotton; close to five per cent 
of oor coal, more than  naif of oae p n e e n r  of our steel. 
Aight.per cent of our farm  machinery, ^ r e e  per cent of 
our trucks, more heavy electrical equipment than we cAn 
spare.

0 0 0t ^
The fundamental long-range reason prices are too 

high, and rising again, is because as a people we have 
more money to spend than our store-keepers have goods 
to sell. Take more off the store shelves, and the tendency 
will be for prices to rise yet higher.

This is no argument against £RP. The fate of the 
world and of dur country depends upon the success of ERP.

It is an* argument for making ERP work, l ^ t  as a 
relief program, though we want to give relief, but as a 
recovery program. The best thing ERP could do would be 
to make Europe self-sufficient, to the extent tha t she had 
something to sell us for e v e ^ h in g  we sell her.

We are paying billions in taxes to finance ERP. That 
is something to gripe 'abou tv ts income tax installments 
come due. But the big price we may pay is in added in­
flation. For that, it is utterly essential that we get ourj 
money’s worth in a sound, self-supporting, democratic 
Western Europe that will stand with us against all forms 
of authoritarianism including the Bolshevik.

A scientist eonteifds tha t talking to one’s self is no 
sign of instanity.' That should make most of us feel better 
these days.

One 10- 
nonth-<rid tomcat weighs 10 
pounds, and has a thick eoat of

The cats are being studied by Dr. 
Willard A  • KrMil, assistant pro- 
fsssor of nutrition, and' Isaac D. 
Writ.' rOMareh" assistant of the 
department, of physiological riMCn- 
istry at Tals School of Medictoe. 
The next qxiestion Is whether the 
cats raised in the laboratory on 
artificial food can propagate tbem- 
rives.
