at the regular meeting of the

Rotary Club Thursday noon

in the Crystal Ballroom of Hotel Scharbauer, President
James. T. Smith said Tuesday.

Members of other service and civic clubs are invited
to attend the session, which was arranged by John J. Red-
fern, Jr., chairman of the city’s Zoning Commission.

It will be the initial show-*
ing and explanation of the
Master Plan on which Koch
has been working more than
a year. The zoning angle of
the proposed plan, which soon will
be submitted to the  City Council
for action, will be explained in de-
tail, and questions will be answered.
The project is termed one of the
most important and far-reaching
ever to face Midland and its citi-
zens

Redfern said a series of public
hearings on the Master Plan will
be held later this month.

Koch is a member of the firm of
Koch and Fowler, consulting munici-
pal engineers of Dallas, which was
engaged by the city to prepare and
submit a Master Plan for Mid-
land.

Advantages Of Plan

The firm has developed Master
Plans and szoning ordinances for
Austin, Tyler, Sweetwater, Amarillo,
McKinney, Lubbock, Jacksonville,
Lufkin, Orange, Harlingen and
other Texas cities.

In his talk here Thursday, Koch
will point out the practical advant-
ages of having a city plan and will
explain how zoning operates to pro-
tect the citizens’ property from the
intrusion of adverse uses, which
might tend to lower the value and
make more undesirable the city's
property for the uses it is best
suited.

In-
dications were that there may be
more coming back for a second
oxygen treatment and cthers may
be feeling the effects for the first
time

Schools Closed Indefinitely

“Practically every doctor in
town” answered the emergency call
that was broadcast immediately,
The McAllen Monitor reported.

Officials closed all seven McAllen
schools for an indefinite period
while tests are made to determine
the cause of the escaping gas or
gas fumes.

Fire Chief Alred Myers, Supt. T.
E. McCollum and Principal Vic-
tor Fields said they believed gas
was not burning properly in the
heaters and caused monoxide gas
to be formed.

“We stil’ do not know what caus-
e1 the illness,” said Myers, “except
that it was gas. We are assuming
it was monoxide. Schools will not
be allowed to open until the mat-
ter is settled.”

According to the petition, the
proposed election would decide
whether or not ad valorem taxes
shall be levied for the purpose of
paying interest and retiring the
bonds.

By Administration

WASHINGTON —(#— The Tru-
man Admimsctration Thursday
threw its influence against moves
in Congress for pensions for all
veterans.

Veterans Administrator Carl R.
Gray, Jr., told the House Veterans
Affairs Committee the proposal
“could not be considered in accord
with the program of the President.”

The committee is studying legis-
lation, backed by several veterans
organizations, which would give all
veterans of World Wars I and II
a pension of $60 a month at age 60
and of $90 a‘ age 65. There would
be additional payments in event
the veteran had any disability,
whether or not the disability was
due to service with the armed for-
ces.
Gray said the plan would cost
nearly $2,000,000,000 its first year

Work To Be Done

The House Un-American Activities Committee, whig:h
‘ recently seemed doomed to extinction, will cont.in_ue on its
way with nothing more drastic than a face-llftmg. Its
‘Democratic membership will now be made up entl_rely of
lawyers. And it will get along without the services of
Representatives Rankin of Missigsippi and Herbert of
Louisiana, who bolted to the States’ Righters last Fall.
This should satisfy a good many of the group’s numer-
ous critics. Some with leftish axes to grind will still insist
' that the ‘committee should be abolished. But if a new ap-
| proach goes with the new faces, it may be able to convince
he public that it has a useful purpose in spite of some
reprehensible practices. in t}le pas‘t.

Perhaps the committee’s investigation of the Whit-
taker Chambers case, under Republican leadership, helped
to gain it this new lease on life. If the investigation has
been nothing more than a red herring and a witch hunt, it
could have served as the crowning excuse for doing away
with the committee. Instead, it apparently inspired a
move to correct some weaknesses in our present laws and,
by inference, in their enforcement.

The Hiss-Chambers case seems to have suggested to
the attorney general a need for tighter laws to protect the
country’s security. Some of the requested legislation
clearly stems from the State Department spy inquiry.

In asking for these laws, Attorney General Clark may
be implying that his department should do the job of in-
vestigating as well as prosecution, and could do it with
stronger authority. Yet, in the Hiss-Chambers case, the
Justice Department passed over evidence that should not
have been ignored. It took the House committee to goad

the department into action.
*

In the last analysis the committee’s record in the
Chambers case looks good. There is hope now that its
general record may look better in the future. There have
been plenty of things wrong with its setup and procedure
in the past. One of them, perhaps, is its name.

“Un-American activities’ is a general term capable of
loose and biased definition. Under it, many persons have
been attacked for actions or beliefs which some commit-
tee member considered un-American, but whigh certainly
were not unlawful. But if the committee can now be com-
posed of men who abide by the spirit and letter of legal
procedure, this need not be repeated.

Theoretically, both congressional committees and
cabinet departments operate above the level of politics.
But the committees have closer bi-partisan representation,
and their operation is more public. Such a committee, in-
vestigating suspected sedition with justice and reason, and
working with and not against the Justice Department, can
perform a genuine public service.

“Iv is unfortunate that the State
of Texas, which produces almost
half of the nation’s requirements of
crude oil. should have devoted so
many years to enforcing proration
to market demand instead of en-
forcing conservation from the start.

There’s something new in basket-
ball. It's clean and fast and can be
played indoors or outdoors. The
name is “Goal-Hi,” and the inven-
tor is F. C. Allen, the shrewd bas-
ketball mentor at the University of
Kansas.

Goal-Hi has a goal of regulation
size which is mounted on a tripod
metal pedestal instead of hanging
on a back-board. The goal is an
open target from anywhere on the
playing field.

Since the bottom of the basket is
closed by a metal cone, the ball is
immediately deflected out into the
court after each goal is scored—thus
making the game continuous.
Three circles of different circum-
ference are drawn around the ped-
estal at its base. The first circle is
six feet in diameter. Everything
within this area is foul territory.
Any player who steps inside this
circle draws a penalty.

The second circle has a 15-foot
radius. All territory between this
line and the smaller circle is “free-
throw” area and is in play at all
times. After a foul has been com-
mitted, the shooter may take nis
free shot from any spot on the sec-
ond circle. The third circle is 50
feet in diameter and encompasses
the space which compares to that
between the free-throw lines on a
regulation court.

The game is played in quarters of
seven and one-half minutes. The
first two quarters are played ac-
cording to regulation basketball
rules, while the last two are played
under a new system which banishes
to a penalty box for one minute
any player who commits a foul.
The game is very fast and makes
completely ineffective the so-called
“zone” defense. It is claimed that
Goal - Hi requires a better basic
knowledge of basketball fundamen-

tals.
