Timmons called it “an attempt to
recodify and revise the 11 restrictive,
overlapping labor laws enacted in
Texas since 1941 and to incorporate
th - parts which have not been de-
clared unconstitutional in a single,
unified, workable statute providing
equal protection for management,
labor and the public.”

Introduction of this measure will
give the 51st session another tough

It is already up to its neck in
trouble with the Gilmer-Aikin Pub-
lic School Bills.

L. A. Woods passed the Sen-
ate after the session’s first filibuster,
and went to the House.

Debate was set in the Senate for
Tuesday on the second school bill—
the Minimum Foundation Act by
Ottis Lock of Lufkin—and oppo-
nents have served notice of another
stiff fight. Right now it doesn’t
appear that another filibuster will
be used.

Test For Prison Bill

House backers of the Gilmer-
Aikin proposals have not shown dis-
position to hurry in bringing them
, for hearing or debate there, in-
& dicating they may want the contro-
versy to cool a little before they
start their drive.

The Prison Rehabilitation Plan—
calling first for an appropriation »f
more than $4,000,000—meets its first
floor test in the Senate Monday.

Governor Jester gave the Legis-
lature what will probably be its
hardest problem—what to do about
spending and taxation—in his bud-
get message Thursday at the close
of the Legislature’s busiest week so
far this session.

Legislator Seeks
More Building Funds
For State Colleges

AUSTIN—® — Rep. James L.
Norton Jr., of Nacogdoches Satur-
day proposed that 40 million dol-
lars of the permanent University
fund be used by 17 state-supported

public hearing.

The amendment would allow Tex-
as State College for Negroes to
share in the funds.

Norton said he did not think the
University Permanent Fund should
be rdserved for exclusive use of the
University of Texas and Texas
A&M.

Observing that the Congress of
the Republic of Texas appropriated
221,400 acres in 1839 for establish-
ment of a general system of edu-
cation and that this land was trans-
ferred in 1858 to the University of
Texas by the act which created the
school, Norton said:

“The University was the only
state-owned college at the time, so
naturally all the land was given
that school. If thereé had been oth-
er state colleges, the Jegislature ob-
viously would have divided that
land for establishment of a general
system of education.”

“I don't think our forefathers
meant that only one school should
benefit,” he continued. “They
wanted Texas people to be able to
get a good.education whether they
wetit to school in Austin, Lubbock,
Nacogdoches, ‘or any place else in
the state.”

Situation Cemplieated
Certain executives of the U. §,
Armed Porces are currently press-
for the government to acquire
full title and use of the entire Tula-
rosa Basin and possibly some other
regions adjoining it, for use as a
testing and proving ground for cer-
tain types of war munitions.
Many persons who are acquaint-
with information now

the government take over the Tula-
rosa country are working on an
extremely shortsighted policy.

Othulcmnﬁ-hd
Those persons feel that there are

many other areas which do not hold
the oil and gas ylelding possibili-
ties that are indicated by the Tula-
rosa Basin, which could be used
for the munitions testing and prov-
ing program, to a better advantage
for the entire national defense ar-
rangement.

Principal towns in the Tularosa
Basin are Alamogordo in Otero
County and Carrizo in Lincoln
County.*

Back in the early 1920s the Hen-
ry L. Doheny interests drilled a
wildcat in section 33-13s-8e, to ap-
proximately 4,000 feet.

That development iz credited
with having encountered consider-
able gas and some slight oil stains.
It has been standing as an aban-
doned effort for many years.
Surveys Taken

During 1948 Stanolind Oil & Gas
Company did considerable seismo-
graph work in the Tularosa Basin.
Soon after the surveys were finish-
ed that company started acquiring
leases on both state and federal
owned lands, and also on privately
owned tracts.

Los Nietos Company. a Doheny
company, and some of its associates
also entered the leasing play as did
several independents, including L. C.
Link and J. A. (Jack) Matthews of
Midland, and E. H. Pipkin and
Lawrence Elliott, of Roswell, N. M.

The leasing was centered on
township 13 south, and has cover-
ed large areas in ranges 8, 9, 10
and 11, and some acreage in ad-
Joining ranges.

Stanolind is reported to have ac-
quired leases on mors than 34,000
acres of state owned land, in scat-
tered tracts.

Los Nietos Company. and individ-
uals associated with that concern,
are said to have acquired leases on
more than 190,000 acres of federal,
state and fee lands.

Cresby Interested

H. L. (Bing) Crosby, the radio
and moving picture star is credi-
ted with being associsted with Los
Nietos Company in the leasing play
that concern and its affiliates have
made in the Tularosa Basin. Cros-
by is said to have taken more than
15,000 acres of leases on federal
lands. -

Pipkin and Elliott are said to bave
leased more than 55,000 acres. be-
tween them. Exact division of the
acreage between the two operators
has not been learned.

Amount of the total acreage of
leases acquired in the Tularosa Ba-
sin by Link and Matthews of Mid-
land, is understood to be upwards
of 30,000 acres.

Operators who are interested in
the region think that by drilling
to around 6,000 feet the petroleum
producing possibilities of that reg-
ion can be determined.
Pennsylvanian May Preduce

The section which should pro-
duce in the region is the Pennsyl-
vanian limestone. The granite is
thought by some - geologists to be
rather regular throughout the ba-
sin at around 6,000 feet below the
surfsce.

It is expected by some observers
that a location for a wildcat test
somewhere in the Tularosa Basin
will be reported during the pext
few months.

Cotton Shipments

'Television Won't Destroy

The steady coaxial progress of television is going to
{cause some changes in the American way of life as we
have known it for the last 25 years. For one thing, it
threatens to restore to home and fireside an importance
they haven’t enjoyed since the horseless carriage put the
whole nation on the road. ‘

It also threatens the setup of the entertainment busi-
ness, particularly radio. The consensus of the prophets of
broadcasting seems to be that television is going to turn
upon and destroy the parent that bore it. _Performers,
producers and manufacturers have been warning that ra-

dio was doomed.

This may seem only mildly interesting to the average
citizen, unless he has developed an early allergy to tele-
vision. But it would cause quite a shakeup in the business
' and financial world. Radio manufacturing and broadcast-
ing investments run into huge figures.

Amidst predictions of gloom, a minority report by
' John W. Craig may be worth noting. Craig is general
manager of the Crosley division of Avco Ma_nufacturmg
Corporation. And he says his company is going to keep
right on making radios. It’s going to make television sets,
too. But he doesn’t think that the infant is going to do
away with the ancestor. ’

He lists some persuasive reasons for his stand. One
is that radio permits more mobility than television. Today
a housewife can pursue her domestic tasks at the same
time s soap opera heroine pursues her troubled career.
The housewife can believe that Portia is facing life without
having to sit down and watch Portia do it.

. . -

He likewise notes that eyes do tire after a long stretch

of video. This, he believes, is another point for radio.
“Have you ever heard of ‘ear strain’?” he asks. Maybe he
meant that as a rhetorical question, but he’s getting a di-
rect answer from us. Yes. However, we concede him his
point.
* For a clincher, Craig recalls such earlier jeremiads
as these: The telegraph would replace the postal system;
the telephone would do away with the telegraph; radio
communications would scrap the telephone. Automobiles
were going to doom railroads. So were airplanes. Sound
movies would kill the legitimate theater. Radio would
make phonographs obsolete. And so on.

Craig thinks that in 10 years the amount of radio lis-
tening time and the number of radios in our homes and
cars may be reduced by about half. But he thinks that
100 per cent television coverage of the country is many
years away. Radio will shrink, he believes, but not dis-
appear. We are inclined to agree. In fact, the new com-
petition may improve radio by forcing the broadcasters to
throw out a lot of deadwood and strive for better quality.

Wesiern European
Nations Begin To
See Betfer Days

PARIS —(#y— Marshall Plan aid
has begun to make Western Europe
feel its oats.

This was made clear at the meet-
ing of the Executive Committee of
the Organization for European Eco-
nomic Cooperation (OEEC). Unlike
the tired group that met in Paris
18 months ago to look longingly at
the promised Yankee dollars, the
meeting this week was hopeful and
almost gay.

There were good things to think
about. Communist strike threats had
lost most of their punch, rationing
was loosened up, prices were lower-
ing a little and Spring was in the
ajr.

By contrast, evidence came from
behind the iron curtain that East-
ern European nations would like to
see an easing of the restraints on
trade with them. Western Europe
has imposed no actual Dbarriers
against trade with the Soviet bloc
countries, but the United States has.
Virtaal Ban

Countries getting goods under the
recovery plan are asked not to ship
to Eastetrn Europe anything made
from such goods that might be
used militarily. That puts almost a
ban on machinery and things from
which machinery is made. All these
are much needed in Eastern Europe,
including Russia.

Several of the delegates brought
with them reports that indicated
why they thought better times were
coming. France has just over-sub-
scribed a 100,000,000,000-franc gov-
ernment reconstruction loan. Several
countries are benefitting from in-
creased production and lowered pric-
es In France, almost everything ex-
cept sugar and coffee is off the ra-
tion list. Britain recently eased
clothing rations.

From the American viewpoint
things looked better than perhaps
anytime since the war. Commun-
ist efforts to upset the economy of
Western countries had failed re-
peatedly for a year or more. A
strike call by Communist led-labor
unions in Rome fell flat Friday
night.

With all these relatively bright
signs for Western Europe, the dele-
gates to OEEC did not overlook the
fact that American money alone kept
them afloat.

“Without it,” said Premier Spaak,
“Buropiwould still be in chaos.”

George Washington’s
Home Made Fire-Safe

To lessen the danger of destruc-
tion by fire of George Washingtop's
home at Mount Vernon, the entire
structure was insulated with min-
eral wool several years ago on rec-
ommendation of the U. S. Bureau
of Standards. Burgau tests revealed
that fire start any room could
be confined there at least one hour
if the hollow spaces behind the
wood-lath and plaster ‘walls were
filled with this naturally fire-proof
insulation, and thus give firemen a
chance to put out the blaze be-
fore it could spread. The roof was
given the same protection from fire
which - might start from outside
sources.

Bishops Reserve
Decision On Lelfer

From Mindszenty

BUDAPEST, HUNGARY —(#)—
Usually - well informed sources sald
faturday Hungary’s Roman Catho-
lic Bishops have considered and re-
served decision on a letter from the

imprisoned Josef Cardinal Minds-
zenty urging “an agreement” with
the Communist-led government.

(The Vatican has declined to
negotiate church-state differences
with Hungary's government until
it frees Cardinal Mindssenty and
guarantees church freedom. An m-l
formed Vatican source, comment-
ing on the Budapest report, said
th Holy See stood upon that posi-
tion.)

Members of so-called “progres-
sive Catholic circles,” which have
not been 30 bitter in their opposi-
tion to government measures, told
of the purported development,

They said the Cardinal wrote the
letter after he was sentenced Feb-
ruary 8 to life imprisonment. They
said he urged the bishops “to come
to an agreement with the govern-
ment.” They said he added that he
would work in the interests of such
a compromise if he were among
them.

Appeal Pending

Cardinal Mindszenty's appeal
from a conviction on charges of
treason, espionage and black mar-
ket money dealings is still pending.

The Bench of Bishops made a
profound study of the letter at a
meeting in Budapest Friday, the
informants said, but left for their
church residences in the country
without making a statement or of-
fering any comment.

It was reported that some of the
bishops believe they cannot act
without Vatican authority. Others
were reported to have
Cardinal Mindszenty should write
directly to the Holy See. It was
understood the Cardinal will be in-
formed of these viewpoints,

(Before his arrest December 26,
Cardinal Mindszenty was a leader
in the opposition to various govern-
ment measures, including nationli-
zation of church schools and the
land law revisions under which large
estates were appropriated lor the
creation of small holdings.)
Attitude Changed

Cardinal Mindszenty, after 40
days under arrest, testified at his
trial that his attitude toward some
things had changed and offered to
retire for a time in the interests of
a reconciliation.

A delegation of the bishops con-
ferred with Premier Istavn Dobi
February 1, before the trial opened,
and an announcement was issued
that the Bench of Bishops “does
not take up any position in the case
of Josef Mindszenty and leaves it
to the discretion of the government.”

A distinguished Frenchman observes the end result of @
measure which began in pure benevolence—rent control

A dollar a month pays a wage-earner’s rent
in Paris; quarters adequate for a family of six
cost $2 (equivalent to 11 packages of the cheap-
est cigarettes). Middle-class apartments of three
or ‘our main rooms frequen.ly cost from $1.50 to
$2.50 per month. Important officials or executives
pay from $3.50 a month to $8 or $10 a month.

This may seem a desirable state of affairs,
but there are drawbacks. There are no vacant
lodgings; nor is anyone going to vacate, nor can
the owners expel anyone. Young couples must
live with in-laws. Practically no housing has been
built for the last 12 years.

The only opportunity to get quarters is to
watch for deaths. Tottering old people sunning
themselves in public gardens are shadowed back
to their flat by an eager young wife who strikes
a bargain with the concierge to be first in at the
death. Other apartment-chasers have an under-
standing with funeral parlors.

There are two ways of obtaining an apart-
ment- made available by death. Legally, if you

fulfill certain conditions which give you priority,

you may obtain an order of requisition, but usu-
ally you find that the same order for the same
apartment has been given to two or three other
applicants. The illegal methud is the surest—an
arrangement with the heir that some pieces of
your furniture be carried in immediately upon
death of the tenant. As soon as you are in, you
are the king of the castle.

Buying one’s way into an apartment will cost
anywhere from $500 to $1500 per room. Wage-
earners might as well give up hope of setting up
house; they have to stay with their families or
live in miserable hotels.

Paris has 84,000 buildings for habitation, al-
most 90 per cent of them built before World War
I. Even a very lenieut officialdom estimates that
16,000 are in such disrepair that they should be
pulled down. Nor are the others altogether satis-
factory; 82 per cent of Parisians have no bath,
more than half must go out of their lodgings to
find a lavatory and a fifth do not even have
running water. Little more ihan one in six of the
existing bufldings is pronounced in good: condi-
tion by the public inspectors.

Owners are not financially able to keep up
their buildings, let alone improve them. To take
an example of a very common situation, there is
a woman who owns three buildings containing
34 apartments, all inhabited by middle-class fam-
ilies. Her#net loss from the 34 apartments, after
taxes and repairs, is $80 per year. Not only must
her son take care of her, but he must also pey
out the $80. She cannot sell; there are no buyers.

When the owner tries to milk a little net in-
come from his pro y by cutting down the re-
pairs, Le runs great risks. One landlord postpon-
ed repairs on his roofs and ‘ain filtering into an

When the situation was reviewed in 1926,
retail prices had trebled, and it was plain that
lifting controls would bring huge rent increases.
The legislators shrank from this crisis and
cided to confirm the tenant’s right to stay in -
session but to raise rents slightly. A new owner- |
tenant relationship thus took shape. The own
was powerless efther to evict ti. tenant or to dis-
cuss the rent with him. The State took eare
the price which rose slowly, while regulation was
extended to bring in fats not previously regulate
ed. Only buildings put up since 1915 were left
unregulated, this to stimulate construction. ,

No systematic view inspired this policy. It
just grew from the fear of a sudden return to
liberty which seemed ever more dangerous as
prices stepped up. And, of course, if one must }
control the price of rent, one could not allow the
owner to dismiss tenants, because in that case
he might so easily have stipulated secretly with
the new tenants.

' As rent-control lawmaking continued — no
single subject has taken up so much of the time
and energy of Parliament—the real income from
bulldings crumbled from year to year. Then came
World War II. The return ‘o liberty which had
been devised for 1943 was, of course, abandoned,
and all rents were frozen, including those of re-
cent buildings which had till then escaped.

Since the Liberation, new laws have provided
for increases in rents, but r2tail prices increased
much more. To put it briefly, owners of new
bulldings (built since 1914) “ave been allowed, in
terms of real income, less than a tenth of what
they got before World War II. Owners of old
bulldings, that is, nine tenths of all buildings,
have been allowed In terms of real income either
12 per cent of what they got in 1939 or a little
less than seven per cent of what they got in 1914
—whichever is less.

If today & builder were to put up apartments,
they would have to rent for prices from ten to 13
times présent rent ceilings, in order to bresk
even. Thus, according to a report of the Econ-
omic Council, a wage-earner's apartment of three
small rooms and a kitchen now renting for $13
to $16 a year (!) would have to be rented for $166
to $200 a year. Obviously, construction will not
be undertaken.

Such is the spread between the legal and the
economic price of Jodgings that even the most
fervent 'advocates of freedom shudder at the
thought of its return; the thing, they say, has
gone too far and the right -+ dismiss tenants, if
restored, could not be executeu. The whole nation
of tenants would go on a sit down strike.

Hence the strange plans now being consid-
ered by the French Parliament which would con-
tinue the tenant’s right to retain his lodgings,
but would set g “fair rent,” part to come from
the tenant and the rest from a special subsidy—
an inflationary measure, Jf course, as are all
subsidies.

Not all this fair rent would go to the owner. ]

Less Severe

Except in Montana and North Da-
kota, the new storm had a less severe
effect than its parade of predeces-
sors on road opening operations in
the heavily drifted areas of the
Northern Plains.

DALLAS —(®— You've heard
those songs about bloom on the
sage. The travel ad pictures of cac-
tus are pretty, too, aren't they.
Enjoy them folks. They're cost-
ing you dough, whether you live in
the Bronx, Savannah, Chicago or
Amarillo.

Cedar and mesquite alone are
costing Texas ranchers $115,000,000
a year. Add the sage and cactus,
and the liveoak, spanish oak, red
oak, post oak, blue oak, cresote, tar-
bush, whitebush, blackbush, aga-
rita, catclaw, hog plum, persimmon,
huisache, ganjeno, brazil bush, soap-
bush, false willow, McCartney rose,
blackjack oak, retama and prickly
pear and the toll is terrific.
These plants are adding millions
annually to the nation’s food bill.
Wherever  they grow, they reduce
the number of cattle that can be
grazed. That means higher meat

Some experts estimate these nox-
fous plants are costing the ranchers
as ‘much as $300,000,000 a year in

.Texas alone. Almost a third of Tex-

as rangeland is infesjed with them.
The reason these plants are so
costly is that where they grow, grass
can’t. When these plants destroy
the grass, the soil washes away.
Soon the topsocil is gone and the
land is worthless.

A recent publication by the Tex-
as Agricultural Experiment Station
at College Station says that if on-
ly cedar and mesquite were eradi-
cated, Texas meat production would
increase 400,000,000 pounds annual-
ly

The authors, Vernon A. Young,
Frank R. Anderwald and Wayne G.
McCully, estimated these two plants
alone cost ranchers $115,000,000 ev-
ery year.

Members of the department of
range and forestry at A&M College,
the authors point to these facts’
Texas ranchers’ cattle graze 93,500,
000 acres of rangeland. Some 65,-
000,000 acres are infected by nox-
fous plants; 37,000,000 acres are
seriously affected.

Huge Ranches

In 1870 the U. S. Department of
Agriculture yearbook, speaking of
range opportunities in the South-
west, said: “Farmers upon land (in
other areas) costing $20 to $200 an
acrein climate requiring four or
five maonths of winter feeding, can-
not compete with stock raisers op-
erating under a sky that demands
no shelter and upon a soil yielding
perennial supplies of green food
where land is so cheap that a single
stock . farm includes a whole coun-

the seed of malignant plants, which

took hold in the damaged range-
lands.

These rob grasses of water, soil
food and sunlight. It's a vicious
cycle that finds grasses always the
losers.

Some ranchers claim that in
times of severe drouth, a few cat-
tle survive on mesquite beans and
cactus. Ranchers burn off the cac-
tus spines and cattle eat the plants.

Bah, answer the A&M experts.
If the mesquite and cactus weren’t
there, the grass would have the
water these plants stole. And cattle
would have two and a half times
more forage than they could get
from mesquite beans, cactus and
what little grass these plants allow
to grow.

The problem seems simple. Why
not just cut down the trees, bush-
es and plants?

Do that and you're in for more
trouble. The mesquite possesses a
root bud which has eyes like a po-
tato. Cut down a mesquite bush
and you may have 50 or more in
its place—a new plant growing
from each eye.

Cut down a cactus or prickly pear
and chop- it into pieces.- Wherever
a piece lands, . a new plant will
grow.

Burn the range and you may not
kill the plants. But you certainly
will kill the grass and will leave
the land open to more infestation.
Fighting Back

Texas range specialists are fight-
ing back ,but it's slow, rugged work.
They've developed power machinery
to dig out the root bud of the me-
squite. These plows are fairly ef-
fective. But there are about 55,000,-
000 acres infested with mesquite.
The equipment is expensive,

Chemistry is taking a hand. But
methods developed so far generally
require individual treatment for
each plant, a tremendous task. Ker-
osene, various other fuel oils, am-
monjum sulfamate, sodium chlo-
rate, several other chlorides and
chlorates, and some arsenic com-
pounds are effective but hard work
to apply.

The newest hope is the chemical
agents 2,4-d and 2,4,5-5. These com-
pounds are hormone-type sprays
which control growth. They don't
kill the root bud of a mesquite.
However, forestry and range ex-
perts believe they are the most fer-
tile field for research in sight. If
they can be developed so they will
prevent regrowth, then cheap, mass
applications will be profitable,

Our Catholic friends call us “Protestant” because we protest ‘against much of their teaching—
just as they protest against our teaching. In fact a recent series of Catholic articles have appear-
ed in the newspaper. Such publicity for their views and ours is entirely in accordance with our
American freedom of the press. It is wonderful to live in a country where friends and neighbors
of differing faiths may consider their differences with mutual respect.

This article is presented with the conviction that there are sincere, honest people in all churches.
But just as Paul was completely sincere while he was completely in error and persecuting Chris-
tians, so today good, honest people may be in religious error. We trust that each reader will ex-
amine the scriptures to see whether these things are so. The Bible is right!

Now, IS THE BIBLE CATHOLIC? The Bible teaches that—

Christ is the ONLY heed of the true church.
(See¢ Eph. 1:22-23, Col. 1:18»

Peter is never described in the Bible as be-
ing the head of the church. The “keys of
the kingdom” were given to him and the
power of binding and loosing was given to
him and to ALL the apostles. (See Matt.
16:18-19, and 18:18). This power was hever
delegated to any so-called “successors” of
the sposties. The foundation of the church
is Chrisf and ALL of the apostles, not Peter
alone. (Bee I Cor. 3:11 and Eph. 2:19-20).

Hence,
there wotld be need for no church councils,
synods, confersences, or centralized church
government.

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Christian worship is described in the New
Testament as being simple and heart-feit.
(See Acts 2:42, Col. 3:16-17). We are warmn-
ed not to depart from this simplicity. (Bee
II Cor. 11:3). We are warned against vari-
ous religious seasons and festivals. (See
Gal. 4:10-11). Such things as incense, robes,
holy water, infant .aptism, sprinkling,
candles, instrumental music, prayer-beads,
and bowing before images have not been
authorized by God for Christian worship.
These practices ave been introduced by
men without God’'s authority. Jesus said
that the teaching of men’'s doctrines makes
worship vain. (See Matt. 15-9).

Paul said he would rather speak five words
that could be understood, than to speak
10,000 words in a tongue that was not un-
derstood. Would he have conducted a serv-
fce in Latin before a congregation that
spoke English? (See I Cor. 14:19).

Jesus loved his mother Mary, but he taught
plainly that every obedient disciple was as
dear to him as his own mother. (See Matt.
12:46-50, Mark 3:31-35, Luke 8:19-21). Mary
was not set forth as one to be worshipped,
nor are we taught by ihe Bible to pray to
her, or to bow down before her or her image.
We are to worship God.

The sciptures foretell that some shall “de-
part from the faith -forbldding to marry,
and commandiLg to0 abstain from meats.”
Today, we are seeing s fulfillment of this
departure in churches that forbid their
leaders to marry, and command the ab-
su;l.x‘ung from meat on Friday. (See I Tim.
‘: ).

In regard to religious titles, Jesus said, “Call
no man father.” (See Matt. 33:0). He also
forbade his disciples to be called Rabbi or
Master. (See Matt. 23:8-12).

The use of religious titles is contrary to the
plain teachings o. the Bible. The great apos-
tle Paul was referred to simply as “brother
Paul.” (See II Peter 3:13).

Congregations of Christians are referred to as "‘churches of Christ’”’ in Romans 16:16. They exist
today, scriptural in name, organization, work and worship. |f we can persuade others to forsake
religious error and return to Bible ways, God will be pleased. In the language of Paul, “Am |
therefore become your enemy, because | tell you the truth?”

CERTIFICATE OF OCCUPANCY
AND COMPLIANCE

(1) No buildihg hereafter erected
or structurally altered shall be used,
oceupied or chahged in usé until
a certificate of occupancy and com-
pliance shall have been issued by
the building inspector stating that
the building of proposéd usé of a
building or premises complies with
the building laws and the provi-
sions of these regulations.

(2) Certificates of occupancy and
eompliance shall be applied for co-
incident with the application for
building permit and shall be issued
within ten (10) days after the erec-
tion or structural alteration of such
building shall have been completed
in conformity with the provisions
of these regulations. A record of
all certificates shall be kept on file
in the oftice of the Building In-
spector and copies shall be furnish-
ed on request to any person having
& propriety or tenancy interest in
the building affected.

(3) No permit for excavation for

applicatiol has been made for a
certificate of occupancy and c¢om-
pliance.

NON-CONFORMING USES

~ (1) Any use of property existing
in the same of the passage of this or-

| dinance that does not conform to the
| regulations preséribed in the pre-

ceding sections of this ordinance
shall be deemed & non-conforming
use.
(2) The lawful use of land exist-
ing at the time of the passage of
this ordinance, although such does
not conform to the provision here-
of, may be continued; but if such
non-conforming use is discontinu-
ed, any future use of said premises
shall be in conformity with the pro-
visions of this ordinance.

If a building occupied by a non-
conforming use is destroyed by fire
or the elements it may not be re-
constructed or rebuilt except to
conform with the provisions of this
ordinance.

(3) The lawful use of the build-
ing at the time of the passage of

this ordinance may be gontinued,
although guch doés not conform to
the. provisicnis hereof, and such tise
may bé efténded throughout the
building provided no structural al-
teration, except those required by
law or ordihance, are mdde therein
If no structural alterations are
made, a non-conforming use of the
building may be changed to an-
otheér non-¢onforming use of the
same or more restricted classifica-
tion; provided. however, that in
the event 4 non-cohf use
of a building is once cha to a
non-conforming usé of a higher or
more restricted classification, it
shall not later revert to the former
lower or less restricted ellssifica-
tion.

(4) The right of non<conforming
use to continue shall be subject to
such regulations as to maintenance
of the premises and conditions of
operation as may in the judgement
of the Board of Adjustment be rea-
sonably required for the protection
of adjacent property.

(6) Nothing in this ordinance
shall be takeén to prevent restora-
tion of a bullding déstroyed to the
extent of not more than fifty (50)
per cent of it§ reasonable value by
fire, explosion or other casualty, or
act of God, or & public énemy, nor
the continued occupancy or use of
such bullding, or part thereof,
which existed at the time of such
partial destruction.

The more Worley thought of the
idea, the more practical it seemed.

He then made a little survey of
his own, and concluded that most
able bodied individuals would wel-
come the chance to use ramps.

He conducted his checkup in the
block-long tunnel that connects the
Capitol and the two House office
buildings. Ramps are placed to one
sije of the steps at each end of the
tunnel, for the convenience of the
few legislators who use wheel chairs.

“I've discovered that about 90 per
cent of the congressmen prefer tw
use the ramps instead of the steps
as they hurry back and forth to the
House chamber,” observed Worley.

Seeks Data
Anticipating sponsorship of legis-

' lation which would provide for such

ramps, Worley has asked the Public
Buildings Administration for (its
views. He has asked the Public
Health Service and other agencies
for data as to the number of handi-
capped people in the nation. He
hopes also to get the views of indi-
viduals throughout the country, to
see what they think of the idea.

If the cost isn’'t prohibitive—and
he says it shouldn’'t be since little
work and material would be in-
volved at each building—and if there
are enough people who would ve
benefitted by  the availability of
ramps, he intends to push legisla-
tion to get them constructed.

Drew Pearson says: Riding Gratitude Train’s boxcars
revives World War I memories; horses preferred to
men as companions—they kept boxcar warm; Ameri-
can railroaders’ know-how delivers French gift cars

without slip-up.

ABOARD THE FRENCH GRATI-
TUDE TRAIN—Here I am riding on
freight trains again. Of course,
these French freight cars are get-
ting super-de luxe treatment, thanks
to the courtesy and generosity of
the American railroads. But any-
way, riding with them brings back
memories of the days when I rode in
similar boxcars in the Balkans after
World War 1.

M. Charles D'Hagues, the French
railway mechanic traveling with the
Gratitude Train, describes these
boxcars as “Tres Fatigue.” Perhaps
because they are “very tired,” have
been everywhere, seen everything, a
world of sentiment of memories is
tied up in them. These are the
same type cars that France sent
down to aid her ally, Serbia, during
and after the first war, and they are
the same cars that carried Friend-
ship Train food through France and
Italy just a little over a year ago.

For many months after World

War I they were the only thing in
which you could travel. And when

and eight horses,” I personally pre-
ferred riding with the eight horses.
Reason was that the horses kept
the car warm. And you have no
idea how cold those cars could get
on Winter nights. If, however, you
picked out a train carrying cavalry,
and slipped into a car with eight
horses, you were reasonably sure of
spending a warm night.
Special Police Guard Boxcars
Today the American railroads are
guarding these French boxcars with
special police night and day, as if
they were museum pieces—which, in
effect, they are. But in the Bal-
kans, there was only one way to
keep your boxcar from being rifled—
sleep. in it yourself.

And, as part of my job was 0
trcnsport relief supplies from Bel-
grade south to the Jugoslav-Alba-
nian border, boxcars were a sort of
second home to me.

Sometimes we borrowed Jugoslav
gendarmes from the government to
guard supplies, but usually that
meant about 10 per cent of your:

flour and sugar was sold along the
way—by the gendarme,

Or sometimes when you didn’t
have supplies to guard you rode in
the caboose—also unheated, except
for a Standard Oil can, with holes
punched in the sides and a couple
of chunks of soft coal burning in-
side. What smoke beiched forth
from those cans! There was no
chimney, so it was a toss-up whether
to stay in the caboose and smother
or go out on the rear piatform and
1 ‘eeze.

‘American Ladies’

Then there were those postwar
locomotives. Sometimes I rode in
trem, because they were warm.
Usually, they barely crept along and
sometimes they didnt go at all
Many of them were left behind by
the American Army and had
whistles reminiscent of the locomo-
tives of our Western States. You
could always recognize them by
their whistle, and the Serbs, hear-
ing them, would call them “Ameri-
kana,” meaning “American lady.”
Europe’s Rallroads Better Now

The railroads of Europe have im-
proved a lot since then. Even the
French and Italian roads, though
suffering terrific punishment during
the war, now are pretty well back
on their feet. You still have to take
along steamer rugs, heavy socks and
long underwear to stay warm, and
traveling through most of Europe in
Winter time is something you don't
dc just for the fun of it.

All of which is by way of contrast
with the way American railroads
are run today, as evidenced by the
operation of the Gratitude Train.
American railroads are carrying
these 49 boxcars 70,700 miles, or the
equivalent of three times around
the world. To plan this schedule
traffic managers for about 17 roads
sat down in Washington well before
the French ship docked and figured
out, almost to the last hour and
minute, when each car would arrive
at its destination, and how approxi-
mately eight sections of the train
would fan out through the United
States.

He avolds stiffness. He doesn’t like
to see buttoned-up jackets buttoned
up all the way.

Benedum Field Road
Site Is Approved

McCAMEY-—8ite for the Bene-
dum PField road was approved last
week by the Upton County Commis-
sioners Court, as recommended in a
report submitted by 'a Jury of View.

The paved road will be buflt into
the heart of the present Benedum
Field, and approximately nine miles
of paving is expected to be completed
in the present program.
