To Have "  ’

Charles Jarvis during a 
fast paced, humor filled talk to 
Kriona High School students 
Monday. August 27.

He was s|M>aking during the 
Student F aculty Congress off 
icer installation.

“ l/ove ye one another." he 
added. “ And when is that gonna 
start?" admonished the dentist 
and well known, sought after 
speaker. “ If you want to get 
along with people, you have to 
satisfv that invisible tatoo on 
their chest which states ‘ I want 
to be important' as everyone 
wants to be someone or 
something, he continued.

Dr. Charles Jarvis has 
spoken in F'rtona one time 
before. He was guest speaker 
at the F'riona Chamber of 
Commerce banquet about six 
years ago, and he seemed as 
delighted with the response of 
his teenage audience as he was 
with his adult audience several 
years ago.

Drawing from a vast 
knowledge of human resources 
and interest. Dr. Jarvis

reminded his teenage, and 
adult, audience that in order to

get along with anyone, you 
have to have some sense, and 
two senses that are vital in 
addition to the five known 
senses are ’horse’ and ’common’ 
sense.

Sfolen Truck Poses Problem For Officers
It all started with a telephone 

rail. 'What ran you tell rne 
about a large truck load of !>eef 
that was reported stolen In 
Friona today?” asked Steve 
Mogner. from the Amarillo 
Globe News.

As soon as the telephone rail 
rame in to the Friona Star 
office lale Tuesday afternoon, it 
became obvious that an 
unexplained mystery was in the 
making because following the 
first telephone rail to the 
Friona City Police Department, 
the mystery deepened.

\rrord ing to the dispatcher 
on duty, the onlv information 
thev had received was a 
telegram from the FBI in 
Dallas, sent late Iuesdav 
afternoon, and telling them a 
truck, loaded with lO.tNNi 
pounds ol beef was missing 
from “the streets of Friona."

The teletype added that the 
truck was from IV.J. Digby 
Trucking Co. from Amarillo and 
ia,i' enroute t<* ( 'alifornia

Deputy Sheriff Garland 
Freeman was the next person 
to lie called. He said no stolen 
truck had been reported during

A spokesman for Digby said 
Tuesday, “ We discovered the 
truck was missing Aug. 16 
when the driver didn’t report 
on our routine check of 
locations.”

So truck and driver vanished.
The driver was supposed to

have contacted the firm from 
Friona

Sources in f riona said the 
onlv thing thev knew about the 
truck was that it was allegedly 
from Xmanllo headed toward 
Montebello, t alif.. with the 
meat

The Digby spokesman said 
the company originally listed 
the truck as missing but had 
certain papers that showed the 
meat had been delivered to 
California

Hut something, somewhere 
in the Digby organization 
seemed a bit amiss, so a check 
of meat orders and full 
deliveries was made.

More than 20 persons in the 
Digby organization worked 10 
days, sifting through orders, 
checking routing slips

Hv Monday afternoon, Digby 
officials had ascertained that 
the meat, the driver, the truck 
and refrigerated van with a

right truck, still idling, near a 
truck stop north of the city.

Still missing are the driver 
and 20.000 pounds of meat.

I Mg by officials are not certain 
what has happened to the 
driver since he has not been in 
contact with them or his family.

Houston FBI agents said 
they have no trace of the driver 
or the remainder of the beef.

Ihgbv officials said the beef 
was from a Texas plant but 
would not name the rompanv 
nor the city.

FBI agents said only that 
thev bad recovered the truck 
and half the shipment, and not 
much else was divulged

And a hit of mystery still 
remained Tuesday night when

the original FBI dispatch 
remained uncancelled after the 
truck was found. Nor did local 
officers get any notification 
that the truck had been found.

No olliria l dispatches were 
sent to local law officers for 
more than 2 1 hours as FBI 
officers and agents scoured 
much of the Southwest.

Finallv the dispatch was 
sent, confounding Friona and 
other Panhandle law officers 
who thought the truck had been 
stolen I uesdav

In Amarillo a major search 
was started tor the truck when 
a tipster notified police that he 
had seen the truck heading into 
Amarillo.

Next on the telephone list 
was sheriff ( harlie I an elat e in 
Farwell. \ t  this time, it was 
perhaps just a little in the bark 
of our minds that there was 
some evasion by law enforce­
ment officers. But. not true, 
sheriff Lovelace knew no more 
than he had received in the 
teletype around S p.m.
I uesdav. No stolen truck had 
been reported to the sheriff, lie 
posed a few questions of his 
own. and had several ideas 
about what happened to the 
missing truck and beef.

We'll let Steve Hogner of the 
Amarillo Daily take the story 
from here

“One of our meat trucks is
missing!

The truck, belonging to the 
W.J. Dighy Trucking Co. of 
Denver. Colo, and overloaded 
with 10.000 pounds of beef, 
simply vanishes! from the 
streets of F'riona.

Thus liegan a mystery chain 
of events edged with a bit of 
comedy and a lot of red tape

that led eventually to discovery 
of the truck north of Houston, 
still running but abandoned 
near a truck slop.

Friona police and Farmer 
County Sheriffs deputies are 
still trying to figure out the F’HI 
dispatch sent to them at 5 p.m. 
Tuesday notifying them of the 
loss discovered Aug. 16 by 
Digby executives.

“ We don’t know the slightest

thing atiout this theft.” a F riona 
policeman said. “The only 
information we got was this 
dispatch. No one has notified us 
of anything else.”

A Farmer County sheriffs 
officer in Farwell said the same 
thing, adding, ” 1 guess the 
truck firm went ahead and 
notified the FBI and just 
bypassed us."

Friona- Farwell Series 
Is One O f Area’s Oldest

The Friona • Farwell high 
school football clash is one of 
the oldest rivalries in West 
Texas, and will be renewed for 
the 37th time since 1931 on 
Friday.

In the 36 games played 
between the two schools since 
that time. Farwell has won 18 
times, Friona claims 17 
victories, and one game in 1941 
ended in a scoreless tie.

Friona began playing football 
in 1921. but complete record* 
for the first seven year* are not 
available These necessarily are 
not included in the series 
record.

This year's game marks the 
25th straight year for the two 
Parmer County schools to meet 
on the gridiron, and it's the 
15th straight year for the game 
to Ik* the season opener. There 
would have been more 
consecutive games except that 
for a seven year period

(1942 48) Farwell played six 
man football, so there were no 
games between the schools 
those years.

Friona ran up the largest 
score in the series, in an 81-0 
romp in 1934. The 1951 
Chieftains scored a 600 victory 
at Farwell. another large 
Friona margin, largest Farwell 
scores have been 43 0 over 
Friona in 19.'19. and 40-6 in 1960

During Friona * long losing 
streak at the start of the last 
decade. Farwell scored four 
straight win* over the 
Chieftains However, Friona 
rebounded and ha* won seven 
of the past ten games, all under 
the tutelage of lion Light and 
Bob Owen.

The Farwell game has pretty 
well set the stage for the 
success of the season as far as 
Friona is concerned. Friona has 
had only 11 winning seasons in 
the past 28 years, and in 10 of

those years the team defeated 
Farwell. The only time in this 
period when a better than 
break even team failed to 
defeat Farwell was in 1965. 
when Farwell rallied to take an 
8 7 win at Friona. The 
Chieftains won district that 
year and finished with a 6 5 
season slate.

Only once since 1931 did a 
Friona team which defeated 
Farwell fail to have a winning 
season. That was in 1933. when 
the team downed the Steers

Neighboring Far well’s series 
edge was whittled by one more 
game bv the 1972 Chieftains, 
and the Steers, w ho once had a 
larger lead, now own only a 
one game edge over Friona, 
18 17 1. considering games 
played since 1931.

I he Chieftains hold a 7-3 
winning mark over farw ell in 
games played during the last 
ten years, during which time 
football has been on the 
upswing at 1 H*s

Of the two teams which are 
fairlv new to Friona’s schedule, 
Dalhart and Springlake (met 
last year after being off the 
schedule for a number o|

year*), both hold leads over 
Friona. Springlake has an 
118 1 senes advantage, and 
Dalhart leads by two. 7 5.

Considering only game* 
played during the last ten 
year*. Friona holds a 40 32-1 
winning mark over teams on 
the 1973 schedule, and has a 
60 .39 1 record overall for that 
period.

The team* on the current 
schedule have been met a total 
of 1N6 times fn past years by 
Friona team*, indicating that 
nearly all of the opponent* are 
long time rivals. Three- of the 
teams have been met a total of 
94 times altogether.

Oldest rivals on the schedule

However, grain sorghum I maize) continues to In* the leading 
cion for 1973. with total planted acreage of 126,224.6 to 108.927
for corn.

I he county agent, who got the figures through Prentice Mills 
of the Parmer County ASCS office, released the crop acreage 
statistics for this year.

Heald commented. “ Many crops showed an increase in acre* 
planted Those not increasing remained stable. One of the big 
surprises was the amount of wheat harvested 175,564 acres] as 
compared to last year's harvest of 43,000 acres.

"Of no great surprise to anyone was the corn acreage 
increase to a total of 108.927 acres, compared to 37.552 acres for 
1972.”

What may be a surprise to some persons would be the fact 
that 36 different ‘crops' are listed, several of them counting as 
major crops in this county.

Twenty six scientists from 
through the United Stales. 

Great Britain, Mexico 
and Sweden w ill present recent 
research findings on cytogene 
tics, breeding, cultural pract 
ices, functional properties, new 
food products, nutritional value 
and marketing of Triticale. 
Papers presented at the 
symposium will be published in

Hoard Chairman Donnell Krh 
ols of latinesa. who was unable 
to attend. At the meeting in his 
stead was Don Anderson of 
Crosbylon, a former PCti 
president.

The five reasons given by 
PCti for its opposition to any 
f«*rm of export controls are (I) 
thi* availability of adequate 
supplies of cotton to meet w orld 
and C.S. requirements. (2) the 
doubtful effectiveness of export 
controls as an aid to solving 
procurement problems of C.S. 
mills, (31 the necessity for 
maintaining export markets if 
C.S. cotton farmers are to 
maintain productive capacity 
and continue their contribution 
to the country’s balance of 
payments problem, (4) the 
current trend toward increased 
cotton production and the 
danger to that trend that would 
be inherent in export controls, 
and (5) the fact that the 
newly jwssed farm program 
will not work for agriculture or 
for the nation unless there is 
less government control along 
with less government aid.

PCti’s figures show that the 
supply of cotton in the C.S. is 
higher than for any year since 
19t»H excepting 1972. and that 
the U.S. carryover has 
increased from 3.4 million hales 
on August 1, 1972 to at least 4.0 
million on August 1 of the 
current year.

Also it was noted that total 
world supplies have increased 
from 74.0 million bales in 1970 
to the projected 1973 supply of 
H3.3 million.

“ The net result." the PCG
statement concludes, “ is that 
the world position with regard 
to cotton stocks has improved 
for each of the past three years, 
and the ratio of carryover 
stocks to offtake on a 
worldwide basis on August I, 
1973 is at least as adequate as it 
has been since 19t>7.'

PCti points out loo that C.S. 
cotton production in 1972 and 
1973. assuming the accuracy of 
current 1973 estimates, will be 
a b o u t 35 percent greater than 
the average production for the 
previous five years.

“ And." savs Johnson, "unless

there is unwarranted govern 
menl action to destroy 
producer confidence in market 
prices, this upward production 
trend may well continue."

By the same token, Johnson 
reasons, government interfer 
dice with market forces could 
bring atmut lower pnxiuction in 
1971. thereby increasing rather 
than easing the pressure on 
supplies.

over. Probably one or both of
her sons, Glenn, 14 or Dan, 12, 
are entered in the race. Glenn 
competes against adults, and 
has for the past two years..in 
motorcycle races across the 
Southwest.

Approximately three years
ago, Glenn and Dan accompan 
led their parents to Handlebar 
Hills north of Amarillo to ride 
their mini trail bikes. On 
arrival, they found races 
underway.

At that time. Glenn won the 
argument because he wanted to 
race, then went on to win his 
first race. Proudly bringing a 
trophy home with him provided

incentive for younger brother, 
Dan, who won the first race he 
entered the next weekend.

During the intervening three 
years, the two boys have 
racked up 124 trophies, and his 
proud parents said that more 
than 100 of the trophies are for 
first place wins.

Entering around 130 races 
during the three years, their 
father says the only time they 
have not won anything was less 
than 10 times when there was 
mechanical failure of the cycles.

Through
Another major effort is 

underway that will be of 
ultimate benefit to consumers 
throughout the United States. 
A cooperative project has been 
launched by the Extension 
Service. U.S. Department of 
Agriculture, and the National 
Association of Retail Grocers to 
improve the nation's food 
distribution system.

The project has a three fold 
purpose, according to Dr. 
William Yastine. economist in 
marketing and food distribution 
for the Texas Agricultural 
Extension Service.

First of all. it is designed to 
impress upon the three closely 
linked segments of the food 
marketing chain retailer, 
wholesaler and consumer the 
importance of their contribu 
tion toward an improved 
environment and a wholesome 
food supply and the necessity of 
working together to achieve

Marketingr
these aims.

Vasline points out that the 
project also illustrates what is 
being done and what can be 
done to improve our daily lives 
with a more efficient and 
concerned food marketing 
system

A third purpose is to effect 
improvements in ftxid handling, 
storage and distribution.

The study will involve the 
demonstration store technique 
in which stores will be used to 
develop research findings and 
ideas, says Yastine. Then an 
educational program will be 
launched to extend this 
information to others in the 
food distribution and marketing 
chain to help them improve 
their operations.

Early results from the 
c«ioperative effort will be 
available some tune this year, 
adds the economist.

A farm writer the other day 
bemoaned the panning of the 
bucket as one of the tools of the 
trade down on the farm They 
are not as prevalent as they 
used to be he said.

The city sin ker might also 
inquire as to what has 
happened to the bucket around 
the city house?

Time was that every home 
had several, each one for a 
designated purpose, and that 
was just not confined to the 
rural home either. We'll bet a 
Johnson nickel that there isn’t a 
really g«*od bucket in the 
average home right today, and 
if there is one we'll liet another 
Johnson nickel it's a plastic job.

The bucket, usually a 
galvanized one. used to be one 
of the most essential items on 
the farm and in the home 
Modern methods have sort of 
eliminated the portable con 
tainer.

The housewife used it for 
watering the flowers in the 
yard, and on washday, well she 
just couldn't do without a 
couple of them. She used one to 
carry the wet clothes to the 
clothesline in the yard. Another 
she used for transferring 
clothes from one washtub to 
another.

On the farm who can forget 
the bucket that sat beside the 
well, and who can forget how . 
in the early morning hours a 
fellow broke the ice that had 
formed to pour out fresh water 
to dash over the fan* before 
breakfast?

Friona Growth Charted 
By Farly City Ordinances

It nil began on March 14,
1928 the record til city lawn lor 
friona. and nine? that time the 
lint of ordinances has grown to
the mammoth total o( 475 
according to present City 
Manager, V I, Outland.

I he election held on the 
above date incorporated f  riona 
h i a vote o( 65 for and .14 
against

John White, first mayor of 
the city, received 1-1 votes, to 
place him in the office that gave 
him one ol the most difficult 
jobs he ever tried to do. 
Working with him to get Friona 
on the right foot as a city, were 
the two commissioners. J.A. 
Mark well and Jesse M. (kborn.

While later recalled that the 
first year was tough. The 
townspeople wanted things 
done for the betterment of the 
city, and the town of Friona had 
no money. So for the first year, 
it was a struggle.

A complete history of the 
laws that govern the city of 
Friona would be too lengthy 
and the following notes contain 
only the early ordinances th a t# 
were passed when Friona was 
in infancy.

FIRST ORDINANCE
The first ordinance to be 

entered on the txioks involved 
the problem of sanitation. 
Adopted May 1. 1928, not even 
two months after incorporation, 
the law was for the regulation 
and cleanliness of outside 
toilets, with the specific 
reference that the buildings 
must be fly-proof.

In 1928. traffic problems 
existed just as they do today, 
and the second law on the books 
was to establish a speed lim it 
(20 miles per hour) and to 
regulate the driving of tractors 
on Main Street and also to 
establish curb parking.

HOGS K M .I i. V I F I)
W hen the officials passed a 

law to regulate and suppress 
hog raising or keeping within 
the city limits, they were 
specific on what the property 
owner could do.

The ordinance states "no 
hogs in blocks 62, 61. 76, 77, 82 
and S3- -no one to keep more

than one hog to the city lot in 
any other block, all lots of pens 
must contain not less than 600 
square feet of spare for each 
hfg confined therein "

All of the above laws were 
passed in the very beginning of 
Friona city government. Then 
hi June of 1928. one of the most 
important grants for the 
comfort of the citizens was 
made, It was the initial 
agreement with Texas U tilities 
Co. to construct, maintain and 
operate an electric lighting and 
power plant, furnishing electric 
lights and power to the public.

The fifth law pertaining to 
Frionans declared it unlawful 
for a person to be intoxicated 
on the streets of the city or in 
any public place. A twin 
ordinance to the one above 
forbade fighting within the city 
limits.

It was declared unlawful to 
allow any kind of domestic 
animal to run at large within 
the city limits, such as horses, 
mules, burros, rattle, hogs, 
sheep, etc.

More or less taken for 
granted now was the rule that 
all poles used for support of 
wires for public utilities should 
he placed along the alleys or 
streets other than Main Street.

wrok, providing for permit* 
and penalties.

TOILETS REGULATED
In June of that year, the 

placing of toilets and cesspools 
in the streets or alleys was 
prohibited, establishing a fine, 
and each day said toilet or 
cesspool remains in alley is 
separate offense. Ordinance 14 
provided for the application and 
license of Master IMumbers, fix 
fees and defining duties.

The fire /.one was established 
in the corporate limits of the 
city, fixing its hound*, and 
providing a penalty for the 
violation of same and fee for 
issuing building permits there

Progress continued and the 
next franchise to better living 
conditions was the grant to 
West Texas Co. to establish 
natural gas for lights, heat and 
power. Following on the heels 
of this franchise was an 
ordinance letting the contract 
for the construction of the 
waterworks.

Eleventh ordinance was the 
confirming contract between 

the city and Sanitary Appliance 
Co. providing for the purchase 
of certain sanitary sewer 
equipment.

Passed early in 1930, a 
regulation governing the gas 
piping appliances, fixtures and 
apparatus in all buildings and 
structures of gas consumers, 
and the installation, construct 
ion, adjustment and repair 
thereof, provided for bonds to 
Ik* given bv those who do such

VENDORS TAXED
A lax was placed on coin 

vending machines, shows, tent 
shows, travel theatres, musical 
exhibitions, truck peddlers, 
foot peddlers, public dances, 
pool halls and a poll tax was 
passed in 1933.

Also, the office of fire 
marshall was created. Rules 
ami regulations concerning the 
practice and procedure of 
corporation court were made, 
and double parking on any 
street was prohibited with a 
law against parking of trucks or 
any other vehicle longer than 
20 feet on Main Street.

The 21st ordinance provided 
for the reward. - arrest and 
conviction of any party found 
guilty of arson in Friona.

The town then promised to 
give highway right-of way 
necessary for the state 
department to build Highway 
11 |60| through town.

friona "She was especially 
fond of Friona.' recalled 
Canipe, "And at one lime we 
looked at the house at 703 
Summit! where the (anipe 
home is located now " At that 
lime, they decided it would 
make a good retirement home 
and they later found it was for 
sale. "Me didn't rest until we 
bought it,” he commented. 
“ And my wife was happier here 
than we had ever been even 
though she never felt good.”

The driver, who started on a 
delivery truck in 1934, said he 
initially had a route in Clovis, 
then during World War II. they 
stopped the delivery until the 
end of the war. When the war 
was over, Canipe, who had 
seniority, asked for the out of 
town route, which he has held 
since that time.

Try 40 times around the 
world....driving....on for size! 
Canipe estimates that is a 
conservative figure for the 
many miles he has driven since 
he first started with the 
laundrv His estimate is at least
1.000. 000 miles, and with no 
major accidents or incidents to 
mar the record

Also, the average, ronserva 
lively figured, in laundry 
handled is approximately
350.000 pounds a year, ( anipe 
says he handles more than
1.000 pounds a dav, which 
would figure more than
14.000. 000 pounds in the nearly 
40 years he has been a driver 
for Clovis Steam laundry.

“ One thing I would like to 
say," emphasizes Canipe. "And 
about my territory, is that I 
have liked to deal with the 
people on my route. Anytime I 
have had a substitute driver, 
they always tell me I have the 
nicest people on my route of 
any we handle for the laundry.

In 1949. Canipe was on his 
wav in to the laundry when he

stopped at a customer's house 
in Farwell. The story below 
was taken from a newspaper 
article re printed at the time

"lawson (anipe 608 fast 
Eighth Street. a Clovis 
laundrv truck driver, braved 
flames to rescue a three-year 
old Negro boy from a blazing 
farm house. three miles 
northeast of farw ell late 
yesterday, but the child, Carl 
Stephen Clark, succumbed of 
burns in a Clovis hospital three 
hours later.

"A sister of the boy, Vera 
Ali«‘e, 18 months old, perished 
in the flames which leveled the 
John K. Armstrong farm 
servant quarters.

"Before the youth died he 
said he had been playing with 
matches by the crib in which his 
baby sister was lying and the 
sheets caught fire.

"Mrs. Beatrice Clark, the 
children's mother, saw the 
flames only after the house was 
burned almost to the ground. 
She had been working in the 
Armstrong home when the fire 
started. Mrs. Clark ha* been 
retained by the Armstrong's 
for the past 10 years.

"firemen were hampered in 
extinguishing the blaze by 
flving bullets which were set off 
as the fire reached them They 
were successful in protecting 
several nearbv buildings al­
though they could not save the 
Clark home "

The truck driver said it was 
the first experience he had of 
that type and he quickly 
remembered that he was 
supposed to get down low, 
beneath the fire and smoke.

He added that he crawled 
into the house and finally could 
see the boy's legs, he was 
standing up at that time in the 
fire and smoke.

Canipe commented that he 
went to the hospital to see the

badly burned youngster shortly 
before he died and the boy 
talked to him.

"If I had only come along a 
little  sooner. I might have been 
able to save his life," he added

Around 20 years ago. Canipe 
said his truck broke down one 
winter night in Friona. He said 
he called the late Charlie 
Bainum who came out into the 
cold night to repair the truck 
and only charged him $1 for a 
service call.

This was another of the fond 
memories Canipe had of the 
way he felt people had been 
more than good and generous 
on his route during the past 
nearly 40 years.

Recalling the early, unpaved 
days driving a laundry truck. 
Canipe said when he first 
started driving the truck, not 
only roads were paved and he 
spent his share of time sliding 
off into ditches, and lakes, and 
having to be rescued.

"I remember one thing 
especially," added ( anipe 
This involved a farmer near 
(lay's Corner I had a flat and 
my spare tire was in Muleshoe 
This farmer took me to 
Muleshoe to get the spare, 
brought me bark to the truck 
and helped me change the flat 
He would not let me 
compensate Kim in anyway. 
That's the kind of people in this 
part of the country.

"Another time," he contin 
ued. "Richard Smith, the son of 
U.O. Smith, west of Muleshoe, 
came out into the snow and cold 
and put water in the tractor 
radiator and came to pull me 
out of a lake where I had 
skidded off. He wouldn't let me 
pay him, either."

Canipe has served the same 
territory on the truck that he 
started out with and said that 
during the depression in 1934, 
the laundrv had to rake and

scrape to get along. All laundry 
had to be in by 9*10 in the 
morning, so the drivers had to 
really hurry to get the laundry 
gathered up. He said they 
started real early in the 
morning.

At the time, (anipe was 
driving the Clovis route and 
picked up from the hotels and 
rooming houses He said that all 
the linen rooms were upstairs 
so he was up and down and up 
and down stairs, hurrvmg and 
hurrying to get the laundrv in 
before the 9t30 a.m. deadline 
Most of the rooming houses and 
hotels were on short supplv of 
linens and none of them could 
reallv wait fur an extra day, so 
it put an extra load on the 
drivers.

When Canipe first started 
working for the laundry, the 
Hotel Clovis was two years old, 
having been completed and 
opened in 1932. The hotel was 
new and nice, and used lots of 
linens.

"It'a been a good life." 
reminisced ( anipe. " And I don I 
see any reason to retire 1 will 
consider retiring sometime in 
the future when mv health isn t 
good enough for me to work 
■nvmorr '

I^ast week, Campe's nephew,

Canipe lost his wife on June 
23 but said she had five happy

XIPs Escarbada Holds Store Of Area History
(Editor* note Thr lo ll«w in|

The Hereford Brand
T h e  X IT  Ranch, whose name 

is far from unknown, was an 
important part of th e  g r o w th  ,, f  
th e  early Panhandle, par 
ticularlv for th e  cattle industry.

It was once the largest ranch 
in the world that was 
completely fenced in but now 
has been divided up and sold to 
later generations of men.

Its colorful history is almost 
as big as the ranch itself, and 
the Friona area played a 
large part in that history 
because the Kscarhada 
Division, 35 miles west of the 
city, was the headquarters of 
this region.

In 1879. the Texas la*gisla 
ture passed an act trading
3.050.000 acres of northern 
Texas for a new state capitol 
building. The legislature was 
slow at first, being doubtful of 
the move, but when the capitol 
burned down Nov. 9. 1881, a 
new capitol was a definite 
necessity.

The members of the 
legislature thought they had 
made a good deal when they 
traded the land because most of 
what thev knew of it was what 
little  they heard from passers’ 
by who had been through the 
area.

An 1880 census report said 
that the “7,000,000 acres of the 
Llano Fstacado within the state 
of Texas can hi* regarded as an 
absolute desert,” furthering the 
sureness of the legislators.

Deaf Smith, Dallam. Hartley, 
Oldham, Parmer, Castro, 
Lamb, Bailey, Cochran, and 
Hockley Counties of the Texas 
Panhandle were traded.

The contract was awarded to 
Mattheas Schnell of Rock 
Island, III., upon presentation of 
a $250,000 bond. Within two 
years, Schnell assigned the

total interest of the contract to 
Taylor, Babcock, and Company 
of Chicago. The company was 
headed by Abner Taylor. A.C. 
Babcock. John V. Farwell, and 
Charles B. Farwell.

Taylor. Babcock, and Co. 
mo>ed faftt in trying to nettle 
the untamed country. Perhaps 
the only visitors before the 
surveying team was sent out 
were Mexican hunters from 
New Mexico who came over the 
border once a year to hunt 
enough buffalo to last the 
winter

By 1888, the Syndicate had 
built 784 V* miles of fence along 
the New Mexico line. More than
100.000 cedar posts from the 
Canadian breaks were used for 
the fence.

There were so many gales, 
that at one time, the ranch 
ordered a boxcar full of gate 
hinges. From 100 to 150 
cow bovs were kept at the ranch 
at all times, along with about
1.000 cow ponies, and about
150.000 head of cattle.

Hereford and Shorthorn bulls
were used on most of the cattle, 
but one division was devoted 
exclusively to Aberdeen An 
gus. The Angus were the last 
cattle to be sold when the ranch 
began to disappear.

A well that had been dug and 
that wan going to water the 
rattle that first year in IH87 had 
been dug crooked and left the 
early ranchers without water. 
However, thev soon found that 
they could generally dig 10 feet 
deep and find water, but the 
rattle had to be fed in a bucket 
brigade fashion from the water 
hole to the trough.

An ingenuous carpenter who 
had been contracted to build 
the troughs devised a means of 
bringing buckets of water to 
the trough by a hand driven 
chain affair.

Also in 1887. the X IT was 
divided into seven sections 
Buffalo Springs, Middle Water, 
Ojo Bravo. Rito Blanco, Spring 
l<ake. Yellow House, and

Kscarhada. The Bovina I)iv i 
sion was created later when the 
PecoH Valley Railroad was 
built.

I»ate in the 189U’s, cross 
fences cut the XIT into 94 
pastures.

Cattle thieves took their toll 
almost from the beginning, and 
the Kscarhada Division became 
the scene of depradaltons,

Jim Cook was one of the first 
foremen of Kscarhada, but 
wedding bells soon called him 
away.

Then, Mar Hoffman served 
for one year until he was 
transferred to the Spring Lake 
Division. Jim McLaren served 
after him for a short while.

In 1895. Ira Aten, sheriff of 
Castro County, became fore 
man. He was perhaps the most 
colorful because of his bold 
tactics in dealing with rattle 
rustlers.

The ex Texas Ranger was 
said to be a man “ of power and 
force who, in handling lawless 
elements, believed strongly in 
the efficacy of fear.”

Aten brought Wood Saun 
ders from El Paso, who was 
another Ranger, and from Capt. 
W\J. McDonald's company 
secured detached duty for "Big 
Kd" Connell. He stationed 
Saunders at the T ru jillo  camp, 
near the present town of 
Glenrio. and Connell was placed 
at Tombstone on the eastern 
edge of Kscarhada. These men 
helped enforce Aten's strong 
hand tactics with rustlers.

Aten’s tactics were not only 
hold, but were cunning, in 
handling rustlers.

J. Kv el is Halev, in The XIT 
Ranch of Texas said that “once 
each day a rider, armed with 
six shooter and Winchester, 
rode the fences from these 
ramps and it became extremely 
hazardous to be found along one 
without evident legitimate 
business. I he situation became 
so tense that the riders began 
taking a shot at every man seen 
near the New Mexico line, not 
so much with malicious intent.

but just i i  a preventive.'
Aten also devised a system of 

keeping thieves from cutting 
fen<*es to steal cattle. When the 
rustler cut the fence, a small 
bomb would explode near the 
site of the cutting. It is still a 
puzzle as to how he did this.

Aten definitely expected to 
lx- killed when he came to the 
ranch. He doubled his life 
insurance, but still "kept his 
six shooter well oiled.”

In making his rides around 
Ksrarbada he never traveled 
the same road twice. In ramp 
he sat well away from the ramp 
fire.

Aten also painted the 
windows at the Kscarhada 
headquarters dark green, and 
hung heavy shades over thi*se 
at Trujillo.

If a stranger came in he 
never slept until the man was 
identified or his business 
ascertained. The line riders 
were in almost equal danger, 
and they never left the camp 
without their guns.

Aten later established a 
camp diary system, requiring 
the cow boys to note the passing 
of everyone that came on the 
ranch. One of the camp rules 
was that no strangers could 
stay more than one night on the 
entire XIT. and another rule 
stat«*d that all supplies must be 
sold to strangers, and not 
given. Drifters or vagabonds 
were not allowed on the camp 
at all. and were not given or 
sold any supplies whatsoever.

Aten once wrote of a rider 
who came into the Tombstone 
camp when he was there

"I had never seen him before. 
He had his six shooter on and 
talked ugly all night. I found 
that he was a cow thief. The 
next morning I said to 
him Now get your horse, 
saddle and go. Take that road 
and never come back. I f  you do’, 
I added as I picked up my 
Winchester, ’I ’m going to shoot 
you right through the middle.* 
He went, and never looked
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back.”
Aten left in 1905, seeding 

new horizons in the developing 
Imj»erial Valley, in California, 
succeeded by R.L. “ Bob” Duke. 
The next year the Kscarhada 
was closed out as a breeding 
range, and its troubles of 
rnaverirking became a thing of 
the past.

Until the last cattle were 
sold, it was used only as a steer 
pasture.

Shortly after, land began 
being sold to pay for bonds. The 
company began to deemphasi/e 
the cattle business and 
colonization efforts began.

By 190.1. 1.5 million acres 
were sold, mostly in larms. but 
thr X II was still the biggest 
ranch in Texas

As the years passed, the land 
was sold, and the last cow was 
sold in 1912. thus the end of the 
XIT and Kscarhada.

I he old ranch house is in the 
process o( being moved to 
Lubbock, to the Texas lech  
campus, but the barn and the 
water lank still stand.

Two windmills also stand, 
and there are two broken ones 
on the ground. Farm impie 
ments, mostly in bits and 
pieces, litte r the ranchhouse 
grounds.

There is also a dipping vat. 
made of concrete, about 100 
feet from the front of the ranch 
house.

Now the only permanent 
inhabitors of the ranch are a 
few cattle, rattlesnakes, birds, 
and memories of how it used to 
be.

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After a summer of shorts and 
T shirts, children and mothers 
are thinking about new school 
clothes.

Before shopping, take an 
inventory of clothing the child 
has on hand.

Examine these garment* 
carefully, note their condition, 
and sort them. (sua llv, some 
are still wearable, other* need 
minor repairs, and some should 
be discarded.

Next measure each child. 
This way purachases can be 
made by sire not age. Over the 
summer months, a child can 
grow one or two inches in 
height or width.
When shopping for school 

clothes, lake full advantage of 
sales but don't go "overbo­
ard."

Purchase only enough for 
the first two to three months of 
school. That way, the child 
won't outgrow them before he 
wears them out.

Spreading clothing purchases 
has another advantage most 
children are happier with new 
things periodically rather than 
all at once.

Often building a small basic 
wardrobe around the child's 
favorite color is the answer. 
This way, iterfis can be mixed 
and matched.

Several factors influence how 
much clothing is needed. These 
include the number of children 
in a family, their ages, and how 
often the homemaker does the 
family laundry.

As * rule, girls need more 
clothes than boys--but boys' 
clothing is more expensive.

When purchasing school 
clothing, consider durability, 
price and care requirements.

For items receiving the most 
wear, buy the best quality the 
family can afford. School 
clothes and shoes must 
withstand wear longer than a 
party dress which is worn only 
a few times.

Read all labels and hangtags 
to determine care require 
ments.

Remember drycleaning adds 
to the initial purchase price and 
hand washing takes time.

Follow instructions for best 
results and best return on 
money invested.

Also consider fashion trends. 
For example, classic looks with 
plaids a major element are 
"big" for fall.

Highlighting the g irl* ' scene 
are ruffed pant*, stretch 
bodvshirlv pleated or flared 
skirt*, sweaters and jumper*. 
These items offer unlimited 
possibilitie* for the popular 
layered look

Jean styling remains the top 
favorite for boys’ fashions.

Jeans come in a wide range of 
fabrics. I>enim and Corduroy 
lead the "pack", followed by 
knits and stretch wovens.

Highly patterned shirts 
complement solid pants.

Also watch for knit sport 
shirts, cotton, polyester and 
blends, denim work «hirtx, 
western shirts and lumberjack 
plaids.

Another thing!--Only if the 
shoe fits, wear it -and keep a 
constant check on it when a 
child's foot is involved.

Fit, not durability, is the 
most important consideration 
when buying children's shoes.

Many adult foot ills can fie 
traced to out grown, hand me 
down and incorrectly shaped 
shoes that forced pliable, young 
feet out of shape.

On a visit to the shoe store, 
children will look for shoes 
similar to those their friends 
wear. They also like shiny new 
shoes that attract attention.

Parents can help them select 
shoes that fit.

When buying shoe*, see that 
both feet are measured while 
the child is standing and while 
sitting. Straighten his toes to 
insure accurate measurement.

When you find shoes the 
child likes, have him walk 
around the store in them. A 
correctly fitted shoe doesn't 
have to be broken in -either it 
fits, or it doesn't.

Check sh<»e length. Have the 
child stand so his feet are 
supporting the weight of his 
b<*dv. Press the end of his shoe 
with your thumb. There should 
be one half to three fourths

Many year** ago. before the tune of Interstate Highways, 
even predating the ■‘improved" narrow black topped paths that 
wound their weary way between major cities, automobile 
travel was a chore instead of recreation.

Every thing from a jack and lug wrench down to extra spark 
plugs was included Weil to do drivers had two or three spare 
tires fastened to the back with plow lines or those fancy web 
straps from Sears and Koebuek The less fortunate depended on 
such things as sheer luck and Monkey Grip patches.

Gasoline was obtainable from hand operated pumps and 
poured into the underseat tanks from an elevated glass 
container that was plainly colibraled to insure honesty on the 
part of the seller.

Motor oil was usually drawn into quart measuring cans from 
a fifty gallon steel drum lying across two wooden saw horses. 
There must have been different grades but speaking generally

You breathe a sign of 
relief and as your faithful little  four cylinder motor tackles the 
last lap you find yourself wondering why there are so many 
small towns. \S hy did not the |»eople congregate into a few 
large cities?

I he answer was not appearent to the young man we have 
been riding with Wars were to pass and thousands of more 
miles must be covered before an understanding of Small Town, 
f S.A., was forthcoming.

The answer lies buried deep within the hearts and minds of 
the American people. A love of independence and freedom had 
been the basic cause of early explorations.

After the Atlantic seaboard was secured the more 
venturesome of this new race began to look Westward. Rivers, 
trails and eventually railroads afforded them the opportunity of 
expansion.

New lands beckoned and in answ er to the siren call long lines 
of covered wagons, like gigantic white snakes, wound their way 
around mountains and across rivers and deserts.

Man. complex creature that he is. sought to have his rake and 
eat it. too.

planting of cool season grasses 
this year according to Herb 
Evans of the SI'S Friona.

The varieties vary with 
intended use, "What I mean by 
this' Evans said, “ Is whether 
there is lots of water available 
for irrigation, limited water for 
irrigation, or dryland condi 
lions. These are key factors in 
determining variety adapta 
lions.**'

I f  there is lots of water for 
irrigation and an intense 
management planned the tall 
fescue is a good grass.

If water is limited or the 
g ra s s  will be under stress for 
water, the tall wheat grasses 
are a g»*»d bet.

Under dryland conditions 
Western whealgrass is the best 
adapted grass. Some of the 
producers in Parmer County 
w n>i.ire planning on fall seeded 
grass are Dale Hart. Frank 
Minkson, Hoy White Estate, 
and K.Q Silverthorn.

If you are interested in fall 
seeded grasses come by the 
SI'S Frmna and we'll discuss 
the best adapted grass for your 
conditions.

Indians and Mexicans made 
up the total population of what 
is now Partner County prior to 
iNTti, as Anglo American peo 
pie were not permanently 
located in the county until the 
early 1880s when the Capitol 
Syndicate started operating the 
now defunct massive XIT 
Ranch.

1 hese were mostly cowboys 
w ho operated line camps on the
XIT.

Parmer County was taken 
Irom the liexar County 
Territory created in 1876 and 
remained under Jack, Wheeler 
ami Oldham County govern 
m e n ts  until organized in 1907.

The county was named for 
Martin Parmer, a member of 
the Texas Constitutional Con 
vention in 1836.

At one time, Parmer County 
w as part of the 3.050.000 acre 
XI I Ranch, and was one of the 
10 counties which made up the 
t apitol Syndicate Iaind Grant 
which built the present State 
( apitol. I he last of the land was 
sold around 1956 and mineral 
rights is all that is left of the 
famous XIT in this county.

county had increased to more 
than 1,000. This look place after 
the Pecos Valley Railway, later 
absorbed by the Santa Fe 
Railroad built toward Amarillo 
from Clovis.

This was in 1898. Soon 
thereaftr the county acquired 
the necessary quota of voters 
for organization. Several towns 
gradually grew up after the 
railroad was built through.

Parmer County is 30 miles 
squjre, located on the western 
border of Texas at the southern 
end of the Texas panhandle. It 
is a semi and region with an 
annual rainfall of about 18 
inches. The majority of the 
moisture coming in the spring 
and summer months of May 
through September.

The first half of the 20th 
century saw Parmer County 
transformed from a native 
grass country to a ranch and 
dryland farming area. The past 
several years has seen the 
county almost completely 
turned to an irrigated area.

More than 2.400 irrigation 
wells furnish water for more 
than 415,000 acres of fertile 
soil.

Cattle feeding has been 
emphasized during the past 
several years with a number of 
large feed lots being located in 
the county, and what was, 
when it was built, the largest 
beef processing plant in the 
nation is located at Friona. Six 
years old at this time. Missouri 
Beef Packers Inc. has remained 
in operation when large 
numbers of beef processors 
were closed recently.

Missouri Beef carries a 
payroll of more than 200

Old Hotel Glories In Its Past, Serves The Future
fa r t  of the heritage of the 

Panhandle and South Plains of 
Texas includes 'prospecting.' 
Not prospecting for gold or 
silver or precious gems, but 
something more tangible and 
productive... la nd...ricb, fertile 
farmland.

According to a Works Pro 
jects Administration (WPA) 
report filed in early 1940 or 
1941. the Syndicate Hotel, 
located 12 miles southeast of 
Friona is “ the most pretentious 
building for many miles around, 
looks much out of place, 
surrounded on all sides by flat 
farm country.”

“ It reflects the past glories of 
the time when money was more 
plentiful and people were eager 
to begin a new life in a new 
land Although it is now drab 
and worn looking, it is still a 
handsome building '

The Syndicate Hotel was 
constructed in 1925 and opened 
for business in 1926 by the

Capitol Freehold Land and 
Investment Company, Limited. 
They built the hotel to 
accommodate land buyers who 
were brought into this country 
when the ranches were lieing 
sold to farmers.

Former caretakers of the 
now defunct hotel said most of 
the prospective land buyers 
were brought from Hast Texas 
and Oklahoma, as well as 
Arkansas. Many of the 
prospects were oil people who 
had been in on the early oil 
finds in the Fast Texas Okla 
home areas.

When constructed, the hotel 
was a nine room two story 
stucco structure and was 
erected at a cost of SIH.OUU. 
according to the report. And 
when it was first opened, it was 
operated by Mr. and Mrs. W.(’. 
Wilkerson, who had moved to 
Parmer County from Okla' 
homa. Mrs. Wilkerson, who 
visits her sister, Mrs. K .ti,

★

Adams in Friona, and her 
husband had a number of 
helpers as at times they had 
more than 135 prospectors' as 
guests to feed.

The first floor of the building 
housed the lobby, dining room, 
office, bath, kitchen and living 
quarters for the caretakers.
I pstairs were two large 
bedrooms, a hall and a bath.

Installed was a Delco light 
plant, and a windmill furnished 
water which was piped into the 
hotel, with large coal stoves 
being used for heating and 
cooking purposes.

During the busy years as a 
hotel, the Syndicate Hotel 
group sometimes couldn't sleep 
them all.' recalled Mrs. Adams, 
who also worked as caretaker 
at the hotel in the later days it 
was in operation. “The drivers 
would bring in the prospective 
buyers five at a time and it 
could be that several car loads 
would come in at one time.

★

"Once in awhile, some of the 
men had to stay in town. We 
had 17 beds, but that wouldn't 
take care of all the men.

“ Lots of wives, but very few 
children came along on the 
buying trips. The oil people 
sure bought a lot of land.
I remember that a man by the 
name of Gammon bought quite* 
a bit of land, and was one of the 
first to be brought in by the 
Capitol laind Syndicate," she 
added. “ He is still alive and 
lives in the home of Mr. and 
Mrs. Jim Griffith on fifth Street 
now."
When the prospective buyers 

were brought to Parmer 
County, they stayed for two 
nights at the Syndicate Hotel 
ami were fed five meals. "No. 
there was really no big problem 
in cooking for 100 or more 
men,” recalled Mrs. Wilkerson. 
"We had plenty of help and it 
was nothing unusual to cm>k at 
least a quarter of beef for a 
meal. We also had lots of 
canned vegetables and fruits. 
We raised our own bark during 
that time. A lot of the meat 
was canned also, and we served 
fresh vegetables when they 
were in season.

“Seventy five men were 
brought in at once when the 
hotel first opened." she added, 
"and the men came in too earlv. 
Mv sister had to go to her house 
and get more stiver, she added 
her own since there wasn't 
enough vet at the hotel. And 
the Delco light plant hadn't 
been installed yet. so my sister 
|Mrs. Wilkerson| used coal oil 
lights all over the place

In later years, after the hotel 
closed as a part of the land 
acquisition parcel offered in 
Parmer County,* Mrs. Adams 
continued to live on the 
p re m is e s  as caretaker before 
moving into Friona. After it 
closed formally as a hotel, many 
snowbound people and duck 
hunters still utilized the 
facility.

As late as the W P A report in 
1940 or 1941, it was reported 
"A t the present time onlv a 
part of the hotel is being used 
Vinton tiolte and wife, whose 
maiden name was Mars Pesch. 
and (amilv are living there and

acting as caretakers for the 
property. I be place has not 
been operated as a hotel since 
1931. but there is quite a bit of 
unsold land surrounding it. and 
if there should be another land 
boom, the hotel would again be 
opened for busines.”

The predicted land boom was 
interrupted by World W arll 
and follow mg the war it became 
o b v io u s  to many that the land 
boom would probably never 
happen, so the facility was 
listed for sale.

It was first purchased by the 
Muleshoe American l*egion, 
who pondered the situation and 
found they had no solution to 
attempting to cross the draw 
(Running Water Draw i with 
the hugh structure, so a 
decision was made to sell it 
again.

The second purchasers were 
the members of the Friona 
American la*gion. who are the 
present owners of the building. 
They moved the building to its 
present location just south of 
the Friona City Park.

In the interim years since it 
was moved to Friona, the 
building housed a number of 
varied businesses fiefore it was 
converted to the* use of the 
Friona Public Library. After 
extensive remodeling in the 
building, although many of the 
original features and fixtures 
are still part of the structure, 
the large arched windows m 
front are gone, although faint 
marks can be* seen where the 
imposing windows were rem 
oved and made smaller.

The American la*gion utilizes 
the upstairs portion of the 
building, which formerly hou 
sed the prospective land buyers 
and the former bedrooms have 
been converted to meeting 
rooms. All the downstairs is

According to Parks and 
Wildlife Department wildlife 
officials, during the peak 
hunting year of 1970. some 
1,014 deer were killed in the

Traditionally, mule deer in 
Texas ranged from the 
mountains near Kl Paso, east to 
Yal Verde County and north to 
the Canadian Kiver.

By the Panhandle herds 
had dwindled to the point 
where only % mule deer were 
killed.

Trapping and transplanting
activities by the Parks and 
Wildlife Department in cooper 
at ion with concerned landown­
ers increased the herds and in 
1956 the harvest was 249 
animals.

l„is t v *ar. the talley levelled 
off at 3.’I2 mule deer.

Hunters planning and looking 
forward to fall and winter 
hunting trips might consider 
the Texas Panhandle if they are 
looking for mule deer action.

IN RATE

Pioneer Requests Increase
Kriona was one of the cities 

approarhed Wednesday when 
Pioneer Natural Gas Company 
made application to all 
incorporated towns and cities 
served by its West Texas 
1 ransmission System to change 
the cost-ofg;a* adjustment 
provision of the general service 
rate, according to an announ 
cement by K. Bert |Tex| 
Watson, company president.

For the last three years, the 
general service rate has been 
adjuster! annually in April to 
reflect increases in the average 
cost of gas for the prior year. 
Pioneer's request would allow 
making this adjustment each 
month for the current monthly 
average cost of gas. According 
to the company, this change 
would more closely meet the 
objective of the original 
adjustment provision.

“ Annual cost-of-gas adjust­
ments.’* Watson explained, 
“w ill shortly penalize the 
company for aggressive comp 
tition for new gas supplies 
because of the lag between 
increases in the average cost of 
gas in the field and the time 
these increases may be passed 
on to the customers."

Watson made note of the 
increasing demand for natural 
gas and the critical gas supply 
shortage which has developed 
within the Iasi few years. 
“There is increasing demand in 
the company's gas supply area 
for new gas that is being 
developed at much greater 
costs than existing supplies.

Pioneer must be able to buy 
this new and more expensive 
gas and participate in more 
costly drilling and exploration 
activities in order to assure an 
adequate gas supply for its 
system customers. Fortuny 
ely, Pioneer has pipelines into 
two areas of good potential gas 
supply, and since the acquisi 
tion of new gas will be 
necessary to continue serving 
existing customers, this advan 
lage should not be lost to 
Pioneer's service area by 
failure to meet going prices," 
Watson said.

If approvead, the effective 
date of the new rate 
adjustments would be October 
1, 1973, and the first
adjustment would be applied to

all bills rendered on or after 
that date. Since the end of 
1972. the company's cost of gas 
has increased by 2 1/2 cents per
thousand cubic feet |M f'K | and 
the first adjustment would 
therefore be about 3 percent of 
the average domestic price.

"In 1970, when we reached 
the original agreement on a 
cost of gas adjustment with the 
cities, it apjx-arod that an 
annual adjustment would be 
appropriate," Watson said. “ At 
that time, it was not predicted 
that the energy situation would 
develop so rapidly accompanied
by the accelerated increase in 
the field cost of gas which
makes it necessary for us to 
request this more current
provision," Watson continued
