The margin of death was only 400
feet. The plane crashed in Mexico,
about 60 miles from here, the near-
est U. S. town. Had it flown 400
feet to the right, it would have
missed the 5,500-foot Serranias Del
Burro Mountain Range, against
which it smashed.

Enroute from Hamilton Field,
Calif., to Kelly Field, San Antonio,
the plane apparently crashed
Monday. It was seen over Wink,
about 200 miles from the site of
the crash.

It also was reported from Mara-
thon, Dryden and Pumpville, all
near the Texas border. Kelly Field
officers said it must have followed

House Tackles "Hot
Potato’ Legislation
As Senate Vacations

AUSTIN — (#) — While Senators
went away, the House stayed on the
job Priday to work on a calendar
packed with bills sure to rouse op-
position.

It was the first solo session for
either house of the 51st Legislature.
It also was the {irst time either has
been in session more than feur days
in one week.

First of the controversial bills fac-
ing the House was one to make
state officials resign before they
became candidates for a different
office. This would apply to persons
holding office that run longer than
two years. )

Fer instance, a railroad com-
missioner who holds a six-year term
or a senator who holds a four-year
term would have to resign to run for
a different office unless he were in
the final year of his term.

The bill was before the House for
final passage. In the same category
were proposals to license billiard
recreation rooms, to give the Game,
Fish and Oyster Commissién broad
regulatory powers to protect wild-
life resources of the state, and to
define lynching and its penalties.
Judge Retirement Plan

Seventeen other measures also
awaited House action.

The House Thursday passed Rep.
William 8. Jameson’s bill fashion-
ing a judge retirement system for
the state. As amended, the proposal
allows judges who have served on
the district bench or higher to retire
when they are 65 years old and have
served 10 years.

A judge with 25 years continuous
service would retire at any age but
would not start drawing retirement
pay until 6S.

Retirement pay is fixed at 50 per
cent of the salary being drawn when
the judge quit the bench. Judges
would pay in five per cent of their
salaries to help build up the re-
tirement fund.

The House Committee on Elec-
tions Thursday night recommend-
ed for House passage a bill setting
up a system of voter registration.
The law would become effective
if the poll tax, as a. prerequisite to
voting, were abolished by either fed-
eral or state action. The bill calls
for registration of voters every two

years.
