New Disease Termed
Serious Threat To
Livestock Industry

WASHINGTON —(#— A new
cattle disease—called “X” for want
of a bétter name—is threatening
herds in this country.

B. T. Simms, chief of the Agri-
culture Department’s Bureau of An-
imal Industry discussed it in re-
cent testimony before a House Ag-
riculture Department Appropria-
tions subcommittee. The testimony
was released Monday.

Dr. Simms said the disease has
appeared in 30-odd states. So far,
scientists have not found a way to
combat it.

“It is not attacking a large
number of animals but it is wide-
spread as far as the affected states
are concerned, and it seems to be
becoming more prevalent. We are
definitely concerned. I do not want
to be an alarmist but it is ser-
ious,” he said.

Dr. Simms said symptoms include
& thickening of the skin, a dis-
charge from the eyes, drooling from
the mouth, and a wartlike growth
on the tongue. ;

He said a high percentage of the
affected animals die. There have
been cases, he said, where entire
herds have been wiped out.

which never does anything.

The United Nations has a real
public relations problem in over-
coming this bad reputation. Dea-
mark, Norway ana Sweden have
proposed  to ao .something ‘about it
oy changing the General -Assembly
rules to permit some limitation 41
debate. ' It  is ' ddubtful ' If. these

‘| changes can be made’ to apply to

the coming session. So a taikawon
is in prospect on the more contro-
versial issues.

Colonies Present Problem

The Assembiy will have to start
from scratch on disposal of Italy's
prewar African colonies. They are
~omaliland, Eritrea and Tripolita-
nia. Italy lost title to them because
she started the war on the side of
the Axis. They were “liberated” by
the Allies. Italy now wants them
back under a UN trusteeship agree-
ment. She will have strong support
to get them from the Western Pow-
ers at least. For without overseas
territory, overcrowded Italy cannot
pe maae self-sufficient,

What may come out of the Car-
dinal Mindszenty case is anybody's
guess. Liberation of the c¢ardinal
may be demanded. He is now serv-
ing life imprisonment on charges of
black marxet dealings and espion-
age. Hungary, whose Communist
government convicted him, is not

now a member of the United Na-

tions, though her application is
pending. Any action by the Genp-
eral Assembly, censuring Hungary,
would reduce her chances of aamis-
sion.

The question of Franco S8pain is
two-edged. Poiand and other Com-
munist countries want strong United
Nations action taken to remove the
present Spanish government.

One,
submitted by the U. S., provided for
free entry of foreign correspondents
into member states and the unre-
stricted transmission of news into
and out of foreign countries with
minimum censorship. Other pro-
posals were submitted by the British
and French. The Russians object to
all three on the grounds that they

Dr. Les Morrison, who heads
a research f at General Hospi-
tal here, made the assertion before
more than 200 physicians and other
experts who closed a two-day con-
ference Sunday.

Dr. Morrison reported that a new
treatment for arteriosclerosis had
been used successfully on 100 pat-
fents. Experiments were conducted
for two years on rabbits.

Treated Wjith Choline ~

Arteriosclerosis sufferers. were
treated with choline, a substance
found in the B-complex vitamins,
The disease is caused when the liver
deposits too much fat in the blood-
stream, Dr. Morrison explained.

The fat thickens the blood ves-
sels, he said. “That means you get
a hemorrhage of the heart or brain
—COronary mbosis or cerebral
thrombosis—a attack or
stroke.”

The tesearchers separated 200 pa-
tients into two groups. Only one
group was treated with choline. Dr.
Morrison said 35 per cent of the
patients who receive no choline died
within two years. Of the group that
did get it, only five per cent died.

“We showed that by using choline
n the animal we could restore scle-
rotic arteries to normal,” Dr. Morri-
son declared. “That means we could
make old animals young again.”

WASHINGTON —(#)— The prob-
lems of agriculture may “become
worse before they become better,
the House Appropriations Commit-
tee said Monday.

It made the comment in approv-
ing a bumper peacetime $701,122,079
money bill for the Agriculture De-
partment.

The bill, scheduled for House de-
bate starting Tuesday, would finan-
ce the department for the fiscal year
starting next July 1.

Among other things, Yt provides
$257,043,439 for soil conservation pay-
ments, $75,000,000 for the school
lunch program, $50,963,500 for the
Forest Service and for an increase
from $750 to $2,500 in the maximum
amount of payments allowed indivi-
duals for soil conservation practices.
There is also $350,000,000 in loan
authorization for Rural Electrifica-
tion administration, which is not
counted in the cash total.

While $25,798,828 Dbelow the
amount President Truman request-
ed, the total recommended is $127,-
203,126 more than the department
was given for the present year.
