WASHINGTON — Memories of
many other peace pacts came back
as I sat watching the foreign min-
isters sign the North Atlantic Pact.
Vivid memories, youthful memor-
ies, poignant memories, filled with
hopes for peace ... The Kellogg
Pact, the Washington Arms Treaty,
the London Naval Conference. As
a young newspaperman I attended
them all, and with all of them
hoped—as did the world—that with
each signing a new era of peace
was ushered in.

Those were days when I was
naive and optimistic.c Perhaps
America was the same way—at
least regarding peace conferences.
We were sure that the end of World
War I meant the end of wars for-
ever. And every newspaper in the
country heralded the Washington
Arms Conference—{irst great dis-
armament conference—as the be-
ginning of a new era of peace.
First Arms Conference

Charles Evars Hughes, bewhis-
kered, dignified, full of vigor and
ideals, presided. Warren G. Hard:
ing in all his handsomeness open-
ed the conference on Armistice Day,
1921. Lord Balfour, the perfect Eng-
lish gentleman, charmed the
crowds. Aristide Briand, then in his
prime, spoke 8o eloquently in
French that the crowds, under-
standing not a single word, cheered
him to the echo.

Just out of college, I persuaded
Dick Slocum, now manager of the
Philadelphia Bulletin, then editor
of the Swarthmore College student
weekly, to make me his official cor-
respondent to cover the arms con-
ference. Full of youthful ideals I
went to Washington.

I didn't know what it was all
about; but I have watched what
happened since — watched what
happened to the conferences trea-
ties signed with such acclaim, with
such hope, such prayer for future

peace.

The treaty to scrap battleships
faithfully was carried out by us—
and by the rest of the world, be-
cause the rest of the world had
almost no battleships to scrap. But
the rest of the world promptly be-
gan building ¢éruisers:

The nine-power pact guarantee-
ing the sovereignty of China.was
trampled into the dust of Man-
churia by the Japs Sept. 18, 1931
and huas been laughed st by the
Russians since. Henry L. Stimson
strove valiantly to save it, but Eur-
ope didn’t.

Then there was the London Na-
val Conference signed April 22
1930, in the pleasant drawing room
where Queen Anne once took tea
and which was supposed to limit
the weapons that the Washington
conference omitted — cruisers. I
remember so well the three King
Georges looking down from their
portraits at the American delega-
tion. And it almost seemed that
the radiance of the morning plus
the optimism for peace {induced
George III to forget the scowl he
usually had for rebellious Ameri-
cans.

Not only the portrait of George
III, but everyone else was in a
happy mood, and Briand suggested
to Senator Joe Robinson that now
was the time for him to make his
long-promised speech about the
naval sacrifices of the sovereign
State of Arkansas.

Eight years before, Charles Evans
Hughes, winding up the Washing-
ton Arms Conference, had said:
“This treaty absolutely ends naval
competition for all time.”

At London on that balmy April
morning, Ramsay MacDonald,
prime minister of England, was
more cautious. “This is just the end
of the chapter,” he said. “We are
merely turning over a new leaf in
naval negotiations.” '

But not even the cautious Mac-
Donsald realized that nine years la-
ter Europe would be convulsed in
the throes of war again.

Herpes zoster, which is the cor-
rect medical name for shingles, is
an acute inflammation of the skin
accompanied by the appearance of
characteristic blisters. It is not,
however, strictly speaking a skin
disease, as it involves only that
part of the skin which is reached by
certain nerves,

Before the blisters appear, the
patient usually has some pain in the
affected area, The blisters generally
become visible on about the third
or fourth day. Fever may be pres-
ent and pain or neuralgia is fre-
quently severe.

One side of the body only is af-
fected, and it is especially common
around the chest, just over and
paralle] to the ribs. It appears also
on the forehead, face and lower
back and abdomen.

The blisters after a period of sev-
eral days begin to open and dry up,
finally disappearing altogether. In

Herpes may develop with or im-
mediately after acute infections like
pneumonia or meningitis; it can
come in epidemics or without any
cause which can be identified.

American Army In-

The secretary said the At-
lantic Pact nations are banking
on an American Army overseas,
and also on U. 8. equipment for
their own fighting forces.

As a matter of fact, since we
must maintain a big standing Army
anyway, there is no special hard-
ship inyolved in having some of it
stationed in Europe. Actually it
would be a valuable peace-time as-
signment for our men educationally.
And, of course, their presence would
be calculated to lessen the chances
of war.

Claims Battery,
‘Battery’ Defense

‘ OFENBACH, GERMANY —(®— |

A German inventor claims you can
beat off a hold-up man with a
flashlight battery. Fritz Harbach
of Offenbach got the idea because
weapons and firearms are strictly
taboo for the Germans.

The inventor's device consists of
a four volt flashlight battery, a
small transformer and a contact
plate which is worn inconspicu-
ous?' like a wrist watch. The con-
tacy plate serves as a “shock trans-
mitter,” emitting -1,000 volts. How
the inventor ,generates the 1,000
volts from a four-volt flashlight
battery is “my own secret,” he said.
Electricians, however, claim it is a
very elementary process.

A light touch with the “shock
transmitter” is sufficient to floor
any attacker, Herr Harbach said.
He had his invention tested by the
German police and they found it to
be an “excellent self-protection in-
strument.” The battery and trans-
former don’t take more space than
a pack of cigarettes. An insulated
wire through the sleeve of your coat
connects the contact plate with the
transformer.
