Too Individualistic

Judging from some of his speeches, Kenneth Royall
is an individualist who, as secretary of war and later of
the Army, spoke first as- Kenneth Royall and second as a
member of the government. As a consequence the official
Royall found himself with his foot in his mouth on a couple

of embarrassing occasions.
There was the time that he offered the off-hand

opinion that the Army would not try to defend Japan if it
was invaded. The fact that maybe the Army couldn’t de-
fend it successfully did nothing to quiet the shocked and
angry protests that followed his remark. Nor did the of-
ficial denials that followed do much to inspire public con-
fidence. )

More recently the retired secretary came forth with
the news that Western European leaders wanted more
American ground forces on the continent, though where
and how many was not disclosed. These were not the only
times that Royall dealt policy off the cuff. But they prob-
ably represent the most momentous subjects which he
handled in casual, inde‘pende‘nt fas‘hion'.

This is said out of no disrespect for a man with a
splendid record in two wars. As a member and sub-
member of the cabinet, he apparently worked hard and
left the Army in good shape. We bring these instances up
as evidence that Royall’s attitude toward matters requir-
ing high-level, coordinated decision is typical of the gen-
eral attitude of the three armed services under “unifica-
tion.”

The final decision on whether America would try to
defend Japan in event of war would hardly seem to be up
to the Army. Its recommendations might count most
heavily in that final decision, but they would be made—or
should be made—only after consultation and agreement
with the other services.

To announce the alleged decision, as Royall did, was
scarcely in the country’s best interests. But if the an-
nouncement was necessary, then surely the President and
Commander in Chief, or at least the secretary of defense,
was the logical person to do the announcing.

Royall’s disclosure of the request for more ground
troops, and his hint of favorable disposition toward it, had
even less justification. Here he was discussing what might
be one of the most fateful moves that this government
could make, short of a declaration of war. Its implications
covered the whole range of American policy as well as
practical questions of tremendous scope. Yet it was tossed
as a sort of vague aside into some of Royall’s testimony

before a congressional committee.
* * *

We do not look for any more such slips under Defense
Secretary Johnson. Perhaps there will be. But the way
he has been cracking the whip and getting things done in-
dicates that things are going to be different around the
department uhder its new boss. ’

It has been urged that the secretary of defense be
given greater authority in the interest of efficiency, econ-
omy and real unity. No doubt he needs it. But one gets
the idea that even under the present setup Johnson will
see to it that the lines of command and responsibility are
stronger and more clearly defined.

nder these circumstances we think that a man of
Royall’s temperament will be happier out of the govern-
ment. Some of his former associates may reach the same
conclusion about the lves. For it seems evident from
his present pace that Secretary Johnson is out to make
short work of jealousy, bickering, cross-purposes and pub-
licity contests among the services, Here’s hoping he

doesn’t slow down.

Austrian jitters—The Austrian
Government is alarmed because the
Hungarian Army has begun build-
ing concrete pillboxes along the
Austrian border. Huge floodlights
and barbed-wire barricades also
are being installed opposite Aus-
tria with pillboxes every 100 yards.
All this has the Austrians in the
Jtters.

Arms to Europe—The joint chiefs
of staff have notified President
Truman that the army has 9,286
surplus tanks and 7,000,000 tons of
ammunition it can ship to West-
ern Europe under the Atlantic
Pact. That’s enough to equip 25
armored divisions.

American plant in Yugoslavia—
Yugoslavia has begun secret nego-
tiations with an, American com-
pany to build a steel plant in
Yugoslavia. The State Department
has given its blessings to the deal
upon recommendations from the
American embassy, which is look-
ing for ways to keep Marshal Tito
from patching up his fight with
Moscow. American engineers now
are estimating the costs, which
may go as high as $100,000,000.

Department for safekeeping until
Congress approved.

However, from the propaganda
viewpoint, which was the maln
thing Peron was interested in, some
senators felt Vaughan definitely
had accepted the medal. His photo
was taken with the Argentine am-
bassador pinning the medal on his
bosom.

Radio transcriptions were made
of Vaughan's acceptance speech,
and the Argentine embassy stated
that it planned to distribute the
recordings through Latin-America.
Certainly in the eyes of BSouth
Americans, who do not understand
U. S. legal technicalities, Vaughan
accepted the medal and the inci-
dent had the effect of giving White
House blessing to the government
of South America’s leading dicta-
tor.

Medals Held Up

Meanwhile the State Department
is holding more than 100 foreign
decorations for U. 8. citizens, and
recently sent 12 of the least con-
troversial decorations to the Senate
Armed Services Committee for its
O. K. No senator has any objec-
tion to these 13, since they are
British awards to U. 8. scientists.
However, their approval might set
a precedent for okaying Vaughan's
medal, and at a closed-door meet-
ing, alert SBenator Baldwin object-
ed to considering the awards In
dribbles and batches. He urged
instead that the whole question of
foreign decorations be settled first.

As a result, the awards were held
up and letters were written soun-
ding out various governmental de-
partments on the question of for-
eign medals.

This is a devaluation of one-
third in ten months.

The peso was pegged at 7.40-7.45
to the American dollar Tuesday,
making it worth 18.31 cents Ameri-
can. Last Tuesday, it was worth bet-
ter than 14 c¢ents. For eight years
prior to !.st July 21, the peso was
worth 20 cents American.

Bankers, who don’t predict any|

| improvement in the peso valuation, |

attribute the drop to three factors.

1. Pemex, the Mexican oil mono- |
poly, appears unlikely to get the |
huge U. 8. loans it expected for oil |
field development. {

2. The next three months are poor
months for exports and the trade
balance against Mexico is unfav-
orable.

3. Business is slack, about ten per
cent down from a few months ago, |
and businessmen are pessimistic
about the future.
