Air Force Maps
Arctic Wasteland

To the Air Force's Tand Photo Re-
connaissance Squadron went the
job of tumm: Alaskxn and Arctie
“wasteland” into precise aerial
photographs. Bince the unit was
assigned to Ladd Air Force Base,
Fairbanks, Alaska i1n 1946, it has
bucked severe weather to map
more than 2,400,000 square miles
of desolate land. For years the
Alaskan mountain peaks were
called “wastes” because they de-
fied exploration. With mounted
aerial cameras shooting every 20
seconds, a B-29 Superfortress,
above, travels back and forth over
typically rugged Alaskan terrain
on a photo-run. At left, a team
of photographic specialists
matches up several photos by
overlapping, trims and mounts
them onto a giant mosaic which
gives the big picture. This is how
once-uncharted “wasteland” has
béen transformed into exact topo-
graphical aerial maps, sorely
needed for this nation's defense.

It will be a tremendous event in
American history when the last of
these grizzled veterans passes, and
(the grisly Civil War enters into
legend. The earth then will hold in
silence all of the 3,000,000 or more
men who fought in the famous
| war of brother against brother.
First Billion-Dollar War

It probably was history’s first bil-
lion-dollar war, The price was
heavy in terms of blood, but that
bill was paid long ago. The bill in
terms of dollars still is being paid.

The four-year fight cost the
North alone $3,000,000,000, some
110,000 combat dead and 221,791
lives lost by disease. The North
eventually also will have paid out
an additional $8,000,000,000 in pen-
sion and compensation claims be-
fore the federal government offi-
cially closes its book on this fratri-
cidal conflict. A year ago the Vete-
rans Administration still had 16,-
372 Civil War cases on its rolls,
mostly dependents of veterans.

What did the war between the
states cost the South? Woodrow
Wilson, an eminent historian be-
fore he became President, put its
battle losses at 133,821 killed and
wounded in an army of 900,000, less
than half the force the North put
into the fiefd. Some 30,152 Con-
federates died in prison, largely of
disease. An equal number of Union
| soldiers died in Southern prisons
Vo Marshall Plan

It is impossible, however, to esti-
| mate the monetary cost of the war
[to the South. Its industries were
destroyed, its / currency became
worthless in rocketing inflation. For
years it suffered under occupation
by federal troops and Northern car-
petbaggers. Defeated Germany had
a far milder occupation after two
world wars. There was no Marshall
Plan for the American South.

The bitterness of the men who
fought lived on in their sons. But
in the grandsons, the great grand-
sons, and the great great grand-
sons—the bitterness Ls dying or is
dead.

And the memorial wreaths Mon-
day aren’t just for the dead of that
long ago family fight. They also are
for thé dead of a reunited family
that has fought and won three for-
eign wars.
