GOP Leaders Split
The split among leaders of the Republican Party ap­

parently is not going to be healed easily.
Numerous GOP national committeemen clamored for 

the ouster of Rep. Hugh D. Scott, Jr., of Pennsylvania, the 
national chairman. Scott was named to the post by Gov. 
Thomas E. Dewey of New York In return for Pennsyl- 
Vania’s support of the governor in the 1948 Republican 
convention.

The fight is more than a tug of war for control of the
party’s key machinery. It is symptomatic of the confu-
don, the bitterness and the doubt that assailed the Repub-
icans after their stunning defeat at the polls last Fall.• « «

The GOP is searching for a winning formula. Ques­
tioned for ideas, rank and file party workers came up with 
a bagful. But no cleanly outlined political philosophy or 
course of action emerged from the welter of proposals and 
criticisms.

Some Republicans think the party should follow the 
democrats down the “welfare state’’ road. Others want a 

return to “basic’’ party principles but can’t agree what 
those fundamentals are. Many have no positive notions 
except to advise against “me-tooism” of the sort they be- 
ieve has marked party campaigns since 1940.

Every intelligent citizen who believes in the two- 
•party system must hope that for the sake of our national 
¡political health the Republicans can construct a sound, 
Jvvorkable program.

If they do not, the country soon may be on its way to 
osing a vital element in democracy: the chance to choose 

at the polls between clear alternatives of policy.

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WASHINGTON—AU is not har­
mony Inside the Republican Na­
tional Committee as it nears the job 
of picking a new chairman. It was 
hoped that when Pennsylvania’s 
Hugh Scott, a Dewey man, resigned, 
diverse OOP factions would bury 
the hatchet and pull together. But 
they haven’t.

Today, there is Just about as much 
inside dissension as there was over 
controversial Hugh Roott.

This time the feuding is over the 
top candidate for the chairmanship 
—Guy Oabrlelson of Bernardsvllle. 
N. J., i^tlonal committeeman from 
New Jeraey.

Last week the chairmanship ap 
peared to be all set for Gabrielson 
Since then, sudden and stiff opposi 
tlon has developed. For one thing, 
it is strongly suspected that he is 
Stassen man. E:ven more important, 
Republican congressmen from New 
Jersey are alnjost solidly opposed 
En bloc they called on ex-Speaker 
Joe Martin, and registered their 
objection. Usually it’s an honor to 
have a national chairman selected 
from your state, but in this case New 
Jersey congressmen wanted to fore­
go the honor—if Gabrielson is to be 
the man.

Another strike against Gabrielson 
is the fact that he is from the East, 
and that Scott’s resignation was 
forced because a Mid-westerner was 
needed as chairman. (Gabrielson 
was bom in Sioux Rapids, Iowa, but 
has lived In New Jersey for some 
time.)
Kansas* Darby Is Favorite

Another complaint Is that at the 
last Omaha meeting of the GOP, 
Mrs. Reeve Schley of New Jersey, 
whose husband is vice president of 
the Chase National Bank, wanted 
to be on the executive committee in 
place of Mn. Worthington Scranton 
of Scranton, Pa. Accordingly, Mrs. 
Scranton was persuaded to resign in 
favor of Mrs. Schley, following 
which Oabrlelson did not pass this 
choice plum to Mrs. Schley but us­
urped it for himself. This made 
many people sore.

Meanwhile, a lot of wires are be­
ing pulled to put Oabrlelson across. 
His chief backers are Texas Com­
mitteeman Rentfro Creager. Arl- 
lona’s Novelist Clarence Budolngton 
Kalland, Harrison Spangler of Iowa, 
Senator Brewster of Maine, a n d  
Sam Pryor, former committeeman 
from Connecticut and vice president 
of Pan American Airways.

Pryor has even obtained the help 
of a public relations firm, Andrew 
Gahagen of 370 Park Avenue, New 
Tcnit. to put Oabrlelson across, and 
one of its repreeentatlves, Lee Mc­
Cann, has been In Washington but­
tonholing the boys.

Note—Top candidate for the GOP 
chairmanship if Oabrlelson doesn’t 
make it is Harry Darby, OOP com­
mitteeman from Kansas, who la 
chairman of the K ansu City Air­
ways and ot the Kansas Palamlno 
Rone Exhibitors Association. Darby 
is acceptable to Dewey and most 
other factlone but docent seem to 
want the Job.
Jeha Fester DaOee* New Jeb

elgnlfloant, but John Foster DuUee, 
the famed new senator from New 
York, has been appointed to the 
Senate oommlttee governing the 
District of Ctdumbia. In votelesa 
Washington this means that he will 
have a great deal to say about gov 
emittf Washington—4ndudlng Ms 
pubSe ntiUUes.

In fairness to Senator Dulles, It 
should be noted that he wanted ap­
pointment to the Foreign Relations 
Committee. When no opening de­
veloped, Senator Schoeppel of Kan­
sas wae moved off the District of 
Columbia committee, and Dulles 
took his place. Senator Dulles re­
marked, incidentally, that he knew 
nothing about D. C. problems with 
the exception of the bill to kill the 
capital’s population of starlings. Al­
though he liked birds, he said he did 
not like starlings.
How General Wanted Fromotion 

Here is one inside reason why Gen. 
Alden Waitt, chief of the Army’s 
Chemical Warfare Section, got sus­
pended for dealing with lobbjrlst 
James V. Hunt, close friend of Gen­
eral Harry Vaughan, White House 
military aide.

General Waitt has been chief of 
the Chemical Warfare Section for 
almost four years, and ordinarily 
chiefs of Army bureaus are not re­
appointed. 'They are transferred to 
the field. However, Waitt wanted 
to continue in his lush Washington 
office in which—after quite a howl 
—he had Just InstaUed a new tile 
bathroom, kitchenette, air cooling, 
etc.

So General Waitt. appreciating 
lobbyist Hunt’s friendship with Gen­
eral Vaughan, and also appreciating 
General Vaughan’s power around 
the ’White House, asked Hunt's help 
in securing his reappointment. Hunt 
in turn proposed that General Waitt 
dictate a memorandum which Hunt 
would then send to G e n e r a l  
Vaughan.

This General Waitt did, using 
Hunt’s secretary. The memorandum 
gave a glowliu description of Waitt’s 
virtues and i^evam ents; also ex­
posed the faults and fallings of other 
candidates to be chief of chemical 
warfare.

One interetUng point la that Gen­
eral Waitt sat on an Army's Evalua­
tion Board to pass upon his brother 
officers and had previously given 
high recommendations to the very 
same officers whose qualifications he 
deprecated in the memorandum 
which ha dictated for lobbyist Hunt.

Note—When Douglas MacArthur 
wanted promotion to the rank of 
major general, he asked his wife's 
stepfather, the wealthy Edward T. 
Stoteabury of Philadelphia, to in­
tervene at the 'White House. Stotes- 
bury, a J. P. Morgan partner, was a 
heavy OOP campaign contributor.

Many children who are considered 
"bad" are really suffering only from 
some physical disorder or nervous 
maladjustment. The fault Is often 
—but not always—with the physical 
condition or the home or school 
surroundings rather than with the 
willful misbehavior of the young­
ster.

Physical causes may be responsible 
for "unsocial behavior.’’ A young­
ster may have a severe anemia re- 
stiltlng in lack of pep and Inability 
to take part in the usual athletic 
and social Mtivltles. A condition 
called St. Vitus Dance, or chorea, 
which is closely related to rheumatic 
fever. Is a fairly common cause of 
nervousness. And there are other 
diseases which can lead to unde­
sirable behavior in a child.
Mental «train

Mental or nervous strains from 
the environment are a frequent 
cause of bad behavior. Lack of 
sympathy and understanding, or 
quarreling between the parents pro. 
duces a feeling of Insecurity in al 
most all children.

Too much sympathy or "mother­
ing” may cause Jtist as much trouble 
as neglect and lack of affection. 
Overindulgence can produce nerv 
ousness and maladjustment as read 
lly as can neglect.

Probably affection and Interest 
01 the part of the parents toward 
the child Is more Important to good 
behavior than a large mnnbcr of 
mistakes in otha. parent-child re­
lationships. I

Tt certainly would be shortsight­
ed and foolhardy to become smu^ 
and self-omnplac^t regarding the 
economic situation as long as the 
trend is downward and there are as 
many elements of uncertainty in the 
picture as there are today.

“On the other hand, nothing is to 
be gained from an attitude of pes­
simism and foreboding that is un­
realistic in terms of the economic 
facts. 'There are elements of both 
strength and weakness in the econ­
omy, and the relative importance of 
these counteracting forces should be 
appraised carefully.”

bo.x in Federal Court here.

It is disclosed, in outline form, in ^he sworn testimony 
 ̂of .-li-x undercover FBI agents— and by a former editor of 
the Communist “Daily Work­
er ’—as witnesses against 11 
top members of the Com-
m.;.msts’ American “Politburo.”

.\mericans can—and many do— 
scoff at the idea that the United 
States could be conquered by such 
methods.

But these are the methods by 
\.nlch 50,000 Russian revolutionaries, 
ender Lenin and Trotsky, took and 
kept contro. of all Russia. They 
are the samj methods by which Po­
land, and the Balkan countries, 
have been taken over by minorities 
against the will of majorities.

Red "leadership” schools are 
teaching these methods in many 
American cities, to selected men 
and women, using the history of 
Russia's 1917 revolution as a tech­
nical textbook.

From such simple lessons, th e  
children move into the ‘‘three Rs.” 
Those in higher grades may pre­
pare for entrance examinations to 
the schools of the Middle East.

Because most of th e  refugees, 
child or adult, sjsend a lot of time 
the way little Hashim Muad does 
—thinking about going home—the 
refugee school plan is not a long- 
range one.

But It is being put together so 
that when Hashim and the 225,- 
000 other uprooted Arabs do go 
back to the homes they left, this 
makeshift, voluntary arrangement 
will be absorbed into a  new per­
manent school system for all Ptdes- 
tine.

He 
married there.

Mon chapeau I” he shout­
ed. ‘‘There’s my hat!” Attendants 
came naming and Mestepey told 
his story.

STROMBOLI, ITALY —(NEA)— 
The eight-squaxe-mile Island of 
Stromboll, which the natives call 
“Island Without Hope,’’ is only 50 
miles from the Italian mainland, but 
its inhabitants look toward the dis­
tant United States for salvation.

The bright light of Hollywood 
shone briefly on Stromboli’s lava 
and cactus while the world ogled 
the romance between Ingrid Berg­
man and Italian movie director Rob­
erto Rosselini. TTien the spotlight 
faded, leaving the island as desolate 
as it was when Rosselini picked it 
for a movie location because It of­
fered conditions worse than in a 
concentration camp.

Marooned by nature on the 
constant active volcano in the 
world, the population within the 
last 20 years has dropped from 4,000 
to 750, leaving behind a ghost vil­
lage of empty, quake-scarred houses 
m which we^B and cactus have 
replaced the furniture.
