That 
time, he told a news conference 
Thursday, Is still a long way off.

There must be such an emergency 
before strike-halting court injunc­
tions can be sought under the Taft- 
Hartley Labor Law.

Senator Taft (R-Ohio), one of 
the law’s authors, said Thtirsday 
night In Ohio that he too believes 
the time has yet to come for us­
ing Taft-Hartley emergency pow­
ers.

Others thought the President 
should act now before effects of the 
two strikes get worse. Senator 
Wherry (R-Neb), OOP floor leader 
in the enate, said if Truman doesn’t 
realize there is a national emergency 
now “he Is about the only person in 
the country who doesn’t ”

The President’s news conference 
statement didn’t rule out the ctumce 
that be may call the strike princi­
pals to the 'White Hotise for a pep 
talk.

British. Socialization
There will be no general election in Great Britain 

until 1950. The Labor government has spurned Winston 
Churchill's challenge to give Britons a chance now to vote 
on its policies.

Prime Minister Attlee has acted in this situation as 
almost any British leader would have done. He is under 
no compulsion to call an election at this time, and from 
the Labor Party’s viewpoint there are several advantages 
to be gained from deferring a popular decision.

Under British law a general election must be held at 
least every five years. The last one took place in 1945 
when" the Labor Party won control. But a government 
may hold an election whenever it believes a test of popular 
sentiment is needed to clear the political atmosphere. 
Aside from the five-year rule, however, it is forced to go 
to the people only when it receives a vote of “no confi­
dence’’ in Parliament.

Attlee’s government is in no such danger and hence 
he would be likely to seek a vote test only if convinced 
that the political situation at the moment were so badly 
confused as to handicap the execution of national policy. 
Yet that, too, does not appear to^be the case.

On the other hand, Attlee and hia party are no doubt 
extremely eager to have the nationalization of the iron and 
ateel industry become law before popular reaction to the 
government’s stewardship is gauged. The steel national­
ization bill has been passed but does not become law until 
the Spring Of 1950. It was a big plank in the party’s 1945 
platform.

With the steel bill enacted, the Labor Party will be 
able to claim that it haa taken several strides toward the 
fulfillment of its Socialist promises. For the coal and 
transportatioii industries already have passed to govern­
ment ownership.

Furthermore, the Labor government will have had 
many months more to work out its world trade problems 
symbolized by the “dollar crisia.” By next Summer the 
effect of the recent devaluation of the pound should be 
pretty clear. And the merit of proposals agreed to in 
Washington for long-range trade solutions ought also to 
be evident.

• • *

In other words, the present leaders will not feel it 
necessary to complain that, in the event of their defeat at 
the polls, they were tossed out of office before they had a 
fair chance to lick B i r i n ’s problems.

These advantages for the Labor Party will have their 
political uses for the people as well. For it would be 
unwise from their standpoint to measure anything as 
■trikingly new to them as a Socialist government short of 
a full test.

It perhaps is unfortunate that the nationalization of 
steel will have been in effect for so brief a span when the 
1950 election occurs.' Sound judgment of the consequences 
of the move hardly will be possible. But at least the peo­
ple will have before them the record of many months’ 
public ownership in other basic industries.

If there are indeed grave losses of freedom and 
initiative in a switch to socialism, the supporters of capi­
talist alternatives should not fear the results of a fairly 
staged trial run for the'rival aystem. The facts will tell 
the story.

WASHINGTON — U. 8 . diplo­
mats from the iron curtain countries 
meeting in London this week had 
before them conclualve evidence that 
Stalin now plans a showdown with 
Tito. The showdown will be under­
taken, as far as possible without 
leading to war, but if war is, neces­
sary the Kremlin apparently has 
decided to risk it.

Here are the factors which led 
American diplomata to this conclu­
sion;

1. Tito’s nose-thumbing at the 
Kremlin has become contagious 
Other satellite countries are figuring 
that if Yugoslavia can get away with 
it, they can too. Tito, onc^ trained as 
an NKVD agent, has sent his own 
agents out to work against Moscow 
in Hungary, Czechoslorakls, Bul­
garia Roumania.

3. The end of the Greek civil war 
was not because the guerrillas were 
defeated, but to rest them for an 
attack on Tito. Seven thousand 
Greek guerrillas already have been 
transferred to Bulgaria and Czecho- 
^ovakia to get re-equipped.

3. A brigade of the East Ger­
man People’s Police has been sent 
from Berlin to Bulgaria. 'They pre­
viously were trained in Yugoslavia 
during the German occupation, 
know how to fight Tito.

4. One attack on Tito already has 
taken place, although no news was 
published In the Yugoslav press. The 
U. 8. embassy repmrted Russian 
guerrillas c r o s ^  from Hungary, 
fired a few shots and then retreat­
ed. Tito hushed it up to keep from 
alarming his people.
Win USA Fightr

What the Kremlin is banking on 
is the belief that the United SUtes 
is not ready to risk war, will not 
intervene to help Tito. 'This Is based 
partly on U. S. Isolationism, partly on 
Moscow’s plan to dLsguise the Tito 
attack as an internal revolt.

Thus the main problem confront- 
lî g American doplimats has become: 
How to head off war by telling the 
Kremlin we would fight—although 
the final decision actually lies with 
Congress.

History shows that Hitler never 
would have Invaded the Ruhr If he 
thought the French would have 
fought He guessed right. Prance 
wouldn’t fight at that time.

Again Hitler figured that the 
Western Allies would not fight if 
he Invaded Austria, then Czecho­
slovakia. Again he guessed right 
They didn’t fight.

By that time Hitler was getting 
brash and bloodthirsty. Perhaps he 
might not have invaded Poland If 
he had thought the British would 
fight. In any event, he guessed 
wrong, and World War n  began.

The situation may be the same re­
garding Yugoslavia. Its invasion may 
be a stepplngstone to Greece, Tur­
key, Suez, Africa India We may 
not fight at first, but eventtially we 
will. So the State Department flg- 
uries it Is better to be firm at flrsl; 
and let the Kremlin know exactly 
where we stand. That is what Ame­
rican doplimats faced this week In 
London.

Dan Barbey, conunand- 
er of the Caribbean Sea frontier.

What happened was that the U. S. 
A., while preaching democracy for 
France, Italy and the North At­
lantic Pact countries, let-the Navy 
play footsie with one of the bloodiest 
dictators in all Latin America— 
President Trujillo of the Domlncan 
Republic.

Just as Adm. Richard Conolly got 
some U. S. diplomats sore by making 
a special courtesy cruise to visit Dic­
tator Franco In Spain, so Admiral 
Barbey made a q>eclal courtesy 
call on Trujillo. Further-more, he 
did so after Governor Munoz Mar­
in had strongly advised against it.

Governor Marin, educated a t 
Georgetown University, US.A., is 
one of the best friends and criltural 
links the United States has with 
Latin America.

And he pointed out to Admiral 
Barbey that Dictator ’Trujillo had 
slaughtered h\mdreds of Haitians, 
had Instituted a reign of terror, and 
that if the United States reaUy 
believed In the democracy It talked 
about, so also should Its Navy.

Despite this, Barbey took his war- 
shlp>8 to call on the dictator. After­
ward, ’Trujillo wanted to send his 
one warship on a return call to 
Puerto Rico. The State Department 
asked Governor Marin what he 
thought about it, then proceeded 
to Ignore his advice and permitted 
the Dominican Navy’s visit. Where­
upon. Admiral Barbey added Insult 
to Injury by asking the governor to 
give a reception for the visiting 
Dominican Navy.

Instead the governor “went fish­
ing.” And the Dominican sailors 
were given a frosty reception by an 
acting governor. All of which has 
raised a furore in the Caribbean. 
On top of It all. Admiral Barbey has 
gone on the radio to denounce Gov­
ernor Marin and his land-use poll-

Core Of Painful Kidney Stones 
Requires Cure In Two Stages

By EDWIN P. JORDAN, M. D.

'The passing of a kidney stone can 
be entirely painless but quite often 
the pain is terrific. A kidney stone 
may have existed for many years 
without producing any pain or 
other symptoms. Most of them grow 
slowly and do not cause trouble un­
til they begin to move down the 
urinary passageways.

'These things which we call stones 
are not really stones at all but 
groups of crystals which form Into 
round or IrregiUarly shaped balls 
'They start in an Irregularly shaped 
space inside the kidney which opens 
Into the ureter or passageway which 
leads down to the bladder. When 
stones start down this small pas
sageway, they scrape on the tender 

cles, with the resiilt that Marin has sides of the duct, causing spasm and

BcUevinr The Pain

There are at least two stages In 
the treatment of kidney stones. The 
first is to care for the Immediate 
pain and otlier symptoms. It Is not 
safe to leave a stone permanently In 
the ureter, as damage can be done 
to the kidney Itself.

The location of the stone can be 
discovered by prq;>er equipment and 
the use of the X-ray. I t is possible 
to assist In the passage of the stone 
by oiling or other meas\ires. When 
the pain is severe. It Is necessary to 
reUeve the patient and this Involvea 
the use of pain-kllllng druga some­
times In large quantities.

I t Is Important to know what kind 
of stones are Involved so that the 
doctor can tell which foods should 
be allowed and which forbidden In 
order to try to prevent new onm
