The Commititee Report:

“The consensus x x x that the
greatest fire hazard in the nuild-
ing is the accumulation of these
records stored in the basement,
which, mostly being of paper, could
be easily ignited, and would in
themselves cause the destruction of
the building if once a ' fire was
started.

“They further agreed that the |
sprinkling system aucady installed |
in the basement would damage
practically all of said records in
the event the automutic sprinkling |
system was called into use.” |

recommended that appropriaie zc-
tion be taken without delay to cor- |
rect the dangerous condition and |
to remove the archives, records and .
documents from the basement to a |
safer place.

Architects estimated it would
then cost a minimum of $20,000,000
to replace the capitol if it were |
destroyed. This was aside from the
value of documents stored in the
capitol.
