It should
be made clear when editorial comment is that of a spon-
sor and not the station, just as newspapers label an ex-
pression of opinion in purchased space as advertising.

If the broadcast licensees were given more freedom
and would assume more responsibility, if they were (o
function more as editors and less as advertising salesmen,
there seems little doubt but that the level of radio enter-
tainment and pnhlic service would rise.
