CHICAGO — (JP)—  Unem--

With no peace moves under way 
or announced, prospects for early 
peace were 'iim.

The Pennsylvania Railroad an­
nounced it is furloughing 85,000 of 
Its 125,000 employes, with the lay­
offs to be completed by 8 am. Fri­
day.

The New York Central said 25,000 
of its employes already are idle and 
that the number may Jump to 50,-, 
000.

The Southern Railway System 
said most of its 38,000 employes will 
be idle by this weekend.

The Santa Fe Issued an order 
closing all its shops.

Fourteen major mines in Western 
Pennsylvania, including th o s e  
owned by the Bethlehem Steel Cor­
poration, closed down. There were 
no empty gondolas to carry coal 
away. The shutdowns forced 4,460 
miners into Idleness.

Several other mines were operat­
ing a aalf day. Some mines at­
tempted to keep operating by dump­
ing coal on the ground, but such 
space was limited.
All Mines May Close 

Mine officials ssdd aU Western 
Pennsylvania’s 55,000 nilners may 
be idle next week if the strike con­
tinues.

At Cleveland, C. P. Weigele, gen­
eral manager of the New York Cen­
tral’s West Division, said 25,000 rail 
workers now are on strike or have 
been laid off in the sj-stem. About 
10 per cent of the Idle are employes 
engaged in such non-operating 
tasks as clerical work.

The Fisher Body Plant at Cleve­
land Issued temporary furloughs 
Wednesday to 2,500 employes but 
called 1.500 of them back Thursday. 
One thousand employes of the Mid­
land Steel Products Company In 
Cleveland were laid off, but almost 
all were recalled.

President Pledges 
All-Out Program Of 
Dams, Public Power

GRAND COULEE DAM. WASH. 
—(ji*)—President Truman Thursday 
declared his determination to de­
velop low-cost public power on all 
the country’s great rivers and fight 
against its use “for private profit.” 

“We have embarked, all over the 
country, on the task of fully de­
veloping our resources for all the 
people,” he said.

"And we shall have to continue 
to overcome the opposition of those 
who do not understand the great­
ness of our goal, or who few the 
impairment of their selfish Interests.

”We will meet opposition from the 
private power groups. Many of 
them—there we honorable excep­
tions, of course—do not want the 
energy of our rivers put to use as 
power and sold to the people at 
cost.”
Blasts Power Companies

The President laid down his pub­
lic i>ower development program in 
a prepared address In dedication 
ceremonies at the site of Grand 
Ck)ulee Dam, where the last turbine 
has been cut in.

He said the private power com­
panies “would deny the people the 
benefits of low-cost power they 
themselves have brought about 
through public investment.”

“We shall not be stopped by those 
who we timid, or short-sighted or 
selfish,” he went on. “We shall not 
be stopped by discredited claims, or 
by tattered slogans.”
StiU ‘Non-FoUUcal’

The President stopped here vir­
tually at the half-way point in his 
cross-country crusade for the “Fair 
Deal.” He has been making what 
he calls a “report to the people” at 
whistle stops all over the West and 
Middle West.

He outlined at Pendleton, Ore., 
Wednesday night a program of na­
tional development aimed at boost­
ing the income of poorer working 
families to $4,000 annually In 10 
years.

He said the income of those in the 
lower brackets can be doubled in 
“real money” and the nation’s out­
put of goods and services lifted to 
$35,000,000,000 by 1960.

In train platform speeches, he 
continued to Insist he is “not run­
ning for anything,” that this Is a 
“non-political” trip, but that he 
might come back later to do some 
"poUticking."

Hungarian Court 
Refuses To Cut 
Vogeler Sentence

BUDAPEST, HUNGARY —iAV- 
Hungary's Supreme Court of Jus­
tice refused Thursday to cut the 
13-year-prlson sentence of Robert 
A. Vogeler, American businessman 
who was convicted last February on 
spy charges.

The court also rejected the ap­
peals of Edgar Sanders, a Briton 
who was sentenced to 13 years on 
the same charges, and five Hun­
garian co-defendants.

The government announcement 
also disclosed that Imre Geiger and 
Zoltán Rado, Hungarian nationals 
who were sentenced to death in 
the same case, had been executed.

Vogeler. a vice president of the 
International Telephone and Tele­
graph Company, and Sanders, ac­
countant for the Hungarian subsi­
diary of the same firm, pleaded 
guilty to charges of espionage and 
sabotage.

Negro Slayer Dies 
A fte r  Four Reprieves

COLUMBUS, OHIO—<-P>—Theo­
dore Roosevelt McClure—the Cleve­
land negro who cheated the electric 
chair four times—died in a busi­
ness-like Ohio Penitentiary execu­
tion Wednesday night.

Once the 24-year-old Clevelander 
made his calm-voiced confession 
last Saturday that he actually did 
kill a Cleveland grocer during a 
1947 holdup, the state moved with­
out further delay.

McClure, apparently calm, walked 
Into the death chamber at 8 pm. 
Eight minutes later he was pro­
nounced officially dead.

McClure’s campaign to escape 
the electric chair brought four de­
lays. the last a dramatic reprieve 
by Gov. Prank J. Lausche Just 50 
minutes before McClure was to be 
executed March 10.

While most of the world Is wor­
rying about the coming Berlin Red 
demonstration, trouble in China and 
the danger of a Yugoslav war. it 
looks like two countries In this 
hemisphere were on the way to 
working out an important new 
friendship.

This developed during a White 
House visit between the President 
of the United States and the Presi­
dent of Chile when Gonaalee Vidcla 
unfolded to Truman a proposal to 
give landlocked Bolivia a free port 
on the Pacific Ocean near Arica.

To Latin Americans such a propo­
sal is almost revolutionary. For the 
Chilean ports of Tacna and Arica 
have been a bone of contention for 
years between Chile. Bolivia and 
Peru.

They already have been the sub­
ject of two wars and were arbitrated 
by Gen. John J. Pershing and Oen. 
William Lassiter, neither of whom 
was able to bring about a solution.

All during these years of con­
troversy, Bolivia has argued that she 
should be given one of these Chilean 
cities ss a free port. And because 
she was not able to get access to the 
sea, Bolivia instigated the famed 
Chaco War with Paraguay in the 
1920's.

What President Oonaalez Videla 
now has discussed with President 
Truman Is to give Bolivia an area 
on the Pacific coast near Arica 
where she would build her own 
port. Bolivia would have complete 
sovereignty, with no restrictions by 
Chile.

In turn, the Chilean president 
hopes that Bolivia would give Chile 
Irrigation water from Lake Tltti- 
cacca, with which to irrigate the 
north Chilean Desert of Atacama.

Navy's New Publicity Program 
Starts Off On Different Tack

W ASH INGTON— The U. S. Navy has launched a new 
program  to  win friend« and influence public opinion. I t  is 
ju s t beginning to «how. Six m onths ago th e  N avy found  
itaelf in the  m iddle of nothing but controveray and  bad  
public relations. T here was a sh arp  division in top  N avy 
com m and. Individuals like C aptain  Crom melin w ere do­
ing th ings on th e ir  ow n* 
which had  the e ffec t of pok­
ing people in the  eye w ith a 
sharp  stick. The chief func
tloD of the Navy public relations 
department then was to go around 
trying to pull out the sticks and 
heal the wounds.

The controversy which the Navy 
started over the effectiveness of the 
Air Force B-S6 super-bomber made 
it necessary for most vop officials 
in the Nsvy to critieixe the sister 
services.

At this Juncture, the Navy's pub­
lic relations office conducted a 
public oplrion survey.

Arrests By Secret 
Service Breaks Up 
Counterteiting Ring

BUFFALO, N, Y.—(AV-The U. S. 
Secret Service Thursday claimed 
it had broken up a mlUlon-dollar 
counterfeiting syndicate that alleg­
edly operated in 38 states and in 
Canada. •

A printing press and plates were 
seized Wednesday in a raid on a 
house In suburban Depew. Two 
men were arrested.

U. E. Baughman, chief of the Se­
cret Service, said In Washington it 
probably was the most important 
crackdown against counterfeiting in 
years.

Secretary of the Treasury Snyder 
said the arrest of Matthew Zlodln- 
ski, 37, and Bernard Neimer, 30, 
appeared to wind up the case.

More than 10 men had been ar­
rested previously as principals in 
the sjmdicate. Sixty-four o t h e r s  
have been charged with passing bo­
gus bills in various cities.

Neuner, an artist f o r  a litho­
graphic firm, was accused of “man­
ufacturing" plates u s e d  to print 
$500,000 in bogus Canadian money 
and about the s a m e  amount in 
American notes.
Held tn $100,000 BaU

Zlodlnskl was alleged to h a v e  
printed 34 separate issues of coun­
terfeit $10 and $20 notes, drawn on 
10 of the 12 regional Federal Re­
serve Banks. The exceptions were 
the Federal Reserve Banks at Chi­
cago and Kansas City.

The pre.ss was in th» basement 
of Zlodin.skl’s home.

Arraigned before U. S. Commis­
sioner Boyce H. Butterfield here 
Wedne.sday night, the pair waived 
hearings. Butterfield set their bond 
at $100.000 each.

Baughman said the ring had 
pa.s.sed about $45.000 in bogus mon­
ey "from Connecticut to California, 
and Maine to Texas."

The two Midland alrpArU—Mid­
land Air Terminal and Midland

The CAA emphasized this point: 
the listing does not necessarily 
mean that an airport will be built 
or Improved at each place.

The locations for actual work will 
be selected on a basis of greatest 
need and on the amount of money 
Congress will appropriate for such 
purposes.

The construction list for the year 
beginning July 1, 1950, will not be 
announced, therefore, until after 
Congress acU in the general appro­
priation bill now under considera­
tion.

The Associated Press quoted the 
CAA as saying It would cost a total 
of $928,033,000 to carry out the en­
tire three - year plan. Half of the 
funds would be supplied by local 
sponsors.

A jury convicted 31-year-old 
James D. He«r of Euclid, Ohio, oi 
second-degree murder In the home­
coming shooting of Jack T. Mc- 
Keown of Norwood, Ohio, In front 
of the fraternity house In which 
both lived.

Judge John R. King, obviously 
disturbed emotionelly, talked to 
“the great student body” and to 
Heer before pronouncing sentence.

"There is a challenge to each 
and every one,” said Judge King. 
“Rules and regulations are for the 
benefit, health and protection of 
the student body.

“Education, after all, points the 
way to life—how to live."

Judge King referred to drinking 
which preceded the fatal ahootlng 
on the eve of the school's home­
coming football game last Novem­
ber 12.

Trial testimony showed Beer and 
other students had been drinking 
at a Delta Tau Delta fraternity 
house party before McKeown tried 
to persuade him to give up a .iS 
caliber automatic pLstol.

Liquor Is not allowed by Ohio 
State rules.

Judge King asked Heer if be had
anything to s a y  before sentence 
was pronounced. The former Ma­
rine replied;

"I have only to say that in time 
perhaps thl.s thing will be forgot­
ten by most people, but for me It 
never will be forgotten.”

It was the first time Heer, a 
former pledge of E>elta Tau Delta, 
had spoken in court since his trial 
began May 1. He did not testify 
during the trial. McKeown. 31. was 
an active member of .the same fra­
ternity and managing editor of the 
student newspaper.

The Judge remembered Heer’s 
statement later:

"There is no punishment which 
the law could mete out to you as 
great as your conscience will mete 
out.” he said.

“I can not express my feelings. 
You expressed volumes a little while 
ago 'referring to Heer's statement.)

It 1.S the sentence of the court that 
you be confined to the Ohio Pen­
itentiary for and during your na­
tural life. And may Ood have

Well Digger Dies In 
Agony Shortly After 
Rescuers Reach Him

NEW YORK—i>P'—A guy with a , 
lot of courage—trapped for more \ 
than 27 hours at the bottom of a ; 
well shaft—died In agony late Wed- | 
nesday, shortly after rescuers fin- ; 
ally reached him.

Well digger Dominick Atteo was 
game to the end.

But burns, pain, exhaustion and 
the pressure of rocks and earth 
were more than his strong frame 
could stand.

Atteo. 49-year-old father of six 
children, died five minutes before 
he was lifted out of his tomb 30 
feet beneath a Brooklyn garage.

Only a few times during his agon­
izing Imprisonment did he falter 
in faith, hope or courage.

A hospital Interne and Roman 
Catholic priests administered to 
body and soul through the long 
hours as rescue workers feverishly 
dug a trench to reach him.

Doctors said Atteo — crushed, 
seared and half-blinded—put up an 
almost superhuman show of cour­
age
590 Persons Pray

Five hundred persons, many of 
them with rosaries, prayed -outside 
during the ordeal.

Atteo's attractive, 32 - year - old 
second wife, Marie, became hysterical 
when her long vigil of prayers and 
tears ended in despair.

Dr. Harold Berson, 35, worn out 
by perilous trips down the well 
shaft during 26 hours to administer 
to the tortured victim, said "I 
thought he was going to make It. 
His courage and endurance were 
beyond belief.”

The doctor said Atteo apparently 
died of exhaustion and shock.

The tunneling rescue workers had 
reached Atteo’s side at 12:10 p.m. 
and started to extricate him. He 
died at approximately 1:40 p.m.

Atteo, a contractor, had been 
digging the well under the garage 
seeking water for wa.shing automo­
biles. Use of city water for that pur­
pose Is banned during the current 
shortage.

Plane Seen By Authorities As Possibility

A government official In a posi- 
Uoo to know said this Thursday on 
the bade of what he auerted to be 
Amerlean " know ledge” that Ruesia 
made prompt efforts to salvage rem­
nants of the plane and to pick up 
Its 10 occupants, dead or alive.

He said also that the Ü. 8. 
"taaws" the following facts, en­
tirely apart from diplomatic Inter­
pretations of Moscow’s version of the 
Incident:
. (1) Four Russian fighters opened 
fire from the rear of the slower mov­
ing American patrol plane;

<2) The attack took place over 
jthe Baltic sea “more than 30 miles’* 
*from the coast of Russian-occupied 
territory;

(3) 'The plane was on fire before it 
hit the water.

’This official said the government 
would not reveal how it got this 
information because It would give 
vital Information to Russia. He said 
he did not knôw whether the Rus-

sians had any success in finding ths 
plane or Its occupants.

He agreed with Navy officers who 
said Wednesday the chance of sur­
vival for any of the crew members 
was “very remote."

He recced, however, that Com­
munist authorities customarily wring 
confessions from political prisoners 
and foreigners involved in Incidents.

American sesu’chers, assisted by 
the Scandinavians, have found no 
trace of the Navy crewmen In the 
Baltic and have picked up only sec­
ondary pieces of equipment of t3rpes 
the plane is known to have carried.

Although official spokesmen have 
remained steadfastly silent about 
how the government got the infor­
mation about the Russian incident, 
experienced professionals suggest the 
following lines of ^;>eculatlon;

(D A  second radar-equipped plane 
could have been In the air over the 
Baltic beyond the sight or easy pur­
suit range of the Russian fighters. 
Its radar could have picked up a 
reasonably accurate picture of what 
happened.

(2) 'The attack could have been 
plotted by radar on a surface vessel.

(3) Land-based radar could have 
"covered” the attack.

Florence Nightingale Began 
'Ministering Angel' Tradition

MiUiona of people enter hoepitala 
every year, either because of Illness, 
or more happily, for childbirth. 
None of these millions ever enter a 
hospital which does not have nurses. 
Indeed, it would be unthinkable to 
have a hospital without muses, and 
no hosplta. today could operate 
wi Jiout them. It is only fair, there­
fore, that nurses should be given 
more attention and some tribute 
paid to their devoted services.

Modem nursing owes its origin to 
the great Florence Nightingale, the 
anniversary of whose birth occurs 
on May 12. Until her reforms be­
gan to take effect, hospitals were 
almost all filthy buildings. Patients 
with bad infections lay side by side 
with those who had no germ in­
fections at all.

The results of this lack of clean­
liness and elementary knowledge of 
prevention of disease can only be 
imagined. People who went to hos­
pitals died like flies. Many who 
were sent to the "hospitals” of the 
pre - Nightingale era considered 
themselves practically condemned 
to death—and they were right!

Florence Nightingale’s first big 
opportunity came when the Cri­
mean War broke out in 1854. She 
offered her services as a nurse. She 
found on her arriva. at the scene 
of hostilities that in the barrack 
hospital alone there were four miles 
of wounded soldiers lying less than 
18 inches apart. This was years 
before the part played by germs in 
diseases was known or the principles 
of antiseptic surgery discovered, but 
Florence Nightingale realized nev­
ertheless that efficient nursing de­
mands cleanliness. She found that 
the hospital had no basin, towel, 
soap or broom in the whole place. 
She set to work with pail and scrub 
brush and cleanliness followed 
shortly. The kitchen and the store­
keeping quarters received her at­
tentions next and required an equal

amount of cleanup and reform.
Of course, she revolutionted the 

profession of nursing. Before her 
day most nurses -ame in an entirely 
different model 'Hiey had had 
little training and their attitude to­
ward patients wa» far from that of 
the "ministering angel,” the ideal 
of which was ushered In by Flor­
ence Nightingale.
Labored Under Handicap

Miss Nig'itingale was an invalid 
most of her life which made her 
accomplishments all the more re­
markable. She is considered the 
founder of modem nursing. Since 
Florence Nightingale’s time, the 
nursing professlor has gone through 
many trials and tribulations.

In some respects and at some pe­
riods, nurses truly have been the 
forgotten servants of medicine. 
They have been underpaid and over­
worked. Now their economic situa­
tion gradually is improving. But 
today as always, the ideals of the 
nursing profession remain service 
tc suffering humanity rather than 
financial or economic gain. Girls 
do not go into nursing to get rich.

HOUSTON—Th* M. a  Anderson’ 
' Hospital tor Cancer Research was 
established by an act of the 47th 
Legislature. The act prescribed that 
the institution “shall be devoted to 
the diagnosis, teaching, study, pre­
vention and treatment of neoplas­
tic and allied diseases.”

The name “M. D. Anderson" was 
given the hospital because the M. 
D. Anderson Foundation of Hous­
ton provided temporary quarters 
which it is now occupying, and gave 
the site for and has contributed to­
ward its permanent home which 
will be located in the Texas Medi­
cal Center in Houston.

Aside from this assistance from 
the foundation and grants from the 
U. 8. Public Health Service. Damon 
Runyon Memorial Fund and the 
American Cancer Society for spe­
cific research projects and federal 
aid in the construction of its new 
building, the Anderson Hospital is 
supported by state appropriations. 
Separate Organisations

The hospital is entirely separate 
from the M. D. Anderson Founda­
tion, a philanthropic a g e n c y  
charged with the carrying out of 
the provisions of the will of the 
Texas humanitarian.

From lime to time, generous citi­
zens have made donatioits and the 
entire amount of thesfe is devoted 
to the purpose specified by the i

donors—not one cent of tham is 
spent for overhead.

The l>ospltal started Its opera­
tions in 1943, Its administrative of­
fices, research laboratories and 
clinic being housed on the o 1 d 
Baker estate in Houston, and its 
bed patients being cared for in 
leased beds In two of Houston’s hos­
pitals. It has grown tremendously 
in the intervening years, having 
added many temporary buildings to 
increase its available space to more 
than three times what it was at 
the beginning.
Permanent Home

The hospital accepts only those 
cases referred to It by Texas physic­
ians. Those able to defray costs of 
their care are expected to do so. 
No ch ar^  is made where Investi­
gation discloses inability to pay.

Plans for the permanent home of 
the hospital are nearing completion 
and construction is expected to be­
gin this Summer. It will be com­
plete and modern in all respects, 
will house 300 patients and have 
large clinic and X-ray facilities as 
well as large and well-equipped re- 
.search laboratories. There will be 
facilities for research in a^fl ad­
ministration to patients of r^ o a c -  
tive drugs. Thus, there will be avail­
able in Texas all of the facilities 
for cancer diagnosis and treatment 
that can be found anywhere.

Jim enliited In the Army in 1942. 
19. He fought in Sicily, 

landed at Salerno, and survived 
three days without food or water, | 
marooned on an Italian hilltop. He 
survived the Rapido River battle, 
too. At Ca.«.«lno, he and 16 comrades 
ran out of ammunition and used 
their bayonets and fists to subdue 
and capture many Germans.
Crawls To Ditch 

But Jim really got it Aralo.
He and three companions entered 

a farmhouse. Shellfire killed one 
and injured Jim and the other two. 
Jim crawled, bleeding and very ser­
iously wounded in the thigh, to a 
ditch. A German came up. prepar­
ing to bayonet one of the Ameri­
cans. He didn’t see Jim. Jim lifted 
his rifle straight up and fired and 
the German toppled Into the ditch 
on top of him.

“We stared at each other and I 
prayed he would die before other 
Germans came along,” said Jim 
"He did.”

The Germans did come, sdl right. 
They finally took Jim to a hospital 
in Florence. Americans less seriously 
wounded than he were dying of in­
fection, due to lack of care. Jim 
clenched his teeth and for 35 days 

I changed his own dressings dàily.
Still in bad shape, he was taken 

to a prison camp in Germany. But 
he escaped, anyway. They caught 
him after 11 days, but In 1944 he 
was repatriated and brought to Mc- 
Closkey General Hospital in Temple.

I 'The elder Roberts went there and 
I found his son in very poor condl- 
i tion. “I want my boy to have the 
I best attention possible.” Roberts told 
 ̂ the commanding office. “He has to 
get well.”

“He’ll get It,” the commending 
officer said. “'We’re shipping him 
out to Beeumont General Hospital, 
El Paso, for surgery.”

Five surgeons conferred. ‘"They 
drew up blueprints for nine opera-

erta. “Then they went ahead and did 
the operations—all nine of them.” 

In 1946, Jim was well enough to 
enter Baylor University. He studied

Women's Hospital 
Is Open-Staffed

Established since Hospital Day 
last year, the Women's Hospital. 
1908 West Illinois Street, is Mid­
land’s newest hospital. It is owned 
by Dt. J. S. Roden and Dr. Lex B. 
Smith and Is operated as an open 
staff hospital.

Primarily for obstetrical cases, it 
is equipped for surgery also and 
has a hospital operating room as 
well as a labor room and delivery 
room. It can accommodate only a 
limited number of patients, having 
seven beds and eight cribs.

The Women’s Hospital was opened 
to fill a temporary need, and its 
owners do not plan to continue its 
bperation as a hospital after the 
new Midland Memorial Hospital is 
completed.

It has four resident nurses, one 
of whom Is on duty at all times. 
Mrs. C. E. Dorsey is the supervisor 
of nurses and the staff includes 
Velma Land, Kathryn McKinney 
and Delora Lyons. In addition. Mrs. 
Charles F. Richey Is the nurse an­
esthetist on call. Lee Woods is em­
ployed In the office.

equipment for the building arrived 
last weak and that more te ex­
pected eoon.

Practically all fixture Installation 
and painttng Is done and furniture 
and other equipment Is being moved 
Into the proper pMoea.

The four-story building, w h e n  
completed, will be one of the largest 
and best-equipped in West Texas.

Since Hospital Day of last year, 
much has been done toward the 
efficient operation and organization 
of the hospital. The Nurses’ Home 
has been built near the building. 
A director of nurses. EBzabetb Ah­
rens, has been named and is in 
Midland assisting with the sciectiao 
of members of the nuntng staff.

A Women's Auxiliary to the hos­
pital was organised early this year 
and ha-s been engaging In money- 
raising projects. Funds will be used 
for work In the hospital

Mis. L. W. Sager Is president of 
the auxiliary, which haa about 100 
members. A fashion s h o w  with 
Mrs. Milton Lorlng as oo-ordlnator 
was the first project and was given 
for two nights In March.

As its second project, the aux­
iliary spon.«ored a talk by Robert E, 
Stripling. No admission was charg­
ed but money from a silver offering 
was added to auxiliary funds. The 
group ha.s sponsored two conducted 
t o u r s  through the partially-com­
pleted hospital and nurses’ home 
and plaxvs several more. 
.Arrangement Described

The first floor of the hospital »'111 
be devoted largely to reception 
rooms and offices. It also has the 
tile - walled kitchen and dining 
rooms for doctors, nurses and hos­
pital employes, "nie large entrance 
hall Is panelled near the floor with 
marble.

All floors have reception desks 
and waiting rooms. The floors are 
block tile In bro'S’n and cream and 
the walls are done In pastel pinks 
and green as well as off-whltes to 
blend with the sunlight. ;

The third floor will be reserved 
primarily for obstetrics cases and { 
has the nurseries and delivery 
rooms. The two large delivery 
rooms are equipped with adjustable 
lamps hanging from the ceilings. 
The walls are green tile.

The top floor contains two op­
erating rooms, a m i n o r  surgery 
rooms and recovery rooms. The op­
erating rooms, l i k e  the delivery 
rooms, have adjustable lamps and 
tile walls. They alvj have film ! 
boxe.s for hanging X-rays for use 
during operations.

An emergency entrance through 
the back leads into the basement, 
where there Is an emergency sur- | 
gery room and an emergency de­
livery room. The basement also 
contaiirs the central heating and 
cooling units.

Gypsum Plants Are 
Strung Along Vein 
Through Three States

By WILLIAM C. BARNARD 
Associated Press Staff

A rich vein of gjpsum runs up 
through West Texas into CHtlahoma 
and Kansas.

On this vein there are combina­
tion gypsum mines aud plants at 
Sweetwater, Rotan, Hamlin and 
Acme, In Texas; In Southard, Okla., 
and at Medicine Lodge and Blue 
Rapids in Kansas.

At Acme, near Quanah, gypsum 
has been produced since 1893. At 
first there was only a deep quarry, 
A mine was started in 1917 and the 
Certain-Teed Products (Jorporatlon 
bought it In 1921. Now there’s a 
$3900,000 plant with 185 employes, 
including 15 miners.

The mine has produced a million 
tons of g}*psum in the past six 
years.

"How long will the supply last?” 
the writer asked H. J. Zelms, the 
tall, quiet-voiced manager of the 
plant, a man who has been In the 
gypaum business 32 years.

“The supply is unlimited,” he re­
plied.

Forty-five feet underground, the 
mine has about two miles of pas­
sageway» and rooms. The rooms are 
12 feet high and 35 feet wide and 
some are half a mile long. Over­
head, farmers plow and cotton 
grows.
Found In All States

Gypsum is found in every state 
in the union but some of it is too 
deep to mine. It is a soft rock. From 
it are made a great variety of plas­
ters—such as wall plasters, molding 
plasters, plasters for polishing mar­
ble and even the plasters which are 
used in molding dentures in dental 
laboratories. Crushed gypsum goes 
to cement plants for use in manu-

Fourth Blaze In 
16 Months Sweeps

PHILADELPHIA —(>P)— A fire 
marshall said he found indications 
of arson after a blaze which early 
Thursday damaged the Belle Vista 
Sanatorium—scene of another fire 
in which 10 patients died March 29.

But the biggest product at the 
Acme plant is wall board—it pro­
duces 100 million square feet of wall 
board a year.

“How do 15 miners supply enough 
gypsum to keep this plant busy, Mr. 
Zelms?”

“Mechanization does it. Until 1943, 
men worked with pick and shovels. 
Now everything is diesel-electric. 
Loaders with a capacity of 23 tons 
are operated by one man. The 
loaders load the gypsum on rubber- 
tired cars which haul the rock 
through the smaller passageways to 
the main tunnel to an electric loco­
motive and cars. The gypsiun then 
is diunped into the cars and hauled 
out to the plant.

“Mechanized mining is safe min­
ing, too. In 1947 we had the best 
safety record of any non-metallic 
mine in the United States.”

“Living out in the country like 
this, do many of your employes take 
the opportunity to operate small- 
scale fturms on the side, Mr. Zelms?"

"Only a very few. A farm means 
security, but plant workers these 
days feel their unions and unem­
ployment Insurance are security 
enough."

Committee Report 
Raps Army Center 
Finances, Personnel

WASHINGTON —UP)— A con­
gressional subcommittee reported 
Thursday that the Army Finance 
Center at St. Louis has overpaid 
$157996,000 in allotments to mili­
tary dependents.

Most of the payments were de­
scribed as wartime allotments.

Furthermore, the preliminary re­
port filed with the House Civil 
Service Committee says the Gen­
eral Accounting Office has 130,000 
cases of overpayment yet to re­
view. And it estimates more than 
125,000 cases have been lost in the 
“inactive files.”

Reports of Communist infiltra­
tion at the center also figure in the 
case.

Chairman Karst (D-Mo) of the 
subcommittee, one of five agencies 
checking into the center, said he 
has recommended that the up-to- 
now secret hearings be open to the 
public.
Bad Security Risks

The report says these hearings, 
during which more than 100 wit­
nesses were questioned, turned up 
evidence of “bad security risks,” 
erroneous expense accounts, shuf­
fled files. Army laxity and efforts 
to discredit FBI investigations.

In fact, one of 14 recommenda­
tions by the Karst subcommittee 
was that:

“The representatives of the In­
ternational Business Machine Com­
pany, who participated in a con­
spiracy to discredit the Federal 
Bureau of Investigation and Coun­
ter Intelligence Ctorps investiga­
tions, be barred from further of­
ficial contact with all government 
agencies.”

Coincident with the filing of the 
report. Representative Vinson (D- 
Gai announced that his Armed 
Services Committee will open an 
investigation of Its own.

The center, which handles family 
allotment for Army and Air Force 
personnel, employs 4900 ]|>eople. 
Since last May it has been under 
investigation by the subcommittee, 
the Civil Service Commission, the 
Army inspector general, the FBI 
and the General Accounting Of­
fice.

Karst said evidence indicates 
“Communist infiltration” of the 
center, the importance of which 
“cannot be overemphasized.“ The 
records of the center show th e  
disposition of American troops and 
their numbers, grades and types.

TEXANS IN WASHIN GTON—

Texan Has Job O f  Guiding 
Important Tidelands^Bill 
Through Rules Committee

W A SH IN G TO l'^—(/P>— The bill vesting ow nership  of 

T idelands in th e  sta tes, d ra fte d  and  pushed th rough  the  
House Ju d ic ia ry  Com m ittee by Rep. Ed G ossett of W ichita  
Falls, now fa lls  in th e  lap  of ano ther T exan in its rough 
congressional course.

I t  p rim arly  will be up to Rep. E. Lyle of Corpus 
Christi to see th a t  it gets 
th rough  the  House Rules 
Com mittee, th e  group which 
says when m easures a lread y  
approved by other committees can 
have their turn on the House floor.

Although the rules committee 
doesnt have the power it once had 
—power by which it, in efftet, could 
kill a measure—it still can cause 
prolonged delays as well as put 
limitations on debate on legislation 
which It sends to the floor. ’These 
limitations may or may not be to 
a bill's advantage.

Lyle is the only Texan on the 
rules committee. Noting that the 
Administration is opposed to the 
Tidelands measure and that It came 
out of the judiciary committee by a 
16 to 10 vote, Lyle says it can ex­
pect to run Into some sharp opposi­
tion In the niles committee.

In spite of the fact that Chair­
man Sabath (D-Ill) and two or 
three other influential members of 
the rules committee probably will 
raise objections to the legislation,
Lyle expresses confidence it will be 
reported out with a rule which will 
permit two or three days comidera- 
tlon on the House floor before a 
final vote is taken.

At least two or three weeks 
probably will elapse before it can 
get consideration in the House.

Meanwhile, all congressmen not 
the judiciary committee willon

have had an opportunity to study 
further the controversy between 
some states and the federal gov­
ernment over ownership of the 
submerged coastal lands, some of 
which are rich with oil.

The majority view of the judiciary 
committee was prepared by Gossett; 
a minority report also was pre­
pared on the views of the 10 opposi­
tion members.
Areiuid The Capital

Former Congressman Hatton W. 
Sumners of Dallas, a veteran of 34 
years in the House, has been he4^ 
visiting old friends. He got a big 
hand when he attended a Texas 
delegation luncheon in the speak­
er’s dining room as the guest of 
Rep. Frank Wilson, his successor 
in the House.

Many years ago “Judge” Sumners, 
as the long-time legislator is known 
affectionately, saw workmen tear­
ing away some stones from the orig­
inal part of the U. S. Capitol in a 
remodeling job. They had been put 
in place about 150 years ago, after 
George Washington laid the cor­
nerstone.

With a keen sense of this histori­
cal value, Sumners obtained pos­
session of the stones, which other­
wise might have been thrown 
away. He had them stored In the 
attic of the old House Office Build­
ing. They remained there for years, 
but on this visit to Washington 
Sumners had them crated and ship­
ped to Dallas, for use in the new 
Southwestern Legal Center in Dal­
las. Sumners is director of the di­
vision of research in law and gov­
ernment at the center on the 
campus of Southern Methodist 
University.

These are chiefly calcium and pro­
tein, the best sources of which are 
milk and foods derived from milk, 

irtain vitamins are often defi- 
int, vitamins C, D, riboflavin and 

thiamine.
“If a child takes his expected 

quota of milk daily, he will have 
most, if not all, of his riboflavin 
covered from the milk alone. If 
his milk is enriched with vitamin 
D, he will need no other source for 
this. Since many older children 
refuse cod liver oil, and other vita­
min D drops, the iivlng of vitamin 
D milk through adolescence is a 
good trouble-free method of Insur­
ing the presence of this vitamin in 
the diet.

“Vitamin C is not adequate in 
milk and therefore must be obtain­
ed from citrus fruits and tomato 
juic^. Thiamine is also insufficient 
in milk and should be supplied in 
enriched bread, flour, cereals, meats 
and eggs,” he says. !

He sums up this way: milk and i 
milk products are essential to good i 
nutrition for all children. A quart 
of milk daily supplies most of the 
ivoteln need of the young child, 
and half the need at the beglmilng 
of adolescence. Milk Is also the 
best food source of calcium. With­
out milk or Its products in the diet 
It takes an expert to figure out an 
adequate diet, to cover the child’s 
needs for protein and calcium.

“When I say milk products 1 
mean cheese, evaporated milk, dry 
skimmed milk (for economy) and 
ice cream,” Dr. Survls explains. 
“When a child refuses milk, it is 
wiser to give him other milk prod­
ucts, than to try to force milk on 
him. Remember that a little over 
a half of pound of American cheese 
is worth a quart of milk .solids. It 
can be put in the cooking in a 
multitude of tempting dishes.

"The same is true of dried skim 
milk and evaporated snilk. Milk 
desserts, of which Icfc^Cream is one, 
are always acceptedX and provide 
the same valuable numents as the 
quantity of milk from which they 
are made. If t h e y  won’t drink 
milk, let them eat It.”

Looking for a fresh-tasting Spring 
dessert, easy to eat. lovely to look 
at? We’ve got it—a combination of 
two plentiful dairy foods, cottage 
cheese and cream, and canned cling 
peaches, also on the plentiful list.

Cheese Bavarian 
. (Serves 8)

Two cups cottage cheese, 2 egg 
yolks, 3 4 cup sugar. 1 2 teaspoon 
salt, 12 cup milk. 1 package straw 
berry-flavored gelatin, 1 No. 1 can 
(2 cups) sliced cling peaches, 1/4 
cup lemon Juice, 1 tablespoon lemon 
rind. 2 egg whites, stiffly beaten, 1 
cup cream, whipped.

Drain cottage cheese to remove 
excess moisture. Combine egg yolks, 
sugar, salt and milk; cook over boil 
big water until mixture thickens. 
Drain peaches and reserve for gar­
nish. Heat 12 cup of the peach juice 
and dissolve gelatin in it. Add hot 
milk mixture, stir until blended. 
Blend in cottage cheese, lemon Juice 
and rind. Fold in egg white and 
whipped cream.

Transfer to deep six-inch mold 
(1 1 2-quart size». Top with rye 
crumb crust. Chill for at least two 
hours. When ready to serve dip mold 
in warm water and tourn out on 
serving plate. Garnish, if desired, 
with toasted buttered rye wafer tri­
angles, and a bit of cottage cheese. 
Surround with cling peach slices.

“What Is the advantage,” asks L. 
E. J. of San Francisco, “of making 
the initial meld from j’our hand? 
I can see that it pays to meld if you 
pick up a big discard pile, but I 
don’t see any advantage in Just 
taking cards out of your hand and 
putting them down on the table.”

My correspondent has a g o o d  
point, but he carries it a little too 
far. It is tnte that it Is better to 
take a big discard pile when you 
meld than not to get any pile at 
all. However, it is sometimes a 
very good idea to take cards out of 
your hand and put them down on 
the table.

One important advantage is that 
it may help your partner get the 
pile. He may have everything he 
needs to get the pile—except for 
the minimum count. O n c e  you 
make the cx)unt, he can stop wor­
rying about it. This is often Im­
portant when the minimum count 
Ls 90 or 1’20 points; it Is occasionally 
Impwrtant even at 50 points.

The next advantage Is that It Is 
usually easier to take the discard 
pile after your side has made Its 
initial meld. Instead of needing a 
pair of natural cards that match 
the previous discard, you (or your 
partner) need only one matching 
card and a wild card. This Is us­
ually a great deal easier.

A third advantage is that you 
make it possible for your partner 
to pick up a discard that matches 
your meld. For example, suppose 
you meld two Jokers and a pair of 
Jacks. If a Jack Is discarded to 
your partner, he can pick it right 
up even if he doesn’t have a sin­
gle Jack in his hand. He could not 
have done that if you had kept the 
Jacks In your hand.

A final advantage is that your 
first meld may give you a good 
start towards a canasta. This is 
especially true If you put down as 
many as four natural cards in a 
meld. However, any meld at all. 
even one that contains only two 
natural cards, is still a start.

Q—Is it poMible to make a ca- | 

naata of red threei? If to. what | 
does it count?
A—There is no such thing as a 

canasta of red threes. You simply 
put red threes down on the table j 
as soon as they appear in your j 
hand. They do not count as melds I
but merely as bonus cards. |• • •

Q—The pack was froten, and 
the discard pile was very heavy.
I did not have a safe discard in 
my hand, so L wanted to discard 
from one of my melds. I had four 
sixes melded, and would therefore 
still have a meld of three sixes 
even if I discarded one of them. 
Did I have the right to do so?
A—No. You are not allowed to 

discard a card that has been legal­
ly melded. I t’s painful to make an 
unsafe discard, but It happens to 
the best of us now and then.
