Huy 214  Project 
Start Seen In Mav

WE'VE ALL SEEN how the 
beef boycott and government 
price controls played havoc 
with the beef industry, and has 
caused cattlemen across the 
U.8. to lose millions of dollars.

The latest disaster was 
caused by striking municipal 
employees in San Francisco, 
which turned the Golden Date 
City, ordinarily a beauty spot 
on the West Coast, into a city 
that resembled a wartime city 
under seige.

When thousands of public 
workers walked off their jobs, 
protesting a pay offer they 
considered too small, the result 
was a city paralyzed ol basic 
community services.

F’or eight days, San F'ran 
cisco had no transit system, 
snarling travel for 380,000 
commuters. City trash piled up. 
Sewage plants closed down.

A serious health hazard 
developed w hen the city s 
sewage plants shut down, 
forcing 400 million gallons of 
raw sewage to be dumped into 
San Francisco Bay.

The plants were re opened 
when state and federal officials 
threatened to move in unless 
the city got them re opened.

Hospitals turned away pa 
tients Schools were closed. 
Some major companies or 
gantzed car pools in an attempt 
to remain open. Cars were 
parked almost everywhere, and 
the police bad to ignore parking 
regulations.

It was estimated that the 
strike cost San Franciaco 
businessmen $20 million per 
dav. For eight day*, that comes 
to SI tit) million.

We realize that workers are 
entitled to a living wage, and 
that in some cases the strike is 
the only means of achieving this 
end. But somehow or other we 
need laws that prohibit a strike 
from cripping a major city, or 
the nation, and causing millions 
of innocent people to suffer.

A letter received here this 
week by F'riona mayor R.L. 
F'leming from Senator Lloyd 
Bentsen indicates that at long 
last, residents can expect 
construction to begin on the 
Highway 214 project.

Senator Bentsen'* letter was 
as follows:

“I have been advised by the 
Texas Highway Ibrpastment 
that construction on Highway 
214 into Friona, Texas will 
begin in May.

“ I trust that this will be 
welcome news to you and the
citizens of Friona. It has been 
my pleasure to be of assistance 
in this matter, and I hope you 
will feel free to call on me at 
any time in the future."

Contacted at Littlefield on 
Thursday, Rhea Bradley, resi 
dent engineer for the State 
Highway Department, said that 
his office had been verbally 
notified that the Highway 214 
project would be included in the 
May contract lettings, but that 
as of that date he had not 
received the schedule "in 
writing."

Bradley said he was hopeful 
that the project will go ahead at 
this time, and said the only 
thing that might thwart it at 
this stage would be if highway 
funds were suddenly tied 
up something that stalled the 
project earlier.

The highway project, which 
includes an overpass at the 
south edge of Friona over the 
Santa Fe Railway, has been in 
the mill for a number of years, 
and all preliminary work as to 
right of way and moving of 
utilities has been completed for

The project first was 
included by the Highway 
Department on its bid letting of 
last December, but due to the 
energy crunch and fuel 
shortage, all of the bids on the 
December agenda were called 
in because of lack of bids.

Mayor F'leming credited 
Senator Bentsen with cutting 
through some of the red tape 
that had been holding up the 
project, after he had written 
the senator earlier this year, 
asking about the status of the 
road project.

At that time, the project was 
being delayed, according to 
highway officials, because the 
subject of noise abatement 
related to the overpass had not

H ou> To (ret Fuel

Clarification of procedures 
fur farmers and ranchers to use 
in filing forms for fuel 
allocations were issued recently 
by Ib-lbert M Fowler of Dallas. 
Regional Administrator for the 
Southwest Region of the 
Federal Energy Office (FEO) 

"Fir*! ol all I want to 
emphasize that the farmer 
should make every effort to 
solve his problem through hi* 
individual supplier.'' Fowler 
said.

"The farmer or rancher is 
entitled to 100 percent of his 
current requirements, and his 
supplier should see to it that his 
fuel is delivered," Fowler 
continued.

"But I also want to emphasize 
this d o r*  not exempt the 
farmer or rancher from using 
conservation measures like 
evrrvonr else.' Fowler noted, 
adding the warning, "This 
status ran be taken away just 
as easilv a* it was given if the 
privilege i* abused "

other appropriate regional FEO 
office for resolution.

There are two instances 
when a person involved in 
agricultural production would 
apply directly to his state 
ailoration office. If he encoun 
ters either of the two situations 
described above, but is an 
end user who does not qualify 
as a wholesale purchaser, he 
would apply to the stale officer 
on FEO Form 20 for 
assignment or adjustment, 
rather than to the regional 
office.

It in not necessary for the 
farmer or rancher who does not 
qualify as a wholesale pur 
chaser to submit any form 
unless he finds himself in one of 
the situations described above. 
If hw retailer or aupplier asks 
for certification of this 
requirement, an ordinary letter 
should «uffire.

"But since that time, we have 
noticed that motorists, or at 
least many of them, have been 
gradually ‘inching* up their 
speeds on Texas highways. 
Consequently, our troopers 
have been increasing their 
volume of seeding citations, 
and will have to continue to 
intensify their efforts until a 
more reasonable degree of 
voluntary compliance is achi­
eved."

Speir said he has received 
numerous reports by motorists 
who are complying with the 
new law who are frightened 
and angered by others who 
pass them at speeds danger* 
ously above the legal limit, and 
still others who "tailgate” them 
when they can't pass for one 
reason or another.

“ We commend those drivers 
who are cooperating in the 
state and national effort to 
reduce accidents, save lives, 
and at the same time conserve 
fuel by driving within the legal 
limits.” Speir said.

"And we solicit the coopera 
tion of those who would forget 
or ignore the dangers posed to 
themselves and others by 
dangerous and illegal speeds on 
the highways of our state.

"We would remind everyone 
that consistently through the 
years, excessive speed is 
involved in more fatal accidents 
than any other single factor "

The amount of $500 grant is 
one of 25 totaling more than 
$10,000 awarded by the 
Reader's Digest Foundation to 
Senior Girl Scouts in 18 stales 
and the territory of Micronesia.

Troop #244 qualified for the 
grant by submitting an 
application about its service 
project which included bark 
ground information and a 
detailed action plan, and a 
statement to support the need 
for funding. \n itemized 
budget indicated how the funds 
would be used.

In planning and organizing 
their project, the Souts have 
consulted community indivi 
duals and groups with special 
expertise and skills.

Selections for the grants 
were made by a group of 
national volunteer* ami staff of 
Girl Scouts of the USA on the 
basis of community needs and 
the value of the girls proposal 
in helping meeting those needs.

Other Girl Scout proposals 
selected this year reflect a wide 
variety of community needs. 
They include day ramps for 
retarded and handicapped

...reopen and rent an 
abandoned theatre in a rural 
area to show family films on 
weekends lor entertainment 
and profit.

fulfilled its obligations to the 
farmers and consumer public of 
Texas. I am asking the 
Fertilizer Control Institute at 
College Station to reevaluate 
their reporting and recording 
methods to find out whv there 
was so little forewarning o( the 
shortage, as well as why the 
Institute's estimates ol the 
shortage differ so drastirallv 
from the actual amount of 
fertilizer available in Texas."

Clayton expressed his con 
cepn fiver the alleged exporta 
tion of fertilizer products into 
Mexico, p ro d u c ts  which then 
apparently are shipped to 
Texas and sold at a much 
higher price, ( ’ layton stated his 
office is asking for coordination 
of an investigation into these 
questionable exports with the 
Agriculture Commission, the 
Attorney General's office and 
the House Agriculture Com 
mittee.

Kep. ( lav ton also reported 
that in furtherance of his 
campaign to find solutions to 
the fertilizer shortage, he 
would be petitioning the 
Council of State Governments 
to determine if there it any 
legislation in any slate that 
might be used a s  a model for 
Texas in controlling deceptive 
trade practices in fertilizer 
dealings. The Council will meet 
in Florida in May.

Kep. Clayton urged all 
persons with information or 
questions on the fertilizer 
situation to contact him or the 
Department of Agriculture at

Dry surfaces of the beans 
be tween towels, and fry in deep 
fat. i ’«M»k a few soybeans at a 
time, for five to eight minutes 
depending on size.

When slightly brown and 
crisp, drain, salt and use like 
salted peanuts.

The second method also 
requires washed beans to soak 
overnight.

\fter soaking, boil sovbeans 
in salted water for one hour 
I hen spread in a shallow pan 
and roast in a moderate oven
until browned.

Of these, synthetics require 
the least care. They’re
waterproof, washable and don t

\s a result, feet perspire-

hand, require special care to 
prevent cracking.

When they're new, polish 
these bools with paste wax 
and or silicone treatment. 
Repeat treatment periodically 
to keep leather soft and pliable

If stained, wipe boots with a 
damp cloth. Wash with saddle 
soap if badly discolored using 
lots of suds and minimum of 
water.

Then, rinse, air dry at room 
temperature away from heal 
and apply paste wax to 
lubricate the leather.

Silicone sprav also protects 
suede boots. If soiled or if salt 
gets into the gram use sprav 
cleaner and a brush, or a drv 
plastic sponge.
