The
Friona job will be his first as a head
coach, although he has ten years of
o'xp(‘ru'n('v In COAac« 'H“’:

The new Friona coach has served
as first assistant for programs
which produced records all the way
from 4-4-2to 9-1. He has never been
associated with a losing record in his
high school coaching career

Garrison began his coaching
career as an assistant in the LD
Bell High School system at Hurst,
another class AAAA system. He
spent two years as first assistant at
Kermit High School, two years as
top assistant at Liberal, Kansas, and
ayear at Spearman prior to going to
Plainview

At Liberal, Kermit and Spearman,
he was associated with head coach

Greg Sherwood, who iIs currently
head coach at Spearman

“l am real excited about the
prospects of coming to Friona. The
athletic program here Is well
thought of. It has a good background
of tradition. I feel that the job offers
a tremendous opportunity, and we
look forward to working at Friona,"”
Garrison sald this week following
the announcement.

Somehow all of the solutions and all of the legislation
designed to help rural America never gets put into
operation. Whenever there Is a natural disaster that
wipes out crops, Congress may pass a law calling for
loans to the afflicted areas, but by the time the red tape
gets untangled and the loan money goes through enough
bureaucratic channels, rural America has worked Itself
out of a crisis without federal aid.

Last week there was a four day conference ir
Washington called by the Rural Housing Alliance. About
all that was accomplished was a lot of deploring and
wringing of hands regarding rural problems
