An eligible person may contribute up to 15% of gross income or S1,500, which-
ever is the lesser amount. For example, a person making $7,500 may contri-
bute as much as 51,125, and a person making S10,790 or more may contribute
as much as $1,500. If a husband and wife are both employed, they may both
have an IRA and the amount of contribution each can make is measured by
their individual salaries

*x Tax Treatment:

The amount contributed up to the maximum is fully deductible for income
tax purposes in the year when made. Earnings on contributions are not tax-
able until distributed. When benefits are received from the plan, the amount
received is taxable as ordinary income in the year of receipt. Since benefits
ordinarily commence at retirement when earning power drops off, the tax may
be at a considerably lower rate than the current rate the person would pay on
ordinary income. The standard 5 year averaging rules would be helpful in
case of a lump sum distribution. Contributions made for the taxable year in
which the individual attains age 70-1/2 and subsequent years are not deductible.

In Quarterly Report

Friona Industries, Inc., in an
nouncing results for the second
quarter ended December 31, 1974,
sustained a net loss of $156,489, or 13
cents per share, on revenues of $12
million. This compared with net
income of $589,307, or 50 cents per
share, on revenues of $11.2 million in
the same quarter of last year

‘Although a deficit was incurred,
considerable improvement was
shown over the first fiscal quarter,”
said John G. Carrothers, president

During the first six months of Its
current fiscal year, the Company
had revenues of $21.2 million and a
deficit of $535,517, or 43 cents per
share. This compared with revenues
of $25.5 million and net income of
$1.3 million, or $1.23 per share, for
the first half of the prior year.

“The major contributing factor
for the loss in the second quarter
was the sale of Company-owned
cattle and an additional $400,000
write-down on Company cattle still
in inventory,”’ stated Carrothers

Operations in the Company’s nine
retail animal health supply stores
sustained a minimal loss and, during
the second quarter, a new Hi-Pro
Veterinary Supply store was opened
in Lubbock, Texas

“The other three major segments
of the Company's agribusiness
operations--manufactured feed,
custom cattle feed, and grain--were
profitable although below the prior
year's levels,” said Carrothers

Average occupancy at  the
Company's three feedlots, which
have a combined occupancy of
124,000 head, was 51 per cent for the
second quarter,

““Even though manufactured feed
revenues were higher in the second
quarter compared with last year at
the same time, the tonnage
manufactured declined 39 per cent,’
he stated. This situation was brought

about by higher grain and other raw

ingredient prices

I'he Company has diversified its
feed operations through the manu
facture and sale of horse feed, which
shows much promise. Also, the
Company is presently testing the
market for a processed dehydrated
organic humus fertilizer utilizing the
cattle manure from its feedlots

No additional investment or
equipment is required for these
ventures,”’ stated Carrothers. The
Company presently is taking all
steps possible to position itself for its
long-run future growth and de
velopment

On December 31, 1974, the
Company purchased Friona Trans-
port, Inc., a trucking firm primarily
engaged In feed and grain hauling,
“Acquisition of this firm, which has
been the principal hauler for the
Company, will give us greater
flexibility and result in certain
economies in our operations,”
explained Carrothers.

At the present time, occupancy in

attle feedlots throughout the nation
is at an extremely low percentage. It
is estimated that in Texas alone, this
percentage is approximately 50 per
cent. For the past 12 months, the
percentage of feedlot-fattened beef
in the total slaughter picture has
steadily declined. Although total
tonnage of beef going to the

onsumer has increased, this
difference is being made up of
heifers and cows

“In my opinion, until the national
economy trends to a more stabllized
condition, the cattle feeding industry
will continue under pressure from
both grass-fed beef and relatively
high feed-ingredient cost.

Our Company has continued to
retain its financial stability and can
weather a prolonged period of lower
revenues and profits,”” concluded
Carrothers
