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On The Farm

Limited tillage in continuous crops
of irrigated grain sorghum cut
tllage costs in half and increased
yield over 400 pounds per acre. This
increased net return about $25 per
acre according to USDA research-
ers, Ron Allen, Jack Musick and Don
Dusek from Bushland, Texas

Previously the researchers had
attempted to grow continuous
sorghum with no-tillage and failed
because volunteer was hard to kill
with herbicides. Logically, the next
step was finding out the minimum
amount of tillage required to control
volunteer sorghum and produce
maximum yield. In 1975 and 1976,
the researchers compare two clean
tillage treatments with two limited
tillage methods

In both clean tillage treatments,
sorghum stalks and beds were
destroyed by disking in the fall
Following disking, one treatment
called "‘disk-chisel,” was chiseled 8
inches deep on 20-inch centers. The
other clean tillage treatment was
not chiseled to break up the soil and
was referred to as ‘‘disking.” In the
spring the two clean tillage areas
were disked, anhydrous ammonia
knifed in 6 inches deep, hedded,
sweep-rod weeded and planted

The scientists called limited
tillage treatments ‘‘bed-split’”’ and
“Mulch-subsoil.”” Bed-splitting con
sisted of shredding sorghum stalks
and splitting the beds with a lister in
the fall. In the spring, anhydrous
ammonia was knifed 6 inches into
the furrows. Weeds and volunteer
were killed with a rolling cultivator
prior to planting. With mulch-sub
soil, ammonia was placed into the
middles 8 inches deep in the fall with
a subsoiler. In the spring, sweep-rod
weeding killed weeds and volunteer
prior to planting

All areas were planted with a
single disk grain drill with 10-inch
spacing. Two rows of medium
maturing hybrids were planted at 8
pounds per acre on top of 40-inch
beds. According to Allen, loose
stalks on the mulched beds
occasionally plugged the drill
Stands had a few skips, but not
enough to hurt yield. He said single
rows on the mulched beds would
havc been easier to plant than
double rows. Atrazine at 2 pounds
per acre in an oil-water emulsion
spray carrier was applied to control
weeds when sorghum was 6 inches
tall

One-half of each of the four tillage
treatments received either three or
five seasonal irrigations. The
three-irrigation treatment was a test
of limited irrigation. Water applied
and tailwater were measured for
each treatment. In 1975, plots were
prewatered in May and planted on
June 4. Rainfall caused crusting and
sorghum was replanted June 17. In
1976, sorghum was planted on May
12 and furrow irrigated for
emergence. Yields varied with the
amount of water that soaked into the
soil during irrigation

Mulch-subsoil took up most water
and produced the highest yield
according to the researchers. Yields
with three and five irrigations were
4200 and 6100 pounds per acre
Disking took up the least water and
yielded lowest, producing 3800 and
5300 pounds per acre with three and
five irrigations. Bed-splitting and
disk-chiseling yielded about the
same at 4500 and 5700 pounds per
acre for three and five irrigations
Chiseling or zubsoiling made a big
difference. With five irrigations
disk-chisel increased yield over
disking by 500 pounds per acre
Mulch-subsoil beat bed-splitting by
the same amount

The researchers again stressed
that the yield increases with limited
tillage and subsoiling were not
magic, but were the result of more
irrigation water going into the soil
This would reduce tailwater having
to be recirculated through a return
system

Yield was not the only difference
among tillage methods. It took 2.1
hours and 8 gallons of diesel fuel per
acre to till and plant sorghum with
disk-chiseling. This compared to 0.9
hour and 2.9 gallons of fuel per acre
for mulch-subsoil. Labor and fuel t«
till and plant the two treatments cost
$15 and $6 per acre. At $3.50 per
hundredweight for sorghum, the 400
pounds of sorghum per acre yield
increase with mulch-subsoil and
adequate irrigation over disk-chisel
was worth $14. Considering both
savings in production cost and yield
increase, limited tillage increased
returns about $25 per acre

With high fuel and labor costs
along with a limited water supply,
farmers may want to try limited
tillage on their irrigated sorghum
operation Allen said

This week's Town Talk is being
written at Garland, Texas. There's
just not anything prettier than this
part of Texas at this time of year
Oak, pecan, persimmon and other
trees are showing their beautiful fall
colors as are sumac, crepe, myrtle
and other shrubs. What it adds up to
is a range of colors from the black of
the soil through all the shades of
green, red, yellow and orange that
beautifies the entire surroundings

Of course, there are a lot of mums,
bachelor buttons, marigolds and
other flowers which the frost hasn't
touched, yet, along with a few roses
here and there, so a person can walk
or drive in any direction and be able
to enjoy seeing nature at its most
colorful

There are even a few butterflies of
different colors to add to the
spectacle. It seems that there are
not many birds right now, but we do
see a lot of squirrels scurrying back
and forth as they're busily engaged
in getting ready for winter

On the way down Tuesday, we
stopped in Throckmorton for a few
minutes. We had seen several signs
of last summer'’s flood before we got
that far, but they became more
obvious as we drove farther east

By the time we got to Graham, it
was hard for us to believe that
floodwaters of the Brazos could have
reached the heights that were
clearly marked

At South Bend the devastation was
really unbelievable. The town is
small, but residents there said there
were very few houses in the town
that were not water damaged and
many of them were damaged to the
extent that they had to be replaced

The post office was flooded and
many of the fixtures were badly
damaged. The lady who sold us
some stamps said, ‘“We've been
working several months trying to
clean-up and fix-up, but it will be a
long time before we finish."”

She had lost her home, but was
able to save most of her possessions
Residents of Graham and South
Bend had more notice of the
approaching floodwaters than did
some of the residents of Haskell,
Throckmorton and Albany, so were
able to make some preparations

However, the lady reported,
“Even though we had advance
warning that the water was coming,
none of us ever guessed it would be
so deep.”

She concluded her remarks by
saying, ‘Graham and South Bend
residents regretted losing property,
but were so grateful that no lives
were lost. Other towns were not that
fortunate.”

In Throckmorton we visited
briefly with Fran Clark. She said
that Marion was well and was
enjoying being back home. How-

ever, Fran was just out of the
hospital following a long illness

She said, ““Tell our Friona friends
that we're doing fine and have a new
grandson. His name is Jacob and
he's a little bit over two months."”

The Clarks were planning to spend
the weekend in Denton taking care
of Jacob and his sister, who is five,
while the parents, Karen and Don
Brewer went to the Chicago area to
find housing prior to moving up
there

On Monday we drove over to
Greenville and up to Celeste. This
was my first trip to Celeste, which is
a very small town. We found
merchants there to be very friendly

A saleslady in one store was
related to the Bill LaFavers family,
who formerly resided in Friona. She
said that Lou is now living in
Houston. Think Jake and his family
and Maxine and her children also
live there. Sally and Loyd
Messenger and their girls all live in
California

We also visited in the home of Mr
and Mrs. T.B. Weatherley at
Celeste. They're Randy's parents

Democrat Kent Hance levelled a barrage of charges at his
Republican opponent in the Nov. 7 race for U. S. Congress, 19th
District, during a face-to-face confrontation in Lubbock recently.

Seated only inches away from Geor Bush during a joint
appearance before the Greater Lubbock Press Club, Hance claimed
that:

~Bush was “trying to buy the election”;

‘He was deceiving voters in television advertising; and,

~He was not making it clear which George Bush is running for
office.

Hance's blast on the campaign expenses followed a report published
in The Lubbock Avalanche-Journal indicating that Bush is running a
well-financed campaign backed by a list of supporters resembling a
national “Who's Who" register. g

Noting that much of the contributions came from out of the district,
Hanece said, “There's no doubt...it would seem he's trying to buy the
election.”

Campaign contribution and expense statements filed by both
candidates were used to make comparisons between the two
candidates. .

During the period from July 1 to Sept. 30, the reports indicated that
Bush raised approximately $207,650 while spending $180,000. Hance,
on the other hand, raised $74,822 and spent $36,100.

Bush's thick report listed 2,060 contributors, including such
notables as Mrs. Douglas McArthur, former ambassador, Anne

became one of its most effective and respected leaders. During his
first term, he sponsored or co-sponsored 177 legislative actions,
passing a total of 93 measures. His successes included legislation on
anti-crime measures, tax relief, health care improvement, streamlin
ing government and more effective laws concerning water, insurance,
banking, education and agriculture.

Hance's vitality and knowledge brought him important committee
appointments in the Senate. He was named to committee assignments
in finances, state affairs, legislative council and natural resources,
which included serving as chairman of the water subcommittee. He
also served on the Senate education committee and subcommittee on
nominations.

The 35-year-old senator’s interest in government did not begin with
his election, however. In his native Dimmitt, he was president of the
Dimmitt High School student body. At Texas Tech University, where
he received his BBA degree in 1965, he served as vice president of the
student body and president of his fraternity. Later, in the U. T, School
of Law, he was elected president of his class, president of the Student

Bar Association and received the Counsel Award for outstanding
students.

As a professor in the College of Business Administration at Texas
Tech, a post which he resigned in 1973, Hance was selected as one of
five outstanding .

Hance also held many state and local positions during that period.
He served as a member of the board of regents of West Texas State
University from 1972 to 1974. In addition, he was on the Texas Citi-
zens Advisory Council, a study group for the purpose of solving state
water problems.

Currently he is a member of the Lubbock, Texas and American Bar
associations, Southwest Rotary Club, Lubbock Lions, Water Inc., the
Chamber of Commerce, and the Texas Tech Century Ciub.

In community service, Hance was one of the original incorporators
of the Texas Boys' Ranch in Lubbock, served as associate state chair-
man of the March of Dimes in 1972-73 and has taught in the college de-
partment of the First Baptist Church in Lubbock, where he is a
member.

Hance and the former Carol Hays, also of Dimmitt, were married in
1964. They have two children, Ron, 13 and Susan, 9.

Angeles Dodgers. Many oil interests also were listed.

Oil, Gas Problems

Ol and gas legislation, the energy crunch and the world fight to
control sources of fuel jump out of the headlines daily.

Who knows better than West Texans the importance of adequate
amounts of oil and gas to keep our nation running?

But Capitol Hill isn't listening to Texas in its drive to produce more
oil and gas through a free enterprise sysvem. Congress seems to think
the only solution involves more regulations and price fixing, more big
government interference.

Already Texas pays more for its own oil and gas than many other
states

Kent Hance, candidate for the 19th Congressional District, has
been listening to the oil producers and consumers in Texas.

“It would be best to have immediate decontrol of oil and gas. I've
said this from the very beginning. And I think it is imperative that
the congressman from this district be effective and have a voice in
helping write the rules and regulations governing oil and gas.” Hance
said

For example, he noted, the crude oil pricing policy act that was to
last 40 months will expire in April, 1979, and the president can
reimpose it for two years--unless Congress overrides it.

“l would like to see Congress override the president, if he
reimposes the act, on this matter and let the price of crude float to the
world market. The price of old oil should be allowed to float and be
determined by supply and demand. This would probably get the price
of old oil up to §7 or $8 a barrel, but it would encourage more
secondary recovery.

“Also, | believe this procedure-along with the amount of oil that we
are receiving from the Alaska pipeline-would force the OPEC
countries to reduce their prices. It would keep the American dollar in
the United States and therefore help our balance of trade problem,
while strengthening the dollar.

“When elected. I plan to introduce legislation that would allow oil
recovered by :._.Snww. means to be sold at world market levels. This
would encourage full 'development of all existing wells to their
maximum potential and create more jobs for this area.”

Hance said tax incentives for oil producers are important in
expanding U.S. production.

“I think the oil and gas industry, especially those persons involved
in exploration, should be given every type of tax incentive possible to
encourage them to drill for more oil and gas wells.

“In Congress, 1 will fight for the permanent removal of intangible
drilling costs from the list of the tax preference items. It is my beliet
that all tangible and intangible costs of drilling should be totally
deductible because this encourages more production.”

Hance said he also believes productiomeould be stepped up in other
Ways.

For example, he said, "I believe that stripper oil production, when a
person is getting 10 barrels or less a day, should be expanded so they
could produce more barrels a day in accordance with the depth of the
well

“Too, | would work for a policy that would permit oil exploration on
federal lands.

“We have impressive resources of oil and gas here that are
important to our nation. Our people do not want Congress to continue
further into the role of "big brother”-they want fewer government
agencies hampering the progress of their farms, businesses, factories
and natural resources.
