The news event that has shocked 
our nation this week was the tragic 
situation in Guyana, which included 
the murders of the California 
congressman and the newsmen, 
followed by the mass suicides by 
some four hundred members of the 
cult which had been established by 
Xim Jones

It is hprd to realize that such 
atrocities as happened in the small 
South American country could 
happen in the 20th century, and 
especially that they were perpe­
trated through an organization that 
called itself a church.

It is equally hard to realize that an 
individual can hold the type of power 
over other people that Jim Jones 
apparently held over his followers 
It must have been the Hitler-type of 
hypnotism that the Nazi leader used 
to recruit his followers earlier in this 
century.

Jones must have thrived on 
persuading his followers to do his 
every bidding, even to carrying out 
the mass suicide that shocked the 
entire civilized world early this 
week.

Another thing that is puzzling is 
just what Jones was attempting to 
build there in the South American 
jungles, if indeed he had any type of 
master plan.

It would appear that since 
warnings and complaints had been 
coming from the Jones compound 
for most of the past year, that more 
caution would have been taken by 
those going in to inspect the 
situation.

The Irony of the mass deaths, It 
seems to us. Is the fact that Jones 
supposedly called his followers to a 
“better life,”  leaving the hassle of 
everyday life. And In the end, all 
they got was an early grave.

We are reminded that the Bible 
speaks of prophets as well as false 
prophets. It isn't hard to figure out in 
which category the late Mr. Jones 
belongs.

Friona Cotton Used 
Around The World

Bill Scott at Friona Farmers Co-op 
Gin received a letter recently which 
indicates that cotton grown in the 
Friona area is used halfway around 
the world in the manufacture of 
garments.

Raymond C. Adams. vice 
president of sales for Bush-Hog 
Continental Gin, wrote:

"On a recent trip to the Peoples 
Republic of China. I removed the 
enclosed gin bale tag from a bale of 
ootton in a textile mill warehouse. 
This mill was located in Shanghai, 
and employs approximately 8.000 
people.

"The Chinese at this mill indicated 
they were very pleased with the 
ttgh Plains of Texas cotton which 
they have purchased the last several 
years

"Congratulations to Friona 
Farmers Co-op Gin and to the 
former who produced this bale of 
ootton for helping to equalize the 
balance of trade for the United 
States," the letter concluded

Scott said that the bale ticket had 
been on a bale of cotton belonging to 
Dale Christie and Bob Rule

"This shows that our cotton really 
gets around!" Scott said.

Friona's United Fund Driye for 
1978 stood at 55 per cent of its goal of 
111,227, according to co-chairmen 
Bill Wilshire and Ron Smiley. The 
report came late Wednesday, just 
ahead of Thanksgiving

"We are running behind the pace I 
had hoped for, and we encourage 
those working city areas to conclude 
their drives and make their reports 
as soon as possible," said Wilshire.

Southwestern Public Service was

The 1979 Feed Grain Set-Aside 
Program is basically the same as 
the progarm for the 1978 crop, 
according to the ASCS officials. It 
requires corn and grain sorghurn 
growers who want to qualify for 
program benefits to set aside 
eligible cropland equal to 10 per cent 
of their farm's planted acreage.

Also, growers will be offered 
diversion payments if they will set 
aside an additional acreage equal to 
10 per cent of the 1979 plantings of 
gTain sorghum and-or corn. In other 
words, idle an acreage squat to 20 
per cent of the farm % 1979 plantings 
of corn and-or grain sorghum

There is no additional diversion 
payment offered to barley growers 
Barley growers must set aside an 
acreage equal to 20 per cent of their 
farm's 1979 plantings in order to 
qualify for program benefits.

As in 1978, a farm ’s plantings-plus 
the set aside acreage, must not 
exceed the farm 's established 
Normal Crop Acreage (NCA) under 
the program The 1978 acreage of 
corn and-or grain sorghum planted 
on the farm has no bearing on 1979 
program participation Any com or 
grain sorghum producer whose farm 
meets the NCA planting and set 
aside requirements may participate 
in the diversion for pay program

81 per bushel times the yield

Typical farm in Parmer County has 
NCA of 460 acres with 130 bushel 
established corn yield and 98 bushel 
grain sorghum yield.

Now, let’s assume that there is 150 
acres of corn and 100 acres of grain 
sorghum planted on the farm in 1979 
and the farm is to participate in the 
additional (for pay) set aside 
program In this case there would be 
50 acres of land set aside with 25 
acres eligible for payment.

Fifteen acres would be paid for at 
the com rate 81.00 x 190 bu x 15 
acres equals 81950 00 V n  acres 
would be paid for at the grain 
sorghum rate-81 00 x98 bu x 10 acres 
equals 8980 00 Thus, the total 
diversion payment for this farm 
would be 82930 00

In the above example we have 
only accounted for 300 acres of the 
farm's NCA; however, we can 
assume that the other 160 acres will 
be utilized by planting NCA crops 
and-or setting aside land under the 
wheat and-or cotton program. Of 
course, a grower is not required to 
plant or utilize all of a farm 's NCA in 
order to participate in the program.
