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FARMERS AND FARM wives who 
have returned from Washington, 
DC. have given a little better 
picture of what happened during the 
past week at the nation’s capital 
than we have been able to piece 
together from the network TV 
reports, along with the few 
"localized " accounts in the regional 
newspapers

The farmers were disappointed in 
that the law officials all the way 
between Texas and Washington had 
been extremely cooperative with 
their effort, and helped as much as 
possible. Then, upon arriving in 
Washington, the tractorcade en­
countered some violence from the 
police there

Of course, It wasn't all as violent 
as was pictured on television. As 
Representative Kent Hance said In a 
speech this week, "Ninety per cent 
of the farmers and ninety per cent of 
the policemen behaved ration­
ally...." This Indicated that It was 
fust a small percentage from both 
sides that were being portrayed on 
national TV.

In fact, the big-city press' 
penchant for violence was shown in 
an account by some of the returning 
farm strikers from Friona. who told 
at an Associated Press photographer 
who had been arrested on Thursday 
after tearing up some property, 
intending to blame it on the farmers, 
so his news agency could have some 
"Ju icy" news. Apparently the 
“ violent nature" of the tractorcade 
had not lived up to the expectations 
of the news media

In fact, some of the capitol police 
told the farmers "If you had been 
violent demonstrators, we would 
have known how to handle you, but 
since you're not, we're at a 
disadvantage."

The American Agriculture Move­
ment has managed to make an 
impression by their tractorcade, and 
from all reports, most members of 
congress are a little more receptive 
to the farmers' plight than they were 
a year ago.

Hopefully, something good will 
come from all of the time, money 
and effort that has been expended on 
behalf of the farm movement.

We hope that the stories we see 
about President Carter wanting to 
do away with the family farm, in 
favor of large corporate farms, is 
wrong We would at least like to 
think so.

Most of the area farmers involved 
in the national tractorcade to 
Washington, D.C., sponsored by the 
American Agriculture Movement, 
returned home this week, although 
efforts were still being pushed on 
behalf of the farmers in the nation's 
capital.

Those staying behind have been 
telling their problems to the House 
of Representatives' Agriculture 
Committee hearings, which con­
vened Tuesday, Wednesday and 
Thursday of this week, and will be 
back in session again next Tuesday 
and Wednesday

This next week would be a good 
one for the farm supporters to fly to 
Washington, according to a spokes­
man for the farmers in the capital
"Either come up and help us tell 

the story, or telephone your leaders 
and tell them of our problems," s&id 
Jim Roy Daniel, in a telephone 
interview from Washington this 
week.

Daniel said that most of the news 
which had originated out of 
Washington concerning the farmers 
was slanted, and emphasized the 
few violent incidents, such as 
happened on Monday, February 5.

By and large, I’m proud of 
the calibre of the people Involved In 
the AAM movement. It represents 
all age groups, and Isn’t just a group 
of radicals, as some would have you 
believe,”  Daniel said.

Daniel said that, even with all of 
the trouble involved in getting the 
tractors to Washington, and the fact 
that the tractors had been 
barricaded after the first day in the 
capital, he felt, like other leaders of 
the AAM, that the tractors were 
necessary

Segment Of Symposium

"What's New In Water Conserve
tion,”  is the theme of a Symposium 
to be held at the Texas AAM 
Research and Extension Center on 
February 22 The Center is located 
at 6500 Amarillo Boulevard West, 
just south of the VA Hospital The 
program will begin at 10 a m and 
conclude at 3:40 p m Box lunches 
will be available at noon.

The symposium is sponsored 
jointly by the Texas Agricultural 
Experiment Station, USDA. SEA, 
Agricultural Research at Bushland, 
and the Texas Agricultural Exten­
sion Service The event will be 
dedicated to the late Dr. John 
9iipley, formerly on the Experi­
ment Station Staff

Dr. G.B Thompson. Research 
Director at the Center invites 
everyone interested in efficient 
water management to participate in 
the Symposium "Recently scien­
tists at Bushland, Amarillo, and 
North Plains Research Field at 
Etter have found new methods of 
conserving water and increasing 
yield," Thompson said "Irrigated 
and dryland sorghum yields have 
been increased 1000 pounds per acre 
by using no-tillage to manage crop 
residues,”  he continued.

The keynote speaker will be Mr. 
A.L. Black. Chairman. Texas Water 
Development Board, who will 
discuss the "Water Situation for 
Agriculture-The High Plains Ogal- 
lala Study "  Mr. Reggie Jones. 
USDA Soil Scientist, will follow with 
a 20-year evaluation of Conservation 
Bench Terraces. The morning 
session will be completed by Drs. 
Nolan Clark and Paul Unger. USDA 
Scientists Dr. Clark will discuss 
research with dikes in lister furrows 
to conserve water on irrigated and 
dryland fields Dr Unger will 
explain how managing crop residues 
can greatly increase soil water 
storage and subsequent crop 
growth

Dr B A Stewart. USDA Research 
Director from Bushland. will 
preside over the first session in the 
afternoon Dr Allen Wiese, Weed 
Researcher, will lead off the 
program by explaining the roll of 
herbicides in conservation farming 
systems He w ill be fo llow ed by D r  
Bill Lyles. Agricultural Engineer, 
who will talk about his research on

conserving both energy and water 
with new water applications 
systems. Irrigated corn and sor­
ghum will be discussed by Mr Jack 
Mustek, USDA Agricultural Engi 
neer, and Mr Cecil Regier from the 
Etter Research Field.

Mr Paul Gross, District Exten 
sion Agent located at the AAM 
facility, will guide the program 
following a break Latest research 
an irrigating sugarbeets will be 
presented by Dr Steve Winter. 
Techniques for maximizing profits 
from irrigation water will be 
explained by Dr Ray Sammons, 
farm management specialist with 
the Texas Agricultural Extension

Service Mr Charles Hough, farmer 
near Friona, will complete the 
program by discussing conservation 
practices on his farm. Hough 
operates four center pivots with 
minimum tillage and produces 
bumper crops of corn, soybeans and 
sorghum with a minimum of water 
and fuel

Great strides have been made in 
water conservation at the Bushland 
and Amarillo Centers in the last 10 
years that will pay big dividends 
when utilized "Farmers interested 
in learning about this research will 
want to attend the symposium,”  Dr 
Thompson said.
