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THF. YEAR 1989 is a census year, 
and our nation will make its every 
ten years count of noses

According to an article we read 
this week, the state of Texas is one of 
the three fastest growing states 
according to population, behind 
California and Florida

If the projections are correct, the 
state's population will approach 
13,500,000 people by the time the 
census is taken. This will be up by 
around three million from the 1970 
census count of 11.2 million.

Texas' population has shown a 
fairly steady growth, from the first 
census after statehood In 1850, when 
the count was only 212,592. The state 
topped the million mark for the first 
time at the 1889 census, with 
1,591,749.

We in Texas gained by about a 
million souls per ten-year period 
from 1890 through 1950, when the 
state's tally had reached 7,711,194 
Texas' population was 9,579,677 in 
1960, as the decennial increase 
began to be more pronounced.

But if you think we're in danger of 
running out of room here in the 
“ wide open spaces," consider that 
California's population has zoomed 
up from 1,485,053 in 1900 to an 
estimated 22,294,000 at the present.

Yet, our growth problems are 
minor in the United States to those in 
other countries The population of 
Indian, for example, is projected to 
grow 65 per cent from 1975 until the 
year 2,000, putting India over the 1 
billion mark. China is slated to grow 
by 42 per cent during the period, to 
13 billion

Researchers tell us It took 18 
centuries from the time of Christ for 
the world’s population to reach one 
billion. But, by the end of this 
century, the earth's population Is 
projected to be 9.3 billion. The 
estimate was 4.1 billion In 1975.

Perhaps we do, indeed, need to be 
searching for that "compatible" 
planet out there, for the time when 
we run out of room on planet earth

WASN’T MONDAY’S eclipse of the 
sun a pretty sight! We followed our 
own advice, and watched the 
coverage on television, which gave 
some spectacular shots.

We also made a pin-hole 
cardboard system, and projected 
the sun's image on a white sheet of 
paper From where we viewed the 
eclipse, in Red River, N .M , it 
seemed that there was a lot more 
than 75 per cent of the sun’s surface 
covered, which our area was 
supposed to have viewed

But the surprising thing was that, 
even with 75 to 80 per cent of the sun 
covered, the "brightness’ ’ outside 
had not diminished as much as you 
would have thought. It resembled a 
thin cloud cover (very thin) over the 
sun's surface

After watching the coverage of the 
areas which were lucky enough to 
see a total eclipse, we decided that 
the last 20 per cent of the sun's rays 
are the "critica l" ones, since it 
really got dark at those places for a 
minute or two

We enjoy such astronomical 
spectaculars as the one Monday 
morning, and regret that it will be 38 
years before another sight such as 
this will be possible in our area

Management Agency, Texas Air 
Control Board, and the Texas 
Department of Public Safety

Governor Clements was repre­
sented by his Liaison Officer and 
gave a brief speech supporting the 
operations of the Disaster Emer­
gency Services

“ Often we have the mistaken idea 
that disasters occur only in other 
communities This Conference was a 
real eye-opener to the fact that we 
could be victims of an emergency 
situation (such as our neighboring 
city of Canyon experienced last 
year),’ ’ Buske said

"Also, the threat of nuclear attack 
has been around so long we seldom 
give it more than passing thought; 
the conference was enlightening in 
this respect in that we were made 
aware of Crisis Relocation Planning

that would save perhaps 210 million 
people.”  he added

While Friona is not considered a 
"target area," we are designated as 
a host area In other words, some 
people from a target area might be 
relocated in the Friona area in the 
event of nuclear attack This topic 
was one of many discussed at the 
Conference but all subjects were 
equally important." the mayor 
concluded

Major pruning on shade trees 

should be done during the winter 
months while the trees are dormant 
However, before you start whacking 
away at your favorite tree or shrub, 
make sure you have a justifiable 
reason for pruning 

There are a number of reasons for 
pruning First and foremost is to 
maintain a strong framework for the 
future development of the tree 
Other reasons are to reduce the size 
or to keep the tree within specific 
bounds and to remove dead, 
diseased or weak growth as well as 
broken limbs and rubbing branches 
Another reason for pruning is to 
unprove the size and quality of 
flowers and fruit A final reason is to 
balance the top growth with the root 
system at transplanting time.

Unless pruning can be justified for 
one of these reasons, it is better to 
place the shears and saw in the shed 
and obtain the desired exercise by 
spading the flowerbed 

Some of the general principles 
that will apply when pruning shade 
trees include the removal of all dead 
cr diseased wood, broken limbs and 
weak growth Also, long, unsightly 
branches should be shortened or 
removed as they offer too much 
resistance to the wind and are 
frequently subject to storm damage 

Never stub back limbs or

branches Rather, cut back to a 
main branch or trunk so that there 
will be no stubs remaining The 
so-called stubbing back or topping 
large branches will result in a 
proliferation of sucker growth and 
will leave a wound that is impossible 
to heal.

Recent research indicates that the 
use of tree wound paint on wounds is 
not essential Woody plants have the 
ability to wall off the wounded area 
and will heal over just as effectively 
without the dressing However, 
there is no harm in using a wound 
paint. Use a saw or chisel to smooth 
broken stubs and torn bark to

promote healing
While the homeowner can handle 

most pruning operations, it may be 
best to hire a professional arborist 
or tree surgeon if trees are large or 
need extensive work

If the tree or shrub being pruned is 
diseased, it is important to dip 
pruning equipment in a disinfectant 
after each cut to kill disease 
organisms so as to prevent their 
spread to other portions of the tree 
or even to other trees A ten per cent 
household bleach solution makes a 
satisfactory disinfectant This can 
be prepared by mixing one part of 
bleach to nine parts of water

Skills in home sewing and fashion 
will earn rewards for the top 
contestants in the second annual 
Natural Fibers Fashion Revue at 
the Lubbock Memorial Civic Center 
next April

The fashion revue is one of the 
major events which will open the 
1979 South Plains Farm Show at the 
Civic Center April 5-7.

Adults and youths from Texas. 
New Mexico and Oklahoma will 
compete for hundreds of dollars in 
prizes and will model the apparel 
they have created from fabrics 
which are predominantly cotton, 
vrnol or mohair

The revue is designed to 
emphasize elements of good clothing 
construction, home sewing and 
fashion, as well as the use of natural 
fibers The competition will have 
three division young teen (grades 
6-8), teen (grades 9-12) and adult.

Eligible garments must be made 
from a fabric that is all cotton or 
wool or mohair, or from a fabric that 
is a blend containing at least SO per 
cent cotton or wool or mohair

For example, a fabric of 70 per 
cent wool and 10 per cent nylon is 
eligible Mohair may count with 
wool toward the 50 per cent 
minimum wool percentage Thus a 
fabric containing 30 per cent wool. 20 
per cent mohair and 50 per cent 
acrylic would be eligible, as an 
example

Accessories such as blouses, trim 
and inner construction fabrics are 
excluded from this requirement

Contestnats are eligible to enter 
one ensemble Single items such as 
pants only, a skirt or shorts only are 
not considered a complete ensem­
ble

The entries will be judged on 
construction as it affects the overall 
appearance, compatibility of fabric 
and design, quality o f work, 
creativ ity , overa ll appearance, 
accessories, becomingness, fit, 
poise, and representation of current 
fashion trends

A panel of judges will determine 
first, second and third place winners 
an each of the three divisions

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School Would Get 
Money Under Bill

The Friona Independent School 
District would receive $96,800 in new 
state aid under the Foundation 
School Program if a bill sponsored 
by the Texas State Teachers 
Association is enacted in the current 
legislature.

In addition, the TSTA bill would 
allow the Friona ISD to reduce its 
local fund assignment-the district's 
share of Foundation School Pro­
gram costs-by $48,100

Sen. W E, Snelson of Midland, 
author of the TSTA-sponsored bill 
(S B 525) has been granted a 
hearing on the measure at 5 p.m. 
Wednesday. March 7, before the 
Senate Education Committee The 
public hearing will be held on the 
Senate floor.

Cost of the Snelson bill in new state 
spending would average an esti 
mated $722.5 million per year for 
each year of the next biennium, or 
some $1 455 billion for the two-year 
period

TSTA Exec. Secy Callie W Smith 
said the bill would provide a 25 per 
cent increase for school mainte­
nance and operation, 25 per cent 
increase for school bus transporta-

intentions to participate in the 
197ilfarm programs may be filed at 
anytime between now and the end of 
April The signup period opened on 
February 15.

Although program participation is 
voluntary, producers must file their 
intentions to participate during the 
signup period to obtain program 
benefits All farm ers planting 
wheat, feed grain or upland cotton 
are eligible to participate. A 
producer who will plant only cotton 
on his farm is not required to signup 
during the signup period-but, he is 
urged to do so.

Under the wheat and feed grain 
programs participants are required 
to set-aside acres from production to 
be eligible for program benefits. 
Benefits include loans as well as 
deficiency and disaster program 
payments

A 20 per cent set-aside require­
ment is contained in the wheat and 
barley program. The corn and grain 
sorghum calls for a 10 per cent 
set aside and offers a ten per cent

tion. and a 40 per cent increase for 
equalization aid.

Also included is a revised pay 
schedule which would raise the 
salaries of all Foundation Program 
personnel The beginning pay for a 
bachelor’s degree teacher would be 
increased from the present $8,540 
per year to 110,000. and for a 
master’s degree teacher from $8,110

Checks totaling 17,403,540.57 have 
been mailed to Parmer County 
producers of wheat, cotton and feed 
grains who participated in the 1170 
wheat, feed grains and cotton 
programs.

These checks represent the big 
end of some eight and one-half 
million dollars which it is estimated

voluntary diversion. There has been 
no set-aside or diversion announced 
for cotton. Voluntary diversion 
payments will be available for corn 
and grain sorghum participants who 
make the voluntary diversion.

An item of importance to local 
producers participating in the 
program is the non-grazing period 
tor set-aside acreages The non­
grazing period for these set-aside 
acres in Parmer County begins on 
May 1, and ends on October 31. This 
continuous six month period enables 
farmers to obtain maximum grazing 
benefits during the remaining six 
months of the year

"Of course, it is realized that the 
sign-up period has been kicked-off a 
little early for farmers In this area 
and that not many will be signing up 
right away-but, the people at the 
local office of the Agricultural 
Stabilization and Conservation Ser 
vice (ASCS) invites each and every 
producer to drop by and discuss the 
program and its application to each 
farm,”  says Prentice Mills, execu­
tive director of the ASCS.

These payments are made to 
producers who participated in the 
voluntary 1978 set aside programs in 
crder to raise their incomes and 
reduce the supplies of commodities 
tor which there is an excess on hand

There will be no deficiency 
payments made for 1978-crop upland 
cotton Deficiency payments are 
made to producers when the 
average market price received by 
termers during the calendar year is 
less than the established "target" 
price. The national weighted 
average price received by farmers 
tor upland cotton during the 1978 
calendar year was 55.1 cents a 
pound. Since this price is above the 
1978 upland cotton “target price”  of 
52 0 cents a pound, no deficiency 
payments will be made

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Dr. Slater To 
Lead Revival

The Rev. Paul Slater, known by 
many as the "Country Chef," has a 
definite recipe for life but also has 
some great concoctions for the 
kitchen, especially canning and 
cooking

Rev. Slater, who will be in Friona 
for two weeks leading a revival at 
the First Assembly Church, has 
written a book entitled "Canning is 
Fun!" and is known throughout the 
nation for his culinary expertise 

Being one who was brought up in 
the garden, Rev Slater says that 
America s young people need to 
learn about the preparation of food 
"America is losing its heritage of 
cooking," he says. "Canning and 
cooking looks like old home stuff but 
it is really today' because young 
people need to learn to cook and take 
responsibility for home life 

"America isn't strong economi­
cally, spiritually, morally or with 
food. There was a 10 per cent 
increase in food prices this year At 
this rate we won't be able to afford 
food in the near future. We can 
forget about oil because we won't 
even be able to buy food.

"Unless we get back to the concept 
of growing and getting our own food 
and getting back to the earth, we will 
never have moral fiber, other than 
Christ. Christ is not the answer to 
everything; he is the beginning to 
the answer to everything.”

A fter growing up in the 
Appalachians with both sets of 
grandparents, all of whom were 
excellent cooks, Rev. Slater decided 
to use his talent by competing in 
county fairs and exhibitions 

"The first time I entered in a fair, 
I put the entry in my wife's name so 
no one would know it was mine As it 
turned out, she won and I never 
entered anything in her name 
again.”  Rev. Slater's trade has won 
him more than 9.000 awards and has

He's so sincere He's so 
humble that I had to talk him into 
taking money for being on the PTL 
Club (Praise The Lord, a Christian 
Broadcasting Network television 
program).

"As for Larry, when we see 
"Hustler" magazine hustling for 
Jesus Christ then we'll know that 
something has happened inside 
Larry Flynt. I won’t say that he 
hasn't had an experience, but faith 
brings fruit and Larry has no fruit."

A Mt Pleasant, Pa., resident. 
Rev Slater led a varied career 
before becoming a lecturer-minis­
ter. " I ’ve been everything I ever 
wanted to be in life, but I never 
wanted to be a preacher. God called 
me to that." Before entering his 
present occupation. Rev. Slater 
served as a pharmacist’s mate in the 
Marine Corps, a policeman, a 
salesman and a game warden, but 
the ministry is the most important

" I  would most like to see people 
make a commitment to Jesus Christ 
Instead, people are committed to 
everything else, but when a 
commitment is made to Christ, 
things happen Using my talent for 
cooking is a way to get a foot in the 
door

“ I never run out of a garden. I can 
work it in from morning to night and 
it will always produce by making 
soul winners out of people.”

THF GAS AND OIL situation is 
beginning to look just like 1974 all 
over again.

This time, it's the loss of oil from 
Iran. In 1974, It was the Arab oil 
embargo, which caused prices of 
gasoline to practically double, and 
for a number of independent 
companies to be forced out of 
business.

This time around, the government 
(they have to get into the act, you 
know), is talking in terms of Sunday 
closings for all gas stations, and 
once again, the possibility of gas 
rationing stamps

They printed up the rationing 
stamps before, but somehow we 
managed to make it through the 
crisis without using them. But it 
would appear that the government is 
bent on putting out the stamps For 
one thing, it would create one more 
government regulatory agency.

The rationing stamp program, 
according to government officials 
themselves, would cost $350 million 
to start up, and another 15 billion 
dollars a year to run it. That's pretty 
high-priced medicine.

Not that the rationing stamps 
would accomplish anything, except 
to create a little more bookwork, 
plus this additional agency, and 
ostensibly in the long run, cause the 
prices of gas and oil to go up once 
again, (at least through taxes), to 
pay for the “ added protection”  of 
rationing stamps

The stamp idea is not new It was 
used extensively during World War 
II for items made scarce due to the 
war There probably was not a more 
abused program until the advent of 
the food stamps in recent years.

But, if we were a betting person, 
we'd put our money on the rationing 
stamps In addition to making us 
feel like the government was doing 
something about the gas shortage 
(which it hasn't), it would create a 
number of new government jobs, 
plus a lot of havoc

The television commercials would 
have you believe that the major oil 
companies have really been working 
on the oil problem (after they forced 
nut many independents, who helped 
for years to keep the price of 
gasoline competitive).

Personally, we'd rather see the oil 
industry solve the shortage situation 
than take our chances with the 
government Washington has tried 
to solve other ''Ills '' such as with 
price ceilings and the like But 
nothing ever works like supply and 
demand

The oil companies are talking in 
terms of II per gallon gasoline You 
hear It more and more, so it must be 
the tales pitch to win us over Sounds 
like we'd better get ready to dig a 
little deeper for our gas bills, or else 
quit ‘ demanding” quite as much

AAM “Optimistic” 
After Tractorcade
Farmers and farm wives who 

made the trip to Washington. D C. 
during the recent Tractorcade 
sponsored by the American Agricul­
ture Movement have returned home 
with a new senae of optimism 

And they have also achieved a 
dedication to their task 

Ron Awtrey, one of the farmers 
from the Friona area who made the 
trip, says that when he first got into 
the AAM movement, it probably was 
for “ selfish" reasons-wanting to 
better the situation in his farming 
operation.

"Now, we feel we have a much 
deeper cause-we feel we're fighting 
for our nation, as well as for our 
family farm,”  Awtrey says 

The young Friona farmer says 
that he thinks Americans by and 
large have become apathetic to the 
way their individual freedoms are 
being snatched a little bit at a time, 
and that they need to wake up and 
realize what is happening 

Ron's wife Sandy testified at the 
House of Representative's Agricul­
tural Committee hearings on 
February 23. She said she attempted 
to g ive the congressmen a 
consumer's viewpoint, since farm­
ers also are consumers 

“ I told the committee that 
farmers no longer are in control of 
their Industry, due to such things as 
hostile mergers, monopolistic 
trends, price fixing and the like,”  
rite said.

The Friona housewife said she 
ooncluded her testimony by telling 
the committee that there were 
basically three choices for agri­
culture: (1) give the farmer control 
at his markets; (2) subsidize the 
farmer (which the farmer doesn't 
want, any more than the general 
public), or (3) eliminate the family 
farmer and let the multi-national 
corporations take over 

Mrs Awtrey said she urged the 
congressmen to do everything 
within their power to see that the 
latter choice did not befall either the 
farmer or any small independent 
businessmen

Awtrey said that by and large, the 
general public was in full support of 
the farmers and their goals He said 
the residents of Washington, D C. 
were surprisingly sympathetic with 
their problems

Jim Roy Daniel, who farms in the 
Lazbuddie Community, joined the 
Awtreys in saying he felt that 
something good would come out of 
the Washington effort 

"The tractorcade wasn't some­
thing we wanted to do It sure wasn't 
ton driving a tractor all the way 
from Parmer County to Washington 
But it was something we felt needed 
to be done in order to call attention 
to our plight," Daniel said 

Daniel lamented the fact that it 
was hard to find many sympathetic 
ears among the congressmen, but he 
praised the support and help given 
by brand new Congressman Kent 
tknee

"Congressman Hance was ex­
tremely accommodating to us He 
took part In the Agricu lture

hearings, and asked a number of 
probing, knowtedgable questions 
He knows what he’s talking about 
when you discuss agriculture," 
Daniel said, adding that on the other 
side of the coin, some of the 
questions asked by other non-agri­
culture oriented representatives 
showed up the ignorance of those 
congressmen

" I  feel that the effort put forth by 
the American Agriculture Move­
ment has helped to show that there 
are still people left In America who 
are willing to do something to 
change their predicament," Daniel 
added.

Members of the AAM are still in 
the nation’s capital, and will 
continue to be there as long as

Drug education should be taught 
as soon as the children are old 
oiough to understand what drugs 
M-e and what they can do to their 
bfe Drug education should teach the 
kids about good drugs and bad 
(frugs Drug education should teach 
the way to use helpful drugs and 
nm e of the symptoms that occurs 
srtien harmful drugs are taken. 
The program should also teach how 
to avoid drug abuse and how to 
recognize drugs

Drug abuae is the harmful way to 
use drugs and can lead to the harm 
for the person taking drugs and their 
loved ones The way people get 
"hooked" on drugs is they take 
(frugs such as cocaine and heroin 
and each time they use these drugs 
their body builds up an immunity to 
the drug and the person has to take 
more of the drug to get the same 
result and therefore are addicted to 
the drug. Alcohol can become 
addicted to also alcohol effects a 
person's judgment and reactions 
and causes thousands of automobile 
accidents each year

Some of the most abused drugs are 
alcohol, L S.D., marijuana, nicotine, 
sedatives and pep pills.

A 
change in a person's personality or 
they are irritated or they are more 
nervous than before 

Preventing drug abuse before it 
gets started is easier than to stop it 
after it gets started Most drug 
abusers start in their teens or early 
twenties Most young people will not 
get involved in drugs if their parents 
ixiderstand them and are able to 
oommunicate with them but if a 
(Vug problem occurs seek profes­
sional help or take them to your 
nearest community programs that 
rffer professional help.

Vandalism is when one destroys 

(he property of another. It is a crime 
and one can be punished severely for 
tt, depending on the severity of the 
(Time and extent of damage 

Arson is a form of vandalism. It is 
when one starts a fire or causes an 
explosion without the consent of the 
owner Arson can be the burning 
down of buildings or the slightest 
amount of burning Arson is a 
second-degree felony If anyone was 
lolled during the fire it would be a 
first-degree felony.

The seriousness of the crime 
depends on the amount of loss the 
vandalism created. If the loss is over 
two hundred dollars it is a 
third-degree felony otherwise it is a 
misdemeanor If you are a first 
rffender you can get two to ten years 
and an optional fine that can't 
exceed five thousand dollars.

Another form of vandalism is 
graffiti which is writing on walls or 
any other thing that isn't yours or 
>*>u don't have permission to write 
(ii it. If it costs a lot to take it off and 
they catch the one that did it they 
can go to jail.

A good investment a person might

Daniel said that in retrospect, it 
felt g itifying to have been a part of 
the historic tractorcade He pointed 
out that the National Archives has 
set up a display on the tractorcade, 
complete with the AAM cap, 
pictures showing the snarled traffic

“ We re right in there, between the 
rioters and the Ku Klux Klan,”  he 
said laughingly.

The Awtreys said they felt the 
formers were not fighting the 
consumers of America, but that 
their biggest enemy was the 
Trilateral commission, with its goal 
of gaming complete control over 
agriculture and the vital food 
industry

"They want to gain control of 
agriculture. Just like they have the 
all Industry," Awtrey charged.
