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Area’s Cotton Crop 
Gets Weather Boost

NEXT TUESDAY. NOVEMBER 3.
will be an important election day for 
residents of the High Plains of Texas.

There are seven proposed 
amendments to the Texas 
constitution, but of prime interest to 
area voters will be proposed 
amendment number 4. the "Water" 
amendment.

Although promoters of the 
amendment promise that the intent of 
the proposal is not strictly a water 
import plan for the High Plains, at 
least the passage of the amendment 
might provide a basis by which the 
legislature could work to develop a 
later import program

The main benefit seems to be that 
those of us who live in communities 
where the water supply has become a 
problem might benefit from the 
proposed amendment.

The package has been sponsored by 
Bill Clayton, our area’s 
representative. Clayton has worked 
out a proposal whereby one-half of 
all the state’s surplus revenue would 
be placed each year in a water trust 
fund.

The money would then be used to 
assist cities and communities whose 
water supply is threatened, or 
exhausted. This program will be 
available to every community in the 
state, and henceforth deserves the 
support of voters across the state, and 
not just in West Texas.

The Texas Municipal league, 
meeting this week in San Antonio, 
was expected to endorse passage of 
the amendment.

Those of us living in communities 
who already have a water problem 
need to work to get out a good 
turnout on behalf of the amendment. 
The general turnout is expected to be 
low across the state, thus a good 
turnout in water-short areas is 
important.

On Tuesday of this week, Outland 
was honored with a dinner at the new 
Junior High Cafeteria. Attending 
were city employees, city council 
members, and the board of directors 
of Prairie Acres, and spouses.

Former Friona mayor R.L. 
Fleming, now of Dimmitt, made the 
main remarks Members of the city 
council each made remarks about 
Outland’s service to the city, and 
Outland responded at the end 

Outland was presented a handsome 
engraved plaque, with the inscription:

Friona, 1961-1981.

Bolstered by a couple of weeks of dry weather, 
the cotton harvest was getting underway in 
Parmer County on a limited basis this week,

Hopes of a ‘‘better than average”  to near 
“ bumper” cotton crop have been revived-but 
the key to the yield of the crop in most cases is 
strictly in the hands of the weather.

And, whereas the weather at this time of the 
year cannot always be very dependable, the frost- 
freeze situation, at least to this point, has been 
near perfect.

“ These light freezes we have had have been 
just right, to kill the growth and leaves, and help 
the green bolls open. Now, if we could just get 
some hot, dry weather, we would be in great 
shape,” commented one cotton farmer this 
week.

Actually, he added, even cold weather would 
not be bad on the crop at this time, as long as we 
can get by without additional moisture (a chance 
for which was being predicted for Friday and 
Saturday).

Cotton farmers who had defoliated their crop 
have seen it mature and open to the point to 
where it is ready for stripping.

Such was the case of Jarrell Wright, who 
farms seven miles west of Friona, renting from 
Ernest Osborn. Wright was the first Friona area 
farmer to market a bale of cotton, bringing the 
first bale to Friona Farmers Co-op Gin on 
Monday, October 26.

He had sprayed (leaf-shed defoliant) on about 
150 acres of his cotton on October 6 and by 
October 26. even with a wet spell after spraying, 
the cotton was ready to harvest.

“ I planted that cottoa on April 22, which is 
early, bat was lucky to get hy with the early 
planting. Lots of time you’ll lose your early 
cotton to bad weather of some kind,” Wright 
said. The variety which proved successful for the 
longtime Friona farmer was Paymaster 792.

The first bale’s processed weight was 490 
pounds, and produced 910 pounds of seed.

By Wednesday. Wright had stripped about 
a ten-acre patch of cotton, and was trying to get 
a “ fix” on what his cotton crop might show for a 
yield for 1981. With what had already been 
ginned and the cotton still in trailers, it appeared 
that the yield would surely be above 1 Vi bales per 
acre.

Wright said that the portion of his cotton crop 
that had not been defoliated, like other cotton 
fields in the area left to mature in its own time, 
was "at least two weeks away” from being ready 
to harvest.

The big drawback to this year’s crop, is the 
same as it has been for the grain crops-price.

“ We almost need to make twice as much 
cotton as we did last year, if we want to come out 
with the same profit,” Wright said. A bright spot 
this week was a strengthening of the markets, 
which began to inch upward.

Predictions for the 1981 cotton crop continue 
on the bright side.

“ This area should produce the most cotton in 
its history. There is lots of 1 '/i and some two- 
bale cotton," said W.A. (Army) Armstrong, 
manager of Bruegel Bros. Gin southeast of 
Friona.

Reagan Looney of the Bovina Senior 
Citizens who were on hand to ask 
questions about the General Revenue 
Sharing Funds which the county 
received to be divided up among the 
minorities of the county.

The court expressed the opinion 
that the GRS Fund for this year had 
already been earmarked for use. 
Judge Porter Roberts is to check on 
the status of the funds after they have 
reported to the government as going 
for a specific use,

Mrs. Patsy Nance from the Parmer 
County Tax Appraisal District 
presented a contract for collection of 
taxes, and was present to answer any

New Law 
Requires 
Ins. Proof

Beginning January I, 1982, Texas 
drivers contacted by Department of 
Public Safety officers duiing traffic 
stops and vehicle accident 
investigations will be required to 
furnish proof of compliance with the 
new compulsory liability insurance 
law.

Under Flouse Bill 197, an 
amendment to the Safety 
Responsibility Act approved this year 
by the Texas Legislature, all drivers 
must carry minimum liability 
coverage for medical expenses of 
SI0,000 per person ($20,000 for two 
or more persons) and property 
damages of $3,000.

Colonel Jim Adams, DPS director, 
said troopers will accept as evidence 
of insurance coverage the policy for 
the vehicle being operated or a 
document issued by the insurance 
company.

“ Such a document must contain a 
statement that the liability coverage 
for the motor vehicle is the minimum 
prescribed by the law,” Adams said. 
“ The document must also include the 
name of the insurance company, 
name of the insured person, policy 
period and policy number. This 
document may take the form of a 
letter or a card, depending upon the 
preference of the insuring company.” 

Adams pointed out that DPS 
troopers will be enforcing the 
provisions of this law along highways 
and rural roads.

“ Local police officers and sheriff’s 
deputies also have the authority to 
request this information from 
drivers,” the DPS director said. “ I 
am sure most law enforcement 
agencies in our state will also be 
enforcing this statute in their 
respective jurisdiction.”

Drivers who do not maintain the 
specified coverage risk being fined at 
least $75 for the first offense and a 
minimum of $200 for subsequent 
violations. In addition, a conviction 
under this new law will result in the 
suspension of the violator’s driver 
license and motor vehicle registration 
unless the violator establishes and 
maintains proof of financial 
responsibility for five years from the 
conviction date.

Adams also said vehicles which are 
to be used in the driving test by new 
driver license applicants must be 
covered by the minimum liability 
insurance specified by the law. 
Applicants will have to certify on the 
license application that the minimum 
coverage is in effect for the vehicle 
before they will be permitted to take 
the driving test.

The DPS director predicted that 
more Texans will obtain the required 
liability coverage when the new law 
goes into effect.

“ Current figures show that 
approximately 74 per cent of the 
drivers involved in accidents carry 
liability insurance,” Adams said 
"Tbis indicates that a substantial 
number of people must secure the 
required coverage or face the 
possibility of heavy fines and loss of 
driving privileges "

Out of state, government-owned 
and self-insured vehicles are exempt 
from the insurance requirements of 
the new law However, drivers of self 
insured vehicles will be asked by DPS 
officers to produce evidence of self- 
insurance at accident scenes and 
traffic stops

questions about the operation of the 
Tax Appraisal District.

After a discussion by Sheriff Bill 
Morgan, a motion was made by 
Commissioner Tarter, and seconded 
by Commissioner Anthony, with 
unanimous approval that Parmer 
and Bailey counties cooperate in the 
leasing of an identification kit from 
which a composite picture can be 
made. The cost of the item for each 
of the two counties would be SI25.00 
yearly.

A motion was made by 
Commissioner McGehee, and 
seconded by Commissioner 
Patterson, and unanimously 
approved to pay a boarding care bill 
for Dora Fields in the amount of 
$270.00 which will be reimbursed to 
the county.

Notations were made of a letter 
received by Roberts about the 
impending increase in dues to the 
Texas Association of Counties.

After a discussion of Amendment 
4 (the water amendment), a motion 
was made by Commissioner 
Patterson, and seconded by Anthony, 
and unanimously approved to adopt 
the following resolution in favor to 
the passage of the amendment: 
“ Resolution:

Whereas the Commissioners Court 
of Parmer County agrees that the 
assurance of an adequate and 
economical water supply is crucial to 
the continued growth and prosperity 
of the high plains; and whereas the 
State governmental action and 
support as proposed in the 
Amendment No. 4 to the Texas State 
Constitution would, if adopted by the 
voters, contribute significantly to the 
fulfillment of that purpose through 
the creation of a water trust fund 
from certain of the State's excess 
revenues; and whereas proposed 
amendment Number 4 would also 
establish a loan guarantee program 
which would allow up to $500 million 
of the State's credit to back local 
water-related issues; and whereas this 
proposed amendment would create a 
continuing Slate fund to finance 
research, water conservation, water 
quality, sewage treatment, and flood 
control projects throughout Texas in 
cooperation with local governments 
and water authorities; and whereas 
the funding for these projects will not 
require an increase in taxes for the 
State's citizens; whereas it is an 
obligation that these projects be 
directed in a non-discriminatory 
manner.

Now, therefore, be it resolved that 
the Parmer County Commissioners 
Court enthusiastically endorses and 
encourages our voters to support 
Amendment Number 4 to the Texas 
State Constitution.”

A motion was made by 
Commissioner Tarter, seconded by 
Anthony, and approved unanimously 
that the County Treasurer Benna 
Felts reinvest $55,000 of right-of-way 
monies in a Certificate of Deposit for 
six months and to invest $10,000 of 
Permanent Improvement Funds in a 
CD also for six months.

Seth Ralston, County Extension 
Agent for Agriculture, reported that 
five 4-H students from Parmer 
County took a total of 15 animals to 
the Texas State Fair at Dallas, and 
that 13 of the animals made the sale 
He also stated that he is about half of 
the way completed in the purchasing 
of project animals for the County 4- 
H’ers.

Laura Jacobs, County Extension 
Agent for Home Economics, 
reported that she had held a Student- 
Leaders Nutrition Training Session 
with 13 leaders involved. Next 
month, she will start a Bread 
Workshop for different groups. The 
annual Christmas Bazaar will be held 
November 20 and 21 at the 
Community Center in Friona. The 
annual Gold Star Banquet will be 
held November 23 in Lubbock.

A motion was made by McGehee, 
seconded by Patterson, and approved 
unanimously that the following soil 
conservation work be approved and 
ratified and that the work will be 
performed as soon as the machinery 
are in that area and are not in demand 
for use on county roads: Precinct I, 
Jerry Loflin.

At 5 p m the public hearing on the 
proposed budget for the 1982 year 
was held with Berme Gowens and 
visitors Sheriff Bill Morgan, County 
Tax Assessor/Collector Hugh 
Moseley and his son, David Moseley, 
present. No one from the public 
showed up for the hearing 

After going over the proposed 
budget item by item, a motion was 
made by Tarter, seconded by 
Anthony and unanimously approved 
to accept the budget as presented.

After discussing these items of 
interest the County Commissioners 
adjourned their meeting at 6:40 p m.

Governor Bill Clements warned 
Texans this week that defeat of 
Amendment No. 4 in the general 
election on November 3 could lead to 
higher taxes in the future.

Clements made the remarks at a 
meeting of Water for Texas 
Committee, a statewide organization 
of prominent leaders who are backing 
the amendment, which would provide 
a plan for setting aside a “ nest egg” 
from the state’s budget surplus to 
help finance water projects.

The governor was responding to 
published claims of some opponents 
that passage of the amendment "will 
lead to higher taxes down the road ”

"The truth of the matter is, Texans 
are more likely to face increased taxes 
if we DON’T pass Amendment No. 
4,”  Clements declared. “ That's 
simply because the surplus will be 
frittered away every two years with 
the help of some lawmakers opposing 
Amendment No. 4, and we’U end up 
facing a water crisis down the road 
that people will demand we take care

of, even if it does mean a tax 
increase.”

The proposed amendment, backed 
by the governor, a two-thirds 
majority of the Legislature and a 
committee of prominent leaders 
throughout the state, would provide 
for three actions:

(1) Allow an increase in interest 
that can be paid from the current 
limit of 6 per cent, now preventing 
sale of more than $200 million in 
authorized and urgently needed state 
bonds, to a more realistic rate of 12 
per cent.

(2) Create a loan guaranty 
program which will enable local 
communities to issue water project 
bonds at a lower rate because of 
backing of credit by the Slate of 
Texas

(3) Set aside one-half of the state's 
budget surplus every two years to 
create a priority “ nest egg" fund to 
assist local governments in financing 
of water and sewage projects and pay 
for vital research programs

said all information reported is kept 
confidential and is combined with 
other reported information for state 
and county estimates.

The cooperative effort between the 
Texas Department of Agriculture and 
the U.S. Department of Agriculture 
eliminates duplication of effort and 
saves tax dollars.

County estimates are available for 
livestock, dairy, poultry, field crops 
including cotton, small grains, 
vegetables, fruits and pecans, and 
cash receipts from the sale of Texas 
farm commodities.

Jackson Leads Team
In Two Departments

Nelson Jackson leads the Friona 
Chieftains in two offensive 
categories, according to a tabulation 
of season statistics through seven 
games

Jackson, who also ranks fifth in 
the area in yards gained rushing, 
leads that category for Friona with 
668 yards on 112 attempts. He is 
averaging 5.9 yards per carry, and 95 
yards per game.

The Chieftain tailback also is the 
team's leading scorer, with ten 
touchdowns for an even 60 points. 
His point output ranks him in fourth 
place among class AAA players in the 
region

Jackson needed to average 110 
yards per game in his last three games 
in order to go over the 1,000-yard 
mark for the season

The Friona speedster, who set a 
UIL record in 1980 with a 109-yard 
pass interception return against 
Olton, set another school record in 
the team’s win over Farwell when he 
ran 93 yards from scrimmage for a 
touchdown -the longest run from 
scrimmage in FHS history.

Robert Osborn is the second 
leading rusher with 354 yards gamed 
on just 70 carries (5.1 per try), and 
also is tied for second in scoring with 
Eloy Caballero, each with two 
touchdowns.

Anthony Brady is the team leader 
for yards gained on passes--80 yards 
on four catches, including one for a 
touchdown. Going into the Littlefield 
game. Eloy Caballero was second 
with 63 yards and two touchdowns. 
Rocky Nichols actually had the most 
catches, five, for a total of 48 yards.

As a team, the Chieftains through 
seven games had allowed only 58 first 
downs (8.3 per game). 1033 yards 
rushing (147.5 yards per game); 192 
yards passing (27.4 per game) and 
total yards of 1225 (175 per game).

Although the team's pass 
completion percentage was somewhat 
low (15 of 57, 26.3 per cent), the 
Chieftains had allowed an even lower 
percentage (17 of 67, 25.3 per cent). 
In addition, Friona defenders had

intercepted seven passes 
Friona had turned the ball over to 

opponents 21 times on fumbles or 
interceptions, but had 22 take-aways

Through seven games, the Chiefs 
had scored 109 points (15.5 per game) 
to 74 for the opposition (10.6 per 
game)

In addition to the 
kitchen conversation, it's interesting 
to go down and sit on the fence after 
a buyer has been driven through the 
pasture and picked out a number of 
calves he wants a closer look at and 
the calves have been penned

Here the buyer walks through the 
calves, looks at them from every 
angle and makes his final decision. 
His selections rarely match the ones I 
pick And, if there are several buyers 
at the same time, they rarely agree on 
which calves are "tops.”

The colors were beautiful. There 
hadn’t been any frost when we first 
got there. Each morning you could 
look out the window and almost sec 
the yellows, reds and browns 
marching slowly down from the 
higher elevations in every direction. 
Then, after several inches of snow fell 
in twenty-four hours or s j  and the 
sun came up clear, the beauty was 
indescribable.

Our middle daughter, Frieda 
Dickson, and her son, four year old 
Brandon, drove up with us. They live 
in Garland, Texas, and flew from 
Billings, Montana, to Dallas-Fort 
Worth late in September.

On the way home gorgeous fall 
colors were everywhere. When we got 
to the Texas Panhandle’s only river, 
the Canadian, we compared the 
beauty of the countryside to that we 
had seen on the breaks of the 
Yellowstone in Montana, the Big 
Horn and Platte in Wyoming, the 
Arkansas in Colorado and the 
Cimmaron in Kansas.

Amendment#! Reinvestment Zones
*  * Authorises the legislature to allow cities, towns, and other taxing units to encourage the improvement, 
development or redevelopment o f  certain areas through property tax relief and through the issuance o f bonds and
notes
FOR Property tax exemptions snd tsx increment financing provide incentives for pnvste interests to

redevelop distressed trees.

Redevelopment of business end Industrie! trees would lead to increased employment,

AGAINST Taxes in a reinvestment lone are frozen for many years, while other taxpayers must pay a larger 
share to keep up with inflation

Is not limited to property tax exemption for small areas of redevelopment. A few property owners 
might be left to pay all the taxes for the redevelopment.

Amendment*2 Clear Titles forCertain Free School Fbnd Lands
*  *  Authorizes the General Land Office to issue a patent for public free school land to a person who can prove he 
acquired the land without knowledge o f a defective title or that his predecessors have held a recorded deed to the 
land and paid all taxes for 50 years before November 15, 19SI.

FOR Allows persons to get a clear title to land where land was purchased in good faith and property

Amendment #3 State Financing Management Committee
*  *  Allows the Legislature to create a state financing management committee to manage the expenditures o f  
appropriated funds that are not dedicated

FOR: The state would have the flexibility to adjust to federal budgetary changes and unanticipated ex­
penses of state agencies

This authority would help control costs of state government and make spending more accountable. 

AGAINST: A financing management committee could-become a political tool to harass agencies

Budget management should be solely an administrative function green to agencies

Am endm ent# 4  Water Tru s t Fund
A *  Creates a water trust fund from one-half o f  the state's surplus revenues, increases to 12% the allowable interest 
rate payable on authorised but unissued state bondu and extends $500 million o f state’s credit to guarantee water 
bonds issued by qualified political subdivisions.
FOR The loan guarantee program will allow local communities and water districts to back their bonds

with the credit rating of the state. This means lower coats of bond funding and lower utility bilk
for the ratepayer

projects in cooperation with local authorities who determine the need and scope of projects for 
local areas.

Amendment #6 P roperty Ta x Relief for Homesteads
*  A Allows counties, cities, school districts or other politwal divisions to exempt a portion o f the market value o f 
a residence homestead from ad valorem taxation.

FOR. Thu amendment will ease the eventual shift to 100% appraisal values by giving a homeowner a
percentage exemption from property taxes for the next few yean.

Thu amendment, by giving property tax relief, helps many to buy and keep homes.

AGAINST: Thu gives the moat tax relief to the most valuable homes and renters get no Ux relief.

Am endm ent#? Veteran Land Bonds
*  *  Authorises the issuance o f $250 million in veterans land bonds and increases the interest on bonds to ten 
percent

FOR: Thu program doesn't cost the taxpayers

It has helped almost 73,000 Texans buy land but without this amendment the program will have to 
shut down before next year.

AGAINST: The veteran's land program u too large already.

The federal government has the responsibility to provide benefiu to veterans.

Roadwork Scheduled
Work in Parmer County is 

included in the 1981-82 Texas Farm 
to Market Road Program passed 
recently by the State Highway and 
Public T ransportation Commission.

Acting District Engineer, C.W. 
Nall, Jr., of Lubbock, District Five, 
said the program includes:

In Parmer County, from US 60, 
5.0 miles northeast of Farwell, east to 
junction of FM 1731 and FM 3333, 
5.2 miles; provide relocation 
assistance and construct grade, 
structures and surface; $500.00 
relocation assistance, $625,500.00 
construction.

Statewide, the two-year program 
includes $46.8 million for new 
construction or additional financing 
on 260 miles of Farm and Ranch to 
Market Roads in the state.

This includes funding for 133 miles 
of new construction and additional 
financing for another 113 miles. 
Approximately 13 miles of projects

were authorized previously and 
included in this program.

The Texas Farm and Ranch to 
Market Road system is one of the 
largest secondary road networks in 
the nation with some 41,000 miles 
designated since the program's 
inception shortly before World War 
II.

The system has been devcw, 4 
cooperatively by the counties and the 
state, with local governments 
securing the right of way and 
providing for utility adjustments and 
the state in charge of the construction 
and maintenance of the facilities.

The system, which is all paved, has 
been credited with opening new 
social, educational and recreational 
opportunities as well as serving 
agricultural producers.

The program covers the entire state 
with 48 new construction projects in 
45 counties and 33 projects which will 
receive additional financing in 
28 counties.
