Today Agriculture is a fast 
changing industry and one 
which must be studied by 
farmers if they art* going to 
“ keep up.’ ’ For example, a 
lew  months ago we felt that, 
while some culling was neces­
sary, most of the hens which 
were laying at all were show­
ing a profit and should he 
left in the flock. Today that 
idea has changed. Feed prices 
have gone up, labor is scarce, 
high protein feeds are scarce, 
and many other factors have 
come into the picture. There­
fore, it now appears that rath­
er rigid culling should be prac­
ticed on the flocks of our 
farms.

There are several reasons for 
culling. Some of them are men­
tioned above. If we are to 
save valuable high protein feed, 
high priced home grains, and 
labor, we need to be caring 
only for the birds which are 
doing a good jojb. Another 
reason is that the laying house 
will take care of only so many 
birds. So, le t’s get down to a 
good culling job on our hens 
and get rid of the loafers.

When you start culling pen 
the birds up in the house 
where you can get to them 
without, too much trouble. A l­
ways remember that if you will 
handle your hens with the 
least j>bssible confusion you 
will be less apt to throw them 
o ff production, (let a good 
catching hook so that they may

be picked up with little trou­
ble. If you spot one with a 
shriveled comb pick her up 
and examine her. If she is a 
low producer cull her. If she is 
in good production leave her 
hut throw her out of the house 
so she won’t confuse you again. 
A ll birds which arc molting 
should he culled. Any bird 
which has a lot o f yellow pig­
ment or color in her beak and 
shanks should be culled since
