Grain Sorghum 
Harvest Poses 
New Problems

With 200.000 acres planted In 
row crop in Deaf Smith County 
and big yields predicted, de­
spite the present need of rain, 
the problem of harvest and 
storage Is looming large for 
farmers.

This latest headache of war 
time farm production was em­
phasized this week by County 
Agent A. R. Bateman, when he 
urged use of farm storage fa ­
cilities whenever possible and 
the allowing of ample maturing 
time for the crop. Row crop, 
he points out. Is hard to store 
and unless the stalks are allow­
ed to stand In the field until 
the grain Ls dried out, danger 
of loss ls great. Some varieties, 
particular Martin Maize and 
certain other types of Maize 
and Kaffir may be allowed to 
stand in the field for a long 
period of time. Maize stalks are 
sturdy, Bateman points out, and 
the feed ls not likely to fall.

Elevator storage, the county 
agent said, will not be available 
unless the picture changes 
drastically In the near future. 
Approximately one-third of the 
wheat In the county ls still to 
be shipped: but with only nine 
million bushels of storage left 
In such an important terminal 
as Fort Worth, It ls obvious that 
there simply will be no place to 
move a bumper row crop.

Concerning other phases of 
the row crop harvest. Bateman 
says that present indications 
are for an adequate supply of 
trucks and combines: but his 
advice to farmers who have 
feed whldh can safely remain 
In the field ls to be In no hurry 
about getting the crop har­
vested.

Estimate Two 
Million Bushel 
Wheat Crop

Between 350 and 400 ears o f 
wheat were shipped from Fri­
ona during the harvest period 
of F ion a ’s record wheat crop, 
and It ls estimated that per­
haps that many cars would 
have been shipped had an ad­
equate supply of cars been ob­
tainable.

In addition to the amount 
shipped out. all the elevators 
and storage bins In the city are 
filled to capacity, and several 
thousands o f bushels are 
stored on farms and dumped 
on the ground And beside this, 
several thousands of bushels 
were hauled from the Friona 
territory to other grain mar­
kets at Hereford, Bovina and 
Farwell.

Taking all Into consideration 
there were probably 1,000 car 
loads of wheat grown In the 
Friona territory, and taking an 
average of 2.000 bushels per 
car load. It would yield a total 
of about 2.000.000 bushels for 
the territory.

From the best Information 
obtainable, it appears that an 
estimated average otf 30 bush­
els per acre will not m l*  the 
correct average very far; with 
some fields or parts orf fields 
running as high an average as 
45 bushels per acre, for this 
territory.

HOME CANKERS’ QUESTIONS

Home canning season brings 
many a question to home eco­

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Tight Supplies 
Mean' Strict Gas 
Ration Rulings

With supplies of gas and 
many types o f tires at a new 
low, enforcement of rationing 
and conservation rules Is go­
ing to be much stricter In the 
future.

This was the Information 
given County Agent A. R. Bate­
man and AAA Secretary F. O. 
Collier at a district meeting of 
Extension Service and AAA o f­
ficials with representatives of 
OPA and the Office of Defense 
Transportation in Amarillo, 
Tuesday.

According to the report, ap­
proximately 67 per cent of all 
gas now made Ls high octane 
and the reserve for civilian us­
age is practically exhausted. 
And although much synthetic 
rubber iias been manufactured 
and lfYs proving generally sat­
is factory for tire making, the 
shortage of rayon fabrics and 
loss of skilled labor in the rub­
ber industry has resulted in 
short tire supplies. Also, the lo­
cal men say, the loss of tires 
during the landings and the 
current offensive in France has 
been heavy and consequently 
ration quotas on heavy duty 
truck tires for domestic use 
have been cut to the bone.

Investigations in a number 
of north Panhandle counties 
have showed what the OPA 
men call serious misuse of 
“ non-highway” gasoline, and 
considerable waste of truck 
tire® through failure to use 
conservation methods. An in­
vestigation into the situation 
has been promised for other 
Panhandle counties, including 
Deaf Smith; and much stricter 
investigation of "non-highway” 
gas allotments will be practiced. 
Unless better enforcement is se­
cured. the final result may be 
the placing of gas allotments 
on a county basis, the speaker 
said.

Both Mr. Collier and Mr. 
Bateman stated that the speak- 
e T c a r e f u l  to point out 
that misuse of non-highway 
gas and other abuses of the ra­
tioning and conservation pro­
gram are the practice of only a 
“selfish minority" of the people. 
However, unless better en­
forcement is secured, the ma­
jority may suffer for the acts 
of the “selfish minority."

Hews of the Deaf Smith County 
Wind Erosion District

Mrs. Eva Brown, has solved a 
stock watering problem by con­
structing a dam across a small 
draw on her 2,640 acre farm and 
ranch in the Bootleg community.

The dam was built across the 
draw, running through the cen­
ter of the pasture; and a hole 
approximately 12 feet deep was 
dug Just above the dam. The 
work was done In June and July 
of last year and the spring rains 
filled the reservoir ahich con­
tains approximately 15 acre feet 
of water. It has furnished water 
for 175 head of cattle and hor­
ses all spring and summer.

“  The stock pond has been 
worth much more to me this 
spring and summer than it cast 
me to build it and will continue 
to furnish water for cattle and 
horses during the remaining 
summer and fall months, when 
water supply is limited.” com­
mented Mrs. Brown this week 
when asked if the lake ls fur­
nishing an adequate amount of 
stock water.

The construction work was 
done with Deaf Smith County 
Wind Erosion District heavy 
equipment which ls available to 
county farmers and ranchmen 
This plan has been followed by 
several ranchmen with good re­
sults. Assistance will be furnish­
ed by Soil Conservation Service 
personnel assigned to the Wind 
Erosion District by making ap­
plication at the offices in the 
Deaf Smith County Courthouse.
