Take cans 
out of cooker immediately and 
press meat down so that Juices 
will cover pieces. If pack is too 
full, remove some meat or broth 
There should be 1-4 inch head­

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Mariae Writes of Roberts' Death 
la  Assault on Eniwetok Stronghold

Pfc Macyl Roberts, son of Mr 
and Mrs. H. W Roberta of the 
Messenger Community, met his 
death in February on Eniwetok 
Atoll, while trying to aid his 
mortally wounded squad leader, 
according to details received last 
week by the Marine private's 
mother from the captain of his 
company.

On Feb 18, 1944. according to 
the captain’s letter, Roberts' 
squad was pushing forward to 
ward a strongly defended Jap 
pillbox The squad leader was 
badly hit and lay wounded In 
plain view of the Japanese fire 
when young Roberts advanced. 
Tiring, to give assistance to his 
wounded corporal. Roberts fell, 
mortaNy wounded, and the cor­
poral was killed Instantly as he 
attempted to crawl to his buddy.

Mrs Roberts has also received 
a  letter from another Marine 
buddy of her son, and because 
it tells of the courage and brav­
ery of American boys In the face 
of death, we are reprinting part 
of it.
Dear Mrs Roberts:

"I received a letter from my 
own mother this morning along 
with the one you had WTitten 
her. I ’ve sat here all morning 
(in the San Diego Naval Hospi­
tal > trying to form a letter in 
my mind and am now forced to 
write as I feel. In my own way 
I  know how you feel, for I snail 
never be the same again since 
Bab (Macyl) has gone.

"We had be^fi together since

the day Bob came out of boot 
camp, and just before going
overseas became fast friends. 
Finally we were even closer
than own brothers, and for well 
over a year one of us never left 
camp unless the other was 
along We had stood together 
through everything that came
along, and there was never
even the slightest misunder- 

’ standing between us.
"I carried h:m to safety '^k n  

he was hit, as the three of us 
I (our other buddy from Dallas 
who was killed at the same time) 
were assaulting a pillbox. Al­
though I can’t even realize it 
yet that he is gone, It has been 
the hardest blow of my life. Per- 

! haps I should tell you how proud 
you should be that he died for 
Ills country, but I'm not a pol- 

; itieian. Being his mother, your 
bravery at weathering such a 
blow Ls comparable only to his 
own.

"I have never known a boy
with all the finer characteris­
tics of a man that he had. He 
was so proud of you all. and 
every night we would take out 
our pictures of home and talk 
about them Though I have net 
been able yet to meet either you 
or his father. I know very well 
what you look like. He was 
prouder of his little brother and 
sister than you probably' will 
ever know.

“As I no longer feel at home 
or at ease here in the States. 
I have asked for immediate re-
