City residence construction is 
under the authority of the Fed­
eral Housing Administration.

However, according to a re­
cent explanatory announce­
ment concerning lumber pur­
chases. farmers are now en­
titled to buy small amounts of 
lumber for essential mainte­
nance and repair of implements 
and farm service buildings by 
simply signing an application 
at the lumber yard. Three hun­
dred board feet of lumber ran 
be purchased without the use 
of a certificate.

Farmers needing more than 
300 board feet of lumber should 
apply at the county AAA office, 
where the AAA committee has 
authority to issue farmer's lum­
ber certificates for essential 
maintenance and repair use 
and for new construction (other 
than residences) where the 
cost is not more than $1,000 per 
farm per calendar year The 
committee also will issue cer­
tificates for lumber needed for 
emergencies. For construc­
tion which must be approved by 
the War Production Board, the 
committee makes recommenda­
tions but does not Issue certif­
icates.

Calcium Deficiencies 
Serious Lack of 
Most Adult Diets

We are all born calcium-poor, 
and calcium is one of the two 
nutrients In which American 
diets or food supplies most o f­
ten fall to measure up to the 
"yardstick o f good nutrition,” 
says Dr. H. C. Sherman, until 
recently chief of the Bureau of 
Human Nutrition and Home 
Economics of the U. S. Depart­
ment of Agriculture. The other 
element lacking in many diets 
is riboflavin, says Dr. Sherman.

Calcium deficiencies are 
much more frequent than phy­
sicians commonly realize, be­
cause there Is no good way of 
detecting them. Undoubtedly 
childbirth is easier and safer 
because a new-born infant has 
soft, flexible bones. Once safe­
ly born, the child’s body needs 
to catch up on calcium-and 
Promptly. In life the baby starts 
getting calcium immediately. 
He gets it from the milk he 
drinks.

The need for calcium is more 
generally appreciated for child­
ren than for men and wcmen, 
and many go through life with 
bodies poor in calcium and 
never realize it. When the sup­
ply o f calcium in food is more 
liberal, there is better internal 
structure o f bones, especially 
the porous ends of the long 
bones. This give a greatly in­
creased surface o f bone mineral 
in contact with the circulating 
blood, and helps the blood to 
recover rapidly from strains 
and drains affecting its supply 
o f calcium.

Although milk is seven-eights 
water, and kale has still higher 
water content, both these foods 
supply in this natural wet state, 
more calcium, pound for pound, 
than do typical fruits, root veg­
etables. meats or breadstuffs. 
The Importance of milk and 
green leaf vegetables for cal­
cium and vitamin A led to their 
being called “protective” foods.

Care in Wrapping Stressed ior Xmas 
Mailing to Armed Forces Overseas

Packing parcels securely and 
addressing them clearly and
correctly are instructions stress­
ed this week in the announce­
ment by Postmaster General 
Frank Walker that the period 
for mailing of Christmas par­
cels to all Army and Navy per­
sonnel overseas will be from 
Sept. 15 to Oct. 16. After Oct. 
15 no gift parcel may be mail­
ed to a soldier without the pre­
sentation of a written request 
from him.

“ It is not pleasant to visit a 
postal concentration center and 
see the numbers of Christmas 
parcels which will never reach 
servicemen and servicewomen," 
Postmaster General Walker 
said in urging that all pack- j 
ages be securely wrapped.

Pointing out that gifts must 
travel far in crowded shipping 
space, the postmaster general 
emphasized that If gifts are to 
be protected they must be pack- j 
ed In boxes made of wood, me­
tal, solid fiberboard or strong, 
doublefaced corrugated fiber- 
board reinforced with strong 
gummed paper tape or tied with 
strong twine. I f both tape and 
strong twine are used, so much 
the better. I f  the outer layer Is 
crushed—and this is likely to 
happen—the loss of contents 
may be prevented if fiberboard 
boxes are wrapped in heavy 
paper. The address of the send­
er and addressee should be 
written Inside the package as 
well as outside.

Parcels must not exceed five 
pounds In weight, must not be 
more than 15 Inches In length 
or 36 Inches In length and girth 
combined. It must be marked 
"Christmas Parcel" so that It 
may be given special attention 
to assure Its arrival before Dec. 
25.

Not more than one package 
may be mailed In any one week 
to the same member o f the arm­
ed forces by or In behalf of the 
same mailer.

When combination packages 
are made up of such items as 
miscellaneous toilet articles, 
hard candles, soaps, etc., the 
contents should be tightly pack­
ed so that they will not loosen 
In transit and damage the con­
tents or the cover. Hard cand­
ies. nuts, caramels. cookies,

I fruit cake and chocolate bars 
i individually wrapped in waxed 
paper should be enclosed in In­
ner boxes of wood, metal or 
cardboard.

Perishable goods, such as 
fruits or other foods that will 
spoil, are prohibited. Intoxi­
cants. Inflammable materials 
such as matches or lighter flu­
ids. poisons and anything that 
may damage other mall are also 
prohibited. Gifts enclosed In 
glass should be substantially 
packed to avoid breakage.

zors and knives must have their 
points protected.

Relatives and friends who 
know that the personnel In Che 
armed services to whom they 
plan to send gifts are at far 
distant points should begin to 
mall their packages on the 
opening day—Sept. 15—of the 
mailing period. Success can be 
assured, with the limited per­
sonnel and facilities available, 
only If the public gives full co­
operation through prompt 
mailings of overseas gift par­
cels from the opening of the 
mailing period.
