Two

fliers remained unconscious for
almost five hours when their
twin-engine fighter plane
crashed 12 miles northeast of
here Wednesday morning. Both
sustained serious injur and
one may prove fatal

The fliers are now reported to
be in a Navy hospital at Nor-
man, Okla after receiving
emergency treatment at the
Hereford Prisoner of War Camp
they were carried to Amarillo
and later flown to the Navy
base. Names of the two men,

the extent of their injuries, and
their home addresses are with-
held by military officials.

Based at Eagle Mountain Lake
near Decatur, Texas, the plane
was said to have been on a
routine flight to Hobbs, N. M.,
when the accident occured.
Cause of the crash is being in-
vestigated by the navy, assisted
by Amarillo Army Airfield.

The plane crashed, apparent-
ly without ever lowering the
landing gear, on the south side
of the Jim Stocks place—about
one-half mile east and slightly
north of the R. G. (Bob) Lewis
residence. Wreckage was scat-
tered about an eighth of a mile.

The plane apparently crash-
ed shortly after 2 o'clock Wed-
nesday morning, but was not
| discovered until around 7 o'clock.
Eye Witness Story

The following story, related
by Mrs. Lewis and Mrs. Curtis
tells of the discovery:
| “My husband and I saw a

man walking in the field around
7 o'clock,” Mrs. Curtis said, “but
we thought that it was prob-
ably Mr. Lewis. Then we noticed
(that he was staggering and
(holding to the fence posts.”

About this time Mr. Lewis,
who had already seen the fig-
ure, approached the Curtis’ and
got Mr. Curtis to go with him to
the man. Upon discovering that
it was a Marine they took him
to the Lewis home.

“He was rational most of the
|time,” Mrs. Lewis said. “He
kept asking if he was not close
to Hobbs (N. M.) so we figured
that they must have been lost.

|He sald he belleved they must
{have crashed around 2:15
o'clock, since his watch had

stopped at that time.”

They presumed that the Ma-
rine must have been thrown
from the plane and remalned
on the ground until shortly be-
